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Japan Radio Head Here

Kenjiro Yabe, managing director of the
Program Department of the Tokyo Central
Radio Office, arrived in San Francisco re-
cently from Japan. Kabe, who holds the
reins for the radio broadcasting programs
of the Island Empire, and is the dictator of
all that shall be sent out over the mikes to
the 900,000 listeners of Japan, is here to in-
spect American broadcast methods, and also
plans to perfect arrangements for the broad-
casting of the Olympic Games for 1932 at
Los Angeles to Japan. Plans for this are
being discussed with the National Broad-
casting Company of America.

New Features in Majestic

ETAL-SPRAYED TUBES, an in-
Mvention from Germany, twin-power

detection from England and a modu-
lated circuit, an improvement developed in
American laboratories, are features of the
newest Majestic radios now being shown
throughout the Pacific Coast. Announcement
of the new models was made by Cal Shar-
rah, vice-president and general manager of
Thompson & Holms, Ltd., San Francisco
distributors.

While Pacific Coast fans are getting their
first view of the new Majestic line that num-
bers eight new models, 12,000 Majestic deal-
ers throughout the nation are making simul-
taneous displays of the new merchandise.
Including Motor Majestic, the automobile
receiver, Majestic now has 12 different mod-
els to offer.

“The first of the three new Majestic fea-
tures is the spray-shield tube, the method of
applying the metal being deveoped in Ger-
many and brought to this country by Ma-
jestic,” stated Sharrah, “The metal is sprayed
directly on the glass in a heavy coating,
giving the tube two important advantages.
First, the need for the round perforated
metal shielding cans or square metal com-
partments in receivers is eliminated, as this
metal acts as an even better shield than did
either of these older methods. Second, this
metal directly on the glass aids the screen-
grid effect within the tube.

“The second important new feature is
Twin Power Detection. Majestic found that

two leading British radio engineers had built
a marvelously perfect receiver which had
been placed in the Science Museum in Eng-
land.

“The outstanding development was the
use of two detectors in push-pull using what
is called grid rectification. These engineers
had found out how to make grid rectifica-
tion handle power, so Majestic developed
this to practical application in a mass pro-
duction receiver and introduced it to America.

“Majestic’s modulated circuit enables the
set to combine the functions of the first
detector and the oscillator, thus eliminating
one tube and, by using a pentode in place
of two type 45's the public has a set which
is claimed to be even sharper in pulling
through distant stations, yet does not spoil
reproduction,” declared Sharrah.

Radio Exports Maintained

Foreign sales of American radio apparatus
are continuing on the upward path despite
the depressed condition of world markets and
the adverse effects of declining prices, ac-
cording to officials of the Department of
Commerce.

During the first seven months of the cur-
rent year, exports of receiving sets in par-
ticular, it is said, have shown a most grati-
fying gain, totaling approximately $7,100,000
in comparison with $4,680,000 in the corres-
ponding period of last year. Receiving tube
shipments have amounted to $1,092,000
against $1,355,000 in 1930, and receiving set
parts to $1,727,000 against $1,783,000.
