HE American School of the Air, incor-

porating several new features in its regu-
lar plan of broadcasting instruction, will re-
sume its courses in geography, history,
literature, elementary science, music, voca-
tional guidance and current events, when it
opens its sessions over a coast-to-coast Co-
lumbia network on Monday, October 21.
The programs will be heard thereafter each
Monday to Friday, inclusive, from 11:30 to
12 noon, P, S. T., with the usual recesses
during the holiday seasons.

The plan of education by radio was started
as an experiment in February of 1930. The
courses met with such hearty approval of
school principals, teachers and students alike
throughout the country, that the following
year’s schedule was increased to the full
school week.

Miss Helen A. Johnson, the broadcasting
dircctor, with the aid of a board of consult-
ants comprised of prominent educators, has
planned the programs well in advance, The
Teahers’ Manual and Classroom Guide of
the American School of the Air, which is dis-
tributed to educators through the country,
contains brief descriptions of the countries,
persons or incidents dramatized in the daily
air classes. Incorporated in the manual are
suggestions for visual aids, books for supple-
mentary reading, elementary scientific experi-
ments and incidental music, which makes
possible a complete correlation of the air
courses with classroom work.

Philharmonic Symphony’s Sunday
Concerts for 1935-36

The Columbia Broadcasting System an-
nounces that the Sunday afternoon concerts
and six Saturday morning Children’s Con-
certs presented by the Philharmonic-Sym-
phony Society of New York for the season
of 1935-36 will be broadcast over the coast-
to-coast network and the nationwide network
on the Canadian Radio Commission. Otto
Klemperer, distinguished German conductor,
will direct the first broadcast, tentatively set
for Sunday, October 13, from 12:00 to 2:00
p. m., PST.

Arturo Toscanini, the noted Italian maes-
tro, returns for his eleventh consecutive sea-
son to conduct the second part of the series.
The Philharmonic-Symphony Society’s 1935-
36 season promises to be a most colorful
one in the variety of works presented to the
nationwide radio audience. A highlight of
the forthcoming series is the engagement of
Sir Thomas Beechum, prominent English
director, who will provide Columbia’s radio
audience with three Sunday broadcasts on
January 5, 12, and 19. The Philharmonic-
Symphony Society has requested Sir Thomas
to investigate the possibilities of English
music with the idea of presenting to the
American public in these three weeks the
outstanding English works. The Society has
also requested Hans Lange, who will con-
duct four separate broadcasts during the
season, to examine the field of American
compositions and to arrange for each of his
broadcasts, if possible, a new and interesting
composition by an American composer.

In Coast to Coast Broadcast

Forum on Current Problems, Opening Tuesday, October 15,
To Present Addresses by World Figures Here and Abroad

RESIDENT and Mrs. Franklin D. Roose-

velt and more than two score world
tamous hgures in politics, literature, educa-
tion, music and sociology will be heard in an
extensive series of broadcasts over National
Broadcasting Company networks from the
fifth annual “New York Herald-Tribune”
Forum on Current Problems, opening Tues-
day, October 15th, in the Waldorf-Astoria in
New York.

Their addresses, on the general conference
theme, “America Faces a Changing World,”
will be broadcast exclusively during the three-
day session over NBC networks from New
York, Washington, Paris, London, Brussels,
Chicago, Panama and Madison.

The conference, arranged by the “Herald-
Tribune” for the discussion of modern prob-
lems of the home, the nation and the world,
will hear from London via short wave the
voice of Sir Josiah Stamp, director of the
Bank of England. From Paris will come a
talk by Paul Reynaud, former Finance Min-
ister of France, and from Brussels, Paul Van
Zeeland, Prime Minister of Belgium.

Cordell Hull, Secretary of State of the
United States, will make the opening speech
on Tuesday, October 15. The first session of
the forumn, on that morning, will deal with
“Trade and Peace,” with special emphasis on
the question as to whether or not America
can remain neutral in event of another war.

The speakers on this session will be Mrs.
Iranklin D. Roosevelt, who will discuss “The
American Womans’ Place in the World To-
day”; Norman H. Davis, President Roose-
velts’ ambassador at large, who will make
the keynote speech; Sir Josiah Stamp, from
London; Dr. Philip C. Jessup, professor of
international law at Columbia University, dis-
cussing “Can the United States Remain Neu-
tral?”; Paul Reynaud, talking from Paris;
Paul Van Zeeland, from Brussels, and Thom-
as J. Watson, chairman, American section
of the International Chamber of Commerce,
speaking on “World Trade and Recovery.”

The second session, to be held on the after-
noon of October 15, will have as its general
topic “Assets of the Depression.” Mrs.
Roosevelt will make the keynote speech on
“Better Housing,” to be followed by Mayor
Fiorello L.aGuardia of New York discussing
“Depression’s Debunking of Finance.” Later
in the session Igor Sikorsky, aviation engi-
neer, will speak on “\Wings Over America”;
Miss Josephine Roche, Assistant Secretary
of the Treasury, will talk on “Youth's Oppor-
tunities Today and Social Security Safe-

guards™; and John G. \Winant, chairman of
the National Social Security Board, will dis-
cuss "Social Security.”

“Safeguards for the Future” will be the
main discussion topic of the third session on
the morning of October 16. The speakers
to be heard during this meeting include Alfred
P. Sloan, president of General Motors, giving
the keynote speech; Ogden Mills, former Sec-
retary of the Treasury, talking on “Broaden
the T'ax Base”; Dr. Neil Carothers, professor
of economics of the College of Business Ad-
ministration at Lehigh University, speaking
on “Sane Economics”; Paul Siple, Boy Scout
with the Byrd expedition; Lady Rhondda,
editor of “Time and Tide,” discussing “In-
ternational Understanding”; Dr. Menas Greg-
ory, former director of the psychiatric de-
partment of Bellevue Hospital, on “Juvenile
Delinquency”; Judge E. Q. Johnson, prosecu-
tor of Al Capone, speaking on “Cutting the
Crime Cost,” and Dr. Arthur H. Compton,
professor of Physics at Chicago University,
on “The Safeguard of Religion.”

The fourth session of the forum will be
held on the morning of October 17 and will
discuss in general *“I'he Rise of Culture in the
United States.” John Erskine, president of
the Juilliard Foundation, will make the key-
note talk to be followed by Irita Van Doren,
literary editor of the “New York Herald-
Tribune,” discussing “Trends in Literature”;
Edward Johnson, director of the Metropoli-
tan Opera, talking on “The Place of Opera in
American Life”; Reuben Mamoulian, famed
motion picture producer, speaking on “The
World’s Latest True Art”; Helen Hayes,
one of America’s foremost actresses, discuss-
ing “The Stage.”

“Propaganda: A Force for Good or Evil”
will be the main topic during the fifth session
and will bring some of America’s foremost
publicists to the radio audience. Dr. Harwood
L. Childs, department of politics at Prince-
ton University, will open the session with a
talk on “The Science of Propaganda.” Addi-
tional speakers include Edward L. Bernays,
famed publicist, discussing “Moulding Public
Opinion”; Colonel Frank Knox, publisher of
the “Chicago Daily News,” telling of “Free-
dom of the Press”; David Sarnoff, president
of the Radio Corporation of America, speak-
ing on “Radio and Public Opinion”; Mrs.
Thomas G. Winter, of the public relations
department of the Associated Motion Picture
Producers, Inc., discussing “The Movies and
Public  Opinion”; Mrs. Grace Morrison
Poole, former president of the General Fed-
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eration of Women’s Clubs, on “Propaganda
and  Organized Women”; and Dorothy
Thompson, author, closing the session with
a talk on “Government by Propaganda.”

The sixth and final session will lay before
NBC listeners a description, by authorities
and representatives of some of the leading
universities, of new philosophies of govern-
ment which have gained ascendancy in the last
few years. The general topic of discussion
at this meeting will be “What Americans
Should Know of the New Philosophies of
Governments.”

The keynote speech will be made by Dr,
Glenn Frank, president of the University of
Wisconsin. Dr. Harold \V. Dodds, president
of Princeton University, will talk on “The
American Philosophy of Government”; Dr.
Frederick L. Schumann, professor of political
science at the University of Chicago. on “Na-
tional Socialism: Menace or Promise”; Cal-
vin Bryce Hoover, professor of economics at
Duke University, speaking on “Communism
in Russia”; Dr, James T. Shotwell, professor
of history at Columbia University, will dis-
cuss “Italian Fascism,”

At the conclusion of the entire forum, Mrs.
Ogden  Reid, vice-president of the “New
York Herald-Tribune,” will introduce Presi-
dent Roosevelt. The President will speak
to the forum and NBC listeners in a special
address from the Caribbean.

The broadcast program is now being ar-
ranged by NBC so that all the highlights of

the three-day session may be brought to the
radio audience. Definite time and network
schedules will be announced in the necar
future.

Pomona College Glee Club

The celebrated men’s glee club of Pomona
College, winner of the national championship
in 1932 (the last year in which the national
contests were held at St. Louis), will be heard
in five songs during “Male Chorus Parade”
presentation Wednesday night, October 9,
from 8:15 to 8:30 o’clock, over the Columbia-
Don Lee network.

Organized in 1892, and thus one of the
oldest groups of the kind on the Pacific
Coast, the Pomona College Glee Club is un-
der the directionn of Ralph H. Lyman, who
has served as its leader for the past eighteen
vears. In addition to winning the national
trophy three vears ago, the club has on ten
accasions won first laurels in the Southwest
Pacific Coast championships.

Its thirty-two voices, equally apportioned
as to the four voice-ranges, will open Wed-
nesday night’s program with “Chivalry,” by
Everett Olive, professor of piano at Pomona
College, whose “Scalp Dance” is the theme
song for Fred Waring’s Pennsylvanians. The
complete program follows: “Chivalry,” by
Olive; “Swing Tlow, Sweet Chariot.” an ar-
rangement by Huntley; “Ave Maria,” by Ar-
cadelt; “Fcho Song.” by Di Lasse, and “Hail,
I’omona. Hail,” by Loucks.

JVN on 10.66 meg. has al-
ready replaced JVM for the daily broadcasts
between 10:45 and 11:20 p. m., and between
1:00 and 4:40 a. m. Monday and Thursday
experimental programs are now carried by
JVH (14.60 meg.), JVN (10.66 meg.), and
JVU (5.89 meg.) simultaneously from 1 to 2
p. m., with excellent volume being reported
from the first two.

As yet, no change has been made in the
carrying station for the daily “Overseas Pro-
grams,” but faltering signals will no doubt
necessitate such a shift n the near future.

European reception has been very erratic

during the past week, and violent fluctuations
were noticeable on London’s number six
transmission between 7 and 8 p. m. GSC on
9.58 meg. has ranged all the way from in-
audible to very strong during this broadcast,
and GSL on 6.11 meg. has been almost as
jumpy.
England’s fifth transmission, from 3 to
5 p. m., remains at a very low level from
both GSC and GSB, but a considerable im-
provement has been noted during the late
morning hours from GSD on 11.75 meg.
GSI, 15.26 meg., which carries the fourth
broadcast from 9:15 to 11:15 a. m., has also
held up with a fair signal quite regularly.

German, French, and Italian broadcasts
in the afternoon and evening have been ex-
tremely weak, with the exception of an oc-
casional test transmission from Berlin’s DJN
on 9.54 meg. near 6 p. m. Morning signals,
however, show some sign of improvement,
and the famous French “Radio Coloniale”
has often been logged with good volume on
11.88 meg. between 11 a. m. and noon.

HJ4ABE of Medellin, Columbia, still has
our vote for one of the strongest South
Americans on the air. This fine broadcaster
has been tuned in consistently from 6 to 8
p. m. with excellent volume, and frequent
English announcements enable the American
listencr to really enjoy the programs. Every
night, talks about the country are given near
7:30 o’clock, and many alluring propositions
are made to the prospective investor in Co-
lombian real estate. Incidentally, the man-
agement of HJ4ABE now states that com-
plete photographs of the station and staff
will be sent in answer to every letter re-
ceived. The frequency used for broadcasting
is 595 meg.

As winter approaches, reception from
HJ1ABE during the last half-hour of its
Monday DX broadcast is improving notice-
ably. A new organization, called the Rhum-
boliers,” is responsible for most of the en-
tertainment. Letters from listeners in all
parts of the world are acknowledged at 8:15
p. m., and the station always leaves the air
with Ted Lewis’ famous “Goodnight” song.
Since HJ1ABE operates only five kilocycles
removed from GSL on 6.11 meg., it is vir-
tually impossible to separate the two until
the latter signs off at 8 o’clock.

A short time ago, station VEIGW of
Bowmanville, Canada, changed its call to
CRCX and commenced carrying all Canadian
Radio Commission programs between 3:30
and 8:30 p. m. on 6.09 meg. A careful check
has shown, however, that ths schedule is
not followed very closely, and the 1000 watt
transmitter usuaily closes down at 7 o’clock.

W3XAL, key short wave station of the
eastern NBC red network, is now running
daily relay programs on 17.76 meg. between
6 and 10 a. m. During the past few weeks,
several experimental broadcasts were re-
leased, lasting until as late as 3 p. m,, but
these will probably not be continued in the
future. Incidentally, W3XAL still transmits
on 6.10 meg. every Monday, Wednesday
and Saturday from 1 to 8 p. m.

Daily broadcasting from OAX4D of Lima,
Peru, has now been temporarily discontinued,
and the former Wednesday and Saturday
schedule is again in effect. The manage-
ment will await reports on reception of the
