THE SUBMARINE DISASTER

' The sinking of the U. S. Submarine Squalus
off the coast of Portsmouth, N. H., on May

- 23, was reported by Columbia at 2:46 p.m.
Following the news flash the Public Affairs
department of Columbia rushed men to the
scene to report the disaster and the progress
of rescue efforts to the nation. John Fitz-
gerald of the Public Affairs department, Boh
Trout, CBS special events reporter, and Johu
Knel and Ken Ovington, of station WEEL
Boston, established headquarters in the press
offices at Portsmouth, where all special
broadcast arrangements were made. Colum-
bia had a boat, the Swan, equipped with
radio apparatus, and descriptions of the de-
scent of the divers, and the great rescue bell.
which successfully brought the 33 survivors
to the surface aund safety, were broadcast at
the spot. Beside the Columbia staff, Navy
officials were heard from the Portsmouth
Navy Yard,and interviews with Navy Depart-
ment officials came from Columbia’s Wash.
ington station WJSV.
