\ews in eight languages, plus more than four
hours of entertainment for American troops
abroad, is directed seven davs a week to Fur-
ope, Africa, the Near East and Asia by the
CBS Short Wave Departinent. This schedule
is continuous, around the clock, for 21 hours
a day. Five shows daily are now being re-
transmitted by Radio Algiers, and one show
by Radio Bari. Italy. On December 31, 1943,
CBS began operating two new 50.000-watt
transmitters to Europe, WOOC and WOOW,
making five transmitters beaming programs
East. On March 1, 1941, CBS will inaugurate
service on still another 50.000-watt transmit-

ter, WVCBN. to both Furope and Latin America.
