Nicknamed Thie “Silver Fox” because of
his silver hair, Rich scored nine #1
counTry hits in His career, including
“Behind Closed Doors,” “The Most
Beautiful Girl, “ both epic Record
smashes in 1977, and his last #1 of “On
My Knees,” a duer with Janie Fricke in
1978. Earlier hirs included “Lonely
Weekends,” “Big Boss Man,” "A Viry
Special Love Song,” “Every Time You
Touch Me (I Ger High)” and "l Love My
Friend.” “Most Beauriful Girl” also
1opped the pop chiarts in 19773,

Rich was votcd the CMAS
“Enteriainer of 1hie Year” in 1974 plus
received A Grammy THAT year for “Best
Country Vocal Performance By A Male
Artist.” He was 1lie CMA “Male Vocalist
of The Year” in 1973 and his “Behind
Closed Doors” and “A Viry Special Love
Song” were named albums of The year in
197% and 1974 respectively. “Behind
Closed Doors” was named “Single of The
Year” by CMA in 19673,

BURL IVES,
89, did his first rRound of Nashville
recording for Columbia on May 19,
1969 under The direction of George
Richey. Many o1hier sessions followed.
Ives was probably besi known for his
classic recordings of “Frosty The
Snowman” and “The Blue Tail Fly.”
