He is the first to de-
plane after landing.

Mr. Evans, who with Mrs. Evans,
will be Crosley’s guest at Sarasota,
was formerly secretary of the Crosley
Radio Corporation, and is an old
friend of the Crosleys.

After he had safely landed the new
speed plane at St. Petersburg, Pilot
Nirmaier traveled back to Cincinnati
by train to bring down a Douglas
amphibian, one of the Crosley fleet,
which Mr. Crosley uses for duck
hunting and fishing about Florida
waters.

Short-Wave Fan Hears
Thrilling Sea Disaster
That Cost 17 Lives . . .

Listening in on short-wave radio
conversations in a great sea disaster
was the experience of Edwin T. Noll,
of Cincinnati, when he recently tun-
ed in his Crosley 61 American and
foreign radio on the short-wave
band. Going over the dial he picked
up some excited talk. Much of it
was not clear, part being in broken
English and part what seemed to be
foreign. Imagine his startling sur-
prise when he found that he was lis-
tening to a great sea disaster and an
attempted rescue.

It was when he turned in around
12.25 megacycles that he picked up
the peculiar noises and excited con-
versation about the foundering of the
3500-ton British freighter Usworth
and her crew of 26 and the attempted
rescue of the crew by the British
steamer Ascania and the Belgian
steamer Jane Jadot some 800 miles
off Newfoundland, or about 2400 east
of Cincinnati. Seventeen seamen lost
their lives, including some of the
rescuers.

Oil poured on the gale-whipped
seas in mid-Atlantic in a frantic ef-
fort to rescue the crew of the crip-
pled British freighter resulted in
ironic tragedy as the seamen choked
to death on the oil when a lifeboat
was capsized.

Terse radio messages from the Ja-
dot told the story of the disaster to
the world and those who happened
to be listening in on their short wave
sets had an experience they will nev-
er forget. The Jean Jadot saved ten
persons. The Ascania reported that
it had taken off nine survivors, in-

cluding the captain, from the Us-
