service name and schedule. The transmission on 11430 is called "New Star Brosdcasting
Station First Service™ snd is on the air from 2300-1700. The one on 16388 i1s "New Star
Broadcasting Station 2nd Service and is on the air from 2200-1730. The one on 8726
MHz is the "New Stsr Broadcasting Station 3rd Service® and is on the air from 2700-1700,
and the one on 8300 MH2z is "New Stsr Broadcasting Station’s 4th Service and is on the
air from 2200-1730. Generally spesking, these transmissions have their own segments
slthough all of them consist of random numbers. However the 1st service snd the 3rd
service parailel each other for one hour from 0700 and from 1200, and the transmission
during the period is simply called *New Star Brosdcasting Station™ without the service
names,
The four frequencies used for random-number broadcasts from Taiwan often vary by a few
kilohertz.

Aiso to avoid unnecessary confusion to the
listener, the published frequency is aslways given to the nearest kiloHertz. Consequently,
when we choose to operate on & split frequency such es 11687.6 kHz, we published the
frequency to the nearest kHz such 11687 or 11688 kHz.
