VOA News Now 

On May 29 at 0000 UTC, The Voice of 
America (VOA) inlroduced a redesigned 
English language format called "VOA News 
Now". In the main, the new format eschews 
long-form programs in favor of a faster 
paced, magazine-style two-hour rolling 
block of news and shorter features. 

Many programs will no longer be heard. 
These include the régional news magazines 
Report to the Caribbean, Report to the 
Americas, Mideast Edition, Europe Edition 
and Dateline Bosnia. General news maga- 
zines like Newsline, World Report, VOA 
Worldwide, VOA Sunday, VOA Today and 
VOA Saturday are also dropped from the 
schedule. Also gone are the specialty pro- 
grams Business Report, Stateside and Stu- 
dio 38 (American lifestyles), Critic's Choice 
(the arts), New Horizons (science), Agricul- 
ture Today, On the Line (politics) and Ameri- 
can Agenda (US domestic issues). Music 
programs like American Gold, Now Music 
USA, Country Music USA, Concert Hall, 
Music USA Standards, Music USA Jazz and 
Border Crossings will no longer be heard on 
shortwave, though they are to resurface in 
some form on satellite. (Spécial English pro- 
grams are to be retained in a separate ser- 
vice that broadcasts on separate frequencies. 
Détails were unavailable at deadline.) 

The few former "VOA Worldwide En- 
glish" (the name of the previous format) ser- 
vice programs that survive the change are 
retimed and refitted to the new grid. (The 
transmitter and frequency schedule remains 
unchanged, however, so Mark Fine's VOA 
schedules in the May Journal are still valid.) 
In addition, "VOA English to Africa" ser- 
vice programs remain at their former times 
and frequencies.

Descriptions of VOA News Now sound 
reminiscent of the now defunct World Ser- 
vice of the Christian Science Monitor's 
"Monitoradio". Many were disappointed 
when that station left the air so, in that re- 
gard, News Now is neither radically new nor 
unwelcome. Nonetheless, the loss of so many 
well-produced and enjoyable programs is not 
a positive thing. 

It is perhaps best to view changes like this 
as inévitable in light of the increasing level 
of insecurity being experienced by many in- 
ternational broadcasters. But one cannot help 
but think that many of the changes being 
implemented, both by the VOA and other 
broadcasters, resuit in less imaginative, 
mostly homogenized substitutes for what 
came before. In an era when stations and the 
médium need to find some way to distinguish 
themselves if they are to survive, uninspired 
décisions are hardly helpful. 

That is not to say that VOA News Now 
necessarily belongs in this category. But, it 
is likely that the format will undergo further 
refinements as time goes on. And, if this 
change fails to produce the desired results 
(whatever the VOA defines this to be), we 
can expect more changes sometime in the 
(maybe not too distant) future. Such is the 
state of international broadcasting as we ap- 
proach the 21st century,

Seg- 
ment A will contain média and international 
broadeasting news; segment B will have 
longer reports and interviews; segment C will 
include audience feedback and other reports. 

Kim Elliott took an already excellent pro- 
gram (under Gene Reich) and made it even 
betler. One sincerely hopes that he will be 
able to sustain that effort under the new regi- 
men. With the program literally scattered 
Ihroughout the day and with the segments 
scheduled in an not altogether sequential or 
even logical manner, a listener might under- 
standably become frustrated and fall by the 
wayside. Let's hope not. 

Radio Australia's Asia-Pacific 
Report 

Despite everything that the folks at Ra- 
dio Australia have had to endure over the 
past year, they have corne up with another 
winner of a program. If you want to know 
the latest about nuclear testing in South Asia, 
the upheaval in Indonesia, the state of the 
Asian économies or anything else significant 
going on in the Asia-Paciflc région then you 
have to make a point to listen to Asia-Pa- 
cific Report. 

Asia Pacific Report debuted on April 20 
and represents a major new commitment 
from Radio Australia to better régional cov- 
erage, according to Network Manager Jean- 
Gabriel Manguy. The program combines the 
resources of two Australian Broadeasting 
Corporation (ABC) networks—Radio Aus- 
tralia and the domestic Radio National— 
and responds to increasing demand, both by 
national and international audiences, forau- 
thoritative information and serious analysis 
about developments in the région, following 
the économie crisis. 
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Asia-Pacific Report airs Sunday through 
Thursday at 2310 and Monday through Fri- 
day at 0005, 1005 and 1105. Best réception 
in easternNorth America is at 1005 and 1105 
on 9580 kHz. (Consult Mark Fine's trans- 
mission and frequency schedules in the May 
Journal for other frequencies. )

Austria Calls The World 

By Bob Padula 

Radio Auslria International (ROI) broad- 
casts about Austria around the world by 
shortwave, satellite, and cable.The world 
radio service of Osterreichischer Rundfunk 
(ORF) provides its listeners with a clear 
advantage in information concerning Aus- 
lria and central Europe. ROI is the service 
station for the international audience inter- 
ested in Austria, and for Austrians li ving and 
travelling abroad. The world radio service of 
ORF opérâtes at the request of the Austrian 
fédéral government and is financed froin 
public funds.with an éditorial independence 
of ROI staff guaranleed by law. 

ROI reports objectively and comprehensively 
on current affairs, including politics, éco- 
nomies, the arts, human interest events and 
sports. News and news magazines are broad- 
cast in English, German, French, Spanish, 
Arabie and Espéranto. In German, ROI broad- 
casts news on the full hour and news maga- 
zines every two or three hours. In addition, 
there are weekly magazines, music and en- 
tertainment programs, as well as a spécial 
sériés for Austrian troops serving with the 
United Nations, for vacationers in the Medi- 
terranean région, for shortwave specialist 
listeners and radio amateurs. 

The foreign language services of ROI also 
includes news bulletins, commentaries, press 
reviews and background reports to help lis- 
teners to a greater understanding of current 
events in Austria and central Europe. 

ROI has about 100 program, production, 
technical and administrative staff. ROI out- 
put is produced in the ORF Centre in Vienna 
and distributed from there through six pro- 

duction studios. From the ROI centre at 
Moosbrun the output is broadeast via more 
than 10 shortwave frequencies through two 
330/350 kW transmitters, two 100 kW trans- 
mitters and an antenna installation with a 
high gain turntable curtain antenna built in 
the mid-80's. ROFs motto is "around the 
world—around the clock" with a total pro- 
gram output of 80 hours every day ar ound the 
globe. 

Technical improvements and innovations are 
planned for ROI in program production and 
distribution. In the studios, new digital Sys- 
tems are to be installed to provide the besi 
technical cosl-effective and future-oriented 
Systems possible. To provide regular listen- 
ers with better sound quality and to expand 
audiences in the face of slrong compétition 
ROI is leasing satellite technology toexlend 
its shortwave capacity 

Since April 1995,the English language ser- 
vice of ROI has bcen available via satellite. 
Potentially more than 45 million households 
with satellite or cable access can now hear 
Report from Austria in Europe via the Astra 
1B satellite and in North America via the 
Galaxy 5 satellite as well as via the national 
US cable radio C-Span network. Various 
local broadeasting stations also rebroadeast 
the program and the Internet—PeakAudio 
System is used. In North America, a mixture 
of ROI output in various languages has been 
available since 1989 through a relay pro- 
vided by Radio Canada International, which 
has led to a marked improvement in récep- 
tion quality. 

In Europe, the world service of ORF is al- 
ready working towards the future. Here the 
ROI program can be heard via the Astra 
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satellite System in digital sound in Astra 
Digital Radio (ADR). The use of digital 
techniques gives ROI the ability to provide 
the European public with programs in CD 
quality and to give regular listeners a new 
dimension into radio listening. 

The annual budget made available by the 
Austrian Fédéral Government foresees spend- 
ingofaround 150 million Austrian schillings 
(US$15 million). With this sum, ROI has to 
cover ail its costs ranging from program 
production, staffing and transmissions via 
shortwave and new média. ROI is thus pro- 
viding a service similar to other international 
radio stations but with considerably fewer 
staff and less funding. 

Regular correspondence is received from 
listeners of around 20,000 letters and cards a 
year. This international audience shows that 
ROI is highly valued as an important and 
reliable source of information about events 
Austria and central Europe.Tire current ROI 
program leaflet with lists of frequencies is 
available free of charge to anyone who writes 
for one. ROI issues full-detail QSLs for 
correct reports received. 

The ORF Studios 

These are located in the ORF Centre in 
Vienna. At présent there are two production 
desks, a self-service studio and two trans- 
mission production desks, which can also be 
used for program pre-production. One of the 
transmission desks also serves as the main 
control room. Sound engineers broadcast 
programs to various destinations for 26 hours 
a day live or from pre-produced tapes. Their 
skills play an important part in program 
construction. 

The studios have been in service for 18 years 
and are now being brought up to dale.This 
includes the introduction of automisation, 
digililisation, computerisation and modem 
networking techniques. In future the techni- 
cal and éditorial staff will be aided by com- 
puter audio stations and a digital central 
memory bank and will have computer ser- 
vices to help in the broadcast planning of 
programs in stereo and CD quality. 

The Moosbrunn Transmitter 
Site 

ROTs programs are broadcast ail over the 
globe from the ShortwaveTransmitting Cen- 
tre at Moosbrun. The centre is located about 
25 km south of Vienna in the province of 
Lower Austria and uses two 300/500 kW 
transmitlers and two 100 kW transmitters as 
well as various omni-directional and direc- 
tional antennas for transmission to Europe 
and overseas. 

The biggest antenna is the turntable curtain, 
which is built on a circular shaped founda- 
tion 85 métrés in diameter and is 76 métrés 
high. It can be turned in the précisé direction 
required and by virtue of its design can be 
used for the entire range of shortwave broad- 
casting. 

The program for Europe reaches listeners via 
the vertically polarised Reusen antenna as 
well as via the horizontally polarised quad- 
rant antenna System. The double curtain an- 
tenna as well as the rotating standi ng antenna 
which can be rotated in any direction, and in 
part the logarithmic-periodic antenna, trans- 
mit the program to listeners overseas. 

The 300/500 kW transmitters make use of 
modem technology, are fully automatic and 
likethesomewhat older lOOkW transmitters 
are in use around the clock. 

Transmitting opérations are fully automatic 
and supervised by only nine engineers and 
technicians, who also carry out ail necessary 
maintenance and repair work. 

The transmitter facilities use about 1,400 
kW of electricity per hour.The beat given off 
with the equipment is used in an environ- 
mentally friendly manner to heat rooms and 
provide warm water,. 

Opérations began at the shortwave transmit- 
ting Centre at Mooosbrun on a provisional 
basis in 1960. The facilities were then ex- 
panded in the years 1966, 1983, and 1987 
and thus brought up to date. The transmitter 
site has an area of about 800,000 square 
melers. The area between the antennas is 
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presently used for farming purposes. There 
are plans to convert the grounds into a con- 
servation area at some future time. 

Relay Facilities 

ROI was one of the pioneers in the use of 
reciprocal international relay arrangements, 
with rebroadcasts of its programs over Radio 
Canada International facilities in Sackville, 
New Brunswick which commenced in 1989. 
The frequency used then remains unchanged 
until the présent—6015 , for coverage into 
the Americas, and for the 1998 Z98 (Sum- 
mer) broadcast season is on the air from 
0500-0700z, In return, RCI programtning is 
relayed over the Moosbrunn facility for cov-

erage into the Middle East, and the Z98 
schedule is 0430-0500 on 11975 in Arabie, 
0300-0330 in French and 0330-0430 in 
English on 11835. This RCI relay on 6015 
gives very good signais throughout eastern 
Australia during our winter months, for the 
entire two hour span. 

Former Shortwave Facility 

For a great many years, the Austrian Radio 
operated a single SW transmitter at Aldrans, 
at the bottom end of the 49 metre band on 
6000 with 10 kW. This site is a suburb of 
Innsbruck, in the far west of Austria, and 
carried a Home Service transmission for 
Europe. The facility was dismantled in 1984 
and relocated to the Moosbrunn site, where it 
continued to operate on 6000 for HS relays 
until its ultimate decommissioning in 1989. 

BroadcastsTo Australia And 
Asia 

For the Summer (Z98) season, ROI pro- 
gramming intended specifically for Austra- 
lia and Asia may be heard: 

To Asia: 0900-1200 on 15455 . This block 
includes "Report from Austria" in English 
0930-1000Mondays toSaturdays, and 1030- 
1100 Sundays; German 0900-0930, 1000- 
1130z, and French 1130-1200, 

To Australia and Asia: 0800-1100 on 17870 
. "Report from Austria" in English may be 
heard 0930-1000 Mondays to Saturdays, 
and 1030-1100 Sundays; at other times, pro- 
gramming is in German. 

ROI is one of very few international broad- 
casters offering Espéranto programs, which 
may be heard on Sundays at 0405 and at 1405 
on 6155 and 13730 for Europe, and at 2305 
also on Sundays on 9870 for the Americas. 

Medium-Wave And Long- 
Wave 

ROI also broadeasts to Europe on medium- 
wave (1476) to Europe, daily, from 2100- 
2130, and on long-wave on 261 kHz from, 
1800-1900 (daily) and 0800-0900 (Satur- 
days). The medium-wave transmitter is lo- 
cated at Bissamberg (near Vienna) with 60 
kW. The long-wave service is via the 80 kW 
transmitter at Burg, in Germany.

The Sun And 

Short-Wave Réception 

(Parti) 

The ionosphère refracts short-wave signais 
back to earth. The sun strongly affects the 
ionosphère. But you probably knew that. 

The sun has finally shown signs of increas- 
ing activity as the next 11 year solar activity 
cycle begins. Changes in short-wave propa- 
gation are becoming obvious. Solar flux num- 
bers and maximum usable frequencies are 
rising. Daytime absorption levels cause 
weaker signais on daylight paths at lower 
frequencies. Higher frequencies remain use- 
ful long after the sun has set. 

This month begins a multipart article to 
explain the art of predicting short-wave radio 
propagation. 

Solar radiation and éruptions can disturb or 
enhance ionospheric refraction of short-wave 
signais. You have probably heard the solar 
and geomagnetic status reports and forecasts 
on WWV. You can hear them at 18 minutes 
past the hour and 45 mi nutes past the hour on 
W W VH. After reading this sériés, you should 
be able to understand and apply the informa- 
tion to improve your short-wave DXing 
hobby. You will also learn how scientists 
predict future short-wave radio propagation 
conditions. 

The National Oceanic and Atmospheric 
Administration's Space Environment Ser- 
vices Center (SESC) of the US Department 
of Commerce gathers data used for the re- 
ports you hear on WWV and WWVH. The 
reports aie sent to the transmitter site in 
message form. Here technicians record voice 

announcements. The reports are automati- 
cally triggered to play at the appropriate 
time. The reports update every three-hours. 

The SESC's network of observatories moni- 
tors the geomagnetic field and the space in 
between the earth and sun. Both terrestrial 
and satellite observatories gather the data. 

The sun's electromagnetic spectrum con- 
sists of radiation spanning x-rays, ultravio- 
let, visible, infrared, and radio wavelengths. 
Sensors on earth and in space continuously 
observe each of these segments of the sun's 
total energy spectrum. The changing energy 
levels alert scientists when significant events 
occur. These solar émissions are ail electro- 
magnetic so they radiale at the speed of light 
outward from the sun. Radiation from events 
on the sun reaches the Earth's environment 
in slightly more than 8 minutes. Electromag- 
netic radiation (ER) travels faster than any 
other type of émanation. ER provides the 
earliest warning of solar éruptions and serves 
as a predictor of future short-wave distur- 
bances. 

Have you ever noticed that propagation con- 
ditions are often very good just before a 
major geomagnetic storm? This is no acci- 
dent. The ER energy from the sun excites the 
atoms in the upper ionosphère causing higher 
levels of ionization. The upper layers be- 
come more efficient as they refract short- 
wave signais beck to the earth. When other 
solaremanations, traveling much slower than 
the speed of light, finally reach earth the 
party ends. 
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In addition to ER, the sun constantly ejects 
matter such as atomic and subatomic par- 
ticles. These moving particles form a gas- 
eous solar wind. The solar wind consists of 
électrons, protons, and hélium nuclei hur- 
tling away from the sun out into the solar 
System. Normally these particles move away 
from the sun at about 250 miles per second. 
The particles travel across the space between 
the sun and earth in about 4 days, When 
éruptions hurl particles away from the sun at 
faster speeds, the time will be shorter, more 
like 3 days. So ER increases can give three 
days advance notice before moving particles 
can influence short-wave propagation. 

Prédictions more than three days ahead are 
based upon what happened the last time a 
particular part of the sun was facing toward 
the earth. Conditions tend to follow a 27 day 
cycle because the sun rotâtes on its axis once 
every 27 earth days. This rotation results in 
particles flying outward in an expanding 
spiral, Picture a rotary sprinkler head spewing 
water in a spiral string of tiny water molécules. 

As the arms of the spiral reach out 93,000,000 
miles, they sweep across the earth. Normally 
the geomagnetic field and the earth's atmo- 
sphère prevent the particles from reaching 
the earth's surface. At times some of these 
particles can interact with the upper layers of 
the magnetosphere. Particles become trapped 
and spiral along the magnetic field Unes 
toward the earth's magnetic pôles. 

As the magnetic lines dip toward the earth's 
surface, the energetic particles traverse the 
ionosphère, The charged particles cause the 
Aurora Borealis. The aurora can disrupt short- 
wave transmissions passing through the polar 
régions. The effect is particularly noticeable 
on paths which pass through the auroral zones 
surrounding the magnetic pôles. A listenerin 
California, trying to hear European transmit- 
ters, will hear these kinds of disturbances. 

The geomagnetic field causes the particles to 
deflect and flow around the earth. Think of 
this field as a deflector shield as used by the 
starships in the Star Trek TV show. 

The magnetic shield is roughly spherical on 
the side toward the sun. Scientists call this 
région the magnetosphere. The solar wind 
tends to push the magnetosphere toward the 
earth on the sunlit side. On the side away 
from the sun, the magnetosphere forms a 
long tail reaching far into space. This is 
similar to how the solar wind causes a cornet 
to exhibit a tail pointing away from the sun. 
Envision the particles moving around the 
earth's magnetosphere just as water would 
flow around a rock in a stream. 

When solar disturbances occur, solar par- 
ticles blast away from the sun at very high 
speeds. These high speed solar particles hit 
the earth's magnetosphere changing its in- 
tensity and direction. 

Collisions with these particles will whip 
around the tail of the magnetosphere chang- 
ing its direction. Do you remember how a 
boat sail flutters when a gust of wind mo- 
mentarily disrupts the smooth flow of air? 
The magnetosphere tail acts similarly. Sci- 
entists use sensitive magnetic detectors to 
monitor these fluctuations. When the direc- 
tion of the magnetic field changes, scientists 
know the collision is in progress. If you look 
carefully you can see really strong distur- 
bances deflecting compass needles. 

The magnetosphere interacts with the iono- 
sphère in complex ways when these distur- 
bances occur. Polar paths experience high 
flutter and absorption as previously noted. 
People often speak of signais having a "wa- 
tery" sound as rapid signal fluctuations modu- 
late the received signal. North/South paths 
are often actually enhanced especially at 
lower frequencies on dark paths. I often hear 
South American stations on the broadcast 
band here in Delaware. A 650 kHz station in 
Bogota, Columbia often wipes out much 
doser WSM in Nash ville. Both stations are 
50 kW but Nash ville is more or less west of 
me. Bogota is almost due south. The distur- 
bance enhances only the north/south path.

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History of Broadcasting in the 

Indian Subcontinent 

Pt. Il, Independent India 

In Part I of this sériés (see the March, 1998 
Journal), i presented the story of radio 
broadcasting in the Indian subcontinent up 
until the time of Indian independence at 
midnight on August 14, 1947. In this part, I 
take up the story of radio broaacasting in 
India following its independence from Great 
Britain. Then we look at radio broadcasdng 
in Pakistan since independence. 

At the time of partition 50 years ago, there 
were just 14 radio stations on the air in the 
whole of India. Nine of these were médium 
powered stations operated in the larger cities 
by Ail India Radio, and five were lower 
powered stations operated by the local 
govemments in princely states in central and 
south India, These latter stations ail joined 
the AU India Radio network in 1950, 

In addition to the 14 mediumwave 
transmitters at these stations, there were also 
six shortwave transmitters. They were on the 
air as VUB Bombay, VUC Calcutta, VUD 
Delhi, and VUM Madras. A small shortwave 
unit located at Baroda was already off the air 
by the time of partition. 

Because of the new political circumstances 
after partition, India moved quickly to install 
a sériés of new radio stations, particularly in 
areas bordering on the new nation of Pakistan. 
Just a few months after partition, new 
mediumwave stations were installed in the 
Punjab at Jullunder and Amrilsar, and in 
Kashmir at Jammu and Srinagar. 

The new station at Jammu had a particularly 
interesting history. In 1947, just before 

partition, a shortwave station of just 300 
watts was established in My sore by the fabled 
Maharajah. This is the station that introduced 
the usage of the now familiar identification 
announcement, "Akashvani." Soon 
afterwards, this station was upgraded with 
the installation of a new 5 kw mediumwave 
unit. The original 300 watt transmitter was 
then flown up to Jammu in the Himalaya 
mountains by a Dakota airplane, where it 
was installed for mediumwave coverage. 

As a significant counter measure during this 
era, j ust six months after Indian independence 
the Portuguese authori des established a radio 
stadon in their colony at Goa. This station 
also operated on shortwave, and it was heard 
far afield in North America, Europe and the 
Pacific. When Goa was incorporated into 
India five years after independence, the radio 
station was absorbed into the nationwide 
network of Ail India Radio. 

Throughout the years, Ail India Radio has 
increased the number of local radio stations 
throughout the country. Today there are more 
than 300 mediumwave and FM transmitters 
on the air throughout India, with 
programming in more than 150 languages. 

On the shortwave scene, AU India Radio has 
also increased its internai coverage of the 
endre country through the installation of 
régional shortwave transmitters. Currently 
there are such transmitters located in some 
30 régional cides throughout the country. 
Most are rated at 50 kw, and under optimum 
conditions they can be heard in Europe, 
North America and the Pacific. 
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AU India Radio introduced an interesting 
innovation into shortwave broadcasling by 
sy nchronizing four transmitters at four widely 
scattered locations, ail on one channel. These 
100 kw units are located in Delhi, Bombay, 
Madras and Calcutta, and can be heard carry ing 
the Vividh Bharati program on 10330 kHz. 

The international shortwave service of Ail 
India Radio began in 1939 with just two 
shortwave transmitters located on the edge 
of Delhi. Today, AU India Radio opérâtes 
more than 20 high powered shortwave 
transmitters at half a dozen différent 
locations. 

Many of the stations in the extensive network 
of AU India Radio will confirm réception 
reports with a colorful postcard depicting 
cultural and tourist scenes throughout the 
country. Sometimes these stations will verify 
direct, and sometimes via the head office of 
AU India Radio in New Delhi. 

Pt. III, Independent Pakistan 

When Pakistan achieved its independence 
onAugust 14,1947, therewerejust two radio 
stations in the whole of the territory now 
known as Pakistan (then called West 
Pakistan). These stations were located in 
Lahore, the capital city of the Punjab 
province; and in the city of Peshawar, in the 
North West Frontier province. 

The station in Lahore, identified with the call 
sign VUL before partition, was redesignated 
as APL. At the lime, APL was on the air with 
5 kw on 1086 kHz. Before partition the 
station in Peshawar was identified as VUP. It 
was redesignated as APP. At the time it 
operated with just 250 watts on 1500 kHz. 
There were no other radio broadcasling 
stations in the whole of west Pakistan. 

Over the years. Radio Pakistan developed its 
internai radio network to the point where 
today there are 24 mediumwave transmitters 
on the air, many qui te high powered. Five are 
rated at 100 kw, two at 300 kw, and one at a 

mégawatt. This super high power transmitter 
is located near the national capital, Islamabad, 
and broadcasts the External Service of Radio 
Pakistan to neigboring countries on 585 kHz. 
In addition, there is a nationwide network of 
FM stations throughout Pakistan. 

The first shortwave transmitter in Pakistan 
was activated in Karachi on the first 
anniversary of independence, August 14, 
1948. It was a low powered unit of 250 watts 
which was on the air under the callsign APK. 
Shortly afterwards, two new transmitters of 
50 kw each were installed at a new location 
in a nearby country area, and the original low 
power transmitter was removed to Lahore 
where it was reactivated on November 1, 
1949 as APL2. It was soon replaced by a 1 kw 
unit and was on the air for a only a few years. 
QSLs for APL2 shortwave in Lahore are • 
indeed very rare. 

It is speculated that the shortwave transmitter 
that Radio Pakistan established at Murree, in 
the Himalayas, in 1954 was the same low 
power 300 watt unit that was on the airearlier 
in Karachi, and then Lahore. A further 
spéculation is that it might also have been 
part of the background scene for Azad 
Kashmir Radio. As far as is known, there are 
no QSLs in existence for the Radio Pakistan 
Murree shortwave station. 

Additional régional shortwave transmitters 
of 10 kw each have been established at Quella, 
on the border with Afghanistan; at Peshawar, 
on the edge of the famed Khyber Pass; and at 
Rawalpindi, in the capital city area. Currently 
Karachi is on the air with four shortwave 
transmitters, two of 50 kw and two of 10 kw. 

The main shortwave transmitter base of Radio 
Pakistan is a double facility located 15 miles 
along the famous highway known as the 
Main Trunk Road. This double facility 
contains eight transmitters, rated at 10, 100 
and 250 kw. This is the station that is heard 
widely in the External Service of Radio 
Pakistan, and for which many QSL cards and 
letters have been issued.
