This study consisjs of daytime loggings made by Richard Clark in Puerto 
Plata, Dominican Republic {late 1979/early 1980) and by Sam Brainerd in 
St. Lucia (1977). Station call letters are given when known. If letters were 
not given by the reporter, ~word name is given instead. The reader should 
consult the World Radio-TV Handbook and recent IDXD/DXWW reports for station 
slogans, power, etc. Richard used a JRC NRD505, a Lafayette HA600A, and 
a Panasonic RF2200 with a loop and a 30-m. longwire. Sam used a large 
Grundig high-fidelity table radio. I have devised a signal stren9th rating

~~~- It was in 1921 that an ex-Navy man, Joe l!llrtineau, talked the Hale Brothers 
into letting him put an experimental 50-watt radio station atop their dry goods store at Fi~h 
and Market in San rranoiaoo. The cost was t2,400 and KPO took to the air, April 17, 1922, ae 
one of the first 15 atations in the United States. In the beginning KPO was on the air for 
one hour a day programming local singers and pianists. Programs were subj eot to their own 
program practices "it would not offend the sensibilities of a mother with children in the 
home". Broadcastin& progressed quickly. !NB. had many firsts. In 1925 it aired a football 
game directly from th• field (California vs. Stamford), and an opera from the Civic Auditorium, 
and even a program fr.om a ship at sea (The Shall Ship of Joy, en route to Ha.wail), In 1932 
the San Francisco Chronicle went into partnership with t he Hale Brothers and NBC purchased the 
station in 1935· In 1947 the call letters were changed to KNBC and in 1962 the present call 
letters KNBR were adopted.
