At shift change time, the traffic on Route 40
south of Sarnia rivals the congestion on many of the Eastern Seaboard:s urban
highways. Agriculture rounds out the business picture, as crops flourish in the
well fertilized fields bathed by the summer sun. And CKTY or "The Fox' joins
many of the drivers as they go to and from their jobs at the refineries or
farms.

THE

99.9FM

CKTY's ancestry began on 1250 khz in 1974, as CKJD, a 1000 watt DA-2 24 hour
outlet. The station formatted adult contemporary music, broadcast from cramped
quarters in a downtown Sarnia office building at 546 North Christina Street.
The call stood for Keith J. Dancey, the station's original owner.

In 1974, 1110 khz became available, and the station moved to this frequency,
increasing its daytime power to 10,000 watts. The format changed to Top 40
music, and a sister FM station was added. CJFI-99.9 aired easy listening
"Elevator" music.

The stations, faced with competition from WPHM-1380 and WHLS~1450, in Port
Huron, and rival 10,000 watt CHOK-1070 in 8arnia, lost money, and were sold in
1988 by owner Roger Lass. The new owner was the lucritive Bluewater
Broadcasting Corporation, a subsidiary of MclLean - Hunter, owners of many radio
and television stations, as well as newspapers and other periodicals, including
McLean's Magazine, Canada's national weekly news magazine. After extensive
market studies by Coleman Research, Bluewater Broadcasting changed CRJID's
format to modern country music (on February 26, 1988), while retaining the same
on air staff, and dropped CJFI's beautiful music for a soft adult contemporary
fare. The call signs were replaced by CKTY (for !'"Country") and CFGX (for "The
Fox" - foxes have proliferated in many radio markets in North America).

Needing more space, and a more professional environment, CKTY-CFGX moved
from the old Christina Street office building to a single story building
designed exclusively for radio broadcasting.

Both stations broadcast 24 hours daily from two large, roomy control rooms. The
bright, spacious building also contains two production studios (with both 2

track and 4 track capabilities), and a large news room, where a seven person
staff provides newscasts each hour. Sales and executive offices round out this
showcase complex.

CKTY and The Fox air many remote broadcasts, providing a very visible
presence in Sarnia and Lambton County. CETY community involvement includes
promotion and assistance for over thirty area charitable organizations, which
raised over $300,000 for these causes last year. Other CKTY community projects
include the Miss Sarnia and Miss sSarnia Teen Pagents, country music concerts,
and the Ontario Special Olympic Torch Run. Bight on - air personalities run
CKTY*s control board, providing Lambdon County with local information and talk,
mixed with music from Randy Travis, The Judds, Hank Williams, Jr., Johnney
Ccash, and many other contemporary and traditional country artists. On Saturday
mornings, CETY's Top 20 Countdown summarizes the most requested country tunes
during the past week on CKTY. And on Sunday nights, the syndicated “Nashville
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Live" entertains CKTY's devoted country music listeners. Locally produced news
and sports air on the hour - emphasizing Sarnia and Lambton County happenings.
CKRTY is a refreshing casis of locally - originated broadcasting by local people
- in an era of canned presentations relayed from distant points by satellite.
It is a fine example of what a local statiom can do for its market area.
CKETY's transmitting facility is uniqgue, too, in that the station uses no
less than twelve towers. Located east of Route 40, approximately fifteen miles
south of the studioc, three of the twelve towers push the daytime 10,000 watt
signal northeast, covering London and St. Thomas, as well as all of Lambton
County. The daytime signal is heard at sunset all over the eastern portion of
Canada and New England by DX'ers. The extremely directional night pattern
requires nine towers, in three rows of three each to cover Sarnia and Port
Huron, and protect WBT-1110, WWWE-1100, KMOX-1120, and other U.S. stations.

CKRTY is a textbook example of how a mix of well thought out local
programming and a visible committment to its listeners can enable an AM station
to succeed, holding its own in an era of declining AM listening.

Thanks are extended to Mark Cartland, CETY Program Director and midday air
personality, for his help in the preparation of this CETY profile. Mark brings
over a decade of broadcasting expertise to CKTY from London and Kitchener
stations. Ironically, he began his career in Sarnia, across town at the
competition, CHOK.

NAB ANTENNA TEST RESULTS DISAPPOINTING IN EARLY ANALYSIS

The results of the famed NAB anti-skywave antenna tests are expected to be
revealed at the Radio 90 gathering in Boston which gets underway just after
deadline for this issue of DX News. However, from the initial results
presented to the NAB Executive Committee several weeks ago, it appears the
antenna system tested was only about 30 percent effective as reported in
trade publications. According to Kelly Williams, NAB engineer, no further
testing from this facility is anticipated. The NAB is now testing another
antenna design described at a "low profile" antenna but this is being dore
by computer modeling and actual construction and testing of such a system
is not scheduled. Ogden Prestholdt, designer of the anti-skywave system,
is quoted in Radio World as being 'puzzled" by the varying propagation
measurements made during the on-the-air tests. Asked if the NAB will

fund the anti-skywave project further, Williams said, "Not in the immediate
future.” It looks like the handful of NRCers who received their QSLs from
the few days of testing conducted by the NAB have indeed added a rare

prize to their collections. We expect to have a more detailed follow up

in a future issue of DX News. --Jerry Starr Fcc Freeze
AM Antenna DatalsIn | . .....,.

I guess that this begins the third season for this column,
and if the support continues to be as good as it has been, we’'ll cover lots
of ground again this year. 1 have received answers Lo the wvarious AM Stereo
gquestions which I received last Spring, and will devote an entire column to
them shortly. Since I°11 be copying and paraphrasing the answers instead of
“thinking them up”, it will take longer than usual to prepare that column

In the meantime, it seemns appropriate to go over the very few rules which
apply to this column:

1 The question must be on subject matter which 1is normally
acceptable in DX NEWS, 1. e. DX-related

2) The guestion/answer should not be so technical that a majority of
readers would be “lost”

3) Questions which ask me to compare aspects of various pieces of
equipment will not be answered, as they are too subjective, and
because I do not have access to all equipment to personally test
This also covers requests to recommend eguipment

That’'s really it, so get your questions in to me for subseguent issues!

Farst off, we have an answer to & prior question The guestion involved the
antenna Jack on the ICF-2001 contsined in V57 #28

ANSHER: The ICF 2001 1is designed to work that way, per Steve Whitt's
piece entitlzd “"Get the Best from vyour Sony ICF-2001D (2010)" Pulling the
antenna partly, out bypasses the input filter which causes the loss. A copy
of the article may be obtained from the author at 21 Cauldwell Ave.,
Ipswich, 1P4 4EB, ENGLAND. Another source of information on this receiver
is contained in an article in the 1991 edition of Fine Tuning’'s
“Proceedings”, due out later this winter

QUESTION: I have =& problem with the batteries on wmy ICF-2001 The
batteries are loose 1n the compartment and the set keeps cutting off and
ultimately going back to 150 kHz I have tried cardboard under the cover,
and now have rubber bands going around the set to keep it in place, but to
no avail.

ANSWER: Possibly, the answer to this problem may be contained in one of
the above publications 1 would suggest the use of some thin foam rubber to
hold the batteries in place I don’t know what type of batteries it uses,
nor how many, but another option might be to try expanding the battery
terminals for a tighter fit, either mechanically or by applying a drop of
solder. If anyone else has had this problem, please let us know!

QUESTION: I am looking for spare parts for the Collins 51J and 51S series
receivers Collins no longer supplies any parts, and they recommend a
division of General Electric in Cleveland, OH, but they have not answered
mny letters Ideas?

ARSWER: One source of information might be the "Hollow State Newsletter”
which deals with tube-type receivers You might also try some of the parts
suppliers listed in one of the columns which appeared over the summer
Another possibility might be Fair Radio Sales in Lima, OH As usual, anyone

QUESTION: Are there any rules for what constitutes a logging ? Must I have
call, frequency and location, or any two of these, or what 7

ANSWER: My usual answer to this sort of gquestion is that this is really
an individuoal hobby, and that you can do whatever you please. That’'s not
quite true, however. While there are no rules, there are some generally-
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accepted standards. The idea of hearing two of the three is based upon the
possibility of mishearing one or the other. In reality, however, DX ers can
and do mishear both. I 've never been too fond of caring about hearing the
frequency, since, in wost cases, you should know what freguency wyou re on,
and, secondly, most foreign stations don 't announce it. Personally., I count
a station as heard once 1 am certain that that's what I have heard.
Frequently, that involves the call and some other piece of information,
whether it’'s an announced location, or some other verifiable information.
My series on unlDs in DX NEWS last year touches on these issues in a little

more detail

QUESTION:
Crystal Filter, and how and when each is used ?

ANSWER: A Crystal Filter is primarily used to notch out scme offending
noise or signal by means of narrowing the receiver passband. It is usually
a switchable deviece, so there i= no continuous tuning. A @ Multiplier does
the same basic thing, only more so. It has an amplifier to enhance the
desired signal (in “"peak” mode) and it also features continuous tuning. The
crystal filter oscillates a crystal to produce a beat frequency to remove
the offending signal; a @-Multiplier accomplishes this electronically. The
Crystal Filter 1s not generally as useful for fine tuning. An analogy

comparing a switchable audio filter and a tunable one would also be apt.

use wine more to remove noises, and I use the @-Hultiplier to reduce
adjacent signals. In addition, if you nse a high-Q loop antenna, your use
of the @-Hultiplier will be less, as the antenna is more efficient at this,
being ahead of the receiver. The same wounld be true of a preselector. OF
course, remember that any active component (8 Maltiplier, loop amplifier,
or preselector) can go into oscillation if tuned to tightly, and cause you
to have to start over. You might wish to consult Reprints R2 and R3, which,
while mostly covering mechanical filters, will provide some useful

insights.

QUESTION: What effect, if any, does the ground conductivity in the region
between & transmitter and a receiver have on the sky wave signal strength

at the receiver ?

ANSWER: Ground conductivity is the significant factor in groundwave
propagation, however, its effects on skywave propagation are limited to the
conductivity at either the transmitter site, the receiver site, or both.
The effect at the receiver is also highly dependent vpon the antenna system
employed. I know of no relationship between ground conductivity between the

two and the sky-wave component of the signal.

QUESTION: I'd like to know more about the phased array using an indoor

vertical and a ferrite loop mentioned in a prior column

ANSWER: The type of antenna is a sense antenna, and the most common BCR DX
uvtilization has been with an air-core loop, although a ferrite loop should
work similarly. I would recommend NRC Reprints A5, AB, Al13, A20, and A36 on
the topic of these types of systems used to produce cardioid receiving
antenna patterns, as the highly technical nature of the subject matter, as
I indicated in the referenced prior discussion doesn’'t lend itself to this
column Briefly, the idea is that the utilization of this type of array
allows for a nearly unidirectional pattern as opposed to the typically
bidirectional pattern of a loop. This is especially useful when there is
unwanted GHM or BRN 180 degrees from the DX station The effect is
diminished somewhat, or at least much more difficult to obtain and hold in
relation to the strength and proximity of the unwanted noise or signal
