“Guide to Submissions” (see p. 15 for availability)
before sending copy ... and editors, if you haven't
read the Guide, now would be a good time. Might
save you a lot of time in the future.

Karl Jeter, Mike Sanburn, Wayne Heinen, Jim
Renfrew, and others have sent clippings of station
logos recently, for which we thank you. For all:
Photo-copied clippings tend to be fuzzy; ‘tis bet-
ter if you send the originals. These all get scanned
and saved to disk. We have plenty of USA logos
on hand, but non-USA logos are very scarce; if you
have occasion to peruse newspapers or phone book
yellow pages whilst traveling, you might find some
useful logos that we could use.

guess what - after seven days or so, most newspa-
pers charge from two to four bucks per article if
downloaded. So if you spot a likely radio-related
article in your local paper, if the paper has a web
site, e-mail me while I can still access it online.
You’d be saving me up to an hour of scanning and
correcting!

Now that Wayne is up and running with the
Formats column, remember to send him articles
that basically denote changes in formats. Changes
in station status (on/ off air, facilities changes, new
stations, etc.) should go to Jerry Starr, not to the
publisher. I can’t promise that every article sent to
me will be printed immediately, of course; articles
that deal with DX-helpful topics or trends in AM
radio broadcasting have the highest priority; ar-
ticles about personalities, stations changing own-
ership, and the like have the lowest. When you do
send a clipping, write your name AND the name
of the paper on the clipping so that | can credit
both you and the newspaper. I simply will NOT
run articles without crediting the publication. Also,
because of copyright constraints, 've decided not
to run cartoons or any material from features syn-
dicates (many local newspaper news articles are
NOT copyrighted, although the paper may want
you to think so, and it's almost impossible to de-
termine whether or not a particular article is copy-
righted unless it states so at the head or foot of the
article).

display would get scratched or scuffed. And since my radio lies on its “back’ on my night stand
most of the time, it is most susceptible to dust, and . .. well, scratching. On Sunday (2/3), I saw an
Office Max ad for PDA Screen Overlays, which “Protects the Screen Against Wear and Grime”. So
Iinvestigated. The item is marketed by Belkin, part number F8E712, and fits (almost) perfectly over
the DX-398 window. It lacks a millimeter or two in width, but is a perfect fit in height. One side is
slightly sticky, while the other (outside) is opaque. They are a bit expensive ($16.99 plus tax for a
package of 12, but if the one on my -398 protects the window to the point of not having to replace it,
it will be money well spent. Anybody wanna buy a couple?

To
recap, here’s what he heard on 1/10/02 at 0745: "I feel good” by James Brown; slogan “K-W-M, the
oldies station.” Karl said he couldn’t find a match for it anywhere.

Well, I thought 1 found one — WKWM-1440, Kentwood, M1, is listed as using that slogan. I then
assumed WGVU-1480, also of Kentwood, was most likely parallel broadcasting WKWM. So that's
what | printed in the column.

Phil Boersma, of Spring Lake, MI, wrote to tell me that I was wrong: WGVU is an NPR affiliate, not
affiliated at all with WKWM, and wouldn’t be // them. Anyone have any ideas on what Karl heard?

Changes in programming status; reported by listeners

Look whose name is back in the pages of DX NEWS! Paul’s recent request for a new formats editor
got me thinking about the way I built the AM Radio Log data base. The format column has an accom-
panying date field that shows when I last updated a stations format. It also has a master lookup that
tells me the last day I changed a format in the database was January 5. The current column reflects all
format changes received and entered since the final Log editing in August 2001 and my last updating
session on the 5. As I write this, 'm preparing to enter the changes that have arrived in the last month
or so. This will bring another column out rather shortly. This column will use the standard format
abbreviations that have been used since the 1960’s in our AM Radio Log. In some cases, formats are
spelled out, especially the “unique” formats such as “Motivational”; most others will have the more
traditional 3-letter abbreviations.

1 haven’t been an active contributor to DX News in the recent past. As others have noted, BCB
DX'ing is suffering from extreme RF pollution in many areas, and my subdivision is no exception! I
have continued to DX and collect verifications over the years on a sporadic basis, as well as maintain-
ing the database and publishingthe club’s AM Radio Log.

The updates in this column come from many sources including the well-respected M-Street Journal,
with which the NRC has an exchange agreement, as well as the pages of DX News, the IRCA’s Soft DX
Monitor, and Scott Fybush’s North East Radio Watch, with which we have agreements.

Some who have contributed extensive local and or travel updates to this column include Steve
Kennedy in Pennsylvania, Tim Hall who travels all over, Dave Braun who forwards tips from the
NRCDXAS and other Internet reflectors and Shawn Axelrod who updates Canada and keeps me posted
of changes from other sources.

Iwould like to urge all members to send updates from their area for inclusion in the column and the
Log. I'll try to note and give credit were credit is due, space permitting, in DX News. All direct con-
tributors will have their names included in the credits page for the 23 edition of the Log.

DX'ing 'smart', with shared tips and requests by NRC members

Welcome to another edition of Target DX! This time, we have questions on a variety of topics, so
we’ll move right along into them.

Q- Why do many DX’ers use an RF transformer with a sloper instead of connecting directly to the
receiver’s 500-ohm terminals, which are provided for longwires?

A - Assloper is generally a low impedance antenna on the broadcast band, as most of us don’t have
the room to even run a full _ wave. If my slopers are 127 feet long, which gives me an input feedpoint
impedance of, say 5 ohms, versus the coaxial 50-ohm input or 600-ohm spring clip input. A9:1 imped-
ance transformer comes close to giving a 1:1 match between the 5-ohm sloper and the 50-ohm receiver
input and you get maximum signal transfer.

Q - I still don't fully understand the antenna impedance theory vs. practice. It is common knowtl-
edge to use anywhere from a 4:1 up to 9:1 impedance matching transformer on a “short wire” antenna,
with the high impedance connected to the antenna and low impedance to the coax lead-in. According
to theory, it should be the other way around with the high impedance to the lead-in, yet I don’t know
of anyone who does this nor have I read of this in any antenna books.

According to everything I've read, an end-fed sloper wire should be connected at the high end
rather than the end close to the ground. Furthermore, an end-fed sloper wire depends on use of a
metal tower for optimal directivity. The metal tower becomes part of the counterpoise/ground system
for the end-fed sloper antenna. I use a variation of this, a sloping inverted-L. Rather than connect at
the top, the antenna wire drops vertically from the top of the slope to the ground where it’s connected
to the matching transformer and lead-in. In theory, the sloping wire dominates directivity on MW
while the vertical section provides for SW reception. My northeast sloping inverted-L is definitely
directional, as it will receive transatlantic signals that can’t be found with a similar random wire.

A -Maybe we could look at it from the other direction. Many good receivers have a low-impedance
input similar to the impedance of the coax. The coax is typically 50 ohms (maybe 75 ohms). We know
a lot of antenna lengths result in impedances of several hundred ohms and more, so a 9:1 matching
transformer makes good sense, connected as described.

A Beverage antenna that has an impedance of 500 ohms or so would be well served by such a
transformer, if it's feeding a 50-ohm coax. 500/9 = 55 ohms. The attendant signal loss resulting from
the “step-down” is usually a small price to pay for improved receiver performance (freedom from
spurious products etc)...particularly in the presence of strong signals.

Let’s pick 1115 kHz. as the middle of the present broadcast band in the U.S. I want to have a self-
resonant antenna that requires no impedance transformers or tuners on this frequency or actually the
broadcast band as a whole. I want to use a 1/4 wave sloper or any 1/4 wave length antenna on 1115
kHz.. Using the formula 234 divided by frequency, my 1/4 wave antenna for 1115 kHz. is going to be
209.8 feet long. I attach the center wire of the RG-8X coax to the antenna and the braid side of the coax
to a 10 foot ground rod or better yet another 209.8 foot piece of wire or radial on the ground. In theory
the feedpoint impedance will be 36 ohms and in reality anywhere from say 20-70 ohms depending on
ground conductivity, other antennas and surrounding trees and buildings, an approximate 1:1 match
with maximum receive signal transfer.

Now let’s say I want to use a 209.8-foot wire antenna on 160 meters, say 1850 kHz.. The antenna is
now longer (inductive) then needed for natural resonance and the end feedpoint of the antenna goes
up to say 100 ohms. I make a 2:1 isolation transformer (50 up to 100 ohms). I attach the low impedance
side of the transformer (less turns) to the 50- ohm coax and
to the 50-ohm input of my receiver/transceiver. The high
impedance side of the transformer (more turns) goes to the
end of the 100- ohm antenna and you have maximum re-
ceived signal transfer at close to a 1:1 match.

Now let’s say I want to use the same antenna on the
longwave band at 206 kHz. The antenna is now shorter (ca-
pacitive) then needed for natural resonance and the end
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feedpoint of the antenna goes down to, say, 3 ohms. I make a 16:1 isolation transformer (50 down to 3
ohms). 1 attach the low impedance side of the transformer (less turns) to the end of the 3 ohm antenna
and then the high impedance side of the transformer (more turns) goes to the end of the 50 ohm coax
and my receiver and you have maximum received signal transfer at close to a 1:1 match.

Now if I have a 127-foot sloper up for a listening antenna the vertical section goes up 37 feet and
then the remaining 90-foot section slopes to the south down to 1 foot. As the antenna is too short for the
broadcast band I rolled a 9:1 impedance transformer for impedance matching. The high side (more
turns) goes to the 50-ohm RG-8X coax and the low side (less turns) to the near end of the sloper an-
tenna, which has a feedpoint impedance of approximately 3 ohms. 1 tuned to a 1 KW station approxi-
mately 50 miles to my north. The signal was 5 out of 10 on the DX-398 S meter. When I reversed the
impedance transformer connections (high side to short antenna) like is suggested to be correct the
signal dropped to 1 out of 10, a big signal loss because of an impedance mismatch.

Now if you are using a beverage receive antenna, say 1500 feet long for 160
meters or the broadcast band, then the high side goes to the approximate 450 W PK
ohm antenna and the low side to the 50 ohm coax and receiver.

Q1 - It definitely would be well served, but why do you say there would be
“signal loss”? The resulting matched impedance should give you maximum power transfer from the
antenna to the receiver, and that’s what counts. I do see your point about strong signals though, in
terms of large voltage swings in the receiver front end creating more intermod

products... either way, you're better off matching the impedance.

Q2 - If, on the other hand, you have an electrically-short antenna (small fraction of a wavelength at
the frequency of interest), then you would have a radiation resistance that is less than 50 ohms, and
you would want a step-up transformer to match the impedance (after tuning out the reactance). This
would probably be desirable despite the fact that it increases the voltage swing... I think.

Al - agree this is true; especially when the low-impedance coax is feeding a low-impedance re-
ceiver. You've stepped the higher-impedance antenna down to a low-impedance, and you want maxi-
mum power transfer.....to a low-impedance receiver.

[ think if you work in the domain where a receiver input is HIGH-impedance, and the source (an-
tenna) is low-impedance, the receiver is essentially sampling the voltage, without drawing current....not
unlike a “bridging” sample.

If with such a high-impedance “sample” you look on both sides of our transformer/coax arrange-
ment, you're likely to experience a “signal loss” on the low-impedance (coax) side, because you've
stepped down the voltage through the transformer.

A2 -Tthink you're right. But again, if the receiver is a low-impedance input (say 50 ohms) and the
antenna is NEAR 50 ohms, about the only thing you'd gain from a good transformer would be some
electrical isolation. If the antenna is REALLY short (let’s take a hypothetical 5.5 ohms), you might want
a9:1 transformer to do a step-up. Ishould think this would provide a really good noise improvement.

CONTINUING: How I Got Started In DXing..........

Winter greetings to everyone! Some listening has been done, mostly trying for DX TESTS. WRCS-
970 and WRNI-1290 were on as scheduled and heard well. On 2/3 12:45AM WKDK-1240 Test from SC
was not noted here, though there might have been some weak tones and/or code at times, but nothing
positive. My introduction to medium wave DXing came just before my 13th birthday on July 16, 1963
when my dad bought me an Arvin 8 transistor AM portable radio, my first one. I still have the sales slip
but the price is unreadable. Like many of us, I first started listening to some of the clear channels at
night with my first verie in the form of cards coming from KSL-1160 and W]R-760 in March of 1966. My
first communications receiver was a Hallicrafters SX-122 with R50 speaker purchased in 1970, with a
60 foot longwire antenna. I joined the NRC in 1974. In 1981, a Steve Bohac modified Hammerlund
HQ180A was purchased from DICK TRUAX in excellent condition for $400. The HQ180A is the best
radio I've owned for MW DXing and still works well today, with only tube replacements from time to
time and some work on the tuning mechanism. The Drake R8A was added to the shack in 1998, an-
other good radio for MW DXing. For about 35 years, I actively pursued verification cards and letters
up to 2000. 1 still keep a log of new stations heard, but no longer send out reception reports. Things
have changed and many radio stations do not have the time or resources to answer mail like they used
to. Some of the younger radio station personel probably don’t even know what a verification of recep-
tion is! MW DXing is still fun and more recently, I've gotten involved in amateur radio which is really
a great hobby. Best of all has been the opportunity to meet a large number of interesting and wonderful
people via the radio hobby. We are a very diverse and opinionated group! 73

Here's a good tie in for AM radio vs amatuer radio. While I was building the site for then WVNS-
670,1 was assisted by Jim Grainger from Richmond, VA, who is also a ham operator. We would go to
the site every morning, and Jim would join in with his religious ham network on 80 meters starting at
7 AM. He had a small transceiver hooked up to one of the 320 foot towers, and running about 75 watts,
he was able to cover from Maine to Florida and most of the midwest with a very big signal! He was
pretty sad the day that we had to actually hook up the station signal to the tower.

Another interesting application is the set up for the return of
1480 in Richmond; I suspect this will likely be a diplexed operation into the 1380 site in Glen Allen, VA.
And my employer, Digital Radio Engineering, is still keeping me busy with 60-hour weeks, lots of
travel through New York, including Albany, Utica, Syracuse and Binghamton. It’s nice to be staying
busy, too.
