a clue about licensing regulations. You may want to 'pencil' in a note in your Logs by the station 
listing that the FCC had initiated action which would delete the station. Then watch this column 
for further actions. 

Apparently the owners of WVOV-970 Danville, Virginia failed to submit their application for 
license renewal on time, and the FCC cancelled the license and deleted the call letters back on 
December 3,2003. Folks at WVOV claim they filed electronically but say they were unaware of any 
fees involved and didn't render any. So, without the fee, the FCC said "No money, no license re- 
newal". Now, WVOV has asked for a Special Temporary Authority (STA) to continue broadcasting 
while they get their act together and file a proper license renewal request. The Feds granted the 
request stipulating that they must file a proper license renewal request within 180 days from when 
their letter was dated (which was December 16,2003) or they must surrender the license. So that 
renewal request has finally made it to Washington, DC.
