id .MATEUR picture-making . . . alright, 
photography, if you insist upon being 

formal . . . is a hobby within a hobby. It 
has the elements of arts, science, expression 
and creative ability all wrapped up within 
its broad avenues of approach. By this 
I mean that if you are an artist, you will 
enjoy photography; and if you lean 
towards the sciences; ditto. By the same 
token, if you are an average person with 
little or no artistic trends and know abso-
lutely nothing about science . . . but have 
the desire 'to dabble with pictures . . . you 
will enjoy photography. That is one of the 
beauties of photography., . . it draws no 
lines or distinctions, and is even oblivious 
to skill, or the lack of it. 
As you lóok about you, you discover 

that very few of your friends and ac-
quaintances do not have a camera of some 
sort. It is hardly stylish these days not to 
be a photographer of one type or another. 
Some take pictures of the baby; others of 
microbes through a microscope; still others 
make news pictures which they sell; doc-
tors shoot gross specimens with low mag-
nification, or keep records of their patients' 
ailments; hunters and fishermen never go 
on a trip without a camera with which to 
bring back proof of their experiences . . . 
and misses. And so it goes, all down the 
line . . . you can't find a single circum-
stance—sport, business, or phase of family 
life—where the camera Joesn't play an 
important part, either for in or for more 
serious purposes. 
Most people prefer ca, .a-ing chiefly as 

a hobby. And where e can you find a 
hobby so all-absorbing, so unlimited in 
scope and application, so unending in fresh 
interests and so inexpensive? You can 
seek far and wide, and never come across 
a creative hobby that can be indulged in 
twenty-four hours of the day, rain or 
shine, winter or summer, indoors or out! 
Yet photography brings you this con-
stantly-changing panorama of possibilities. 
In addition, it is not by any means a 

"solo" affair . . . while dad may have 
bought the camera and film, mother, sis-
ter, brother, sweetheart, uncle, aunt, rela-
tive or friend can enjoy the fruits of mu-
tual participation. 
The fisherman goes fishing with his 

pals, the golfer plays only with those who 
can play well, the yachtsman races his boat 
with only a competent crew abroad, and 
so on. Rarely are members of the family 
capable of or permitted to, indulge with 
him his hobby. With photography, how-
ever, it is different. Anyone can quickly 
learn to handle a camera, and later enjoy 
either or both picture-making and subse-
quent picture-enjoyment. It matters not 
whether you are behind, or in front of, the 
camera, there is always the tangible, fin-
ished print for you to enjoy . . . and that 
goes for everyone in the family, from 
baby to grandmother. 
The camera has often been the means 

of bringing members of the family closer 
together through mutual participation. 
Hobbies that tend to "separate" the family 
frequently disrupt the family-unit and cer-
tainly contribute nothing towards a bet-
ter understanding between the members. 
The mother is really the influential factor 
in the home, and wise mothers see to it 
that the children are taught the value and 
use of a camera at a tender age. Such in-
terest develops a desirable appreciation 
for the graphic arts in children which 
counts for much in later years, besides 
supplying a current interest that never 
wanes. 
The crowning glory of photography . . . 

if you need further convincing . . . lies in 
the fact that you always have something 
tangible for your money. First there is the 
fun of making pictures with the camera. 
With most hobbies, this forms the first 
and last of the pleasures; but with pho-
tography it is only the beginning. After 
the films have been exposed, there is the 
anticip: :on of developing them, to see 
what I Lk you've had. After development, 
comes the picking out of the best shots 
for printing, and then the final prints. 
Some will be given or sent to friends 
as remembrances, others will be mounted 
in the "family album," neatly titled and 
dated. In this way, those pictures actu-
ally live forever, and are consto at remin-
ders of past vacations, parties, trips and 
people, forming a never-ending source of 
pleasurable reminiscing. 

Finally, there is no limit to the possi-
bilities of photography. No one can ever 
exhaust its possibilities, even though you 
lived to be a hundred. There is always 
something new and exciting to photo-
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graph, to learn, to do, to become proficient 
in. Thus interest never lags . . . although 
a few unfortunates sometimes find them-
selves wondering what to shoot next. This 
comes about only because they got started 
on the wrong foot, or were ill-advised. 
With an open mind and a genuine interest 
in striving for better results, there can never 
be an end to camera activities. 
You may have heard that photography 

is technical, complicated and difficult. 
Bosh! Those who tell you that are merely 
trying to display their knowledge; to make 
you think they are photo wizards. True, 
photography has its technical phases, and 
sometimes difficult methods, but thanks 
to modern equipment and films, picture. 
making can be as simple as A-B-C ... and 
no kidding, either! 
Of course, if you seek .a hobby that re-

quires no instruction or study, you had 
better stick' to checkers. Manufacturers 
take pains to include complete directions 
and instructions with their equipment. 
The trouble is, very few beginners take 
them seriously ... often not even glancing 
through the pages to find out what it is all 
about! This is the attitude that can lick 
the individual who aspires to make good 
pictures. 

Certainly there are rules to follow . . . 
but so are there also rules to shooting, 
fishing, swimming, golf, tennis, or any 
other hobby that comes to mind. As a mat-
ter of fact, that is precisely what makes 
a hobby engrossing . . . the necessity of 
mastering certain rules and regulations, 
without which no degree of skill or pride 
of accomplishment can be achieved. Given 
the bare essentials of photography, anyone 
can take a camera out and produce a batch 
of first-class negatives. If five-year olds 
can make pictures, it cannot be such a 
difficult proposition. 

Photographic literature is abundant 
these days, so no one can offer as an ex-
cuse that he doesn't know where to go 
for information. Much excellent informa-
tion is even free of charge. Many quality 
camera shops employ technical men whose 
job it is to provide the "low-down" on 
all phases of photography. There are al-
ways, too, manufacturers who will send 
bulletins and letters giving details about 
any phase you may happen to want to 
know about. And last but not least, the 
close to a dozen good monthly photo 
magazines provide a wealth of data which 
is right up-to-date from month to month. 
How can you go wrong? 

All that is very fine, you may think. 
But what about cost? There's where I've 
got you, you say almost aloud. But have 
you? Photography can, of course, develop 
into an expensive hobby if you desire to 
progress in that direction, but if you must 
watch the pennies, or the little woman 
holds you to a weekly budget out of your 
salary, you can still have a whale of a 

time with photography. Consider that a 

camera can be had for around a dollar. 
From here up to several hundred dollars 
is your range. Surely you can find a 
camera well within your pocketbook. Ac-
cessories may be many or few, as you 
choose, and their cost, too, will vary. The 
film you burn up represents, in reality, the 
upkeep . . . like your car. If you want to 
shoot dozens of negatives a week you may, 
if you want to and can afford it. On the 
other hand, if things are tight, you can 
make a roll last several weeks. Think 
about this in terms of your car . . . you 
buy gas for it only when you use it; not 
otherwise. 

It must be remembered, when figuring 
cost, that a camera . . . that is, a good 
camera . . . is a life-time investment. In 
view of this fact, a hundred or more dol-
lars is not at all expensive. Once you have 
the camera and the essential accessories, 
the only other expense is incurred by films, 
chemicals and paper. 
The hunter has to buy one or more 

guns; the fisherman buys reels, flies, lines, 
poles; the golfer buys a bag of clubs; the 
model builder is always buying new kits 
and parts, and so on. Let us look the facts 
squarely in the face . . . any hobby repre-
sents an investment of some kind. With 
many, the pleasure is but momentary, 
after which there is only the memory left. 
With photography, there is always the 
final result to enjoy over and over again. 
It is tangible and real . . . and therefore 
cannot easily be compared with other in-
terests which, once they are over, leave 
nothing. 

It is therefore a good idea to invest in 
the best camera you can afford. Not only 
will you derive greater pleasure from it, 
but it always stands as an investment that, 
if need be, can be reverted into cash. The 
better the camera, the greater its re-sale 
value. And that is a thought that can't 
be sneezed at! One doesn't measure pleas-
ure, interest, health, in terms of dollars 
and cents ... so look upon the investment 
angle with these facts in mind. 

In these times of trouble, hysteria and 
worry, everyone needs some form of leis-
urely relaxation. Photography offers itself 
as the ideal hobby because it promotes an 
interest in beauty, stirs the imagination 
and permits creative ability full sway. 
When you see a person with a camera 

in hand or suspended from the shoulder, 
you can make up your mind that he or 
she is enjoying an all-absorbilig hobby that 
pays rich dividends, not momentarily, but 
for life.

W
INTER sports are definitely on the 
up-beat. Not long ago, if you were 
a millionaire, you had to go. to St. 

Moritz for a bit of skiing, skating and tobog-
anning. Now you can get the same results in 
Central Park for a 5-cent subway fare. 

The Olympics up at Lake Placid nearly a 
decade ago did more than anything else to 
make the American public Winter-sports con-
scious. Sonja Henie helped, too. Before ihat 
John Q. Public thought that white stuff out 
in the back yard was just for the kids to make 
snowmen out of. Either that, or for the old 
man to break his back shoveling it off the 
sidewalk so folks wouldn't fall and sue. 

When you mentioned ice skating people 
thought you were talking about Hans Brinker 
and his silver blades. And when anybody sug-
gested skiing it conjured up mental pictures 
of a lot of fool- hardy Norwegians out in the 
frozen Minnesota waste-lands risking life and 
limb by leaping off mountain tops with bed 
slats on their feet. Sleighing was something 
you saw on Christmas cards, and very pretty, 
too; ( if a little antiquated and impractical). 

In those Winter Olympics up at Placid a 
group of Japanese who had never seen skis 
decided that Nippon should not be neglected 
in this vigorous Viking pastime. They offered 
a prayer for the greater glory of their em-
peror, shut their eyes and took off into sunlit 
space. Whenever there is a thaw some of 
them are still being dug out of snow banks. 
Needless to say, they won nothing but the 
admiration of their audience. 

Yes, in the good old steam-heated days 
before Winter sports became popular, any-
body who ventured out into the great out-
doors between Thanksgiving and Groundhog 
Day was regarded as an embryo arctic explor-
er and the neighbors hinted that they probab-
ly had Eskimo blood in their veins. But now 
anybody who stays inside when the snow is 
here is considered an invalid or a sissy. 

You find ice skaters in Radio City, skiers 
in the parks and any minute now somebody 
is likely to conceive the bright idea of roping 
off Times Square and building a toboggan 
slide. And you think that'd be bad? 

There are Winter sports for every pocket 
book. And there are places to play them, any-
where from a nickel fare to a Canadian 
sleeper jump. You can plane to San Jovite, 
near Montreal, over a week-end, or you can 
take a ski train to Connecticut for a modest 
sum. You can buy a pair of platinum-plated, 
mother-of- pearl-encrusted, genuine mahog-
any skis for a king's ransom or you can obtain 
a pair of equally practical ones for almost 
nothing. 

You can have your draper tailor you a 
sable-trimmed ski suit that looks as if it 
leaped out of Jaeckel's window, or buy a 
warm, serviceable garment for a few bucks. 
And one will keep you as warm and allow as 
much freedom or movement for sport as the 
other. 

Grand Central and Penn stations on ski 
week ends look as if the city is being evac-
uated for a bombing, heaven forbid. Rosy-
checked, bright-eyed gals and boys, swathed 
in warm woolens and laden down with skis, 
poles, skates and other paraphernalia, are 
departing for the nearby Poconos, The Cat-
skills, or convenient New England hillsides 
for a frolic in the great outdoors. 

Even Uncle Sam has taken cognizance of 
this ski craze and the sport has become part 
of our national defense. For the government 
is training thousands of ski troops and many 
an instructor has been drafted to teach the 
jeeps the correct method of remaining up-
right and attaining high speed over snowy 
terrain while carrying heavy packs, Tommy 
guns, rifles, etc., on waxed skis. 

The ladies, after a peek at La Henie and 
her svelte sisters, have decided that skating 
is a splendid reducing exercise, as well as a 
pleasurable pastime. And instead of swelter-
ing in electric cabinet baths and torturing 
themselves in gym classes, they head for the 
nearest ice pond or rink and pirouette in 
graceful figure eights on their steel runners. 
This beats dieting and helps shelve the sur-
plus tonnage. 

And while their elders are having fun, the 
little kiddies, bless 'em, aren't far behind. 
When this generation grows up, so intense is 
the interest in Winter sports, America will 
be a nation of expert skiers and skaters and 
should dominate the Olympic games in this 
respect when international athletic competi-
tion is resumed after the war. Until now the 
Scandinavians have had the edge, but it 
won't be long until this country produces 
young lady skaters who'll make slithering 
Sonja look as if she's anchored in concrete. 

In Winters long past, Americans were 
sports spectators. That is, they stood around 
and watched some foreign phenom with a 
trick name skate or ski or what-have-you. 
We oohed and aahed and exclaimed, "won-
derful!" But now we are sports participants; 
we are doing expertly those supposedly diffi-
cult things we used to watch with envious and 
rapt amazement. And that's a healthy na-
tional sign, too, for it bespeaks a strong, ac-
tive, healthy future generation, which in this 
troubled world should come in handy. And 
now, brother, hand me my skates, that red 
ball is up!

TOP DRAWER 
To deny a place in this category, and 

an important one, to the ear-filling per-
formance of Vladimir Horowitz and Ar-
turo Toscanini of Tchaikovsky's B flat 
minor Concerto *(Victor Set 800, $4.72, 
***f$$) because of a prejudice against the 
conductor's conception, would be to under-
value the elements in it which are out-
standing. It is, in the first place, recording 
of a quality that has few peers in a rela-
tionship of piano-and-orchestra; the tech-
nical execution of Horowitz is magnific-
ent; and the orchestra plays splendidly. 
Most of all, it is so superior in mere 
vitality to either the Petri or Rubinstein 
versions that many people will want it 
even if it does not please them completely. 
My endorsement is thus a hesitant one, 
in which the prospective purchaser is 
warned especially against the breathless 
speed throughout, and the burdens it im-
poses on Horowitz. 
However there is nothing tempered 

about my enthusiasm for a whole series 
of recent recordings from Columbia, be-
ginning with the first recording by 
Beecham of the Franck Symphony *(Co-
lumbia Set 479, $5.77, ***MU), and pro-
gressing through Bruno Walter's conduct-
ing of Die Moldau with the Philharmonic-
Symphony Orchestra *(Columbia Set 
X211, $2.62, **fff$$) to the Mahler Sym-
phony No. 1 under Mitropoulos *(Colum-
bia Set 469, $6.82, **fff$$). Whether the 
Beecham version will completely over-
shadow the new Monteux edition *( Victor 
Set 840, $5.77) of which I have only heard 
a portion, depends, I would say, more on 
Monteux than Beecham. Certainly there 
is a depth and poetry in Beecham's treat-
ment of the score which has long since 
vanished from the work as treated by 
other conductors. The London Philhar-
monic is reproduced with fine richness and 
fidelity. Walter's treatment of Die Moldau 
is more genial, a little less rhythmic than 
the accepted one of Kubelik, but it is a 
charmingly personalized treatment of this 
music, and capably reproduced. To my 
taste, the Mitropoulos response to Mahler 
is the most mature and impressive per-
formance he has done for the phonograph, 
and much superior as a recording to pre-
vious Minneapolis Symphony Orchestra 

disks. As a final item in this group, note 
the lively new Pinocchio overture of Ernest 
Toch ( not related to the film), for which 
Frederick Stock and the Chicago Symphony 
Orchestra summon a proper quantity of 
dash (Columbia No. 21665, $1.05, ***ff$S). 
The reproduction is the best yet of this 
group. 
For those Mozartians who have been 

waiting for it, the reissue, finally, of Cosí 
fan lutte *(Victor Sets 812, 813, 814 
$22.54, **fff$$) will doubtless be the event 
of the Autumn. Certainly its cast is the 
best balanced of any with which Fritz 
Busch worked at Glyndebourne, so far as 
the phonographic evidence reveals, and 
the recording is brilliantly clear, fastidi-
ously balanced. However there are some 
of us who have also been waiting patiently 
for Aubrey Brain's new version of the 
E flat concerto for horn and orchestra, 
and the realization of that wish shows our 
confidence to have been well-founded. 
Brain's mastery of his difficult instrument 
is an unremitting wonder, and the spirit 
which he and Adrian Boult, leading the 
BBC Orchestra, impart to the attractive 
score a constant delight. *( Victor Set 829, 
$2.62, **fff$$) 
As a lasting contribution to the phono-

graph literature, E. Power Biggs' tracing 
of the monumental Kunst der Fuge of 
Bach will hold a place for many years 
to come. The opinion here, however, is 
that it will be a place of respect rather 
than interest, despite the technical success 
of the recording. Even fugues and canons 
can be more stimulating than Biggs per-
mits them to be. It is too late to hope 
now that Victor will sponsor the fine 
performance for small orchestra prepared 
by Fritz Stiedry last winter, but it would 
have been more to my taste than this 
laborious undertaking. *( Victor Sets 832, 
833, $11 .55, "M). 

STANDARD REISSUES 
An even more exact description for this 

section would have been "Beecham and 
Rodzinski," for between them they ac-
count for its most interesting perform-
ances, and much of the best material. It 
is Beecham, for example, who has taken 
Chabrier's España, and made of it a riot-
ous exercise in rhythmic patterns, and a

brilliant burst of color lighting the way 
for Debussy, Ravel and Falla. Fine playing 
by the London Philharmonic, and excep-
tional reproduction are more than mod-
erately involved in this effect. (Columbia 
No. 71250, $1.05, ***Eff$S). It is Beecham, 
too, who has turned his attention to I chai-
kovsky's Symphony No. 5, refelt and re-
vitalized it. *(Columbia Set 470., $5.77, 
"fffin). It would doubtless assay a few 
decibels beneath the even newer new ver-
sion by Ormandy and the Philadelphia Or-
chestra *( Victor Set 828, $5.77, ***U), 
which is, as of this moment, the most 
forceful, far-ranging orchestral reproduc-
tion I have heard. However at its best, it 
is a superior conventional treatment—and 
it is not always at its best. At no time 
does it have the directness and imagina-
tion of Beecham's interpretation. 

Rodzinski continues to remind us that 
this is a Rodzinski as well as Tchaikovsky 
year with a vivifying treatment of the 
Romeo and Juliet overture-fantasy *(Co-
lumbia Set 478, $3.67, "fff$$). There is 
not quite the enriching accoustical back-
ground of the Koussevitzky version, but 
it is by several degrees a more realistic 
experience, and equally idiomatic. A wel-
come odd-side coupling is Moussorgsky's 
Prelude to Khovantschina. Rodzinski is 
now to be credited also with the preferable 
versions of Strauss's Till Eulenspiegel 
*(Columbia Set X210, $2.62, ***fff$S),and 
the Shostakovitch Symphony No. 2* (Co-
lumbia Set 472, $4.72, "fff$$) The first 
of these is magnetically vital, relevantly hu-
morous and full of excellent solo playing 
by first-desk men of the orchestra; the 
second traces the thought of Shostakovitch 
with relentless intelligence, and much 
pointing of detail. Fritz Reiner's Don Juan 
5( Columbia X190, $2.62, "ff$$) takes pre-
cedence over any previous version of this 
work, largely because of the leader's driving 
energy, his sweeping comprehension of the 
score's multitude of effects and, so to 
speak, sub-plots. However the Pittsburgh 
Symphony is not yet a top-notch ensem-
ble, and the Reiner tempo occasionally is 
too much for its members. 

Other reissues than the Tchaikovsky 
No. 5 have come in pairs, notably the 
Schumann Symphony No. 4 and Ravel's 
La Valse. I have not yet heard the Bruno 
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Walter version *( Victor Set 837, $3.67,) 
and thus cannot characterize it. However 
if it duplicates the fervor and musician-
ship of his old version for Columbia, it 
should surpass the reasonable but staid 
effort of Frederick Stock *(Columbia Set 
475, $3.67. **ff$S). Monteux's La Valse 
recreates the atmosphere of his old dis-
continued one *( Victor Set 820, $2.62, 
***fffs$) and the resplendent recording 
suggests that the San Francisco Orchestra 
he directs is the clear superior of the 
Philharmonic-Symphony which plays un-
der John Barbirolli *(Columbia Set X2o7, 
$2.62, *f$$). Less this statement call for 
mutinous uprisings on Fifty-seventh street, 
let it be said that a good part of the result 
is traceable to the dulling conducting of 
Barbirolli, • and the flat, nasal reproduc-
tion, which apparently antedates Colum-
bia's recent trend toward technical respec-
tability. 
The final pair of duplications utilizes 

Enesco's Roumanian Rhapsody No. 2, 
with Stock *(Columbia Set X2o3, $2.62, 

as noted in a previous issue, 
now contested by Ormandy (Victor No. 
18201, $1.o5, ***ffin). The difference in 
record sides indicates that the Ormandy 
version is compressed, but the deprivation, 
in this opinion, is not fatal. The superior-
ity lies in the fabulous playing of the 
Philadelphia solo wind and string instru-
ments, and the superb reproduction of 
them. Stock gaits his treatment rather 
slower than Ormandy does, and with a 
more folkish feeling. My opinion is not 
swerved by this fact, however. Joined with 
the Ormandy in *( Victor Set 830, $2.62, 
**ff$$) is the Roumanian Rhapsody No. 2, 
well-directed by Hans Kindler and effi-
ciently played by the National Symphony 
Orchestra. I can hear nothing but annoy-
ance in the reissues by Stokowski and the 
All-American Youth Orchestra of the 
Hungarian Rhapsody No. 2, now noted 
as Liszt-Stokowski (Columbia No. 11646, 
$1.05, *f$$), and Prokofiev's Peter and the 
Wolf *(Columbia Set 477, $3.67, *f$$). 
The latter has a witty treatment of the 
prose narrative by Basil Rathbone, how-
ever. 

CHAMBER MUSIC 
Among the unexpected benefits cast up 

by the Dvorák centennary is his String 
Quartet in E flat (opus 51), a contribution 
of the Busch String Quartet *(Columbia 
Set 480, $4.72, ***fell). Remarkably 
enough, the Busch ensemble responds to 
these patterns, in which the hand of Sme-
tana is almost visibly evident, with splen-
did flexibility and altogether unexpected 
warmth. It is by any standards a welcome 
experience. At another extreme of the 
group's abilities, and one more consistent 
with its familiar tendencies, is the playing 
of the Beethoven B flat Quartet (opus 
130. I would value, in Beethoven, some 

of the relaxation and elasticity which they 
impart to Dvorák, but it is in almost every 
other respect playing of sober concentra-
tion and unlimited, if not uninhibited, en-
thusiasm. Th recording is excellent. *(Co-
lumbia Set 474, $5.77, ***ff$$). 
One of the few disappointments to 

which the name of William Primrose is 
attached is, to my taste, his playing of 
the Mozart Duo in B flat, K.424, *(Victor 
831, $3.15, **f$$), with Jascha Heifetz. 
There is no obvious or gross conflict be-
tween these two virtuosi, but certainly an 
unyielding resistance, each to the other. 
All is politeness, but much is exaggeration, 
too. There is a happier balance of traits in 
the playing by Rene Le Roy, flute, and 
Yella Pessl, harpsichord, of a Sonata in D 
by Vinci. The interaction of elements is 
happy indeed, the reproduction of them 
very good. (Victor No. 18o86, $1.05, 

For those whose ears are sharp and also 
tolerant, the definitive recording of Arnold 
SchiMberg's Pierrot Lunaire under the di-
rection of the composer will be an experi-
ence of unquestionable interest. *(Colum-
bia 461, $4.72, **fff$$). The fantasy and 
searing force of SchiMberg's invention is 
delivered with amazing insight by Erika 
Stiedry-Wagner and an instrumental en-
semble. Obviously this is matter for so-
phisticated tastes, of which, I am fully pre-
pared to admit, mine is not one. 

VOCAL MUSIC 
It may seem a paradox to select from a 

welter of powerfully reprodticed, vibrant-
ly new performances of vocal music, an 
album which amply antedates electric re-
cording, in many instances by a scote of 
years, for special notice. However the vol-
ume called Voices of the Golden Age of 
Opera ( Victor 816, $5.77, *ff$$) is an al-
together rare experience for those who 
have grown up on records of the electric 
era. Certainly it is illuminating to hear 
Geraldine Farrar's Un bel di from Butterfly, 
Pol Plançon's Air du Tambour Major from 
Le Caid, or Dalmores' Air de Fleur from 
Carmen; not to mention the additional 
items by Gadski, Scotti, Battistini, Ruffo, 
Melba and Calvé. Of course the orchestras 
are tiny ( no dubbing has been done) but 
the masters utilized are uncommonly 
good, the total effect truly engrossing. 
Of more conventional items, there is 

the greatest int•crest in a pair of perform-
ances by Rose Bampton, and a new Cas-
tagna disk. The former ;s admirably en-
terprising in challenginè, the difficulties of 
Nacqui all'affanno from Cenerentola and 
Bel raggio from Semiramide (Victor No. 
18217, $1.o5, **ff$$); and two arias from 
Alceste ( Victor No. 18218, $1.o5, **fff$$). 
The last of these is the most comfortable 
for the Bampton vocal resources and ar-
tistry, but she manages the Rossini show-
pieces with good deal of fluency, sound 

musicianship and ringing vocal power. 
Castagna is content with more traditional 
material, offering 0 Don Fatale from 
Verdi's Don Carlos and Voce di Donna 
from Gioconda in performances of peal-
ing richness and insistent drama. It would 
be foolish to compare her version of the 
first of these with such performances as 
Marian Anderson has given in recent 
years, but by less exalted standards, it is 
a solid accomplishment. The orchestra un-
der Alfredo Antonini is good-sized, and 
it plays well. (Columbia NO. 71276, ;1.05, 
**ffn ). 

A singer whose abilities are certain to 
grow in the public estimation is Eleanor 
Steber, who makes her disk debut with 
performances of Duparc's Chanson Triste 
and Bachelet's Chère Nuit (Victor No. 
18o88, $1.05, ***ff$$). Neither of these 
is a heavy burden to a soprano's voice, 
and Steber meets their challenge with fine 
ease and vocal freshness. The debut on 
records of her fellow Metropolitan artist 
Robert Weede is a good deal less eventful, 
for he couples with a single-side version 
of the Prologo from Pagliacci a perform-
ance of Cortigiani, vil Razza from Rigo-
letto which is disappointing to those who 
heard his vital Rigoletto in the opera 
house last winter. Unbalanced recording 
has a part in this reaction, but Weede's 
actual voice is less impressive than his 
total of voice-plus-acting. (Columbia No. 
71261, $1.o5, *ff$$). 

Also disappointing is the latest Bjoer-
ling disk, which couples M'Appari from 
Martha with Salut, demeure from Faust. 
This would seem as sure-fire a combina-
tion as the phonograph could devise, but 
the fact is that Bjoerling's voice is not near-
ly the supple, beguiling organ it once was. 
The recording is excellent. (Victor No. 
13790, ;1•05, ***4$). 

PIANO MUSIC 
Whether one regards Chabier's Trois 

Valses Romantiques in the literal light of 
the title or as a satiric commentary, it is 
evident that there is much lively inven-
tion and skillful workmanship in them. 
These elements are realized with fine vi-
vacity and consistently superior musician-
ship by Robert Casadesus and his piano-
playing wife Gaby on a pair of ten-inch 
records of exceptional attractiveness. 
*(Columbia Set X2o9, $2.10, **UM). 
Whatever the present location and affilia-

tion of Walter Gieseking, it is apparent 
that there are still disks of his here to be 
released. Witness the Bach Partita No. 5 
in G *(Columbia Set X208, $2.62, **fff$$). 
There are almost as many ways of playing 
Bach on the piano as there are pianists, 
but few as persuasive and insinuating as 
Gieseking's. There is amazing delicacy in 
his treatment of this music, but also splen-
did momentum and underlying muscular-
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ity. An even more ambitious effort is Ed-
ward Kilenyi's contest with the opus 25 
Etudes of Chopin. Kilenyi is a pianist of 
definite, if limited, capacity; but those ca-
pacities do not include those necessary for 
the definitive performance of so sweeping 
a survey of piano literature as this. One 
has, too often, the feeling that Kilenyi is 
feeling his way, for these performances to 
serve as a model for others. (Columbia 
Set M473, $3.67, ** ff$$). 
Of the current single records, my par-

ticular favorite is Guimoar Novaës' play-
ing of Mozart's Rondo in A minor 
(K.511). There was a Paderewski version 
of this work two or so years ago, but a 
comparison only increases one's doubts of 
that pianist's superiority. Novaes is always 
abreast of the music's flow, with a bril-
liant sense of musical and tonal values. 
(Columbia 71208, $1.o5, ***fff$$). Iturbi's 
playing of the two Debussy Arabesques 
may be commended for inspection if not 
for purchase. The piano reproduction is 
above the average, but the playing does 
not greatly delight me. (Victor No. 18237, 
$1.o5, ***ff$$). 

HAVE YOU HEARD? 
The name of Basil Kalinnikov may not 

mean much to the average reader, but he 
is denying himself an invigorating and 
worthwhile experience if he overlooks the 
issue of this composer's Symphony No. 1 
in G, played by the Indianapolis Orchestra 
under Fabien Sevitzky. I do not doubt that 
there would have been more thrust and 
animation in this performance had the 
conductor's name been preceded by 
K-o-u-s, but that is merely wishful think-
ing. The playing is energetic, and a little 
sharp-edged, the recording vigorous. *( Vic-
tor Set 827, $4.72, ***ff$$). 

Also to the credit of Victor is the issue 
of Kodály's Dances from Galanta, played 
with verve and pulsating rhythmic energy 
by the Boston "Pops" Orchestra under 
Arthur Fiedler. Apparently Fiedler had a 
reasonable time in which to rehearse this 
score, or else the efficiency of the perform-
ance is a bonus of several performances 
by the full Boston Symphony Orchestra. 
In any case it is exciting stuff, and bril-
liantly reproduced. *(Victor Set 834, $2.62,

Cupid's Best Allies! 

1- BELIEVE heart and soul in the sublime 
function of the popular lose songs. 

The current numbers, eloquently and 
without inhibition express the feelings of 
our people. There is nothing more direct 
and straightforward than the songs of the 
day as a medium for voicing "that little 
thing called love." 
We are living in an age in which ro-

mance is suppressed. People find it hard 
to be natural and articulate on this theme. 
They hide their emotions in masks of 
skepticism and sophistication and put a 
taboo on the expression of sentiment. 
However, despite these defenses, every-

body, beneath the surface, is hungry for 
words of love. And the American people 
gratefully pay their pet pipers to say and 
play for them the sweet romantic things 
they long to say themselves but cannot. 
Have you ever watched audiences in the 

moeies, at night clubs, musical shows, 
and have you noted the childlike wistful-
ness that lights up the rather Rank faces 
as soon as a singer starts singing a song 
of love? Then do the listeners really reveal 
themselves under the stimulation of the 
simple tuneful lyrics, and, by their response 
and applause, you know that the tender-
ness, the longings, the heartbreak aired in 
the songs are stored deep in their breasts, 
toa. The professional singer of love songs 
becomes the spokesman for the audience. 
Song has always, since time immemo-

rial, been the greatest medium for roman-
tic repartee. And the popular tune of today 
is only repeating an age-old motif in a new 
guise. For its social effect, the tune that 
Pan piped to get the nymphs in the forest 
to cavort with him, or that Orpheus luted 
to bring his wife back from Hades, to her 
musical husband's bed and board, is essen-
tially the same as the music of today with 
which Senora DeZurnba teaches the 
Rhtimba. 

Serenading had its renaissance back in 
the middle ages when knighthood was in 
flower. The lords, after amassing fortunes 
and killing off their enemies, had nothing 

but time and swords on their hands. The 
leisure would send them off on romantic 
expeditions with the same enthusiasm that 
retired millionaires of today show for golf. 
Disguised as a troubadour, milord sta-
tioned himself on the castle doorstep of 
his sweetheart and regaled her with song, 
with the same persistency that the Fuller 
brush man uses in breaking down sales 
resistance. Impassioned verses of long 
amorous ballads rang out to the accom-
paniment of the lute. Mediaeval etiquette 
demanded that a member of the fair sex 
remain hidden behind casement windows, 
but there was nothing in that etiquette 
that did not permit the fair listener to 
hear and thrill to the sweet words of love. 
And finally she would succumb to the 
blandishments of the suitor who had the 
nicest compliments to offer in his songs. 

I regard modern minstrelsy as just as 
vital an instrument of Cupid—as much as 
ever . a property of romance. Today, how-
ever, romantic song doesn't require a 
choice spot under anybody's window to-
night. It reverberates through any setting 
and is more widespread than in the rosiest 
days of knighthood. What a realization of 
a minstrel's dream to be able to have his 
songs wafted in on the air, printed on 
sheets, etched on records, for all to hear, 
to learn and respond to. This is indeed 
an age of Democracy. Today love songs 
are not for the high-born alone. They serve 
all classes of society. To all they speak the 
same language—carry the same message— 
evoke the same response. Our popular 
songs couch for the American male, be he 
ever so timid in tender matters, the words 
of his love-call. And even the most prosaic 
business man can borrow his "Song of 
Songs" from the current tunes that sigh, 
that cry, that entreat, and he, even as a 
king of old, can have his sweetheart sere-
naded with all the seductive tunefulness 
that ever graced the marble halls of the 
most sentimental periods of history. 
The night club supplants the balcony 

of yore, but, instead of one lone mandolin 
or lute strumming in the melancholy 
night, we have a whole harmonious band 
paying homage to beautiful womankind, 

creating an atmosphere of love with the 
dreamy nuances of the new melodies. It is 
a more elaborate, more perfect, serenade 
than ever wooed the fair sex . . . and 
what's more, it provides the fair sex with 
a chance to say something too . . . and 
yea, even to have the "last word."

Then 
I can see her getting up slowly and 
committing suicide. No one knows 
why she did it --but there in Rabsons 
Magazine on ttte table is the name 
—Saroyan. Well I'm sorry. That's 
life and the rest of this is going to 
be about music. 

Just pretend that somebody else 
wrote this piece and try to love your 
neighbors. 1 do. Put yourself in my 
place. I know it's a ghastly thing to 
ask you to do. but pretend that ev-
erything I say front now in is being 
said about you—not me. 

Music is something I hear all the 
time and anywhere I go. Sometimes 
in sleep or half-sleep I hear whole 
symphonic movements as if the or-
diestra were right there. Those con-
certs are usually world-premieres and 
nobody knows who the composers 
are. Very often they are concertos for 
piano and orchestra; sometimes vio-
lin and orchestra; and occasional 
chorus and orchestra. Whatever the 
music is, it is forgotten as soon as it 
has taken place. Now, in view of titis 
constant accompaniment of music it 
always seems impossible for me to 
answer people who say, Are you fond 
of music?

I'm strictly a 
gasoline fume man—I don't like any 
of that old-fashioned stuff.)

hear, any tinte I hear it. 

Brahms? 

Well, yes— also 57th Street when 
the traffic is heavy, the Automat busy, 
and the orchestra in Aeolian Hall is 
swinging out with its sad afternoon 
hi-de-ho. 

Don't you think Stravinsky is won-
derful? 

Yes, and crickets, too. Also frogs. 
Also old folks talking in Lithuanian. 

Don't you thing boogie-woogie is a 
disgrace to music? 

Only insofar as Gregorian chants 
are, too. 

Well, this modern singing—isn't it 
really a little wretched? 

Well, no — no, it ain't. If there's 
any new and fresh singing in the 
world it's here in this country. Bing 
Crosby and Connie Boswell — no-
dy's better than either—and 1 mean 
technically, too. 

Other people say, Of 
know music, don't you?

I hear is louder and more complex 
titan the music 1 hear in San Fran-
cisco.

That we were justified in believ-
ing this to be of topical interest was 
Imrn out in the many inquiries re-
ceived for further information. Since 
our space here is limited we have had 
to answer the majority of these by 
letter: other questions are listed and 
answered below. A printing error last 
 th left unanswered what appears 
to he one of the most important 41114'S-
t • s concerning FM—"Does FM af-
fect the phonograph portion of a 
machine?" 

A. Tee hnieally speaking F l is 
striells a radio limwt .  and has no 
effect at all on the phonograph por-
tion of a machine. It can lie said tito, 
that because of the wider range am-
plifiers and loud speakers used in the 
higher grade FM instruments better 
tone can be realized on the phono-
graph part of such instruments. 

S.B. of Newark asks: 
Q. "Are there apt to be extensive 

changes in the methods now em-
ployed for FM broadcasting and 
reeiving?" 

A. Unlike the ordinary radio sys-
tem practical Is all of the experi-
menting and development work was 
done on FM before it was introduced 
so that it is now highly- perfected. 

E.(;. of Jackson Heights writes: 
Q. "I have a combination FM, 

AM set purchased recently. Some 
ibrograms 54)111111 marvelous On FM, 
others sound no better than the 
ordinary radio. Why is this?" 

A. Unfort unate4 at the present 
time not all FM programs are of lo-
cal origin and the wire lines neces-
sary for remote pickup are not fully 
efficient so that the complete range 
of FM is not obtained. Changes are 
being planned to widen the range 
of wire lines to accommodate FM 
programs. 

M.C. of Greenwich Village asks: 
Q. "Which of the available com-

binations is capable of reproducing 
the complete range of FM?" 

A. This is a difficult quest .  to 
answer since it would require that 
every machine he thoroughly tested, 
a procedure that could easily take 
two to three months. Most of the ma-
chines are satisfactory sincè the aver-
age range is many times more than 
that of the best AM act. Several mak-
ers are experimenting with full range 
instruments, in fact a sample was sub-
mitted recently with a truly remark-
able tone quality. A full report on 
this new machine will appear in an 
early issue.

TOP DRAWER 

THE prime offering of le early fall 
comes not only out of the tcp drawer, 
but also from the top of the heap in 

that compartment. It is the long- rum-
ored new version of the Brahms Double 
Concerto, played by Jascha Heifetz, 
violin, Emanuel Feuermann, ' cello, and 
the Philadelphia Orchestra directed by 
Eugene Ormandy.*(Victor Set 815, $4.50), 
and the fitting word for : t is superb. 
Those who grew up, as I did, on the : nag-
nificently cohesive version of Casals and 
Thibaud, with Cortot conducting, will 
not find this on accomplishment of the 
same order.

In my personal estimate, the item of 
highest attraction thereafter is the col-
lection of songs from Schubert's Winter-
reise, in which Lotte Lehmann continues 
for Columbia the coverage of this cycle 
which began in Victor Set 692. Remark-
ably enough, this group of "Gute 
Nacht," "Wasserflut" " Frühlingstraum," 
"Rost" and three others does not dup-
licate any of the material in that previous 
set, a surprising example of folrbearance 
by artist and company. There are details 
of vocal control and emphasis to cavil 
with in Lehmann's singing, but the artistic 
impulse, the emotional compulsion ore 
irresistible. Paul Ulanowsky's piano play-
ing is also noteworthy, and praiseworthy. 
The recording is good. (Columbia Set 
466, $3.50.) Almost of equal quality is 

Bruno Walter's treatment of the Schu-
mann Rhenish symphony ( No. 3), the first 
recording since the Coppola one of seven 
years ago, and actually the only idio-
matic versan of the score to reach us 
on records. Walter's conducting, warm-
hearted, vigorous and endlessly enthu-
siastic, is enhanced by an intangible 
element that can only be called Schu-
mannesque. His orchestra is the Philhar-
monic-Symphony, and the reproduction 
of it is similar in its tonal characteristics 
to the Eroica, which means that it is 
excellent for Columbia, but below the 
highest quality of Victor in definition 
and clarity. *(Columbia Set 464, $4.50.) 

When the expression " specialist" is 
used, in musical conversation, it is a good 
probability that it will be preceded by 
the names of Handel, Berlioz or Johann 
Strauss. What that means, in practical 
terms, can be discovered by consulting 
any of three Victor albums, each excep-
tional in its own terms. Though the omis-
sion of the descriptive " Berlin" from the 
Collegium Musicum orchestra conducted 
by Hermann Diener is another example 
of petti-foggery by Victor, there can 
only be praise for its playing of two 
Concerti Grossi by Handel. The first ( in 
G) is. included in the Boyd Neel series 
for Decca, and the second ( No. 5 in D) 
was offered in a version by Weingartner 
some months ago. However. I prefer the

In the case of Strauss, 
it is " the" Strauss specialist Bruno Wal-
ter, whose estimates of the Fledermous 
and Zigeunerbaron overtures, and the 
Emperor Waltz, automatically become 
the preferable ones. Even more remark-
ably, Wolter imposes his insupperably 
stylistic sense on no less than three orch-
estras—the Paris Conservatory, the Lon-
don Philharmonic and the Vienna Phil-

harmonic—proving that any orchestra 
can absorb the Viennese style, given a 
conductor of sufficient knowledge. On 
the fourth disk, Georg Szell adds a beau-
tifully tempered performance of the Blue 
Danube waltz, also with the Vienna Phil-
harmonic. The recording throughout is 
first rate. *(Victor Set 805, $4.50.)

CHAMBER MUSIC 

With a little cooperation from the 
recording companies, we might have had 
eminently new and altogether excellent 
versions of the first Rasumovsky quartet 
of Beethoven, and the G minor of De-
bussy. Unfortunately, the assignments of 
players and works were not ideally dis-
tributed, and the outcome is hardly what 
it might have been. The Budapest Quar-
tet plays the Debussy score with exactly 
the fervor and vigor that would be ap-
propriate to the Beethoven score, but 
these qualities are more than a little 
agitated and tense for the French work. 
*(Columbia Set 467, $4.50.) On the other 
hand, the delicacy and lightness of the

STANDARD REISSUES 
To paraphrase the ancient platitude, 

"of the recording of Tchaikovsky there 
is no end." This month it is the turn of 
Dimitri Mitropolous to impress his con-
cept of the Slavic soul on us, with the F 
minor symphony ( No. 4) as his medium. 
It is a generally sound, efficient presen-
tation of the score, robustly delivered 
by the Minneapolis Orchestra, and com-
petently recorded.1 doubt, however, that 
it is the version which will compel many 
listeners to give up their Koussevitzky 
performance (cut though it is) with no 
further thought. *(Columbia Set 468, 
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$5.50.) Fritz Reiner's exposition of the 
Meistersinger overture is among the most 
interesting I have ever heard, for its 
definition of the contrapuntal pattern, 
its exuberant vitality and power. How-
ever, the Pittsburgh Orchestra is not yet 
a completely first-rate orchestra, and the 
reproduction of its tone is powerful but 
shallow. (Columbia No. 11580, $ 1.) For 
those who might be attracted to the new 
Stock recording of Enesco's Roumanian 
Rhapsody No. 1, I counsel patience until 
Victor's re- issues of both the first and 
second rhapsodies appear next month. 
*(Columbia Set )(203, $2.50.) 

However these negatives are counter-
balanced by a series of new issues which 
meet every musical and mechanical 
necessity. First among them is Artur 
Schnobers finely sculptural playing of 
the Italian Concerto of Bach. One could 
say that Schnabel tolerates the two end 
movements for the privilege of dealing 
with the wonderfully expressive slow sec-
tion, but he actually responds to those 
rather more energetically than this re-
mark suggests. The recording is very 
good. *(Victor Set 806, $2.50.) Of the 
four available versions of Dvorak's Car-
neval Overture, I can see no further jus-
tification for three of them, for Vaclav 
Talich and the Czech Philharmonic ex-
tract more juice and meaning from this 
score than any of their competitors. (Vic-
tor No. 13710, $ 1.) I can also find kind 
words to say for Howard Barlow this 
month, for his treatment of Von Suppe's 
Scheme Galathea overture is admirably 
energetic, well- p ayed and, for a change, 
efficiently reproduced.

The enterprise of Columbia in bring-

ing the Violin Concerto of Alban Berg to 
records may well prove to be ono:her 
cose of "caviar to the general," but it 
will be so largely because the taste, in 
both instances, must be an acquired 7,ne. 
As propounded by Louis Krasner, v104, 
and the Cleveland Orchestra directed 
by Artur Rodzinski, it is a score of 
strangely affecting beauty, logical in its 
procedures and unremittingly the prod-
uct of a profound motivation.
