lens=e. coustinetion. or otherwise, directly or indirectly acquire, own,
conirol, or wperate any stntion or the apparatvs thevein. or any
systern for transmiting and/or receiving radio communications or
sigmals betweew any place in any State, Territory, or possession of
the United Stutes ar in the District of Columbia, and any place in
ary fereign conntry, or shall acquire, own, or rontrol any part of
the stock or other capital share or any mmterest in the physicat
property and or other assets of any sach radio station, apparatus,
or systems. if in cither ease the purpose is and/or the effect thereof
may be to substantially lessen cempetition or to restrain commerce
between any place in any State, 'Ferritory, or possession of the United
States or in the District of Colinbia, gnd any place in any fereign
country, or unlawinlly to ¢reate monopoly in any line of commerce.

Sre. 18. Ef wny licensee shall permit any person who is & legally
qualified enndidute for any public office to use s broadeasting
station, he shall afford equel opportunities to atl other such candi-
dntes for thet office in 1he use aP such lroadeasting station, and the
licensing authovity shall make rules #nd regulationy to carry this
provision into effect: Piovided, That such licensee shall have o
power of censorship over the material brondeast under the provisions
of this parugraph. No obligation is hereby imposed upon any
licensee to allow the use of its station by any such cundidate.

Sec. 19. All matter broadcast hy any radio station for which
service, money, or any other valuable consideration is directly or
indirectly paid, or promised to or charged or accepted by, the
station so broadcasting, from any person, firm, campany, or
corporation, shail, at the time the same 15 =0 browdeast, be annourced
as paid for or furnished, as the case may be, by such person, firm,
COMPENY, o colporation.

Sec. 20. 'the actual operation of all transmitting apparntus in
any radio station for which a station license is required by this Act
shall be carried on only by a E]'Emrsun kolding an operaturs licensa
jisswed hereunder. No person sholl operate any such apparatus in
such stztion except wnder and in sccordance with an operator’s
license issurd to him by the Secretary of Commerce.

Sec. 21. No license shali be issued under the anthority of this
Act for the operation of any station the construction of which is
begun or is continved after this Act takes effect, unless a permit
for its constructionh has been granted by the licensing authority
upen written application therefor. The licensing avthority ma

rant such permit if public convenience, inierest, or necessity will
fe serveil by the construction of the station. This application shall
set forth such facts ws {lie licensing authority by regulation ma
prescrilie as te the citizenship, character, and the financial, technicsl,
and other sbility of the applicant ta construct and operate the
station, the ownership and location of the proposed station and of
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the station er sfations with which it is proposed to cowmunicate,
the frequencies and wave length or wave fengths desired to be used,
the howrs of the day or other periods of time during which it is
propeeed to oputate the station, the purpose for which the station
18 to be ueed, the type of transmitting apparetus to be wsed, the
power te be ueed, the date upon which .the station is expected to be
completed and in operation, and such other information as the
hoensing authovity may require, Such application shall be signed
by the applicant nnder oath or affirmatian, _

Buch permit for construetion shall show specifically the earliest
and latest dates between which the actugsl operation of such station
is expected ta begin, and shall previde that said permit will be
autonuticwlly fprfeited if the station is not ready for operation
within the time specified or within suoh further time as the Ticensing
anthovity may allow, unless prevenied by caves not under the
control of the grantee.  The rights under any such permit shell not
be assigned or otherwise transferred to any person, frm, company,
or corporation without the approval of the lcensing cuthority.
A permit for constraction shall not be required for Government
stations, amateur stations, or stations npon mobile vessels, rarlroad
rolling stock, or aircraft. Upon the completion of any station for
the -construction or continwed construetion for which a permit has
been granted, and upon i being made to appear to the licemeing
suthority that all the term, conditions, snd ebligations set fm‘tﬁ
in the application end permit have been fully met. ancl thnt no eause
or circumstance mrising or first coming to the knowledge of the
licensing autherity since the granting of the permit wauid, in the
judgment of the licensing authority, mike the vperation of such
stalion apaiust the puldic interest, the Licensing awthority shall isne
& licenee 10 the Jawful holder of snid permit for the operation .of
said station. Swid license ehall conform generstly to the terms of
eaid permit.

Bze. 22. The licansing authority is suthorized to degigmate from
time to time radio statiobs the communications or signsls of which,
in H#e opinien, are liable to interfere with the trapamission or
reception of distrees signnly of ships, .Such stationa are required
io keep a licensed radio -aperator listening in on the wove lengthe
designeted for signals of distress and radio communications releting
thereto during the emtire period the tranumitier of such stetion is
m eperation.

Szc, 23. Every radia station on shipbosrd shall be equipped te
transmit radic comunmications er sigmals of clistress on the fro-
guency or wave length apecified hy the licensing authority, with
apparatus cnpable of transmitting and recelving messapes’ over n
tistance of st least one hundred miles by day or might. When snhding
radio rommunications or signals of distress and radio CONT HCRL FONy
relating thereto the tran~mitting set may be ndjnsted in wush a
menner 88 to produce n maximum of radiation irrespective of the
amonnt of interference which may thus be caused.

All radie stations, including (Goveynment stations and stations
on horrd foreign vessels when within the territoria]l waters of -the
Urited Btates, shall give absslute priurity to radio communications
or signals ralating to ships in distress; shell eesse all sending en
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frequencies or wave lengths which will interfere with hearing a
radio communicstion or signal of distress, and, except when enguged
in answering or siding the ship in distress, shall refrain from
pending any radio communications or signals until there is assurance
that no interference will be caused with the radio communications
or signals relating thereto, and shall assist the vessel in clistress, so
far us possible, by complying with its instructions,

Spc, 24. Every shore station open to general public service between
the coast and vessels st sea shall be bound to exchange radio
cotumunications or signals with uny ship station without distinction
as to radio systems or instruments adopted by such stations, respec-
tively, and each station on shipboard shall be bound to exchange
radio communications or signals with any other station on shipboard
without distinction s to radio systems or instruments adopted by
each station.

Sec. 25. At all places where Government and private or com-.
mercial radio. stations on land operate in such closs proximity that -
interference with the work of Government stations can not be
avoided when they are operating simultaneously such private or
commerciel stations se do interfere with the transmission or
reception of radic communications or signals by the Government
stabrons concerhed shall not use their transmitters during the first
fifteen minutes of each hour, local standard time. -

The Government stations for which the above-mentioned division
of time is established shall transmit radio eommunications or signala
only during the fret fifteen minutes of each hour, local standard
time, except in case of signals or radio communications relating to
vésseln in distress and vessel requests for information as to course,
location, or compass direction.

Sec. 26. In all circumstances, except in cose of radio communica-
tione or signals relating to vessels in distress, all radio stetions,
including those owned and operated by the United States, shall uss
the minimum smount of power necessary to carry out the communi-
cation desired.

Sgpe. 87. No person receiving or assisting in teceiving any radio
communication shall divolge or publish the contents, substance
purport, effect, or meaning thereof except through authorized
channels of transmission or reception ic any person other than the
addressee, his ngent, or atiorney, or to a telephone, telegraph, cable,
or radic station employed or authorized to forward such radio
communication to its deslination, or to proper accounting or die-
tributing officers of the various communicating centers over which
the radio communication may be passed, or to the master of a ship
under whom he is serving, or in response to & subpmna issued by a
court of competent jurisdiction, or on demand of other lawful
suthority; and no person not being authorized by the sender zhall
intercepi any messnge and divulge or publish the contents, substance,
purpert; eflect, or menning of such intercepted message to sDy
person; and no person not being entitled thersto shall receive or
aesist in receiving any radio communication and use the same or an
information therein contained for his own benefit or for the benefit
of another not entitled thereto; and no person having received such
intercepted radio communication or having hecome acquainted with
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tha contents, substance, purport, effect, or meaning of the same or
any part thereof, knowing that such information was so obtained,
ghall divulge or publish the contents, snbstance, purport, effect, ot
meaning of the same or any part thereof, or use the same or any
information therein contained for his own benefit or for the benefit
of another not entitled thereto: Provided, That this section shall not
apply to the receiving, divulging, publishing, or utilizing the contents
u} any rxlio rommimication broadeasted or transmitied by amotsurs
or others for the use of the general public or relating to ships in
distress,

Sec. 28. No person, Brem, company, or corporation within ll_le
jurisdiction of the United States xhall knowingly utter or transmit,
or cnuse to be uttered or transmitied, any false or fraudulent signal
of distress, or commmunication relating thereto, nor shall any broad.
casting station rebroadcast {he program or any part thereof of
anollier broadeasting station without the express nuthority of the
originating station.

re. 29, Nothing in this Act shall be understood or construed to
give the licensing aulhority the power of rensorship over the radio
communications or sipnals tranamitted by any railio station, and no
regulation or condition chull be promulgated or fixed by the licensing
suthority which shall interfere with the right of free speech by
means of radio communications. Neo person within the jurisdiction
of the United States shall utter any obscene, indecent, or prefane

Src. 30. The Secretary of the Navy is hereby authorized unless
restrained by international ngreement, under the terms and condi-
tions und at rntes prescribed by him, which vates shall be just and
reasonable, and which, upon mm‘plaint, shall be subject to review
and revigion by tlie Interstate Commerce Commission, to use ail
radio stations and apparatus, wherever located, owned by ithe United

United States, Hawaii, Alaska, the Philippine Islands, and the
Orient, and between the United States and the Virgin Islands, shall
not be less than the rates charged by privately owned and operated
stations for like messages and service: Provided further, Thnt the
right to use such stations for any of the purposes named in thia sec.
tion shall terminate and cease ns between any countries or localities
or between any locality snd privately operated ships whenever
privately owned snd opernted stations are capable of meeting the
normal communication requirements between such countries or locali-
ties or between any locality and privately operated ships, and the
licensing authority shall have notified the Secretary of the Navy
thereof.

Sec. 32, Any person, firm, company, or corporation failing or
