It will be observed that the new catalogue has no indexes—or rather, 

it is all index,—every title, subject, singer, organization and composer being 
in its proper place, with all the records in each class set underneath the 
subject heading; and each with its number, size and price printed plainly 
after the title,—and in every case where a double-faced record is listed both 
titles are given. For example, take double-faced record No. 16908. This 
appears first under the A’s, as follows:

order, with the title of the selection on the other side of the record 
indented and printed in italic type to keep the alphabetical column 
perfectly clear.

necessary to list double-faced records in a different way, as follows:

The King tries to marry his daughter to Don 
Pedro, telling her that the explorer has been shipwrecked, but Vasco suddenly appears with 
two slaves, Selika and A elusko, whom he found off the coast of a strange land. Vasc
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when the Council refuses to furnish him with a ship to explce the unknown country, 
denounces their parsimony and is ordered to p'ison. To save him, Inez consents to wed 
Don Pedro, who takes his wife and the slaves and sails away to find the land sought by 
the explorer. Don Pedro's ship is wrecked on the coast of India through the treachery 
of Nelusfyo, and most of the crew massacred. Vasco, who has followed them, becomes 
fascinated with Selina, who proves to be a Queen of Inda, but just as he is about to 
wed her he hears the voice of Inez and dese-ts the Queen for his first love. Seliha 
concealing her feelings, sends the lovers back to Spain, then kills herself with the blossoms of 
the poisonous mancanilla tree, and Nelusko, finding her body, himse.f inhales the deadly 
perfume.

BALALAIKA ORCHESTRA, Russian Imperial Court (Bal-lah-lie-' kah)

The concerts of this wonderful Russian orchestra were the sensational event of a 
recent musical season, and the perfect ensemble and exquisite tone production of these 
players were enjoyed by many thousands of delighted hearers.

The balalaika is a primitive folk instrument with a tone similar to that of a mandolin, 
and is at present the most famous instrument in Russia. Every regiment has its balalaika 
orchestra, and the music on the Czar’s yacht during the recent stay at Cowes was a balalaika 
band. This instrument is a kind of guitar, with only three strings, being made in several 
sizes, from that of a mandolin to something near a double bass.

Largely through the efforts of Mr. Andreeff, the balalaika, which had been much 
neglected, has now been elevated into its proper place as the distinctively national instru­
ment of his country.

These records, which were made under the personal direction of the conductor, Mr. 
Andreeff, exhibit well the striking effects produced by these gifted players.

BALFE, MICHAEL WILLIAM
Born Dublin, 1808. Violinist at Drury Lane, London, 1824. 

Went Paris, became first baritone at Opera, 1828. Resigned for 
ill-health; went Italy, where his first opera, Rivali di se slessi, was 
produced. Married Lina Rosa, Hunganan singer. Returned London 
1833; appeared in concert and produced first English opera, Siege 
of Rochelle—successful. Others followed, including Bohemian Qirl, 
1843, popular the world over, and sung in German, Italian, French 
and Spanish.

Balfe went to Berlin, 1849, to produce his works and became 
famous there. Wrote altogether 31 operas, many songs. Died 
October 20, 1870, at Rowney Abbey, England.

Barber of Seville, comic opera in two acts; text by Sterbins a Roman poet; music by 
Rossini. Produced Rome, 1816; London, 1818; N.Y. 1825. First called “ Almaviva” 
to distinguish it from Paisiello’s “Barber.”

The plot of Barber is very simple. Count Almaviva loves Rosina, the ward of Dr. 
Bartolo, a crusty old bachelor, who secretly wishes to marry her himself. Almaviva per­
suades the village barber, Figaro, to arrange a meeting for him, and gains entrance to the 
house disguised as a dragoon, but is arrested by the guardian. Not discouraged, he returns, 
pretending to be a substitute for Rosina's music teacher, who, he says, is ill. The appear­
ance of the real music master, Don Basilio, spoils this plan, and the Count retreats for the 
second time, having, however, arranged a pian for elopement. Bartolo finally arouses 
Rosina's jealousy by pretending that the Count loves another, and she promises to forget 
him and marry her guardian. When the time for the elopement arrives she meetr the 
Count, intending to reproach him, but he convinces her of the base plot of Bartolo, and the 
lovers are wedded by a notary, just as Bartolo arrives with officers to arrest the Count.

Puccini's Bohême is an adaptation of part of Mürger’s La Vie Bohême, which depicts 
life in the Quartier Latin, or the Students’ Quarter, in 1830. The principal characters in 
Puccini’s opera are the inseparable quartet described by Miirger, who with equal cheerful­
ness defy the pangs of hunger and the landlord of their little garret. Rudolph, a poet ; 
Marcel, a painter ; Colline, a philosopher ; and Schaunard, a musician, are four friends 
who occupy an attic in the Quartier Latin, where they live and work together. Improvident, 
reckless and careless, these happy-go-lucky Bohemians find a joy in merely living, being 
full of faith in themselves.

Rudolph makes the acquaintance of Mimi, a little flower-maker ; Marcel meets the 
gay Musetta, who plays fast and loose with him. Alternate quarrels and reconciliations 
fill the lives of these lovers, but the final separation ends with the sad death of Mimi, at 
the close of the opera. In the scenes of careless gaiety is interwoven a touch of pathos • and 
the music is in turn lively and tender, with a haunting sweetness that is most fascinating.

The principal parts of the opera have been recorded by the Victor, and the series is 
a splendid one, the singers including Caruso, Melba, Farrar, Gluck, McCormack, etc

Leoncavallo’s setting of Murger’s story was written several years after the production 

of Puccini s opera, and differs slightly from the latter version. The first act occurs in the 
Café Momus, the second in Musetta's house, the third in Marcel *s garret, and the fourth 
in the studio of Rudolph. Unlike the Puccini work, the tenor part is given to Marcel, 
the lover of Musella.

This is the opera in which Caruso scored his sensational success at its performance in 
Milan in 1898—that performance, in fact, being the turning point in his career.

The opera has never been heard here, a fact to be regretted by all who hear these 
specimens of the music. Operatic managers in America who have heard these superb numbers 
on the Victor have likely asked themselves why they have not given Leoncavallo’s 
opera in this country.

Thaddeus, a young noble banished from his country, joins the 
gypsy band and falls in love with Arline. While the gypsies ere attending a fair at 
Presburg, Arline, now a beautiful maiaen of 17, incurring the displeasure of the Gypsy 
Queen, is accused of stealing and is taken before Count Arnheim, vs ho recognizes his 
daughter by a scar on her arm. She is restored to her rank, but continues to meet Thaddeus 
secretly, until the lovers are denounced to the Count by the jealous Queen.

She manages to fascinate him, and 
makes her escape. Jose is imprisoned for neglect of duty, but when released follows the 
gypsy to Pastia's Inn, w here he finds Escamillo, a Toreador, and Zuniga, his captain, both 
paying court to Carmen. Stung with jealousy he deserts, and follows the band of smug­
glers Carmen has joined.

The next act shows the smugglers’ camp, and Carmen, already tired of her soldier, 
welcomes the Toreador, who has followed her. Jose is about to kiil her when Micaela 
arrives with a summons from his dying mother. He goes, but threatens vengeance. In the 
last act the tragedy occurs, when Jose, half crazed with jealousy, kills Carmen outside the 
bull ring, where she is awaiting the triumphant Escamillo.

Oy» Caruso's success is the greatest ever attained by an
v artist in this country. His American engagements have 

been a continuous ovation, the great audiences bang held 
spellbound by the exquisite refinement, beauty and power 
of his voice.

Caruso is a native of Naples and was born in 1873. 
When he was a mere boy he sang in the churches of 
Naples, and the beauty of his voice arrested the attention 
of all who heard it. His father did not encourage the boy 
at first, but a few years later was persuaded to allow him 
to take a few lessons in singing. The family was very 
poor, however, and Caruso was forced to work as a CARUSO

'mechanic. This work not being very profitable, he began to seriously consider whether he 
'could not make more by singing than he could earn by hard work with his hands.

He was eighteen years old when he met a distinguished bantone s.nger, who, aber 
hearing his voice, decided that he would give Caruso substantial assistance. He therefore 
took him to Maestro Vergine, who was captivated by the beauty ana purity of his voice, 
and began to give him vocal instructions.

Caruso made his debut in 1894 in Naples, in a now forgotten opera, L’amico Fran­
cesco, afterward singing in various Italian cities and in Cairo. A South American engage­
ment followed, and on his return, after a season in Milan, it was clear that here was one 
of the most promising young tenors ever heard in Italy. Caruso had made a success in 
various countries of Europe before coming to America in 1903, but it was his performance 
of the Duke at the Metropolitan on November 23d of that year which convinced opera­
goers that the greatest of all tenors had arrived. This artist has just finished his tenth seasan 
in this country and his success has been greater than ever before.

Caruso has made records exclusaely for the Victor since 1903, and as the present 
contract with the tenor does not expire until 1933, the public is assured perfect reproduc­
tions of his voice for many years to come.

CHOPIN, FRÉDÉRIC (Sho-pang) (nasal—ng only partly sounded) 

Born near Warsaw, Poland, 1809. Studied under Zywny 
and Elsner, and pronounced a genius at 8. Entered Warsaw 
Conservatory at 12. Published first composition at 14, the Rondo 
in C Minor. Other celebrated works written before 19. At 20, 
concert tour of German cities with success. Too frail physically for 
army, became an exile, and lived Paris as teacher and pianist. 
Associated with Bellini, Cherubini, Meyerbeer. Visited Eng(and 
in 1837, and began acquaintance with George Sand (Mme. 
Dudevant). They returned to France 1839, sepa'a’ed 1847. 
Alternate happiness and misery of this association aggravated his 
tubercular condition, and he died 1849. Buried Pére-la-Chaisc, Paris, after impressive 
funeral attended by entire musical colony.

Works consist mainly of smaller pieces for piano, and his nocturnes, mazu’kas, 
etudes, have never been equaled in their particular class. His personality remarkable— 
cared nothing for applause, and fascinated all who met him. Life-long illness and 
sympathy for trials of his native Poland found expression in music of exquisite beauty.

The Victor takes pride in giving to the world many beautiful and perfect reproduc­
tions of the playing of the greatest interpreters of Chopin, incluomg de Pachmanr, whose 
renditions of the master's works are unsurpassable.

This famous tenor, who is one of the foremost exponents of the old Italian school of 
bel canto, was bom in 1860 at Naples. Since his debut in Italy some thirty years ago, his 
career has been one of continued and genuine triumphs. In his younger days his place 
among the greatest tenors of the world was unquestioned, and to-day he is still the idol of 
a large proportion of the opera-goers of Italy.

In 1889 she went to London to fill an engagement at Covent Garden, 
and with such success that she has since remained in England, paying oc­
casional visits to her native country for engagements at the Metropolitan.

Mme. de Lussan’s Carmen was pronounced by the London 
critics to be a true and realistic character study, free from the faintest 
shade of coarseness or exaggeration, while her Mignon was a most re- DE lussan 
fined and dainty impersonation.

This noted Berlin soprano was born in Prague in 1878, 

as Emma Kittl. She was first taught the violin, but at fourteen 
it was discovered that her voice promised to be an unusual 
one, and she was sent to that noted teacher, Marie Loewe- 
Destinn, under whom her progress w as very rapid. Adopting 
her teacher’s name for stage purposes, she was engaged for the 
Berlin Royal Opera when barely nineteen, and speedily 
became a great favorite.

The singer’s international fame began with her appearance 
at Bayreuth in 1901. She created the rôles of Butterfly and 
Salome in Berlin, and afterward made a notable success in 
London in the Puccini opera.

Although Geraldine Farrar brought to America a European 
reputation as an established favorite in Paris and Berlin, she has 
won a triumph here entirely on her merits as a singer and actress.

This young artist has all the attributes of a great prima 
donna—a beautiful, fresh, flexible voice, and a stage presence 
i together pleasing to look upon—charming in face, figure and 
movement.

Miss Farrar was born in Melrose, Mass., in 1882, and at 
the age of twelve began her musical studies with Mrs. Long, of 
Boston, afterward coming to New York to study with Emma 
Thursby, at the same time learning dramatic action from Capoul.

and Margaret's resistance is at length overcome. Valentine, on returning from the wars, 
learns what has occurred ; he challenges his sister’s betrayer, but, through the intervention of 
Mephistopheles, he is killed in the duel. Margaret, horror-stricken at the calamity of 
which she is the cause, gives way to despair. Her reason becomes affected, and in a 
frenzy she kills her infant. She is thrown into prison, and Faust, aided by Mephistopheles, 
obtains access to the cell in which she is confined. They both eagerly urge her to fly, but 
Margaret, in whom holier feelings have obtained the ascendant, spurns their proffered aid, 
and expires. Mephistopheles is triumphant at the apparent success of his schemes to 
destroy a human soul, but a chorus of heavenly voices is heard proclaiming that there is 
pardon for the repentant sinner, and the Evil One, foiled and overcome, crouches in terror 
as the spirit of Margaret is borne to heaven by ministering angels.

When a young girl 
she heard Patti sing and decided on a musical career. Her 
father objected, but finally consented to let her goto Germany, 
where she made her début in La Juive at Hamburg, after­
wards singing in Barbiere and Magic Flute. Mr. Savage then 
secured her for his company, where she was heard by Mr. 
Conried and engaged for the Metropolitan.

The young singer has been a most useful member of that 
organization, singing a varied assortment of rôles, the latest being 
Leonora in 11 Trovatore, and Gutrune in Götterdämmerung.

FOSTER, STEPHEN COLLINS

Born 1826, near Pittsburgh. Began writing when a student 
in Athens, Pa., Academy, and published first song, Open Thy 
Lattice, in 1842. Educated at Jefferson College; lived at Pitts­
burgh. Wrote 175 songs; best known ones those listed beluw. 
His songs, called folk-songs of America, are known in every land, 
and sung in many languages. Were probably not derived from 
negro tunes, as has been stated, but negro dialect was doubtless 
used because of the vogue of negro minstrels in the 40*s and 50’s. 
Was a Bohemian in tastes and quite talented ; painted some, loved 
good music, spoke German and French. Died in New York, 
1864.

The efforts of Pius X to reform sacred music 

in the Catholic Church and revive the use of the 
Gregorian plain-song, so expressive of the grandeur 
and simplicity of pure religious emotion, have been 
the cause of much discussion during the past few 
years.

GRIEG, EDVARD HAGERUP (1843-1907) (Greeg)

Born Bergen, Norway, 1843. At 6 began musical education 
under his mother. At the age of 15 was sent to Leipsic Conservatory. 
Returned to Norway 1863, and began writing the onginal and spon­
taneous music which was to make him famous. In 1867 founded a 
musical society in Christiana, which he directed for thirteen years. 
Visited Italy 1870, became intimate friend of Liszt, then in Rome. 
Made many visits to Germany. In 1888 went to London, conducted 
own compositions and played piano with much success. Made honor­
ary Musical Doctor 1894.

Grieg really founded a new school of Scandinavian music. His 
short piano pieces among the most cha-ming works of their c<ass and

his numerous songs full of poetic feeling. The Peer Gynt Suite, written for Ibsen's dra­
matic poem, “Peer Gynt," is perhaps the best known of all his compositions.

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HANDEL

HANDEL, GEORG FRIEDRICH (1685-1759;
Born Halle, 1685. Father a barber, afterward valet to Prince Saxe. 

The boy was intended for lawyer but secretly studied harpsichord. 
At 7 went to visit at Court where Prince heard him playing organ, 
and offered to educate him. In 1696 went to Berlin where precocity 
astonished all. Father died 1697. Handel entered Halle University 
and played organ at $50 year salary. In 1703 went to Hamburg, 
and in I 705 wrote two operas. Visited Italy in 1706 and brought 
out two Italian operas, Roderigo and Agrippina. Went England in 
1710, produced Rinaldo, first English opera. Revisited England in 
1718, became chapel master to Duke of Chandos and composed 
first oratorios, Esther, Acis and Salatea. Director Royal Academy
Music, 1720 to 1729, producing many operas. Became British subject 1726. Operatic 
troubles ruined health, causing paralysis 1 737. Partially recovered and in 1741 abandoned 
opera and turned wholly to oratorio, writing in quick succession Saul, Israel, L’Allegro, 
and in 1742 his immortal Messiah, greatest of oratorios, followed by Samson, Judas, 
Joshua and many others. In 1752 became practically blind, but continued to direct 
his works until I 759, when he died. Buned in Westminster Abbey, where monument has 
been erected. V as the greatest master of oratorio. Other writings numerous, including 40 
operas, none of which are now performed.

HAYDN, FRANZ JOSEF (High’-dn) Compositions by
Born Rohrau, Austria, 1732. At five years of age was 

sent to school at Hainburg, where for two years he was taught 
rudiments of music, playing on the violin. 1 740 taken to Vienna 
by Reutter as chorister at St. Stephen’s, where he learned singing, 
violin, clavier and composed a great deal. Later supplanted as 
singer by brother Michael. Became first capellmeister to Prince 
Esterhazy. Composed thirty symphonies, forty quartets and 
became known and admired all over Europe. 1791 visited 
London and received degree from Oxford. 1792 returned to 
Vienna, where he gave lessons to Beethoven. Died Vienna, 1809.

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HEMPEL

HEMPEL, FRIEDA, Soprano
One of the most important recent engagements by the Victor 

was that of Frieda Hempel, the young colorature soprano of the 
Royal Opera House, Berlin. This young singer (she is not yet 
thirty), is a native of Leipsic, and as a child showed such musi­
cal talent that she was sent to the Leipsic Conservatory, where 
her unusual voice and great ambition caused her to make rapid 
progress. In UXJ6 she sang at Bayreuth as one of the Rhine 
maidens and in 1907 made a few appearances in London, but 
her formal debut was in the autumn of 1907 at the Royal Opera 
House in Berlin. Mme. Hempel’s success was immediate, Berlin 
opera-goers being delighted at the novelty of a colorature singer 
who possessed not only a lovely voice but youth and beauty as 
well. The public applauded her and the reviewers praised her.
She rapidly became the chief coloratura singer of the opera ; her repuation spread th’ough 
Germany, Belgium and Holland; and she w as in constant demand for concerts, 
where the purity of her voice and her command of the art of song were even more telling 
than in the opera house. She was ambitious and industrious and she steadily widened her 
repertory until it included the coloratura parts in the old Italian operas and in Mozart's 
lighter pieces. A year ago she distinguished herself as the Queen of the Night—a most 
difficult part to sing—in the revival of Mozart's Magic Flute under Dr. Muck.

The Victor, with its customary promptness, anticipated Mme. Hempe s American 
appearance with several fine records of her voice—including the great air from Huguenots, 
in which opera she has recently been heard at the .Metropolitan, and the lovely number from 
the first act of Ernani, which displays admirably the quality and flexibility of this new 
soprano's voice.

HERBERT’S ORCHESTRA (Personally directed by Victor Herbert)
This famous director was born in Dublin in 1859, and at 

the age of seven, was sent to Stuttgart as a student of the ’cello. 
After some years' study and a tour of Europe, he accepted the 
position of solo 'cellist at the Metropolitan Opera in 1886. The 
Metropolitan Orchestra soon became too small for so talented a 
musician, and after having been bandmaster of the Twenty- 
Second Regiment Band, and Conductor of the Pittsburgh 
Symphony Orchestra, Mr. Herbert organized in 1904 the 
Victor Herbert Orchestra, which has had a most successful 
career. All this time Mr. Herbert continued to compose operas, 
writing more than twenty-five, including his first grand opera, 
Natoma, produced at the Metropolitan two years ago, and his 
latest production, Madeleine, brought out in January, 1914.

Victor Herbert is beyond doubt the most brilliant and magnetic leader among Ameri­
cans in his profession, being as much at home in music of the classic masters as in his own 
graceful and appealing opera strains. As he is a past master at giving the people what they 
want, his programs are never dull, but contain much popular music of merit, and those of 
the classic compositions which are known and appreciated by the average audience.

The extensive list of sacred music which the Victor has issued during the past few 

years has perhaps attracted more attention than any other single feature. This splendid 
catalogue of standard and gospel hymns, anthems and oratorio numbers is certain to have a 
powerful influence for good, not only in the homes of the serious-minded owners of Vic­
tors, but as a means of improving the quality of the music in small churches, where a com­
petent choir is out of the question. The Victor’s sacred records are capable of filling ad­
mirably the place of a choir, and this form of service is much to be preferred to the average 
small choir, which sometimes inspires feelings the reverse of devout !

Victors are being utilized more and more in small communities in place of a precentor, 
and no better method of leading congregational singing could be imagined, while in the 
family circle a collection of hymns and other sacred music is indispensable for Sunday use.

LISZT, FRANZ (1811-1886), (List)

Born 1811, Raiding, Hungary. Studied at first with father, an 
official at court and musical amateur. At 9 made first public ap­
pearance at Oedenburg with such success that wealthy citizens sent 
him to Vienna to study with Czerny. When 12 went to Paris; at 
14 wrote an operetta. Don Sanche; well received. Began 
career as concert prodigy at 15. When 16 his father died and the 
boy supported the family. In 1839 began famous series concert tours 
lasting 12 years—brilliant playing and unique personality astonished 
all Europe—pronounced the greatest of pianists. In 1849 settled at
Weimar and became conductor of Court Theatre, where his efforts liszt
made that city musical centre of Europe. Was warm friend of Wagner.
Last 25 years spent in Weimar, Rome and Pesth. Created Abbé by Pope in 1866.

Liszt’s compositions divided in two classes—entirely original matter and his famous tran­
scriptions of songs and opera materials, which are numerous. Best known to general public 
for his Hungarian Rhapsodies—so called because built about melodies of romantic and 
poetic gypsies of Hungary. Liszt was familiar with their music, songs and dances, and his 
Rhapsodies, the result of childhood impressions, are Magyar melodies embellished with 
brilliant technical ornamentation. Of these fourteen wild and dashing “Rhapsodies” the 
Victor has recorded portions of No. 2, No. 9 and No. 12, all fascinating compositions. 
Liszt died at Bayreuth during the Wagner Festival of 1886.

Manon is a country girl, gay, pretty and thoughtless, who meets a handsome your.g 
cavalier, des Grieux, while on her way to a convent to complete her education. He rails in 
love with her and she with him as far as her nature will allow, and w hen he tells her of the 
gaieties and pleasures of Paris, she needs little persuasion to induce her to elope with him 
to the Capital. Soon tiring of love in a cottage, however, the young girl encou'açes the 
attentions of a rich nobleman, de Bréligny, and when des Grieux is tasen away forcibly by 
his father, she seizes the opportunity and leaves with her new lover. In Act Ill she leams 
that des Grieux, despondent because of her faithlessness, has resolved to enter a monastery. 
Her fickle affections turn again to him, and she visits him at the Seminary of St. Sulpice. 
He at first repulses her, saying his love is dead, but he is unable to resist her, and they 
depart together. The next act occurs in a gambLr.g house, where des Grieux is endeavor­
ing to win money to support Manon in the luxury she demands. Guillot, a roué in revenge 
for a trick played on him in Act I, causes their arrest, des Grieux for cheat r,g and Manon 
as a dissolute woman. The last scene occurs on the road to Harte, where des Grieux and 
Lescaut, Manon s brother, plan to rescue Manon as she is being taken to the ship, en route 
for the prison colony in Louisiana. The soldiers appear, but it is a dying Manon they 
escort, and the unfortunate girl, after asking forgiveness of des Grieux, dies in his arms.

Opera in four acts ; music by Giacomo Puccini ; the libretto, founded on Abbé 
Prévost's novel, being mainly the work of the composer. First presented at Turin, 1893 ; 
Covent Garden, 1894; first American production, 1898, in English by the Hinrich's Opera 
Company. First performance in Italian occurred at the Metropolitan Opera House in 1907, 
under the general direction of Puccini himself, the cast including Caruso and Farrar.

The Abbé Prévost romance has been treated operatically by several composers, the 
first being Halévy, who wrote a ballet on the subject in 1830. Other settings followed—• 
by Balfe, 1836; Auber in 1856 and Massenet in 1884.

The first act shows the courtyard of an inn at Amiens. Manon s brother, Lescaut, a 
dissolute soldier, is escorting his pretty little sister to the convent where she is to complete 
her education. While Lescaut is carousing with some chance companions, Manon meets a 
h indsome gallant, des Grieux, who chances to be dining at the inn, dressed as a student. 
The pro -pect of school not appealing very strongly to the young girl, she readily agrees to 
elope with des Grieux, thereby spoiling the plans of the old roué, Geronte, who had planned 
to abduct the pretty school girl. Manon soon tires of des Grieux and his poverty, and 
leaves him for the wealthy Geronte; but even this luxury fails to bring her happiness, and 
when des Grieux appears again she runs away with him. Geronte is furious and denounces 
Manon to the police as an abandoned woman. She is condemned to be deported to the 
French possessions in Louisiana. Des Grieux and Lescaut try to rescue her, but the attempt 
fails, and in desperation the former begs the Commandant to permit him to accompany her 
to America. In the final scene the lovers are shown in a desert near New Orleans. (The 
Abbé Prévost’s knowledge of American geography was evidently limited I) Des Grieux 
leaves Manon to search for water, and returns just in time to see her die in his arms, after a 
most affecting scene.

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MARTINELLI, GIOVANNI, Tenor

This young artist has made a notable success at the Metro­
politan, and has been pronounced one of the best Italian tenors 
ever heard in America. He is a native of the province of 
Venezia, and was born in Montagnana. His father was a cabi­
net-maker in the village and had no means of giving his son a 
musical education, although the boy was passionately fond of 
music. He managed to learn the clarinet and finally joined the 
regimental band, where the director discovered that the young 
player had a remarkable voice. When his time of serv ce was 
completed he went to Milan, where he soon found friends who 
sent him to Professor Mandolini. This teacher trained the young 
man’s naturally beautiful voice, and he soon made his debut at the
Dal Verme as Emani. Here he was heard by Puccini and Martinelli 
Toscanini, who engaged him for The Girl of the Golden West at Rome. A Covent 
Garden engagement followed, where the critics discovered they had secured a renor ot the 
very first class.

As America eventually gets the best in every line, Martinelli naturally carr.e to the 
Metropolitan; and the Victor, which also invariably acquires the best singers for Victor 
audiences, promptly secured the exclusive services of the young tenor.

The first two records, which are now presented, will easily prove wha; a fire artist

Riccardo Martin enjoys the distinction of being the first 

American tenor to be engaged for leading roles at the Metro­
politan Opera House. This young artist was born in Ken­
tucky, and quite early in life seemed to have considerable 
talent as a composer. His parents sent him abroad for study, 
and after spending several years in Italy and Germany, he 
opened a studio in New York, devoting himself to composition 
and teaching.

It was during this period that young Martin discovered 
that he had a voice worth cultivating, and on the advice of 
Dr. Holbrook Curtis, went to Paris, where he studied with 
Sbriglia and Jean de Reszke. His debut in opera took place 
in Nantes, France, in 1904, when he sang Faust. Later, in Verona, he appeared in Andrea 
Chenier with such success that he was engaged for Mr. Russell’s San Carlo Opera Com­
pany, which toured the United States in 1906-1907. Martin’s triumph with this company 
made his Metropolitan engagement a foregone conclusion, and in the summer of 1907 he 
was signed for a term of years.

Jules Massenet, whose death occurred in 1912, was one of 
the best known of modern French composers.

He arrived in Vancouver on February 5th, and after appearing in 
Victoria, Portland, Seattle, San Francisco (four concerts) and other dries en route to the 
Elast, he gave his annual concert at the New York Hippodrome, on March 15th, to one of 
the greatest and most enthusiastic audiences ever seen in that immense structure.

No prima donna of the present day has ever been 
so beloved in three continents as has this Australian artist.

It was on December 5, 1893, in New York, that 
Melba was revealed to the American public. Who that 
was present will ever forget the marvelous voice that burst 
on their charmed ears at that time ? Such power and 
brilliancy, such captivating ease of execution, such warmth 
and loveliness were simply astonishing. Music-lovers took 
the singer to their hearts that night, and to-day she is more 
firmly intrenched in their affection than ever.

Melba was born Nellie Mitchell, at Burnley, near cotp-t bsootho»» 
Melbourne, Australia. The singer went to Europe in >
1886, and began to study under Mme. Marchesi, making such rapid progress that her 
debut was made in Brussels in 1887 under the name of Melba (derived, of course, from her 
native city), and her success was immediate.

Melba is to-day singing with the same delightful freshness, purity and power that have 
enthralled her audiences in the past. Her recent stay in America was all too brief and her 
countless admirers were loath to let her go, but her operatic tour of Australia forced her to 
sail for that country.

It is a matter for congratulation that the Melba records have been secured when the 
great singer was at her best, so that posterity will hear her in the full tide of her powers.

Mignon, the daughter of an Italian noble, is stolen in her childhood by the gypsies, 
and her father, partially demented because of grief, calls himself the harper Lothario, and 
wanders for years in search of his daughter.

The first act opens in the yard of a German inn. A group of actors, including the 
beautiful Filina, are on their way to the Prince's castle, where they are to give a perform­
ance. A strolling band of gypsies arrive, and Mignon, who is with them, is ordered to 
dance for the entertainment of the guests. The girl is weary, and on her refusal to dance, 
Giarny, the leader, threatens her. Lothario tries to protect the young girl, and Giarno 
turns upon the old man.

Wilhelm, a wandering student, appears and rescues both Mignon and the harper, and 
to save the girl from further persecution engages her as his page. Wilhelm is invited by 
Filina to join the troupe in their visit to the castle. He consents, and the flirtation which 
follows arouses the jealousy of Mignon, who, touched by Wilhelm’s kindness, has fallen in 
love with him. In despair she is about to throw herself into the lake when she hears the 
notes of Lothario’s harp. She asks his protection, and rashly tells him she wishes the castle 
would burn to the ground. The demented old man, thinking only to please her, goes 
into the castle. Filina and the actors appear, and Filina sends Mignon to the castle for 
some flowers she has left there. Suddenly flames burst from the windows, and Wilhelm 
rushes to the burning building and carries out the unconscious Mignon. Wilhelm is 
soon cured of his infatuation for Filina and discovers Mignon’s devoted attachment for him.

In the third act, which takes place in the palace of Lolhario, who has returned to his 
ancestral home, bringing with him Mignon, the young girl is soon discovered to be the long 
lost child of Lothario, who suddenly recovers his reason and gives his consent and blessing 
to h^r marriage with Wilhelm.

PAGLIACCI, I (Pahl-yaf-chee) The Players (In Italian unless otherwise noted)

Dramatic opera in two acts; libretto and music both by Ruggiero Leoncavallo. First 
production, Milan, 1892; London, 1893; first American production, 1894, with Kronold, 
Montegnffo and Campanari. The scene is laid in Calabria, between 1865 and 1870.

During the orchestral introduction Tonio, in clown costume, appears and explains 
that the subject of the play is taken from real life; reminds the audience that actors are but 
men, with passions like their own, and that the author has endeavored to express the real 
feelings and sentiments of the characters he will introduce. He then orders up the curtain. 
The first act shows the entrance to an Italian village. Canio, and his troupe of strolling 
players, or pagliacci, having paraded through the village, now announce a performance for 
that evening at seven, and Canio goes with Peppe into the tavern. Tonio, the clown.
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remains behind, ostensibly to care for the donkey, but in reality to make love to Nedda, 
Canto’s wife. She repulses him, striking him with her whip, and he swears to be revenged. 
Silvio, a rich young villager, in love wiih Nedda, now joins her and begs her to fly with 
him. She refuses, but admits that she loves him, her confession being overheard by Tonio, 
who hurries in search of his master. Canio returns too late to catch Silvio, but mad with 
jealousy, he demands the lover’s name, and when Nedda refuses, tries to kill her, but i: 
restrained by the others. Nedda goes to dress, and Canio is in despair at the thought 
of being obliged to play while his heart is breaking.

Act 11. The audience is now assembled and the play begins. This proves to be the 
usual farce in which the clown makes love to Columbine during the absence of her husband, 
Punchiello. Strangely enough, this conventional farce is very like the situation in the real 
lives of the players, and when Punchiello (Canio) arrives and surprises the lovers, as the 
play demands, he loses his head as he hears Columbine repeat in the farce the very words 
Tonio had heard her say to the real lover earlier in the day. Mad with rage, he again 
demands her lover’s name. Nedda tries to save the situation by continuing the play, and 
the audience is delighted by such realistic acting, until the intensity of Canio's passion begins 
to terrify them. The other players endeavor to silence him, but in vain. Finally, stung 
by his taunts, Nedda defies him and is stabbed, Canio hoping that in her death agony she 
will reveal the name of her lover. She falls, calling upon Silvio, who rushes from the 
crowd only to receive in turn the dagger of the outraged husband. As Canio is disarmed 
by the peasants he cries, as if in a daze, ” The comedy is ended. ”

is frequently spoken of as an American. As a matter of fact, she 
was born in Madrid, Spain, February 19, 1843. Her father, anxious 
to try his fortunes in the new world, came here when Adelina was 
ten years old, and became manager of the Italian Opera House in 
Chambers Street, New York.

The career of this brilliant young conductor has been one 

of uninterrupted success. After some years of study in the 
Cincinnati College of Music he joined Cappa’s Seventh Regi­
ment Band of New York as cornet soloist, and during the years 
that followed he was one of the great features of that famous 
band.

RUFFO, T1TTA, Baritone
This famous Italian baritone, who for several years 

past has been one of the operatic sensations of Europe and 
South America, made his debut in the United States at 
the Metropolitan Opera House, Philadelphia, on Novem­
ber 4, 1912, in Verdi’s Rigoletto, and his sensational success 
in Hamlet, Pagliacci, Trovalore, Masked Ball and 
Rigoletto has caused an unusual demand for his records.

The story of Ruffo's career is a most romantic cne. 
He is a Tuscan by birth, and at an early age entered the 
Conservatory of Santa Cecilia at Rome, but after two years 
of study was dismissed by the faculty and advised to seek 
another profession, the directors declaring that his vocal v,",sc'" * *""c’ 
equipment was inadequate for operatic work! Fortu­
nately for the operatic world, the young man was undismayed, and, still determined upon 
a musical career, he went to Milan and sought the advice of Signor Cassini, a former 
artist who made a specialty of vocal training. The latter not only asserted his belief in 
Ruffo's powers but taught him free, as the young artist had nothing with which to pay 
his tuition. Subsequently he went to Rio Janeiro, where his first success was made. He 
then sang in other South American cities, but it was not until he had conquered the Latin 
Republics that he returned to his native land for a triumph that will ever be memorable, 
even in that country of extravagant enthusiasm.

Ruffo's voice is a high baritone of amazing fluency and power, combined with a 
richness of tone and facility of execution that are most unusuab He has a perfect technique 
and sings with an assurance that arcuses intense enthusiasm. He is successful in both dramatic 
and lyric roles, and astounds his audiences with the vigor of his portrayal of Hamlet 
and Tonio, while he charms and amuses them in the lighter music of Barber of Seville.

Ruffo arrived in America on October 28, 1912, and in the course of a chat with the 
reporters who boarded the vessel, the baritone paid a high tribute to the Victor. When 
asked who had been his teacher he said: “ I have had many teachers, but the best of 
them all has been the Gramophone. I have learned more from singing for the Victor 
than in any other way.”

SAMMARCO, G. MARIO, Baritone (Sahm-mar’-koh)

Mario Sammarco was born in Palermo, Sicily, De­
cember 13, 1873. His musical studies were pursued under 
Antonio Csntelli. and he made his operatic debut in Milan, 
1894, and was then engaged for Giordano's opera, Andrea 
Chenier, at La Scala.

Born near Vienna, 1797. Son of peasant schoolmaster. Boy 
taught violin and voice by local choirmaster. At 16 wrote Ist 
Symphony. At 17 began writing songs with remarkable facility— 
between 17 and 18 wrote 144 songs, including masterpiece, Erlking.

Schubert led a somewhat Bonemian life, never married and was 
frequently out of funds.

SCHUMANN-HEINK, ERNESTINE, Contralto
Ernestine Schumann-Heink is the most popular and be­

loved contralto who has ever visited America. Her superb 
voice and thoroughly artistic singing and acting, as well as her 
genial personality, have endeared her to audiences everywhere.) 

Mme. Schumann-Heink is the daughter of Herr Rossler, 
an Austrian army officer, who at the time of her birth was 
stationed in Lieben, Bohemia. At the age of ten little 
Ernestine was sent to the Convent of the Ursuline Nuns in 
Prague, where she sang in the choir, but entirely by ear. 
Her father was afterward transferred to Graz, where a teacher 
named Marietta von Le Clair, who had recognized the signs C0Py.T 0UP0NI 
which told of a voice worth cultivating, kindly offered to give schumann-heink 
the budding genius her best efforts without pay. The girl’s 
voice at that time was a deep contralto, with no high notes. The wise teacher kept her 
on nothing but exercises for two years before she gave her songs by Mendelssohn, Schubert 
and other composers. Her first appearance in New York was in 1898, and she was such 
a great success that American audiences refused to allow her to return to Germany. She 
has now taken up her residence here and has become an American citizeness, making 
only short trips to Europe to fill special engagements.

This singer’s capacity for work is simply phenomenal, and her record of 1904, when 
she made ninety-two appearances in four and one-half months, is still remembered as a feat 
unequaled by any prima donna.

But the engagements which interest the largest number of persons are those which the 
great contralto fills in the Victor Laboratory. Large as her audiences always are, they 
would seem small indeed compared to the great public she sings to by means of the Victor.

The records by this artist which we present are superb in quality and are pronounced to 
be perfect reproductions of one of the most glorious and sympathetic of true contralto voices.

SCOTTI, ANTONIO, Baritone
One of the most valued and gifted artists of the Metro­

politan Opera Company is Antonio Scotti, the well-known 
baritone. He was born in Naples, and even as a child showed 
a desire to become a singer. His parents, however, little 
dreamed as they heard him humming Italian melodies in his 
home that a great career lay before him. After receiving the 
customary Italian education, he was for a time put in commer­
cial pursuits. But when he should have been poring over his 
ledger, too often he was singing the romanzas of the day or try­
ing to recall scraps of opera which he had heard the evening 
before. His friends strongly advised him to study music, and 
he was induced to consult Mme. Trifari-Paganini, who assured 
him he had an exceptionally good voice, and urged him to cul­

tivate it. He at last yielded, though with little hope of ever becoming an artist. At the
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age of 23, after he had studied for four years, he made his début at the Teatro Reale, in 
Malta, as Amonasro in Aida, singing later at that house in nine other rôles.

Scotti’s career was now open to him. He sang in turn in many of the great theatres 
of Italy and filled six seasons in South America. Engagements at the Teatro Reale, 
Madrid, and in St. Petersburg, Moscow, Warsaw and Odessa, established his reputation.

His London début was made as Don Giovanni, under the management of Mr. Grau, 
who at once engaged him for the Metropolitan. Since that time he has been a constant 
visitor to America, where he has won fame in many parts, notably as Don Giovanni, 
Scarpia, Tonio and Amonasro. Scotti's impressive Scarpia is one of his most famous 
impersonations, while as Falstaff he recently achieved an artistic triumph.

Signor Scotti, who sings exclusively for the Victor, has made a number of very fine solo 
records, besides singing in many duets and other concerted numbers with other artists.

SEMBRICH, MARCELLA, Soprano
Sembrich was the daughter of a poor musician of Lemberg, 

in Gallicia, but afterwards adopted her mother’s maiden name, 
which was Sembrich. Her father began to teach her to play 
the piano and violin when she was but four years old, and at 
twelve she was obliged to play the piano for dances in order to 
help support the family. Her musical gifts were noticed by a 
benevolent Pole named Lanowich, who sent her first to the 
Loepel Conservatory, then to Vienna, where Professor Epstein dis­
covered the natural beauty of her voice, and advised her to take 
up voice culture. COpy-t oupobt

Her début was made as Elvira, June 3, 1877, at Athens; sembrich 
and she was then engaged for the Dresden opera in 1878. In
1880 she sang Leonora at Covent Garden and her success being assured, engagements in 
Warsaw, St. Petersburg, Moscow and Madrid followed.

In 1883 she was engaged for the Metropolitan Opera House, making her American 
début October 24th, in Lucia, afterwards singing Elvira, Violetta and Ophelia. As soon 
as the public realized that here was the perfect singer at last, her triumphs were phenom­
enal—such perfection of style and beauty of tone, combined with that power of interpreta­
tion which is one of her greatest gifts, won the plaudits of audiences and critics alike.

Although Madame Sembrich may never appear in opera again, her admirers of to­
day and those of future generations may still hear her delivery of the great operatic airs, 
which are imperishably recorded by the Victor.

SISTINE CHOIR RECORDS—of Music in use before the “Motu Proprio"
This style of music was recently in vogue not only in Rome, but throughout the 

world, and it might be said that there were no church solemnities without sacred music of 
masters such as Capocci, Battaglia, Aldega and others. When Pope Pius X issued his 
“Motu Proprio” on sacred music, music of this kind was interdicted in all church func­
tions, and may now be heard only in concert-rooms or colleges.

The Victor was fortunate enough to secure a number of records by the Sistine Choir 
before the Pope’s order went into effect, and now offers Americans an opportunity of hear­
ing this most famous of religious singing bodies. Among these records are several solos by 
Prof. Moreschi, the famous male soprano, now more than sixty years of age.

Tannhauser, with its poetry, romance and passion; its characters, who are real human 
beings and not mysterious mythological gods, goddesses and heroes, appeals strongly to the 
average opera-goer. The story tells of conflict between two kinds of love : true love of the 
highest human kind as distinguished from mere sensuous passion ; and relates how the higher 
and purer love triumphed in the end.

Tannhauser, a knight and minstrel, in an evil moment, succumbs to the wiles of Venus 
and dwells for a year in the Venusberg. Tiring of these monotonous delights, he leaves the 
goddess and returns to his home, where he is warmly received and told that the fair Elizabeth, 
niece of the Landgrave, still mourns for him. He is urged to compete in the Tournament 
of Song not far distant, the prize being the hand of Elizabeth. The theme of the contest 
is The Nature of Love, and when Tannhauser’s turn arrives the evil influence of the 
Venusberg is apparent when he delivers a wild and profane eulogy of passion. Outraged 
by this insult, the minstrels draw their swords to slay him, but Tannhauser is protected by 
Elizabeth, who pleads for his life. Coming to his senses, too late, he repents, and when a 
company of Pilgrims pass on their way to Rome, he joins them to seek pardon for his sin. 
In the last act we see Elizabeth, weary and worn, supported by the noble Wolfram, who 
also loves her, watching for the Pilgrims to return, but Tannhauser is not among them. 
Elizabeth is overcome with disappointment and feebly returns to her home.

Tannhauser now appears, in a wretched plight, on his way to re-enter the Hill of 
Venus. He tells Wolfram that he appealed to the Pope for pardon, but was told that his 
redemption was as impossible as that the Pope’s staff should put forth leaves. Wolfram’s 
remonstrances are in vain, and Tannhauser is about to invoke the goddess, when a chant is 
heard and the Pilgrims appear, announcing that the Pope’s staff had blossomed as a sign that 
the sinner was forgiven. Tannhauser kneels in prayer as the mourners pass with the body 
of Elizabeth, who, overcome by her bitter disappointment, had suddenly passed away.

‘ Many years previous to the opening of the story the mother of Azucena, an old gypsy, 
had been burned as a witch by the father of the present Count di Luna, and Azucena, to 
revenge her mother’s death, stole the young brother of the Count and brought him up as 
her son under the name of Manrico. He becomes a Troubadour and gains the love of 
Leonora, who is also beloved by the Count.

In Ar t 1 the rival suitors, in an effort to see Leonora, meet and a duel takes place, but 
Manrico generously spares the Count's life.

In the 
third act the lovers are finally about to be united, but Manrico suddenly learns that 
Azucena is in the power of the Count and condemned to be burned, and in his attempt to 
release her he is also captured by di Luna. In the last act Leonora, to save Manrico, 
offers to wed the Count, but takes poison as soon as the order of release is signed. Dis­
covering this, the Count orders Manrico to instant execution, but just as the Troubadour 
dies the gypsy, Azucena, reveals to di Luna that he has killed his own brother.

VERDI, FORTUNIO GIUSEPPE FRANCESCO (Vair'Jee)

Bom 1813, near Roncole, Italy. Parents, though poor .an-Leepers, 
gave him spinet lessons from parish organist At 10 succeeded his 
teacher at church organ. Boy became so popular that village sert him 
to Milan for further study, where director of Conservatory refused 
scholarship because of lack of talent! (Many years after, this same 
institution was renamed Cons, di Giuseppi Verdi in Verdi's honor.) 
Then studied with Lav igna, returning to Roncole to marry Sirta Barezzi. 
Settled permanently in Milan 1836. First op., Bonifacio, produced* 
1839, followed by Giormo di Regno, a failure. Death of wife and 
two children stopped composition until 1842, when Nabucco was pro­
duced with great success. Others following in quick succession were:
Lombardi, 1843; Ernani, 1844; R’goletto, 1851 ; Trovatore and Trai .ata, 1853; Maszed 
Ball, 1857; Forza del Destino, 1862; Don Carlos, 1867; Aida, 1875; Requiem, 1874 ; 
Otello, 1887. After silence of 7 years, Verdi astonished the world by producing his Fal­
staff a wonderful production for a man of 80. The composer died in 1901.

Verdi was one of the greatest of opera composers, and one of the most prolific. The 
Victor has issued more than two hundred selections from Verdi's operas, which 
will be found under the various opera headings Several of the operas are virtually 
complete.

WAGNER, RICHARD (Fahg -ner) (For recor<I* of Wagner compositions see ** Fly­

Born Leipsic, 1813. Son of Law Court clerk, afterward 
Chief of Police. When 6 father died—mother married Geyer, 
actor, moved Dresden, where Richard took piano lessons, and 
heard Weber's Freischutz, which made deep impression. At 
age 13 Geyer died, family returned Leipsic. At 16 heard 
Egmont and decided on musical career. First attempts at com­
position string quartets. Was poor piano pupil, and sang badly, 
but had thorough training in counterpoint from Weinlig. In 
1832 wrote overture (performed at Gewandhaus), in 1833 a 
symphony. First opera begun, “The Wedding,” 1832,
destroyed unfinished. In 1834 director of Magdeburg Opera, wrote Das Liebesoerbot, 
afterward failure. In 1836 married Mina Planer, actress. (Separated 1862 and rr.arr.ed 
divorced wife of Von Bülow.) In 1837 conductor at Riga, Russia, where he began 
Rienzi. Theatre failed, and leaving many debts sailed for London in small verseh 
During stormy voyage concaved idea of Tristan and Flying Dutchman. Not ruccessful 
London, went Paris, spent several years in obscurity and poverty, wntiqg dance music, etc. 
In 1842, through influence Meyerbeer, Rienzi was produced in Dresden, and with such 
success that Flying Dutchman soon followed. These operas greeted with mingled abuse 
and praise, and launched the most celebrated and protracted controversy in musical history. 
Appointed chapel master Dresden Opera 1843. Tannhauser produced 1845. In 1849 
involved in revolution and fled to Switzerland. Remained 3 years idle, then began 
Niebelungen Ring. Returned Germany 1861. Tristan abandoned in Vienna as “unsing­
able" after 57 rehearsals, but afterward produced. Increasing financial troubles relieved 
by assistance from King Ludwig of Bavaria. Bayreuth Ope a House opened 1876, 
and pronounced the ideal theatre. Last opera Parsüal produced Bayreuth 1882. Wagner 
went Venice, Italy, for health and died there 1883.

Wagner’s wonderful music dramas revolutionized modern opera music, and then 
vogue is continually extending. Victor list of Wagner compositions gradually increasing, 
and those now issued wonderful examples of the perfection of Victor recording.

WEBER, CARL MARIA (Voy'-ber)

Born Eulin, Germany, 1786. Family very musical. Weber 
taught by mother, opera singer, and father, fine musician. At 10, 
pupil of Heuschkel and choir boy at Salsburg. Moved Munich, 
published first composition, set of fugues, then a mass, and at 12 
wrote an opera never produced. At 13 his opera Waldmadchen 
was sung. After further study appointed conductor Breslau Theatre. 
At 13 Musik-lntendant to Duke of Wurtemberg. After period of 
fast living was imprisoned and banished for selling court appoint­
ment. Went Darmstadt, produced two operas, then after concert 
tour engaged to reorganize Prague opera. Married Caroline Brandt,
actress. Freischütz, greatest opera, produced 1821 with immense success. In 1825, 
although warned against English climate, he went to London to produce his operas and 
died there 1826. In spite of early wildness, was afterward model husband and 
father. Weber considered father of German opera, and was creator of the Romantic 
school, of which his Freischütz, 1821, Euryanlhe, 1823, and Oberon, 1826, are good 

. examples.

How to Get the Best Results from your Victor!

Some Simple Rules Which Should Be Observed
It seems almost unnecessary to say to Victor customers “Use only good 

needles” or “don’t use any needle more than once,” and “don’t play records 
at various speeds,” yet many people are careless in this respect.

Victor Records are made with the greatest care, and if properly played 
will last indefinitely. It is the desire of the Victor Company that its customers 
shall keep their records in the finest possible condition. To aid in this result a 
set of rules have been compiled which every customer is urged to read and 
follow.
1. All Records Should Be Played at a Speed of 78

Every Victor record is recorded at this speed and therefore requires a 
speed of seventy-eight to reproduce it properly.

Set the regulator so that the turntable of your Victor revolves seventy­
eight times per minute, and never change it unless for some special purpose, as 
when using records for dancing to suit the exact taste of the dancers. And 
don’t depend entirely on the regulator, but test the speed occasionally by placing 
a slip of paper under the edge of the record, and while it is playing, count 
the number of times the paper revolves in one minute.

You will, of course, meet the man who insists on turning the regulator of 
his Victor up and down, thus changing the speed with each record he plays. 
Don't imitate him—he is wrong. Only at a speed of seventy-eight can you hear 
the actual tones of the singer just as they were recorded.
2. Use Only Needles That You Know to Be Good.

There are very many bad needles sold throughout the country—some 
cheap in price, others which are sold for the price of good needles. The 
point frequently breaks off with the first few revolutions, leaving a jagged 
and rough tip, which cuts into the lines and damages the record. The safest 
plan is to use only Victor needles, which are made of the finest material. 
3. Never Use a Needle More Than Once.

Now many of you will jay “why, everybody knows that I ” Well, nearly 
everybody does and yet needles are used more than once, and the record is 
damaged. There are several ways that this mistake can be made—one of 
which is to forget whether the needle has been changed or not and “guess ” that it 
has! To avoid this always change the needle first, before taking off the record. 
And if you are in doubt about it, then change it anyway, to be sure. Then 
sometimes used and unused needles are kept in boxes which look much alike, 
and a needle is absent-mindedly taken from the wrong box! Always put 
used needles in a holder from which they cannot be readily picked up ; such as the 
compartment for used needles in the regular Victor needle box, or an old- 
fashioned safety glass ink well.
4. Don’t Try to Drop the Needle Into the First Record Line

If you do, it is likely to make a hole, and you will hear a little “ tick ” 
when the needle passes over the spot. Start the instrument and in two or 
three seconds, when it is running at full speed, carefully lower the box so that 
the needle rests on the smooth outside rim of the disc; then push it gently 
toward the center and it will glide into the first line of the record.
5. If the Reproduction Sounds Indistinct and Blurred, Stop !

Occasionally a needle will be found which wears off too quickly (a fault 
extremely rare with Victor Needles) and the record will sound indistinct when 
only partially played. Doni let it finish playing. Such a reproduction is 
unpleasant to hear, and the worn needle damages the record. Put on a new 
needle—it takes but a second.

Pronouncing Table—Composers, Singers and Operas
The constant appearance of new names in the Victor lists will make this table 

quite useful. It is not intended to be a complete list, but includes only those 
names the pronunciation of which is not clear and those difficult to pronounce. 
The sign O denotes the syllable to be accented.

Some Remarks on Pronunciation of Foreign Names and Titles
In most pronouncing dictionaries pronunciations are indicated by symbols such 

as these: a, e, i, etc., and unless these signs are thoroughly memorized, the key 
list must be consulted for each word, which is most inconvenient. The Victor 
endeavors to do away with this list, by means of syllables which indicate the 
approximate pronunciation at a glance, or by using familiar words—using ah for 
the sound of a as in bam; oh for o as in boat; and ay for a as in ale; and giving 
the short sound of e (hen) and i (hit) by eh and ih.

Some Sounds Difficult to Indicate
It must be understood, however, that it is quite impossible to give exactly the 

sound of some foreign letters (such as the French e, and n, or the German io). 
For instance, the last syllable of Chopin, indicated pang—which is about as near 
as one can come in English characters,—is pronounced, as some one has said, by 
commencing to sound the ng', but stopping midway, and closing the back of the 
throat to throw the sound through the nose.

The French e (as in de) might be indicated deh, but is pronounced with the lips 
almost closed. Put your lips in position to pronounce oo, as in food, then try to say 
deh instead, and you will come very near it. The German w (as in Wagner) is 
neither a io nor a o, but just between them. Begin the word as though it was 
spelled Vahgner, but instead of pressing the teeth firmly against the lower lip, press 
them very lightly and then go through the motion of sounding the c.

The editor has indicated these pronunciations as nearly as possible, and they 
will be found correct enough for practical purposes. But do not pause at each 
syllable—pronounce the entire word rapidly without hesitation, putting a decided 
accent on the sj liable marked with the sign "' ”,
