It must hctve been pretty 
awtul du-ring the introductory period, for most 
ot out rehearsals were held during overnight 

juraps in rrdlk-train smokers. Lon.g-tctired disciples of Symphony labelled 
us a collection ot " collegiate crackpots," toying 
with a tad that would soon pass out. We laugh-
ingly called. ourselves "Creative-Moderns," tor 
we were young, healthy and ambitious and. the 
'Sae craze provided botb. an inspiration and ct 

meal ticket.
