This will be the first time that high definition
signals of 8 VSB format are broadcasted using
a totally solid state Silicon Carbide transmitter.
This state-of-the-art technology operates with
a low cost, highly reliable transmitter cooled
with forced ambient air. . . no cooling water
required. Additionally, the footprint of a 60 kW
transmitter is a fraction of the size of the
current tube type transmitter.

Nippon Television Network International
Corporation (NTV) will demonstrate its newly
developed 525 line progressive scanning
(proscan) digital system, the first of its kind in
the world. This system is based on the SMPTE
293M and 294M standards, and is applicable to
SDTV (Standard Definition TV). Their proscan
system uses a real-time encoder and a set-top
box conforming to the MPEG-2 standard
(MP@HL), including a multiplexer and a
modulator. The system uses a transmission
rate of approximately 10 Mbps. NTV plans to
demonstrate signals delivered via a live remote
satellite transmission.

The Digital Video Broadcasting Project will
mount a booth at NAB '96 aimed at promoting
the interoperability of DVB compliant
equipment. Based around an entire DVB
Satellite encoding chain, the booth will feature
products from a variety of American, European
and Japanese DVB equipment manufacturers.

FMdigital Digital FM stereo can be transmitted
directly on FM carriers. At this new technology
exhibit, a defense electronics company and an
FM broadcasting company team up to display a
new Digital Audio Radio technology. Sanders, a
Lockheed Martin Company, and WCRB,
Classical Radio Boston, have tested an extra
high speed data modem on FM stations. This
modem can transmit about 200 kilobits per
second, enough to deliver full quality audioto a
new generation of consumer receivers.
