THE MARKET 

BILLINGS' rapid growth, advantageous inland location, and abundance of 

natural resources have established the city as the economic center of the 

state. As the oil capital of the Northern Rockies, Billings has three area refi- 

neries which represent 80% of Montana's production capacity. Two livestock 

auction markets and two meat packing companies serve the substantial live- 

stock industry. Included in Billings' many industries is the manufacture of 
lumber and wood products; chemicals and allied products; printing and pub- 
lishing; and stone, clay, and glass products. 

Billings is host to the largest group of retail outlets in the Northern 
Rockies. Four extensive shopping centers along with a completely modern 
downtown shopping area serve the area's growing population. 215 wholesale 
firms employing nearly 3,000 people attract trade from over a 300 mile ra- 

dius. In addition to more than 200 national firms with offices in Billings, the 
city is the headquarters of 58 Regional and District offices of the U. S. Bu- 

reaus and Departments, and for 15 state offices. 

Billings is the national headquarters for the Dude Rancher's Association 
and the Yellowstone Park Company with four entrances just a few hours a- 

way. Big game hunting, lake and stream fishing, skiing, history and scenery 

attract an increasing number of tourists each year.
