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Sunday is Radio Moving Day

Sunday is another of radio’s semi-annual moving days. For, with New
York and Chicago reverting to standard time aiter their summer fling
at saving daylight, chain programs will fall an hour later here,

The immediate result will be another period of confusion, the reverse

of that which beset dialing last April. Instead of being an hour late,
listeners will find themselves an hour too early for their favorite network
features unless they jog their memories by referring to Radio Dial's pro-
gram listings,
" Which is, of course, nothing new. The same story has been repeated
more and more irritatingly every year since chain programs became a
factar in broadcasting. But the fact tbat nothing has been done about it
is news, albeit of an unwelcome sort, i

There is no doubt that scheduling network programs on the basis of
daylight-saving time inconveniences many more people 'th:_an it accom-
modates. Furtber, the number of those inconvenienced is increasing as
the chains expand. That of itself should call for a prompt and satis-
factory solution. Yet the networks cling to daylight-saving as if New
York and Chicago make up the only audience to be considered.

Such a short-sighted policy simply cannot survive. One of these days
the protests of listeners and outlet station directors will force National
and Columibia to bow to the principle of the greatest good ta the greatest
number. But just when that day will some, we hesitate to predict.

Listeners have been speaking their minds these several years. The
dissatisfaction of member station directors, too, has reached the stage of
near rebellion. And still the chains persist in the futile attempt to have
the tail wag the dog. : 1

Hawever, a_cbange will come. That is an ultimate certainty; aside
from any considerations of justice, because the New York and Chicago
audiences are becoming less and less important as the networks grow,

Meantime, the most useful suggestion we can offer is to consult Radio
Dial's program listings more carefully than usual for the next couple of
weeks. It will minimize the confusion of radio’s fall moving.

“From rags to riches” would be the
truc though trite title for a story of
Bradley Kincaid whose mountain
songs and ballads, sung to the nusic
of his "hound dawg guitar,” have
brought him fame and comfortable
financial success.

A little more than 3¢ years ago, he
was born in Point Lovell, Ky., on the
edge of the Cumberland Mountains,
the fourth of cight children of Will-
iam and Elizabeth Hurd Kincaid. For
19 years he lived the poking life of a
typical mountain boy, now and then
raising a patch of tohacco of his own,
liclping his father scratch out a living
from the soil, and only once in a great
while going five miles ta school for
the short term the fields allow to
education.

In those years he learned to play
the "hound dawg guitar,” so-called in
the Kincaid fainily hecause the father
one night had traded one of his favor-
ite foxhounds to a negro for the in-
strument.

They both worked then for the four
years of his college course, One of
his jobs was singing in the Y. quartet
at Station WLS. That paid him $10
every week, and that's all he thought
about it for he had "mike fright” and
wouldn't have snng on radio cxcept for
the extra money he needed.

Ultimately, a friend told the inan-
ager of WLS that Bradley knew some
mountain ballads. but it took a whole
summer to persuade him to sing one of
them on the air. He finally tried out
on the Saturday night National Barn
Dance and was hired to sing every
other week.  He traded his tvpewriter
for a_guitar and practiced all the bal-
lads he knew, for here was apother
way to earn jnoney. Soon WLS put
him on the air everv Saturday night.
hut it didn't eccur to him that e might
be popular untif WLS began giving
him bushel baskets full of letters,
