Ted Husing presides at the micro- 
phone for the Columbia broadcasts of 
the World Series. WICRC plans tu 
take every one of the games. Graham 
McNamee announces for NBC, prob- 
abb' assisted by Tris Speaker, veteran 
ball player. \USAI will carry the 
NBC report instead of \ \'LW as pre- 
viously announced. 

Football takes the air this Saturday 
(October 3) with the broadcast of the 
University of Nebraska -Northwestern 
University game for both Columbia 
and National (WEAF "red" network), 
and the Indiana -Notre Dame game for 
the \4!íZ "blue" chain. Both Hosing 
and McNamee will be able to announce 
the games due to the Friday to Mon- 
day recess in the World Series. 
WKRC and WSAI both will have the 
Nebraska- Northwestern game f r o in 
Evanston. Ill., beginning at 3:3(1 p. m 
For the Indiana -Notre Dame game, 
local dialers will have to depend on 
WJZ (760 kc.) which should be avail- 
able in the daytime with cool weather. 

Station WGN (720 kc.) also plans 
a full football card to begin Saturday 
with the Nehraska- Northwestern game. 
Quinn Ryan, veteran sport reporter 
and announcer. will be at the micro- 
phone for the Chicago Tribune station 
and can be beard as an alternative to 
the network reports 

Complete football schedules f o r 
Columbia and National networks and 
for station WGN will be given in nest 
week's RADIO DIAL. 

To make up a fall sports calendar, 
WKRC has scheduled racing results 
from Latonia to be given immediately 
following the games every day by the 
Teabury Sports Reporter. From the 
Columbia networks the Hilltop station 
carries the TropicAire Football Re- 
sults at .5,45 p. m. Saturdays. 

Beginning Friday (October 16) the 
station also will hroadcast from 
Culun,hia a program presenting such 
football coaches as Hunk Anderson, 
Notre Damne: Bob Roper, Princeton:

Bob Zuppke. IhPnois: Benny Fried- 
man, Yale: Fieldin' Yost.

Further announcements of these broad- 
casts will be made later in Rneto Dun.. 
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Sport Gets the Spotlight 
Probably about the time this reaches you, your loudspe_ker, along 

witb thousands of others, will be declaiming something like "Low and 
on the outside for ball two." Which is a dependable sign that the World 
Series has the country by the ears. And when it is over, successive 
Saturday afternoons will find these same loudspeakers intoning "Third 
and three on the at- yard -line," and similar gridiron jargon. 

Truly this is a big season for sports broadcasting. From now until 
mid -December more people the country over will hear more radio descrip- 
tions of athletic contests than during all the remainder of the year. 

It is almost superfluous to remark that that is a fine break for radio 
and the radio audience. In vividness, drama, and thorough grasp of 
details, the only thing better than a'well- handled sports broadcast is actual 
attendance. Moreover, the running radio account can be enjoyed in the 
comfort of one's home, regardless of distance. We mention all this simply 
because some listeners seem to take it for granted. 

But broadcasting is also a fine break for sport itself. Instead of cutting 
down attendance, it has stimulated the desire to see rames in person. 
Which may seem a paradox, yet is a fact. 

Take boxing as an apt example. There is no doubt that nation -wide 
broadcasting was a powerful factor in whetting public interest to the 
point that made possible the million- dollar gates of the Dempsey- Tunney- 
Rickard days. True, the magnates of fistianna had a different idea. They 
even tried to ban broadcasting. But they have seen the light. These days 
they have a hearty welcome for radio as an aid in reviving interest in 
the moribund ring game. 

Football too has profited much from radio. Thousands of people 
without previous gridiron enthusiasm have been drawn to stadiums 
through hearing broadcasts of college games. 

And baseball repeats the story. Last year some of the diamond treas- 
urers advocated the banning of broadcasting in the interests of the box - 
office. But Judge Landis and the clearer heads vetoed the suggestion. 
They were right. In fact, if any charge is to be levied at all it should be 
made by the stations, for broadcasting the World Series is baseball's best 
advertisement. 

All of which is one of those rare arrangements, advantageous to every
