Radio Dial:

This is a plea for better commer-
cial programs.

Commercial programs as they are
presented today depend on two
things for their appeal. First, if the
sponsor has enough money, famous
names are hired to put the program
over, and by putting it over the spon-
sor does not mean making the pro-
gram a success as a radio program,
but simply attracting listeners—and
there is a vast difference. Second,
the sponsor demands that his pro-
gram be popular in appeal. Classics
to a commercial program mean Vic-
tor Herbert and Rudolph Friml.

There is no good reason why this
should be. Both the chains and the
independent stations are offering ex-
cellent sustaining programs, _that
wise sponsors should seize as quickly
as possible. One of the most out-
standing of these is Harbor Lights
a blue net work Sunday evening fea-
ture. There is no end to the really
fine list of sustaining programs that
go along vindicating radio, while
the commercials offer their jazz and
farce comics to pull it down to the
level of a tabloid or comic shect.
Is it any wonder that the radio pub-
lic resents radio advertising? Let
the commercial sponsors present
really fine programs instead of hir-
ing the largest jazz orchestras and
the latest night club entertainers,
and radio advertising will progress
mightily. hen this occurs pro-
