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THE OLD HUMAN EQUATION

Probably because the idea has had so miuch publicity in the usility
ficld, there has been considerable interest recently in a “yardstick” for
broadcasting : sctting up definite program-service siandards which all sta-
tions must eet,

It is noi mercly an intriguing speculation. Semecthing of the sort is necs-
sary. When the number of available channels is limited, everybody who
wants to cannot ga into the business of broadcasting. There must be some
way of scparating the sheep from the godts. But putting principle into
practice is quite a different matter. We saw that demmonstrated not long ago.

After much lively talk about the subject, a group of radio people had
a fling at devising 2 “yardstick” for broadcasting. All contributed their ideas
of what the perfect station should do, and these were pooled in a neat table
allowing so many per cent for the air time given each main type of pro-
gram : symphonic, popular, news, educational, religious, ¢tc. On paper, the
result was admirable. But as soon as the “yardstick” was used, it was
found that siations generally agrced to be poor, made a higher score than
those gencrally agreed to be best.

This the baffling difficuliies radio “yardsticks” always en-
counter. Precise mathematical standards cannot be established for broad-
casting service because the difference between good and bad programs
cannot be reduced to figures.

That should be obvious. What is not so clear is that most of the dif-
ferences between stations and programs are largely personal.

illustrates

We like or dislike given features, not only because of their craftsman-
ship and technique, but still more because of the individuals concerned. We
say a certain radio preacher “speaks our language” and a certain singer
“puts his heart into his songs,” or a certain master of ceremonics “gets in
our hair” and a certain announcer “rubs us the wrong way.” What we
mean is that we are reacting to them, normally and inevitably, as people,
pot merely speakers or musicians or entertainers.

In other words, the people who face its microphones have a great deal
to do with making or breaking a station’s standing with listeners. The thing
we gropingly call personality or background is just as decisive in broad-
casting as in our other human relations. And, unfortunately, it cannot be
measured, weighed, graphed.

This is not to say that broad fundamentals for broadcasting service
cannot be laid down. They can and must be. But a hard-and-fast “yard-
stick” that will measure a station’s worth with decimal precision scems out
of the qucstion.

As long as people make programs and listen to them, the human equa-
tion will have to bz reckoned with in radie. It is just as well that it must.
