The Infernafional Electronic Explosion

Beatle George Harrison has
found an expensive new toy to
play with, an electronic music
synthesizer on which he’s com-
posed an album of ELEcTRONIC
sounps, a kind of cross-roads
meeting between Rock and

the classical avant-garde.

A modest experiment, Harrison’s
new solo LP knocks at the door of
Count Stockhausen’s castle, where-

in freaky eclectronic music is brewed
up like some monster of the Cyber-
netic Age. The Beatle’s maiden voy-
age on the Moog is characterized by
screeching, schizophrenic wave-
forms, playful patches of misty,
hissing white noise and dribbling,
drooling portamentos — the aural
equivalents of nonstop descents in
an Empire State Building elevator.

Like our own Morton Subotnick,
Harrison has succeeded at least in
making electronic music fun. In-
deed, his album is imbued with a
sense of modesty and humor: the

word “music” is never mentioned
on the cover or notes, and Harrison
offers a mini-apologia for even re-
leasing his neophyte efforts in the
first place: “There are a lot of
people around making a lot of
noise; here’s some more.”

In spite of Harrison’s humility,
there are moments of grace and
beauty and even wonderment on
ELECTRONIC SOUNDS, particularly in
the section entitled “No Time or
Space,” which Harrison realized in
California with the assistance of
Bernard Krause, co-author and com-
piler of the NONESUCH GUIDE TO
ELECTRONIC MUsIC. Harrison is an
apostle of charm; his cover paint-
ings, in the “gradeschool” style pop-
ularized by Dylan’s crayola sketch
on the BIG prINk album, seem
properly innocent, “virginal” in the
Lennon-Ono sense of the word.
And yet the music inside is far
more accomplished and ultimately
listenable than that of many more
pretentious electronic composers of
today.

Meanwhile, Harrison’s mentor.
the German avant-gardist Karlheinz
Stockhausen, has been at work on
an epic piece for electronic, vocal
and instrumental materials. Though
unfinished to date, four sections of
the work nymnEex, have just been
released on the DEUTSCHE GRAM-
MOPHON label.

Stockhausen insists that his new
work is not a collage, but HYMNEN
employs a montage technique: the
national anthems of several coun-
tries are modulated with opposing
rhythms, electronic sounds, and
such “found objects” as scraps of
speech, crowd noises, conversa-
tions, short-wave broadcasts, de-
monstrations, a ship’s christening,
and helter-skelter cacaphony of
Chinesc stores and diplomatic
receptions.

The result is a song for the
masses, a hymn and prayer for
world peace; an expression of the
composer’s own mythology, his vi-
sion of utopian HYAUNION in HAR-
MONDIE ruled by PLURAMON.” HYM-
NEN is the album Stockhausen’s
followers have long awaited; it rep-



resents his farewell to the almost-
esoteric cast of his earlier works
and his first real attempt to com-
monicate a single, all-encompassing
idea: liberation from our ethno-geo-
centric slavery.

Appropriately, the first of myn-
NEN's four “Regions” includes the
gibberish of international short-
wave radio. In the Electronic Age,
music is the most universal of arts,
one transported through time and
space via radio waves, cutting across
ideological and cultural boundaries
to bring man closer to man for the
sharing of a common experience on
an invisible borderline.

With the introduction of the
MARSEILLAISE, we get a bird’s-eye
view of France, swooping down
momentarily to hear the revolution-
ary clamor of the people and the
sound of ducks on foggy swamps.
In the Second Region, the anthems
of Germany, several African na-
tions and Russia bleed together
as might the lifeblood of their
peoples, dissolved into a hymn of
deja vu from the composer’s pers-
onal past. Finally, the Region ends
with a reading rendered in simul-
taneous present perfect, past and
pluperfect tenses.

Time is, indeed, of the essence,
and it is manipulated quite as
though Stockhausen were insisting,
like the French New Novelist Alain
Robbe-Grillet, that memory gives
reality its directions, and that there
is a cyclical order of events in time.
His purpose seems to be the oblit-
eration of here-and-now awareness;
instead, he makes us see that all
men everywhere share both a com-
mon heritage and common goals,

Nowhere is this central idea more
important than in the spectacular,
awe-inspiring Third Region, in
which we witness a transformation
and evolution of the American
National Anthem, which fades in
and out, modulates with electronic-
ally-generated sounds, and knocks
from speaker to speaker. Blended
here and there with fragments of
the BATTLE HYMN OF THE REPUBLIC
— at one point sung by a Negro
choir — Key’s hymn has never

seemed so grandiose, so triumphant
or majestic as here, stained though
it is by the crackling of artillery
fire (in Viet Nam?) and rag piano
music from a neighborhood tavern.
Stockhausen’s version of the Na-
tional Anthem is nothing less than
a plea for our return to the tradi-
tional, humanistic values which
truly patriotic Americans attribute
to the song.

In a matter of seconds, the short-
wave hisses and sputters, we hear a
voice suggesting we move “across
the ocean,” and we find ourselves
in the caves of Granada, surrounded
by the fiery rhythms of a Flamenco
Jota, an idiom quite prominent in
the composer’s earlier MOMENTE.
Appropriately, this Region ends
with the Spanish national anthem
as is dedicated to the American
avant-gardist John Cage, a pioneer
in the field of musique concrete.

The Swiss anthem is introduced
in the Fourth Region, probably be-
cause of that nation’s stubborn and
persistent refusal to become in-
volved in the insanity of war. Fin-
ally, Stockhausen’s mythological
anthem fades in, closed by a “quiet-
ly pulsating bass ostinato above
which are concentrated gigantic
blocks, plancs and pathways”™—very
much reminiscent of the chromatic
passage from galaxy to galaxy in
the Stanley Kubrick film, 2001.

Listening to all 113 minutes of
HYMNEN, one becomes lost in a
labyrinth of sound and music; one
is allowed to float freely in time
and space, carried by sound waves
to the four comers of the earth.
Ages pass, and with them revolu-
tions, wars and dynasties. We are
ultimately drawn into the kind of
deep sleep where, as Cage suggests,
“we can identify with no matter
what eventuality.” Lost in sound
corridors which trigger memories
as vivid as those of the halls of
Robbe-Grillet’s MARIENBAD, we are
jerked free of our nowness, from
our present orientation. We are then
taken out to meet the world’s
peoples, who await us on the Great
Plain. 1yMNEN is worth every min-
ute of the voyage. O

of Old Rarrity
Is quite
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ARTSCENE

By Robert S. Levinson

Notwithstanding faithful re-
production and allegiance to
the original, the on- or off-
Broadway stage production
reaching Los Angeles rarely
matches the parent presenta-
tion. It arrives with substitute
players shoe-horned into parts,
scarred by second-hand atti-
tudes that mar the oomph of
originality, and lacking that
smell of new that perfumes
theaters when the creative in-
volvement is less reflexive,
more oriented to development
than duplication, inducing the
critic to frame his verdict on
a comparative basis.

Not so art shows on the museum
circuit, where the genius of crea-
tion is the one element that ultim-
ately arrives intact, and it is joy-
ous to at last have Willem de
Kooning at the County Museum.
Here is the hot dog for the relish
that grew as 147 of his works trav-
eled from the Stedelijk Museum in
Amsterdam to London’s Tate Gal-
lery, New York’s Museum of Mod-
ern Art, the Art Institute of Chi-
cago, and finally Los Angeles, in
a final display to run through Sep-
tember 14.

On view are oils, sketches and
drawings marking the most compre-
hensive exhibition of de Kooning
since the 65-ycar old, Rotterdam-
born artist first assumed a prom-
inence beyond fellow artists and
the more avant garde of dealers,
critics and collectors, (surprisingly )
less than 15 vears ago. And, there is
an exceptional catalog by Thomas
B. Hess that traces, explores and
evaluates the career of this most
significant pathmaker.

It is a show to see, by an artist
who ignored contemporary taste to
push beyond the prejudices of con-
tinuity and conformity, and who
still does.

Another West Coast arrival worth
cheering, although this one will re-
quire your hiking to San Francisco,
is THE MACHINE, AS SEEN AT THE END

OF THE MFECHANICAL AGE, at the
Museum of Art through August 24.
Find the time and the way to get
there and discover that San Fran-
cisco for once really does have
something Los Angeles can’t claim.

Both exhibitions noted, by the
way, were organized by the Mu-
seum of Modern Art, where the
first locally-confected presentation
ever to command wall space was
still in evidence when 1 visited
recently. TAMARIND: HOMAGE TO
LITHOGRAPHY offers 150 lithographs
produced at the Los Angeles work-
shop since its founding nine years
ago, a cross-section of works by
some 150 artists, 70 printers.

There were rumbles of critical
indigestion locally, after the show
opened, because some artists were
not represented and still others not
by their best work. Yet, though
technical execution may in fact
overpower csthetic qualities over-
all, T was not outraged. In fact, I
found a lot to like, with personal
perversities in taste causing me to
linger at output by Cuevas, John
Paul Jones, James Strombotne
Aubrey Schwartz, and Conner
Everts.

The show is one more achieve-
ment for June Wayne, who is Tam-
arind, where Spain’s Rafael Can-
ogar recently completed 24 works
devoted to themes of violence and
injustice. (His local outlet is the
Silvan Simone Gallerv.)

Well, you see
San Francisco is pretty far west and
pretty far wild, So. But wait, the
idea is not bad.

Ballet ’69 in Wind Songs

The aim of the Festival is to cross-
fertilize the minds of all the people
in the Bay Area’s “cultural revolu-
tion,” and by mutual exposure to and
enjovment of each other’s art,
strengthen the existing appreciative
ties in the community. It will be, the
Council predicts, a joining force.

The cost of the project, probably a
couple hundred thousand dollars,
will be diminished by three huge
concerts in Kezar Stadium. Admis-
sion will be charged at these concerts,
though most of the performers there
will also De appearing free on the
greensward at other times. “It will
be an enormous celebration, almost

entirely free, and everyone is warm-
ly invited,” says Barry Oliver, a mem-
ber of the Council and a founder of
the Berkcley Folk Music Festival.

Other members of the council in-
clude the managers of the above-
mentioned rock groups, Bill Graham
of Fillmores East and West, music
colummist Ralph Gleason, and Jan
Wenner, editor of ROLLING STONE.
Peter Ashe, superintendent of special
activities for S.F. Rec, & Pks. is also
with it, and optimistic about city ap-
proval for use of the park.

It doesn’t happen often, but Frisco
scooped L.A. on a couple of theatri-
cals lately. panEs AT sEa, the off-
Broadway musical hit, opened at the
new HUNGRY 1 in June. Producer
Chuck Barris has joined forces with
the New York producers to bring it
out here. He would have liked a
Los Angeles booking, and will prob-
ably still get one, but no theaters
were available till fall. On the other
hand, Enrico Banducei’s new mecca
at Ghirardelli Square needed a show.
They put in a proscenium arch, a
twinkle of special lights, rounded up
a Southland cast, and they were off.
DAMES is a spoof of a 1930s Holly-
wood musical, and played to jam-
med houses in NYC after the critics
gave it unanimous raves.

Another scoop was the premiere
of Anne Marie Barlow’s ¢LORY! HAL-
cLeLujan! staged by the American
Conservatory Theater. It is an im-
probable play in many ways, but
thoroughly good theater, For one
thing there are almost fifty differ-
ent scenes, most requiring a mental
jump in time and place, like a movie,
but these transitions come off
smoothly thanks to some excellent
stagecraft. For another, this Civil
War epic does not once mention
slavery, nor is there a single black
in the large cast, Some reviewers
panned this “oversight,” but it could
not have been but deliberate. The
point is that the play is not about
“race” but “man,” and his peculiar

arrogance of divine rightcousness,
The subtitle “God Is On Our Side”
is the key to Miss Barlow’s well fash-
ioned contemporary meaning.

Incidentally, A.C.T. begins staging
HAIR this month, if you haven’t seen
it already. Other plays of continuing
interest are THE ARCHITECT AND THE
EMPEROR OF ASSYRIA and ROSENCRANTZ
AND GUILDENSTERN ARE DEAD, THE
HOSTAGE and ROOM SERVICE will also
be in A.C.T.’s repertoire by August.

Ballet this month is not bad. For

one thing the San Francisco BALLET
69 will be winding up its experi-
mental season on its home stage. The
troupe stars the regular travelling
company plus some advanced stu-
dents from its school here. This is
the dancer’s annual opportunity to
develop new routines and try them
out on live audiences. Performances
are held cach weekend for the first
two weeks in August. At the Stan-
ford Summer Festival, the City Cen-
ter Joeflrey Ballet can be seen in
ten different works August 12-17 in
Palo Alto.

THE MACHINE sHOw, at the Mu-
seumn of Art, will continue through
most of August and will be joined
by a large exhibit of the graphics of
Nathan Oliverra.

THTTRRTITATETAN

Marcel Duchamp: The Bride Stripped
Bare by Her Bachelors, Even
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BEN-HUR
They just don't make movies like this any
more and perhaps its just as well. Big and
bold and pretentious, with celestial choirs
and Charlton Heston, who has gone on to
make better films, and Stephen Boyd, who
hasn't, Ben-Hur, (despite some of the fun-
niest unfunny lines in film history) is
still better than any of its blood-and-guts
brothers. The miniature boats in the battle
scenes work, the painted cycloramas look
almost real, and the extras take their jobs
seriously. Winner of eleven Oscars, includ-
ing William Wyler's for best direction, this
MGM re-release is a must for anybody
who fancies himself a spectacle-nut. And
if the usher offers you three to one on
Messala in the chariot race, don't take it.

THE CHAIRMAN

This would seem to be the year in which
Twentieth Century Fox is pushing some
sort of political message. In The Chairman,
Gregory Peck, Nobel Prize winner and man
about town, takes a jaunt to Red China,
where his mentor, played inscrutably by
Keye Luke, has just discovered an enzyme
which will grow pineapples in Tibet or
wheat in the marshes of southern China.
Peck's assignment, should he care to ac-
cept it, is to bring out the formula for the
enzyme, so that instead of the Chinese
having the power to enslave the under-
developed countries of the world, the U.S A,
can presumably have the power to do the
enslaving. During his adventure, Peck plays
ping pong with The Chairman while dis-
cussing political philosophy. A subtle bit of
symbolism. He also observes the Red Guard
humiliate his mentor by carrying the old
man’'s wheelchair on their shoulders while
waving copies of a little red book, no
doubt entitled “Sayings of Chairman Darryl
F.”" The film ends with Peck happily en-
sconsed in the molecules of Anne Hey-
wood, while promising to tell his story to
the press, even though the U.S. govern-
ment has decided to make the enzyme a
state secret. In their naive political
thoughts, Fox is doing the people of this
country a great disservice, because no-
body could be as stupid as they think we
are. The Chairman is political hype of the
worst order.

CHE
Well, gang, this may be the biggest bomb,
the worst disaster, the most atrocious
movie since my two-year-old godson got
hold of the family Kodak and ran amok.
Filmed in Hollywood's Grand Cinema Verite
Style, it features a ‘‘documentary” ap-
proach to the guerrilla-king’'s life. All that
the film succeeds in doing is monkeying
around. The film is a series of fiashbacks.
beginning with ‘‘interviews’’ of ‘real
people” who had been associated with
Che. The interviewees grimace at the cam-
era, and go off-screen sometimes, pre-
sumably to retch. Guevara is played by
Egyptian pretty-boy Omar Sharif with all

the conviction of a devoted and mascara-
ed Fedeyeen, while Jack Palance bumbles
Jewishly as Fidel Castro. One waits for the
inevitable but never-coming line, '‘Che,
Che, why don’t you find yourself a nice
guerrilla girl?”’ Others appearing in this
mediocre montage include Abraham So-
faer, who plays a sick man; Woody Strode,
who plays a bald Negro; Robert Loggia,
who plays at playing a lawyer-revolution-
ary; and Friendly Frank Silvera, who with
co-star billing plays a two-minute scene
as his Inevitable Goatherd Character, a
favorite of this reviewer. Che is an ex-
ample of bad American film making — a
work of cultural imperialism, as bland as
rice krispies or catsup. It only emphasizes
Hollywood’s inability to deal with anvthing
outside the immediate experience of fan-
tasy-reality as defined by Mike Hammer
and Mickey Mouse. It also serves as an
illustration of the obtuse, thick and in-
sensitive methods that Dick Zanuck's com-
pany uses when dealing with the realities
of world political movements.

EASY RIDER

Two longhaired young men — one dressed
like Billy the Kid, the other as a self-
styled Captain America — begin a motor-
cycle odyssey across the United States,
expecting that they can exist outside the
pressures of time and circumstance, free
to do their thing without hurting anyone.
But such liberty no longer exists in the
uptight Land of the Free and they soon
encounter the hate, fear and almost casual
violence that America’s youthquake has
engendered. Easy Rider stars Peter Fonda
and Dennis Hopper (who, alternately, pro-
duced and directed it and, together, wrote
the screenplay, with some help from Terry
Southern). Beautifully photographed, bril-
liantly edited and — for the most part —
well acted (or, rather, improvised), the film
is weakened by Fonda’s empty perform-
ance (full of self.-conscious cool but essen-
tiallv insensitive); a repetitive cinematic
rhythm (rock-accompanied travel sequences
followed by fire-lit dialogue scenes) with
some curious narrative gaps; and an
overlong section demonstrating that all
the fish-eye lenses in Hollywood cannot
adequately simulate a psychedelic hal-
lucination. Nevertheless, in balancing
America's potential against its limiting
attitudes. Easy Rider presents an unfail-
ing perceptive, grimly accurate analysis of
the State of Our Union during the last
frenzied gasp of the 1960s.

FUNNY GIRL

Pornography it's
not — just an assortment of sexual posi-
tions, limp peni, jiggling boobies, fellatio,
and other swell forms of sexually unexcit-
ing screen footage. After an hour and a half

get excited over her no matter how many
acrobatics they go through. The subtitles
are a bit sketchy, but then this is a film
for the cunning linguists among us.

Lindsay Anderson has described his film
as ‘‘a vision — something like the ‘Writing
on the Wall' " Actually, the writing is as

plain as the shotguns and rifles carried
by the Black Students’ Union during their
occupation of buildings at Cornell, or the
tear-gas bombed by Governor Reagan’s
helicopters on Berkeley students. IF... is
about the malcontents at an English public
school, a place steeped in five hundred
years of British tradition, run by the Estab-
lishment, and peopled with students from
middle-class, and often broken homes.
No red brick or white tile place this, with
its Tudor architecture, high church services,
broad playing fields and military maneu-
vers. Neither are the days spent in this
monolithic mauscleum salad days for the
students. They are run by “‘whips,” upper-
classmen who have the establishment view-
point of “pull together,’ ‘‘discipline makes
perfect,” ‘“thank God we’re English’” and
all that rot. The private school hell that is
“College” has its system — and those
who set out to wreck it. Three boys, all
individualists who refuse to be broken by
the system, who live in their own fantasy
world, succeed in pushing the establish-
ment to the point where it combats them
with active and bloody force. Lindsay
Anderson's eye scans every crevice of the
school’s fetid existence, and gives his
audience little opportunity to identify with
the establishment power structure. IF...
examines the hypocrisy that age inflicts
on youth, and Anderson’s answer to the
problem is outright revolution.

IF IT'S TUESDAY, THIS MUST BE BELGIUM
‘What we wanted to do,” says producer
Stan Margulies, "is to take a few pokes
at American tourism."”” That he does, for
IITTMBB vividly captures the camera-
clutching, postcard-scrawling, souvenir-
hunting sightseers who each summer go
ricocheting through Europe on one of
those eighteen-day tours. The film even
manages to suggest that by staying in
their air-conditioned bus and eating in
restaurants geared only for the tourist
trade, they are missing much more than
they get. Where IITTMBB fails is in its
uncomfortable mixture of broad comedy,
bittersweet nostalgia, cameo stargazing

MIDNIGHT COWBOY

Here is the most savage indictment against
the City of New York ever captured on
film. It shows what can happen to young
people who drift into town from saner
places looking for — what? And how the
city beats them down. It is an honest, in-
furiating. lacerating look at the coldness
of the city, and how people survive in it.
Midright Cowboy is also a very funny
movie. The screenplay by Waldo Salt is
free-swinging, and the performances by
Dustin Hoffman, Brenda Vaccarro, Sylvia
Miles and others are wonderfully etched;
they keep the film from careening over
the edge of sadness and becoming mawk-
ish. The success of the film. however, be-
longs to Jon Voight. who plays lJoe Buck
with such coltish naivete that he performs
the miracle of keeping the audience in his
pocket. He is half-clod, half-poet, much
like a Wyoming saddle tramp playing
Dorian Gray, and the effect of his power
and sensitivity is scalding. The film is too
long. the flashbacks are sometimes con-
fusing, but director John Schlesinger has
mades New York City as much a character
as anyone else. It all adds up to a col-
lage of screaming. crawling, vomiting hu-
manity which makes a nasty but unfor-
gettable experience.

MONTEREY POP
Flowers, love and music are the keynotes
of this psychedelicately filmed document-
ary effort to convey the joys, excitement
and frenetic energy of 1967's Rock Came-
fot. Filmed entirely during the historic
Monterey Pop Festival, in Monterey, Cali-
fornia, which, incidentally is some of the
most beautifu!l country in the world in
which to groove, the camera’'s eye picks
out of the incredible crush of color, form
and sound, the most memorable images
of the musical feast. The incredible Janis
Joplin wailing on “Ball And Chain” and a
raga marathon by Indian musician Ravi
Shankar are musical highpoints of a hemi-
semidemiquavercus conglomeration from
Scott McKenzie to Country Joe and the
Fish. Anyone who actually was there will
groove with the nostalgia of the thing,
and those who weren't can get some idea
of the exuberance and color manifest in
the happy, healthy event.
OLIVER!

Superb ado about nothing is this full-blown
froth bubble by Carol Reed out of Lionel
Bart’'s musical. Cinematically, Oliver! is
peerless. Director of Photography Oswald
Morris captures John Box's stunning sets
in compositions which make every frame
frameable. Graceful dollying imbues all the
production numbers with added sweep and
zest.

worthy of Busby Berkeley. Every element
teams up to make the song-and-dance vers-
ion of Charles Dickens' classic the most
impressive musical since West Side Story.
Some Twisting uncovers the difference be-
tween these two Fractured Fairy Tales—
whereas one adds phony social relevance
to Shakespeare's lovers the other removes
the social relevance of Dickens' novel and
substitutes Ron Moody’s bravura Fagin,
full of tantalizing spirit.

By focusing on Fagin and somewhat min-
imizing the ordeals of Oliver, Bart and
Woolf escape some of the heavy-hand-
ed melodrama which Dickens found neces-
sary to effect reform in a culture a century
less sophisticated than ours. But you can’t
have an Oliver! in which QOliver never ap-
pears, and when they zoom in for those
close-ups of our maligned hero's angelic
face, you're forced to feel either maudlin
pity, or resentment at the fact that you're
expected to feel maudlin pity.

POPI

Alan Arkin's newest film is the story of
Puerto Rican poverty in New York City.
Popi is a widower with two sons. To sup-
port them he holds three jobs — handy-
man in a Central Park West apartment
building, dishwasher at the New York
Hilton and orderly in an East Harlem hos-
pital. His kids are brought up on the
streets. The family lives in a one-room
tenement apartment, one of those with
seven locks on the door, bars in the win-
dow and a department-store mannequin
sitting in a chair watching a TV set —
sort of a scarecrone for burglers. Popi
wants to give his kids a better life, so he
dreams up this fantastic plan to take
them to Miami, set them adrift in an open
boat, have them picked up as Cuban refu-
gees and adopted by a rich, American
family. His only hangup is that he loves
his kids deeply. The film, a mixture of
fantasy, comedy and tear-jerking melo-
drama has only one fault — too much of
Alan Arkin. After a while the bits aren't
so funny any more, and the music, a who!-
ly obnoxious score by Dominic Frontiere,
ruins good scenes by throbbing so, so
soulfully. Rita Moreno puts in an alto-
gether too brief appearance as Arkin's
girlfriend, and the two kids are non-pros
who do a remarkable job. If you like to
cry, see this one.

SINFUL DAVEY

John Huston used to be a talented man.
Now, however, there is Sinful Davey, made
in Huston’s own beautiful Ireland. The film
is about a Scotsman. Davey Haggert (roli
your ‘r's, if you please) who wants to follow
the footsteps of his father, an unsuccessful
highwayman. Davey is a bit Tom Jones,
a tad Robin Hood, a touch Felix Krull
and not a little Artful Dodger. Unfor-
tunately the melange doesn't work. He is
pursued by the law, of course, but even
more eventfully by Pamela Franklin, whose
sharp features dog the poor lad constant-
ly. There are chase scenes, jail scenes,
love scenes, As a matter of fact, this movie
has so many different kinds of scenes
in it that you won't like it at all. Huston
just never knows where to stop — there’'s
even a happy ending so that any kids
under 16 who have snuck into the theater
(the film has an M for Moronic rating)
won't have to see unnecessary violence.
The only violence | saw the night the film
was screened was a large segment of the
audience nudging their mates roughly to
hint ‘let's get the hell out of here.”

SUPPORT YOUR LOCAL SHERIFF
Imagine if you will a jail that has no cells,
no bars on the windows and no locks on
the doors because there ain‘t no doors to
have locks on. Conjure up in your mind
the image of a wild gunfight stopped by
a guy shouting ‘“fins!” and nobody shoot-
ing until he says ‘"OK.” Picture a modern-
minded sheriff using a firehose to stop a
street-brawl. Add to these images a loony,
rich gal, a plastic.faced deputy, a town
council out of early Earl Derr Biggers and
a band of baddies as stupid as they
are ugly, and you have the barest idea
of what Support Your Local Sheriff is
all about. lJames Garner is the sheriff.
playing a Maverick-like character with the
cool of twenty Jim Coburns. Joan Hackett
is the loony rich girl, Harry Morgan, who

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“If They Move, Kill ’'Em”
Directed by Sam Peckinpah

I have often been accused of being
too passionate about films. The
criticism is justified. I am passionate
about what T believe in. I do react
strongly to what I dislike. I am al-
most never middle-of-the-road, and
if I am, I just sit back and wait
until something comes along to stir
the old passions again. There are
plenty of critics around who cannot
be accused of these crimes. Read
them. They need vour support. But
if you are going to read me, you'd
better get used to the passion,
because 1 do not know any other
way to write.

And vet, even with the admission
of all this, T still almost hesitate to
write about Sam Peckinpaly's new
film, TiE wiLp BuNcit. I'm afraid the
revulsion I feel for it will be misin-
terpreted. In view of the reviews
it has received (it’s gotten some
good ones) and considering the
general climate of America today,
(pretty damned sick, if you ask me)
I'm afraid any attack on violence
will muke it only too casy for the
muckrakers to get out all the old
labels. If vou hate bloodshed und
corruption, you're in trouble, pal.
And if plunking down hard-carned
money to see naked fannies, pubic
hair and entertainment aimed at the
baser instincts of human beings is
not your idea of the way yvou want
to spend vour time, you are most
definitely either a fag or a Com-
munist or a left-winger or a right-
winger or a John Bircher or a mem-
ber of the K.K.K. And you will never
makes friends of Sam Peckinpah
tans. Well, Sam Peckinpah tans, 1
sav up yours. THE WILD BUNCH stinks
and T don’t care who knows it,

This is the most pretentious,
most violent blood-letting it has
ever been my grave misfortune to
witness on a motion picture screcen.

It is also the most pointless. But

the violence is not what I object to
as much as the obvious glorification
of violence as titillation. Peck-
inpaly’s philosophy of life appears to
be that the world is totally corrupt,
that there is no decency or morality
left in society, and therefore the
best thing to do is blow everyone’s
head off and have a great time
doing it. He’s a man to be pitied, not
admired. In his first scene, before
the credits are even over, he zooms
in on the happy, innocent smiles

of a group of children who are
torturing two scorpions by feeding
them to a colony of carnivorous red
ants, The camera intercuts the
sweet smiles with the hiss of the
creatures as they are being stung to
death and eaten alive. It's only a
preview of things to come. Ten
minutes later, the “wild bunch,” a
gang ol cut-throats and creeps who
look like they've just come from
doing a Burma Shave commercial
shot in a pig stv, ride into town and
murder 300 women and children in
a massacre of violence one critic

poetically but stupidly described as
a “blood ballet.” Fifteen minutes
after that, the same children from
the first scene are back, driving
hhome the point that even babies are
evil and corrupt, by sctting fire

to the red ants that have just eaten
the scorpions. The camera moves in
(Heaven forbid that vou should
miss a single juicy second) for a
closeup of the ants burning alive.

In the interminable amateur night
which follows, people are whip-
lashed, girls are shot through the
breasts, young soldiers are hlown
up by dynamite, limbs arc severed,
and blood spurts three feet in
places, occasionally even splashing
across Peckinpah’s camera lens like
ketchup on a steak. Al of which
gives the auteur critics — you know,
the ones who still go to 25-year-old
John Ford movies without falling
asleep and consider Jerry Lewis the
best actor in America — the
chance to embrace THE WiLD BUXCH
as an art film, because the blood
squirts in slow motion. And every
now and then there is a witty line

like “That general’d just as soon kill
us as break wind,” which is a
sample of the kind of gutter dia-
logue Peckinpah fans love to support
as “western honesty,” although how
the hell they’d know how people
talked on the Mcxican border in
1913 is bevond me.

It all looks like a movie which
smacks of desperation to me. Peck-
inpal’s reputation as a director,
negligible to all save a few fanatics
like Pauline Kael and the caniers pu
cineExra crowd, has been in trouble
for some time. His first three
films — THE DEADLY COMPANION,
RIDE TIE HIGH COUNTRY, MAJOR
pUNDEE — werc all financial and
artistic disasters. He needed a hit.
And what better way to have a
commercial jackpot than a movie
which would be so controversial
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people would go because they
couldn’t afford not to see what all
the commotion was about? How else
can anyone explain the isolation

of each throat-slashing by use of the
slow motion technique? It’s not
even an interesting film technique,
but it does drag out a desired
emotional reaction. It will make an
audience gag to the point of being
so nauseated they’ll leave the movie
house talking about what has upset
them so. You can’t miss the blood
and gore when it gushes slowly. T
just wish Peckinpah would admit he
has turned out a trashy movie
exploiting violence to make a fast
buck. Even that would be a legiti-
mate reason for perpetrating an in-
sult like THE wirp BUNCIH on the
movie-going public. I'd have more
respect for him. As a con artist.

I still would not admire him as a
film-maker, however. THE WILD BUNCH
has a kind of feeble-minded plot.
Something about two gangs of
slimy bad guvs trying to annihilate
some equally slimy Texas railroad
bounty hunters while smuggling
guns to a third slimy group of im-
moral Mexican bandits, Most of it is
incomprehensible, which proves
Andrew Sarris’ comment in his book
THE AMERICAN CINEMA that “since
Peckinpah considers himself too
intellectual to tell a story, it remains
to be seen whether he will be
forceful enough to develop a
theme.” He hasn’t learned yet. The
storytelling stvle in THE WILD BUNCH
is often sentimental and sloppy,
usually turgid and rhetorical, and
always dull. T wouldn’t even mind
it if the movie pitted good guyvs vs.
bad guys, with all the bad guvs
killing off all the good guys. That
would at least make some kind of
valid point, demonstrating the
Genet theory of good vs. evil to
which Peckinpah seems to subscribe,
with evil always triumphing over
good. But in THE WILD BUNCH every-
one is corrupt, soulless and inhuman.
The only character with a sense of
decency throughout the film deserts
his own conscience in the final
scene for absolutely no discernible
reason, then joins up with the
only slime left standing after a
slaughterhouse of carnage the likes
of which I have never scen equalled
in any medium. I don’t get it.

The film is not so much dirccted
as it is phoned in. The actors arc
efficient but totally forgettable.

The camera work is adequate but
hardly impressive. There isn’t one
scene in the picture I haven’t

seen mounted better in some other
film. And simmering underneath

it all, like a rotting fungus, is the
hateful knowledge that Peckinpah
has had a good leer at the expense
of a gullible public that likes to be
outraged. For sheer pretension, I
can think of no better way to
describe the praise which

has greeted THE wiLD BUNCH than to
quote one less-than-reliable critic
who urged: “This is a film vou must
see, as a basis for cocktail-party
chitchat on the subject of violence
which is all the rage these days.”

And you still think this country’s
in the very best of hands? O



“If They Move, Kill ’'Em”

Directed by Sam Peckinpah

Three years ago, in the motion
picture industry, Sam
Peckinpah was a leper. There
was a story going around at
lunch that Peckinpah, on

the first day’s shooting of
MAJOR DUNDEE, called the entire
cast and crew together on

their desert location. He
addressed them, standing on a
large rock, through a mega-
phone. “C. B. DeMille and God
are dead,” he bellowed, “and 1
am here to take their place!”

The incident was recorded
without much humor around the
old walnut tables at Columbia
Pictures, where there is a marked

tendency to think in terms of
grosses and popcorn receipts. Their
prime objective is to get rich, and
if they can make a good movie
doing it, why, fine. Sam feels
pretty much the opposite, said it
on a number of private and public
occasions, and this confirmed his
untouchable status. From that
moment on, he was known as a
director who is rude, who takes too
long to make a shot and a picture,
and who goes over budget. While
even a dog of a film can be
excused, those three things in
combination, cannot.

The studio had their feelings hurt
in the worst of all places: the
wallet. And what’s more, he was
unrepentant. A director on his way

up who does not suffer fools
gladly is going to be in trouble
in this town.

Now, three years later, it is going
to be Peckinpah’s year. Everybody
will talk about him, everybody
will write about him, reviewers will
all have to learn to spell his last
name, and his latest film, THE
wiLp BUNCH, will be one of the
box office smashes of the vear.
Already, everyone is claiming that
they loved him and his films when
nobody’d ever heard of him, Pretty
soon, even the arid old Academy
will have to nominate him for
some gold, and then the irony will
be complete. That he would win an

Oscar would be too good to be
true; there are just too many people
whose helping hand he would
remember wrapped around a knife
in his back. They smile and fawn
today who did you in yesterday,
and all the leeches that make
up what they masochistically called
“The Industry” know that Sam is
not a bootlicker; he never liked
to play the game. But now, covered
with success that is instantly
transferrable to dollars, they are
stuck with him.

It’s going to be a rocky marriage.

Sam Peckinpah has really only
directed three features: RIDE
THE HIGH COUNTRY, MAJOR DUNDEE
and THE WILD BUNCI. An early film,
DEADLY COMPANIONS, plays on TV
every other night, but doesn’t
count because it is terrible. Oddly
enough, he is probably best known
to the Great American Public
for a TV series, THE WESTERNER.
My father thinks that Truffaut is
some kind of casserole, but he
remembers Dave Blassingame, a
brilliant two-year performance by
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Brian Keith, He also wrote for the
ZANE GREY THEATRE and GUNSMOKE.
Peckinpah created TV’s THE
RIFLEMAN, a long running series
which featured, prophetically
enough, Chuck Connors, gunning
down ten people per show to
protect his little boy. He also wrote
and directed a segment of pick
rowrLL PRESENTS called

THE LOSERS. It was a brilliant tour
de force that starred Lee Marvin,
Keenan Wynn, and some of

the funniest dialogue ever heard
on TV See, I loved Sam Peckinpah
before you did.

His first real feature knocked
evervbody out except the boxoffice.
RIDE THE HIGH COUNTRY, with the
grand old masters, Randolph Scott
and Joel McCrea, was the kind of
movic that you didn’t squirm
in. It was funny, heartbreaking and
scary. And at the end, when one old
man looks down at another, his
life-long friend dying at his feet, and
says, “Tll see you at sundown,
partner . . .,” I cried, and wasn’t
even embarrassed, It was a great
Western. In 1962, NEWSWEEK
sclected it as the Best American
Film of the Year. It was in TIME'S
Top Ten. The French film critics
chose it as the best film anywhere
of that vear, Fellini’s 8% not-
withstanding.

We would nod smugly to each
other in theatres across the land,
already a cult. Peckinpah, that’s his
name. He’s half Indian, y’know.
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Those of us who knew his TV

stuff were really bigshots. A few
pictures of the master-at-work, a few
write-ups of his studio troubles,

and we were off to the races, We
canonized him and fed off the mortal
remains. The underdog who really
packed the gear. That’s how it

was going to be for us. Just me and
Sam against the whole rotten system,

By the time MAJOR DUNDEE
was finally released, we had already
gotten to every bit of nourishment
in the Heston-returning-his-salary-
to-finish-the-Film stories. We even
knew the villain’s name this time;
“Bressler . . .” we cursed. “We'll get
him.” By this time the word
“producer” was synonomous with
Judas. We poured over the stills in
cINEMA; [ even cut one out and put
it over my bed to remind myself
that the Real Truth lay somewhere
between Sam Peckinpah and Warren
Oates, and not with any lousy
first week’s grosses. Then we paid
out the two bucks and went in
to see MAJOR DUNDEE.

Let me make one thing perfectly
clear; I think Sam Peckinpah is a
truly great director. It was in that
two hours, watching Heston,
Richard Harris, John Davis
Chandler, L. Q. Jones, Warren Oates
and pneumatic Senta Berger, that T
learned just how a great director
fails, and how failing direction
can still be great. Everything the
detractors say about it is true, but
I still love it.

That was an evening of mixed
emotions, because it was the
first inkling that I had that there
was a difference in the melienx that
Peckinpah uses, the way he ap-
proaches them, and his conclusions
about both. It was the death of my
“me and Sam” dream.

Peckinpah was raised in a
California cowtown, a product of
San Rafael Military Academy and
the Marine Corps — a hard-drinking,
hard-fighting Catholic. His grand-
father, his father and his brother are
Superior Court Judges. Stretching,
pulling, to all points, Sam never
forgot it, and his films are full of
those fantasies. Fantasies about what
the Law really is. Fantasies about
the brave little soldier, standing by
and emulating his courageous
General, Fantasies about a brave and
glorious death that must have
meaning beyond itself. Fantasies
about the meaning of manhood.
Fantasies about growing old alone,
They develop through his films,
and by THE wILD BUNCH, they are a
Juggernaut.

Sam doesn’t hide behind a film,
he is a film, He is all his “heroes”
rolled up into one, and he puts it all
on the line every time. This is partly
why his films are all so glorious,
so enticing, and so repugnant. Some
films you just watch; in Peckinpah’s,
you participate. THE WILD BUNCH
is the worst in all of us, and that’s
the part that Peckinpah clings to.

The title section at the beginning
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of THE WILD BUNCH, is a brilliantly
built robbery sequence, The titles
are high contrast black and white
freeze frames of the action and are
cut straight into the action, title by
title. An unbelievable tension mounts
as the scene takes form. One of the
Bunch is covering a group of by-
standers in the Railroad office with
a pump shotgun. There is a cut to
an extreme close up of William
Holden’s face; his hard cold eyes
squint as he tells Crazy Lee, “If
they move . . . kill ’em.” Freeze . . .
DIRECTED BY SAM PECKINPAH
flashes on the screen, It is a perfect
stroke to set a believable mood for
a long hard film. No monkey bus-
iness, no fooling around, not a shread
of a compromise; the perfect either-
or fantasy. The style may be lum-
inary, but the thrust is Stygian . . .
To find any kind of suitable
analog, vou have to reach back to
the great Notre Dame football era.
The Fighting Irish of the 20’s and
30’s always played above their
heads, on sheer heart, and for
keeps, and it was largely due to
Coach Knute Rockne’s pre-game
locker room speeches, He would
start off in a nice quiet voice,
I understand, slowly rallying his
young players. “Most of these
people out there think we’re gonna
lose. They think Army’s too tough.
They think we're just a bunch of
mackrel snappers who can’t do
anything but count beads. They're
all talking about our injuries and

how we're just chicken-hearted
Micks.”

By this time, Rockne had leapt
up on a bench and was beating on
the lockers with a shoe. His boys
were coming up. He knew they
had a long way to come; think of
their last game when Frank Gipp,
their voung buack, had given the
game his all, his last; remember how
Gipp, his heart burst, had only
asked to stay in before he died.
Knowing that the ghost of Frank
Gipp was in that locker room and on
the mind of every boy there,

Rockne paused. His voice dropped
from the deafening harangue. Not a
breath, “Sure we're down,” almost a
whisper, “we’ve lost one of our

best . . . forever. But with God’s

help and our fighting Irish hearts,
let’s go out today . . . and get one
FOR THE GIPPER!”

Legend has it that one of the
young linemen, only half suited-up,
his broken leg in a cast, leapt up
and ran full tilt through the closed
locker room door onto the foot-
ball field.

That unknown football player
wasn’t Sam Peckinpah, But it should
have been.

Forty years later, in a confusing
world of too much and too little for
too many, where the vanguard of
our culture are young dreamers,
fuzzy acsthetes, and the acid
astronauts of inner space, Peckinpah
stands four-square for the “Old
Corps.” The main characters of his

films are strange mixtures of John
Wayne and Ronald Colman; hard
and soft, animals but elegant,
loveable but dangerous, funny and
deadly. It is the John Wayne in them
that finally wins out in the end.
All of Peckinpah’s heroes reek of
the “macho” ethic. They will fight at
the drop of a hat, either for
survival or “Just for the hell of it”
with equal intensity. All women are
treated like whores or saints. The
hero’s past is only alluded to in
whispers of stoicism or dark rumors
of unbelievable courage; they are
proudly un-literate and fiercely
independent. They hate newcomers,
and they are hopeless underdogs.
These outsiders are covered with
manly dirt, calloused by manly
work, and they stink of manly sweat.
They always ride tall in the saddle
and screen left. Their vision of today
if based on the realities of yesterday,
and tomorrow is left in the hands
of the Good Lord. They are born,
they live, they die, and they go
to their house justified.

They are simple, towering giants
of all-American men, being had
by the rules, being pulled down by
machines, being nickeled and dimed
to death by good ol’ progress.

Misunderstood and considered
useless and outdated by prissy and
soft city-folk, thesc leathery old
Colossi are driven to find their last
salvation through “going out in a
blaze of glory.” Toe to toe, they
will slug it out with Death, the
Universal Champ. And although
they will lose, it is only how that
counts; they have no fear, they grin
and spit in his face, they make
jokes! They are not pussies; they are
men, and through the Supreme
Effort, the Last Sacrifice, they will
enter their house, justified.

In RIDE THE HIGH COUNTRY, it’s
“, .. let's meet them half way.”
In MAJOR DUNDEE it’s . . . what are
we waitin’ for?” In THE WILD BUNCH,
it’s simpler, just, “. . . let’s go.” And
the old men (Randolph Scott, Joel
McCrea, Charlton Heston, William
Holden) trudge down the hill, or to
the river, or into town, the gallant
last parade, to meet their destiny
head on; pure kamikaze. There’s
never any weakness, any regrets,
any turning back. They are wild and
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unafraid because they are unfettered
by “civilization.” They will die . . .
exquisitely. (Don’t take me out,
Coach, and their magnificent

hearts will burst, don’t take me

out . ..} In a tidal wave of gore, they
will cover themselves in glory. And
as we crane up to the master shot,
we will understand what it has all
meant.

It is the old and deeply honored
American Tradition; The Alamo,
Iwo Jima, Little Big Horn, and the
Corps. And in the middle of the
labrynthine twentieth century, when
man’s brain has outrun his soul,
only the fantasy of this spirit is
revered.

The reality is quite forgot, along
with those who ran, those who cried,
those who messed their pants,
those who couldn’t face death, who
died, screaming for life at any cost.
There stands cute little Audie
Murphy, astride a burned-out tank,
a smoking machine gun in one hand,
and empty .45 in the other, He is
screaming gloriously. Or is it the
G.I. half crushed under the tank,
his bottom half pulp, a gooey mess,
who has been screaming for a medic
for hours. Guess who America hears?
Guess who will get all the medals?
Guess who will get the movie
contract? Guess who will get a mass
grave? The Myth still lives,

It’s not unnatural that we want
only to remember the fantasy. It is
life even in death, guaranteed
immortality, and a part of the
American Dream, It will win wars
for us, it will change lives for us,
it permits our spirit to live on
without even believing in God. The
bumbling parson will always stay in
town, trying vainly to mind his
flock. The men do what has to be
done. “God made men, but Sam Colt
made them equal preacher. . .”

This is the tradition that founded
our country. It is our heritage;
sometimes it looks hopeless, but it’s
all ours. It takes a lot of balls to
stand by it, and to do it well takes
a kind of genius. That is why this is
Same Peckinpah’s year — he believes
the myth totally. And because he
can almost make us believe it for a
few hours, it will probably be his
decade. 0

trades Dragnet for a gold mine is the
mayor, and a good change it is, too. And
surprise of surprises, movie badman Jack
Elam is the deputy, turning in one of the
funniest performances of the year. There
are other good performances, too — like
Henry Jones as a member of the town
council, and Walter Brennan, squeaking
out his lines like somebody were squeez-
ing his leg too tight. Mainly, though, it is
a very funny script, with evervthing from
beautiful sight-gags to sharp dialogue. The
man who gets credit for that is William
Bowers, who wrote and produced this
flick, which has got to be the dark horse
comedy of the season.

SWEET CHARITY

Shirley Maclaine is a brass band and a
harpsichord and a whole gaggle of beauti-
ful things in Sweet Charity. Mainly. though,
she is Shirley Maclaine again, laughing,
dancing, crying and believing, time after
time, that life really has no meaning with-
out love. The man responsible for directing
Miss MaclLaine's first decent picture since
The Apartment is Bob Fosse, whose ex-
plosive chorecgraphy makes up for any
over-arty montages and ill-conceived zoom
lens photography that crops up from time
to time. Fosse's dances, bombastic psyche-
delic fireworks, shimmy, jump and shout
with life on the Cinemascope canvas,
bringing a largess to the film that the
stage production could never muster. The
weakest parts of the film occur when
Fosse reverts to stageshow techniques.
Fortunately he concentrates his attention
on Shirley Maclaine, mascara running in
a dumpy Mexican restaurant, or high-step-
ping with a band down New York’s de-
serted Wall Street simply because she's
happy. A series of still photographs with-
in the film paint Sweet Charity’s moods
with the texture and sensitivity of a Seur.
at oil, letting the viewer look behind her
eyes and see that her tears are as real
as her hopes.

THAT COLD DAY IN THE PARK

It begins to rain and lonely Sandy Dennis
begins to want young Michael Burns, sit-
ting on a park bench. He mutely accepts
her invitation to come up to her apartment,
and continues to dumbly accept everything
she proffers. As her desire becomes obses-
sive, she seeks out the local birth control
center while the wide-eyed barefoot boy
with towel in hand romps through her
rich apartment sampling brandy, cigars,
soft chairs, bubble bath. More talk, more
listening, until in frustration she locks him
into the apartment, at which crisis he
speaks. “If you think that by keeping me
I'm going to go to bed with you ... you're
wrong. If | want a girl ... 1'll just go out
and get one myself.”” No need, Mike. Our
proper society spinster takes to the streets,
procures a girl, locks both into a spare bed-
room, listens at the door and, in one of
the film’s rare natural and realistic scenes,
storms the room, stabs the girl, assures
the boy that everything is now all right.
Burns’ sister (nubile Susanne Benton) and
her boyfriend (wooden John Garfield, Jr.)
provide the tooc-obvious contrast to the old
maid's psychotic existence as they play
the Sex |Is A Natural Thing game. But the
snatches of conversation captured with
documentary-type photography in a lesbian
encounter, a clinic waiting room, a tene-
ment. provide the only moving moments
in an otherwise frigid, pretentious, vac-
uous, indifferent film. That Cold Day In
the Park is a very cold affair — as far re-
moved from feeling as that victory head-
line proclaiming the Dewey landslide was
devoid of fact.

THREE INTO TWO WON'T GO
Royal Shakespeare Company director Peter
Hall has fashioned a perceptive, literate
but highly forgettable film about a philan-
dering Englishman (Rod Steiger), his teen-
aged pickup (Judy Geeson), his childless
wife (Claire Bloom) and near-senile mother-
in-law (Peggy Ashcroft). The problem is
that most of the acting (Claire Bloom's
brilliant performance being the major
exception) is too externalized, too obviously
directed, to reach an audience on any
emotional level. Steiger, particularly, under-
pfays in his most ostentatious manner and
the entire picture ends up seeming hope-
lessly contrived. A pity, since what the film

attempts to say about human relation-
ships might have been exceptionally en-

grossing and — in the final scene obliga-
toire between all four principals, it almost
makes it — but Three Into Two Won't Go

only taps the most supericial level of its
possibilities, brittle irony and offers no
cinematic compensations—other than Judy
Geeson's usual breast display —to raise
the declining interest tevel. Oh, well, at least
we can say thanks for the mammaries.

TRUE GRIT
Here is the story of a hard-nosed, drunken
sot of a U.S. deputy Marshal, hired by a
smart-asp young girl to find the murderer
of her father. Of course she's paying him
to do so, and to protect her investment
she goes along for the ride. With the two
of them goes a Texas Ranger who has
been trailing the same man, also a fugitive
from Dallas justice, for four months. The
U.S. Deputy Marshal is played by John
Wayne, as stiff as ever, and looking like
a pudgy Lyndon Johnson with an eye
patch. The Texas Ranger is played (?) by
Glen Campbell — you know, the one that
sings hit songs and replaced the Smothers
Brothers every now and again on tele-
vision. Well he should stick to singing, be-
cause he sure is the worst actor to make
a movie since W.C. Fields filled Baby Le
roy's nursing-bottle with gin. The smart
asp girl is played by Kim Darby, who is the
best reason in the world for seeing this
film. Her delivery and timing are immacu-
late, and her acting, in contrast to the
great lummoxes she is cast with, is
superb. She is pretty in an elf-like way,
and makes one smile a lot. There are also
fine performances by a score of Holly-
wood’s better character actors—Jeff Corey
to name one. The other gem in this film is
the script. Marguerite Roberts knew who
she was writing for. She gave all the fun-
ny lines to Wayne, who needs all the help
he can get, the least lines to Campbell,
who has trouble even blinking on cue, and
the bard ones to Miss Darby, who can
carry them off. And the farther the better.

THE WANDERER
People familiar with Jean-Gabriel Albicoc-
co's only other film, The Girl With The
Golden Eyes, will be amazed at the tone
and mood of The Wanderer, The virtuosity
of the earlier film is still present but the
harshness, the almost baroque sense of
rigid definition has been replaced by a
muted, gently evocative, impressionistic
manipulation of visual and thematic focus,
which is even further enhanced by a most
imaginative and totally functional use of
color. The twenty-minute flashback of the
costume party at which the hero meets
his mysterious young love is a brilliant
synthesis of cinema and painting. The film
is an adaptation of Alain-Fournier's novel
Le Grand Meaulnes, and ranks with Bres-
son’s Diary of A Country Priest as one of
the most successful translations from the
literary to the cinematic medium. What is
overwhelming about both of these films

is the integrity with which they adhere to
their originals without resorting to hokey
cinematic cliches. The drama of the story
remains just as intense as in the reading.
In one sense the film is about the futility
of youthful ideals, i.e. first love, eternal
friendship, etc., but much more important
is the effect that Meaulnes (The Wanderer)
has on the lives of those around him. He
brings life and excitement into the cull
provincial town and with his departure
the final impression the film leaves is an
immense sense of loneliness and empti
ness. Childhood has ended and adult ife
is empty without it.

WARRENDALE

Warrendale is a documentary gem, with all
the clarity, polish, and impersonality char-
acteristic of the best of the medium. It is
not a pleasant movie, nor is it recom-
mended for the squeamish or neurotically
inclined, offering as it does infinite oppor-
tunities for self-identification. It is a ire
quently brutal, unflinching look at mentally
disturbed children and adolescents in a
mental institution in Canada and is as
important for what it is not as for what
it is. Warrendale starts with no precon-
ceptions about mental illness or treatment,
and has no climax, only a series of epi-
sodes. The touch therapy technique em-
ployed by the caseworkers is neither praised
nor condemned, simply chronicled as dis-
passionately as the arrival of morning. What
you know about mental illness and the
people who work in the field at the end of
Warrendale, you know through having lived
it with them for a few brief moments. Hav
ing seen the film, no one can doubt the
power of the documentary as a medium, or
cinema realite as a technique.

2001; A SPACE ODYSSEY

At a time when the state of our worldly
life seems to be at it's technical zenith
and it's spiritual nadir, Messrs. Kubrick and
Clarke send us three hours of vision and
hope. 2001 is an inner space training fitm
of outer space, an endless journey from
pre-history to post-imagination, a cornu-
copic and absolutely realistic time ma-
chine. If one measures film in terms of
idea, scope, detail, perception, perspective.
and sheer beauty, the 2001 is among
the greatest films ever made. Some will
turn away from the final indication which
they will mistake for a conclusion; others
will find no simplistic handholds and they
will call the film "anti-humanistic.”” They
are not dreamers and they have missed
the point, which is this: be preparec to
abandon old concepts of reality because
they may have nothing whatever to do
with that which is real. We name the un-
nameable in order to understand it, but
this process may break down by the vear
2001. Kubrick and Clarke, in this religious
epic, show us a new facet, another idea, a
different process that may lead the “rough
beast, slouching toward Bethiehem, tc be
born again.”

Harry Partch:

Colifornin’s Musical Maverick

The handwritten sign reads
“No visitors between 11 a.m.
and 2:30 p.m. By appaint-
ment only.”

[ts ominous message is effective.
Even someone arriving with an
appointment will think twice
before knocking on Harry Partch’s
door. But in the network of small
roads just off the freeway in
Encinitas, among modest houses
with the clutter of kids, dogs, and
cars strewn in suburban splendor
on driveways, the obvious serious-
ness of the sign is incongruous.

Partch, the radically individual
composer who has added a new
dimension to serious music of the
past several decades, appeared at the
door, his white hair sticking out in
all directions, a white beard care-
fully trimmed. He wore a plaid
wool shirt, jeans which scemed
too new to be comfortable, rolled
up once at the bottom, and fur-
lined slippers. He probably
dresses this way most of the time.

His kitchen shelves display
oversized boxes of powdered milk
and cornflakes. He makes what he
calls “hobo coffee” — boil the water,
pour in some coffee, and wait.

“Sit down — oh, no, not there. I'm
used to sitting there.” One corner
of the living room, which is
otherwise crowded with musical
instruments of strange and over-
powering shapes and sizes, is the
spot where Partch, lving with
his feet up on the sofa, can reach the
telephone, the meagerly-stocked

bookease, his two dozen pipes, huge
tins of tobacco, and the bamboo
pole — perhaps a left-over piece
from one of the instruments —
which he has cleverly turied into a
remote control for the portable TV.
The one overstuffed chair is coming
unstuffed; the couch is mostly
covered by two worn afghans.
Partch doesn’t drive ar ymore, so
getting provisions is something of
a project. His closest associate, both
spiritually and geograph cally, is
Danlee Mitchell, who lives and
teaches 30 miles south, et UC San
Diego. Partch remembers with
nostalgia the days he lived in
Sausalito, with friends al’ around.

He has lived in this srall house
for just two months. “I cwn it —
it’s the first real home I've had
since I was 14. T've lived in about
60 different places over the years.”

His life is comfortable, but barelv.
Its most luxurious element is the
backyard garden of heathy citrus
trees. Partch manages in the style of
a man who went for most of his life
with little or no money, and who,
even now that he has a larger
bankroll, doesn’t give a lamn.

Since he was 30, Partch has de-
terminedly moved towarl one goal—
creating a radically diffe-ent, highly
personal kind of music.

“I was born in Oakland {Calif.),
but, since my parents were
missionaries, we did a lot of moving
around. My father was a quiet man,
reserved and religious. My mother

was a suffragette — a very active and
vocal one. The family didn’t really
see her that much.

“Mother taught us to read music.
Everyone plaved instruments — we
ordered them from the Sears and
Monkey Ward catalogs. T learned
the guitar, violin, clarinet, har-
monica of course, and reed organ
— we didn’t have a piano.

“Bv the time I was 14, I was
improvising on my own, and started
to compose. Later, when I actually
took music lessons, T hated them.
In 1929 I destroyed everything I'd
done and started again.”

Partch, a bachelor, is 68. Over
the past three decades he has built
or adapted, by hand, a number of
instruments of such unusual
natures that they are perhaps more
frequently associated with his name
than is his music. The instruments
are designed for the 43-note scale
which Partch uses in composition,
they are all onc-of-a-kind, and they
are essential to performance of his
works.

Most of them have been derived
from familiar types of percussion;
Partch has also adapted a guitar,
viola, organ, and several wind
instruments. They are not beautifully
decorated, nor as Partch points
out, are theyv all particularly
well-made.

But the combination of rich wood,
glass and some metal is beautiful,
especially under the lights of a stage.

This visual beauty is an integral
part of Partch’s aesthetic, the “cor-

poreal.” Loosely, this translates into
an artistic product that engages
not only the auditory sense, but
also the visual and tactile ones.
Partch’s work is as much theater
as it is music, with a loose “plot”
most frequently devoted to
conveying a detailed, emotional
description of a particular scene,
or a multi-faceted explanation of a
complex idea.

“When I was in my early teens,
I wrote a story, and wanted to
compose music that would go with
it. Later I found out that this was
called program music, and was a
thing upon which society definitely
frowned. What I wanted to avoid
was the twelve-tone system, or any
other system which was supposed
to produce good music by virtue
of the fact that the process was
orderly and neat.”

By such statements, Partch has
divorced himself from the main-
streams of contemporary music, and
the public has unfortunately honored
his apparent wish for a monastic
existence.

“I have a rather acid sense of
humor, but I don’t want to be
bitter. Now I'm an old man, and
I can’t do as much as I could 30
years ago, But for so long all the
income I had came from my few
recordings. Now people are after
me to make more records, be in
films, give performances of my
works, and I'm supposed to be
getting my book ready for reissue—
now . . . And it takes me so long
to do any one of these things.”

Though Partch has produced only
about a dozen compositions, pre-
cious few of them have been re-
corded, and most of the existing
discs were made privately by the
composer. The recent release of THE
WORLD OF HARRY PARTCH (Colum-
bia), including PAPHNE OF THE
DUNES, BARSTOW, and CASTOR &
poLLUX (in performances with which
Partch is not wholly satisfied), is
the first major commercial record-
ing. This fact is less explicable than
the infrequency of live performances.

Any staging of one of Partch’s
works must involve the special in-
struments, which are stored in
Partch’s home and are not easy to
transport. (Peter Yates has described
them as “about as portable

as a onc-man show of totzm poles.”)
Partch himself arrives, wherever
and whenever a performance is to
take place, with the instruments,
and undertakes the difficult task
of teaching the musicians how to
deal with things like the gourd
tree, the boo, the cloud-zhamber
bowls, and the surrogate kithara,
The performers are not, however,
faced just with learning the me-
chanics of Partch’s exotic (looking
and sounding) constructions. They
must also deal with intiicate
rhythms and with a scale involving
intervals much smaller ¢ven than
the quartertone. To make the difficult
even more unlikely, these same
performers must also be able to
act, sing and dance.

“For so many years I've needed
to find instrumentalists who can
also sing and act. There have been
mighty few of these — and I've yet
to find one who can really dance,
too.”

Partch counts on six months of
rehearsal for any performance of
his music. His life centers not just
around the process of composing
(“That’s the easy part” — though
he spent three years on his latest
work), but around rehearsing, which
is the real fire-breathing demon,
He has, to this point, personally
prepared every major performance.
In several recordings, including that
of DAPHNE OF THE DUNES 0N
Columbia, he has played all the
instrumental parts himself and
relied on overdubbing to produce
the finished product.

Besides the composer, only
Danlee Mitchell — his assistant of
13 years — could put together per-
formances of the fragile music, But
a combination of ego, pride and
fear has not allowed Partch to give
him free reign. It Partch ever got
it into his head to become an ivory-
tower composer, his works would
never be heard. They could no
sooner be entrusted to players un-
versed in his music idiom than they
could be to a computer.

So as the composer advances in
years, a strange dilemma arises. His
work is not widelv known, and
chances are that it will not hecome
so unless additional discs are cut
with both increased care and un-
precedented speed. On the other

hand, recordings defeat a large
part of Partch’s multi-sensual inten-
tions and tend to give a much
colder and more impersonal im-
pression than do live performances.
Nor, one would guess, will his
highly individualistic statements
ultimately influence the future of the
art, For, without underestimating
Partch’s compositional achievements
and the unusual attractiveness of
his work, it is the combination of his

life and his work that forms

the more interesting phenomenon.
Were a method found to reproduce
the music electronically, with a
synthesizer, for instance, this

crucial part of experiencing a work
by Partch, his “corporcal.” would
be lost, just as on records, And at
this point Partch has little intention
to coach many more performances,
and less hope for duplicating the
instruments. “I haven’t the time nor
the desire. Other people have tried
and failed.”

Though his coterie of admirers,
many of whom are also his per-
formers, is growing, the question
remains whether, when Partch
chooses to retire, his music will
continue to be heard, The prob-
lems involved in continuing the
tradition, though mostly mechanical,
are great. And the individuality and
introspection embodied in the music
have essentially ruled out the pos-
sibility of younger composers follow-
ing in Partch’s footsteps. They might
use the same methods and ma-
terials, but it is very unlikely that
the products would develop or even
reflect Partch’s multi-leveled, almost
philosophical artistic statements.

Since the beginning of May,
Partch has been dealing exclusively
with words, for the first time since
he finished his hook, GENEsIs OF A
NMUSIC, in 1947,

“It’s hard to go back to writing,
especially to get the transitions
smooth. Before 1 wrote the hook —
at what turned out to be a bad time,
I should have been composing then
and writing the book now — I'd
also been away from words for a
long time. I was a copy reader on
the NEW ORLEANS TINMES-PICAYUNE
once. They transferred me to an
editorial post, but I asked to be put
back on the copy desk because
when T was reading proof T didn’t
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have to take my mind off my own
thoughts.

“After 1 get the book ready for
reissue, I don’t want to do
anything — I want to be bored.
But now so many people want so
many things from me.”

The house in Encinitas contains
neither a piano nor a phonograph.
“I don’t like to listen to music,
even my own.” And Partch has not
kept up with current musical
trends, “I've met Stockhausen, David
Austin, others , . . I like them as
people, but the way they think about
music and art is so monolithic. I
think their music is sometimes very
boring.

“I like Charles Ives’ music only
when he’s being funny or satirical.”
Partch has not tackled anything
of such gigantic scope as Ives
symphonies, but, like Ives’, Partch’s
work has been described as a direct
outgrowth of Americana.

“Rubbish. If I use an American
folk song, or, like in BARSTOW,
write about a distinctly American
song, with hillbilly music as a Joose
base, then it'’s American. Otherwise,
it’s music. Any composer,
anywhere, could have used the scale
I use and made the instruments
I've made.”

Partch’s background is strikingly
similar to that of another alleged
nationalist, Roy Harris, but two so
different artists rarely spring from
such like sources. Partch was less
satisfied, uncomfortable with West-
ern musical idioms, not interested
in developing what he and his gen-
eration inherited.

On the other hand, his music-
theater bears strong resemblances to
some works of Georgy Ligeti, whose
music Partch never has heard.

“T don't know much about Olivier
Messiaen,” he says, commenting on
another composer with whom he has
been linked. “I don’t see what we
could have in common.” But Partch’s
music, though it may not hold
many similarities to Messiaen’s on
the surface, reveals many of the same
influences, specifically, Eastern
music, a feeling in the works
of close identification with the
place and conditions under which
it was produnced, and, occasionally,
a highly spiritual basis. (The same
threads may be traced in the visual

arts to Paul Klec’s Algerian works.)

“] like Stravinsky's work, par-
ticularly L'insToIRE DU SOLDAT when
it's well staged. I didn’t like FIREBIRD
on the stage. T think he and I think
about ritual in exactly the same
way.”

This statement doesn’t ring true.
Though Partch’s music does depend
greatly on a feeling of ritual, it is
not the basic, primitive ritual of
Stravinsky. Partch uses ritual more as
it has become in the 20th century—
less specific, more obscurely
symbolic, more subject to individual
interpretations. These characteristics
bring him intellectually closer to
Messiaen.

Perhaps inadvertantly, UCLA
offered two concerts this past sea-
son which, though months apart,
when remembered together bring
about some musical revelations, In
the fall of 1968, the University staged
the world premiere of Partch’s opera
DELUSION OF THE FURY ( 1966, his
latest work). In the spring, the
Institute of Ethnomusicology pre-
sented the most complete version
of the ancient Javanese dance
drama, RAMAYANA, ever to have
been staged in the Western world.
There it was — that strange feeling
of deja vu.

Although in RAMAYANA, the
gamelan (orchestra) was relegated to
the pit during the dancing in the
UCLA production, one would guess
that for an actual temple perform-
ance the instruments would be an
integral part of the setting, In
DELUSION, the orchestra is the set;
actors move around and among
the instrumentalists, The movement
in both works is highly stylized,
essentially mime, Lighting plays an
important role, subtly and almost
weirdly accenting the textures of
the costumes and instruments.
rAMAYANA is based on a legendary
epic; DELUSION illuminates an idea
of epic complexity.

It is no surprise to Partch that
his instrumental music sounds much
like the Eastern gamelan. His mother
taught him Chinese songs, which
he still knows only in the original
language. “If T ever listen to any
music by choice, it’s music of China
and the Eastern cultures.”

The Javanese scale, like Partch’s
uses microtones; the instrumenta-

tion is primarily percussion, of the
ringing as opposed to the banging

variety — hence Partch’s description
of his own “lyrical percussion.” Wind
or string instruments may offer a
counterpoint to the sustained back-
ground of chimes, gongs, and care-
fully timed, punctuating thuds.

It is, however, a surprise to the
listener that Partch’s music, with a
43-note scale and the unique instru-
ments, doesn’t sound highly unusual.
The generally sweet timbre can
become dramatically intense, but
not violent. The harmonies are built
on consonances, though the thirds,
sixths, fourths, and so on, may be
far “out of tune” in relation to
standard intonation. Still, the
harmonies seem as comfortable and
steady as those from our friendly
C-major scale, The reason for this
is apparently the completeness and
integrity of Partch’s musical
language.

“I had a chorus singing two en-
tirely different chords, one after the
other, and I asked the sopranos
what interval they were singing?
They were sure it was a minor
second — a half step — but it was
actually much smaller, Still, they
were singing it exactly right, just
by the process of fitting the pitch
into the chord instead of thinking
of a melodic line.”

Partch was nervously sipping a
glass of wine. “Do you have to go
because yon're afraid I'll get drimk?
My doctor says I should have a
drink every night before dinner. 1
don’t know what he would think
about drinking at noon on Sunday,
but this is only wine, cheap wine.”

Then, “let’s pick some fruit for
you.”

Partch changed into some sandals
and, with renewed vigor, descended
to stairs to the garden level. “T al-
ways get the top ones first,” he
announced, and climbed a ladder
after some stubborm lemons. While
picking avocados, apricots, and
yellow limes, he seemed to speak
more readily and with some assur-
ance about the fruit — its seasons
and its tvpes — than he had
about music.

“I love this garden. With flowers
and trees, you can go away, not
worry abont leaving them alone, and
they’ll be waiting to welcome you
when you get back.” ]

Shakespeare In San Diego:
New Ideas At The Old Globe

On the inside, San Diegos Old
Globe Theater doesnt bear more
than a vague resemblance to what
we know of Shakespeare’s play-
house. True, there are several levels
and passages that serve parallel
functions, but essentially the Old
Globe is a proscenium stage on
which has been placed a none-too-
comfortable Tudor approximation.
From the outside, however, this
concrete recreation of Shakespeare’s
“wooden O” is marvelously pictur-
esque, with antique refreshment
stalls and adjacent buildings in a
similar architectural style, plus im-
pressive pennants flying high above
Balboa Park. Indeed, there exists a
curious conflict between the Festi-
val as an annual tourist attraction
and its function as a respected rep-
ertory company. This year, for the
Festival’s twentieth anniversary,
there has been less emphasis on the

traditional festivities on the green—
although madrigal singers still fa-la-
la and those rooftop cannon still
detonate before each performance
— and greater concentration on the
plays themselves. Alas, the result is
only partly successful,

The 420-scat Old Globe was orig-
inally built in 1935, during the
Pacific International Exhibition, to
present fifty-minute versions of
Shakespeare’s works. Subsequently,
the San Diego Community Theater
took over the premises and, after
the War (during which Balboa Park
was a U.S. Navy installation), it
started the first Shakespeare Festi-
val. Since that time, the Old Globe
has produced all of Shakespeare’s
plays except TROILUS AND CRESSIDA,
TIMON OF ATHENS, TITUS ANDRONI-
CUS, CYMBELINE, PERCILES, HENRY V
and the three parts of HENRY vI —
plus an annual scason of modern
plays.
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At first only an amateur project,
the Festival has increasingly be-
come a wholly professional opera-
tion — except for the omni-present
student ‘supers.” Such directors as
William Ball, Milton Katselas and
Allen Fletcher have gone from the
Old Globe to national prominence
and the acting company can boast a
number of distinguished alumni.
So, perhaps without intending it,
the San Diego Shakespeare Festival
has changed from a pleasant pro-
vincial curiosity to a major show-
case for American theatrical talents.
And, as indicated, its growing pains
are evident in the 1969 repertoire:
A COMEDY OF ERRORS, JULIUS CAESAR
and MACBETII.

Based on Plautus, A cOMEDY OF
ERRORS is Shakespeare’s shortest
comedy and one of his earliest. The
TWELFTH NIGHT twin mix-ups are
here doubled but with little of the
later work’s richness or depth; in-




stcad, there is a scries of well-
crafted situation comedy scenes
leading to a frenzied, improbable
but nonetheless satisfying denoue-
ment. And it is no criticism of play
or playwright to note that most of
the laughs come from plot lines;
after all, neither was aiming for
much more.

Although less of a Shakespearean
“rarity” than, say, TWO GENTLEMEN
OF VERONA O CYMBELINE, A COMEDY
OF ERRORS isn’t often attempted and
its most notable recent staging, the
Roval Shakespeare Company pro-
duction of 1962 (which stayed in
the repertoire for over two years,
toured to the US. and was taped
for television ), pretty well cornered
the market. With a cast that in-
cluded Ian Richardson, Alec Mec-
Cowen, Diana Rigg, Janet Suzman
and — briefly — Julie Christic, RSC
director Clifford Williams fashioned
a kind of Brechtian commedia dell’
arte, imposing on the text the con-
cept of a dark, threatening world
in which accidents of chance and
coincidence could both terrify the
play’s characters and amuse its
audience.

This vear in San Diego, A cor-
EDY OF Errors has been fussed and
camped up in an unsuccessful at-
tempt to camouflage director Jack
O’Brien’s total lack of feeling about
it — except, of course, that he’d ob-
viously prefer to be doing some-
thing else. From the program notes,

one learns that O'Brien’s approach
involves “actors acting for other
actors,” vet this scarcely original
conception — no more relevant to
this comedy than to any other in
the century preceding or following
its composition — is by no means
carried out with any consistency in
the staging. Instead, dressed in
styles which include ancient armor,
modern gym shorts, Elizabethan
robes, cighteenth-century coats and
cowboy regalia, the show splinters
inte disconnected fragments—some
funny, most not — that only confuse
the narrative and create an atmos-
phere of frec-wheeling desperation.

It seems a strange logic to de-
termine that an unfamiliar play is
worth producing — but not in any
manner that communicates its in-
herent unity and charm. Nor is con-
ceptual  sterility in this case a
proper debate only for purists,
since the Old Globe staging exhib-
its so little compensating life on the
performance level. At best, this
COMEDY OF ERRORS is only a Rodgers
and Hart-less BOYS FROM SYRACUSE;
at worst it resembles an Elizabethan
prototype of TIIE BOYS IN THE BAND.

JULIUS CAESAR represents a defin-
ite improvement — although it
might be argued that, after this
COMEDY OF ERRORS, either Vietnam,
V.ID,, or a complete performance of
Wagner’s rING by the Young Amer-
icans would seem peachy-keen. In
any case, Richard Easton’s produc-
tion at least lets the play speak and
for this felicity one should be grate-
ful  caEsar, of course, has long
since been tarnished by overfamil-

iarity. High school classes are as-
signed to read it, movie companies
have several times filmed it (one
such project is now before the cam-
eras), and many of its individual
lines and speeches have passed into
the common body of the Linglish
language. Yet the play still retains
its power in the theater — mainly
through rhetorical force — and, in
a decade scarred by assassination
and the threat of mass violence, it
has much to teach us.

Indeed, one former theory that
the play depicted a justifiable if
badly managed revolt against tyr-
anny (a rather unlikely theme for
Queen Elizabeth T to allow pre-
sented) has recently been chal-
lenged, and more than one critic
now sees CALsAR as the story of a
political leader attempting to cut
through a legislative power vacuum
bv conscious exploitation of his
personal charisma. The implica-
tion, then, is that Rome badly
needs Caesar and the events follow-
ing his murder (including much of
ANTONY AND CLEOPATRA) justify
this premise and illustrate the in-
feriority of his would-be successors.

Although director Easton makes
some reference to recent world
events in his program notes, one
can detect little relevance to the
de Gaulle or Kennedy situations in
his San Diego staging. This is a



traditional, rather formal juLius
caesar and there is little interpret-
ative shaping, intellectual clarifica-
tion or passionate theatrics on view.
Easton seems to have spent most of
his time on character portraval and
speech, for both of these areas evi-
dence a strength and competence
totally absent from A coaepy OF
Errors. Ultimately, this production
isn’t particularly  imaginative or
memorable, but it is in no way a
discredit to the participants or a
burden to the audience.

The Old Globe Company of 1969
is largely a voung one and there is
often the sense of an actor strain-
ing to meet demands which, in a
tew years, will lie well within his
range. For example, James Tripp
has an impressive first scene as
Casca but fails to bring off the
notoriously difficult storm sequence
immediately following. And though
talented, Christopher Walken (the
foreign Antipholus in A coxepy
and Marc Antony in CAESAR) nceds
considerable work on movement
and intonation problems before
he can be successtul in major clas-
sic roles. Moreover, Walken cannot
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vet tie up a character into a recog-
nizable human entity; both his por-
trayals inevitably become a collec-
tion of disparate effects.

Easton himself plays Brutus and
displays  praiseworthy  technical
ability but minimal intensity and —
curiously for a director — little sen-
sitivity to those acting with him.
Whether he intended the character
to seem as detached and bland as
presented, his Macbeth may help
clarify; in any case, he fails to
communicate the essential magnet-
ism that places Brutus at the center
of the conspiracy. As Calpurina,
Katherine Henryk has one splendid
scene but, alas, her longer role in
A conmepy (Luciana) is totally tor-
pedoed by the direction. Incident-
ally, judging from the discrepancy
hetween how she looks in the pro-
gram biography and on stage, Miss
Henryk should at once marry her
photographer — or murder her
make-up man,

It respect, rather than enthusi-
asm, is duc most of this years’ bet-
ter Old Globe actors, both qualities
belong in abundance to Laurence
Guittard, a young San Tranciscan

who plays the native Antipholus in
A COMEDY OF ERRORS and Caius Cas-
stus in jurius caesar. The sheer
strength of his committment gets
him through the former with un-
scathed integrity (no easy task
under the circumstances), and he
manages to justify and make enter-
taining stage business which para-
lvzes most of his associates. In
CAESAR, he is absolutely first class
lacking only that sense of relaxation,
of interpretative ease, which further
experience will provide. In the size,
intensity, intelligence and discipline
of his characterization, however, he
equals any American actor of his
years and it is a shame that nothing
bigger than Banquo awaits him
il MACBETH.

As this article goes to press, the
Old Globe sracserin is still in re-
hearsal; vet, according to director
Ellis Rabb, it promises to be an un-
usual and even controversial stag-
ing. Lanky, leonine and articulate,
Rabb is founder and artistic mana-
ger of the APA Company, as well
as a successful free-lance director.
He believes “acBeTH is often ill-
served in the theater, explaining




that “A lot of productions I've
seen set the play in so hostile
and barbaric a world, vou felt
killing a king was an ordinary,
even customary, way of achieving
power. The Orson Welles film was
the final extension of that concept
and when Duncan came in saying
“This castle hath a pleasant seat,
you didn’t know what the hell he
was talking about. My feeling is
that it should be pleasant — and it
should be the most unbelievable
thing that Macbeth does. T see him
essentially as a prince, rather than
a warrior, and he lives in a civil-
ized, humanitarian society in which
he Dbreaks the Thou-Shalt-Not-Kill
commandment and pavs the conse-
quences. However, the emotional
chaos of AACBETH seems to me im-
possible to dramatize if the central
character lives in some kind of drip-
ping cave with bones on the floor.”

“Besides setting the play in a
sophisticated Renaissance society, 1
have tried to emphasize the belief
that the witches are not super-
natural beings. Macheth’s tragedy
is his own — he is his own undoing.
The witches are simply people who

prev on other people’s weaknesses
— who find out information before
somebody else does and deliver it
as if it were a supernatural revela-
tion. And Macbeth, it seems to me,
uses the witches in an attempt to
justify his act. What I have done
in terms of the text is have the
witches portrayed by characters in
the play. Angus, one of the nobles,
is a witch. The doctor is a witch.
The gentlewoman is Hecate. Sevton,
Macbeth’s attendant, turns out to
be a member of this covey of ‘weird
sisters,” as they are called. In Eliza-
bethan times, witches weren’t just
a group of weirdies running about,
but a social and political under-
ground almost like the Communist
Party in America today. Remem-
ber, people thought Joan of Arc
was a witch. Finally, if you make
the witches truly powerful devil
characters, forcing Macbeth to
commit an act he wouldn’t ordin-
arily consider, you diminish his
character from tragedy to pathos.

“In terms of Lady Macheth, I
feel strongly that, again, this is not
the story of a weak man being
forced to kill by his domineering

wife. I think she’s only an instru-
ment, like the witches, through
which his worst thoughts can
flower. It occurred to me today at
rehearsal that in the scene between
Malcolm and Macduff in England
we have a parallel to the scenes be-
tween Macbeth and Lady Macbeth.
Malcolm starts out violently bitter
and turned against himself and life.
But Macduft won’t accept that and
from his non-acceptance, there
comes a transition in Malcolm’s at-
titude, The tragedy of Macbeth is
that he always comes in saying that
he’s had the most awful thoughts.
And Lady Macheth always says,
“Yes, I know — and voure right!’
Its a play about excess, more than
anything else — a high powered
melodrama that rises to the stature
of tragedy through the language.
But first of all, it’s a suspense story
— like mamrET. If as a director you
can put a suspenseful and exciting
ghost story on the stage, believe
me, the profundity of Shakespeare’s
philosophy will take care of itself.”

Rabb feels that repertory theater
in the United States will alwayvs
represent an uncomfortable artistic
compromise “until the economic
structure exists — through govern-
ment or foundation aid — that can
allow our most talented actors and
directors to work together over a
long period of time.” And perhaps
this statement accounts for the
fact that Old Globe actors must
struggle consciously to simulate
acting skills which an RSC member
seems to possess instinctively. But
the only way such skills can he
secured and developed is if we sup-
port these companies in their dif-
ficult task of forging, out of a natur.
alistic and camera-oriented tradi-
tion, an American style of classical
theater performance. ¥We should
not suspend our critical judgement,
of course, but neither should we let
it blind us to signs of growth, If
Laurence Guittard’s Cassius excels
all but three portrayals in the re-
cent RSC tour, then progress of a
very heartening kind is being
made. Because, after all San
Diego’s Shakespearc is considered
on a par with the best produced in
this country. And that says some-
thing about all of us as Bard-
watchers, doesn’t it? ]
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The party is at George Plimp-
ton’s house: beautiful people
dot the room, the walls shimmy
in the reflection of diamonds,
emeralds and other gems. Con-
versation is light and witty,
nothing earth-shaking, because
to the people who are present,
nothing save the Congressional
banning of ski lodges and sun-
tan lotion could ever really
matter.

The orchestra walks in, a group
of respectable-looking young men
in white ties and tails who hold
oboes and a cello. They stand in
front of a curtain, nod at each other,
and begin a soft rendition of some-
thing by Rameau. People relax, en-
gulfed by the soothing chamber
music sensation. The musicians
are forgotten.

Suddenly, a blast of electronic
acid rock shatters the party. Matrons
squeeze their canapes and end up
with sticky palms. Men gulp their
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By John Weisman

drinks and wheeze. Soon the party
is dancing shoeless, drunken imita-
tions of what they have seen in
slumming expeditions to the Elec-
tric Circus, and sodden guests
demand of Plimpton, just who are
the musicians who come on so
straight and play so wild? They're
the New York Rock and Roll
Ensemble, he tells them.

The eclectic musicality that causes
the Ensemble to blow Bach as
often as they wail Jimi Hendrix
may sound weird at first, but it is
no less strange that the group’s
own origins, which range from the
wilds of backwoods New Jersey to
the closely structured land of for-
bidden parallel fifths, the Julliard
School of Music. It is this dichotomy
of musical background that has
plagued the NYRRE from its incep-
tion, and the musical mind-body
problem will have to be solved
before the group can successfully
find its own artistic voice.

The Julliard triumverate in the

NYRRE is made up of Michael
Kamen, who dropped out, and
Marty Fullerman and Dorian Rud-
nytsky, who didn’t. At first, accord-
ing to Kamen, they were the domi-
nant voices within the ensemble,
full of literary, scholastic and philo-
sophical utterances which made
the two self-taught, rock-based
members, Brian Corrigan and Cliff
Nivison nervous. “We had the
tendency to be pompous,” says
Kamen. “Musically, I guess it was
all that ‘background’ the three of
us have. Marty and I went to
Music and Art (a performing arts
high school) together, and Dorian
has been playing music seriously
for a long time.”

Although the Julliard trio had
been thinking of putting together
a rock group for some time, they
were not able to evolve a decent
sound until they were joined by
Corrigan and Nivison, The reasons
for this lie in the opposite disciplines
that the classicists ran into for the
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first time. They had never really
been able to swing with something
before; the riffs that came to mind
were classical, not rock, and the
group tried to use the classical
background, merging it with the
raw rock talent in Corrigan and
Nivison to evolve a distinctive,
provocative rock sound that would
be as much at home on the concert
stage at Carnegie Hall as it would
be at the Fillmore East. The concept
is unique, but the evolution is
taking time.

The Ensemble has two records
out, The first one was not a critical
success, but it marked some definite
innovations in rock music. What
makes it a valid musical statement
is the seed of a transmogrification
that segues the soft rock indigenous
to the group into a clean Baroque
sound. The thirty second prelude
that prefaces the first side is a
hint of Medieval fairground, com-
plete with tabour, clashing side
cymbals and muted woodwinds.
THE SOUNDS OF TIME, the first rock
piece, begins with a three chord
riff on guitar, bass and electric
piano, echoed by a bass and percus-
sion continuo with the oboes picking
up on the chord progressions,
Throughout the cut, oboes are used
to shade the rock sound, not im-

posing on it, but adding a subtle
punctuation that keeps the word
“Baroque” sitting in the back of the
listener’s mind. Musical control
within the group is evident from the
very first, due in no small part to
tonal nuances that a hard-core
rock group would be incapable of.
Sometimes the shadings become
delicate, a rarity in the rock form.
The cut that grooves the most on
the first album is a double-barreled
effort that begins with the ALLa
BREVE fugue from Bach’s TRrIO
SONATA NO. 1 ™ ¢ MAJoR and goes
nonstop into the Corrigan-Kamen
composed SHE'S GONE. The rapid
juxtapositioning of the two forms is
the reason for its success, because,
according to Kamen, “it makes
people acutely aware of both forms
without mixing the two.” Also im-
portant is the fact that the transition
is not a self-conscious one. The
NYRRE has a problem with self-
consciousness, says Kamen, who
feels that only now is the group’s
Julliard trio beginning to feel free
within the rock form. “One reason
for our classical bag,” he explained,
“is that we'd been playing the
stuff for years. Now I see that you
can’t get into a trio sonata like you
can get into a rock piece.” That
awareness is making the group

sound better, because the classicists
are less fervent about imposing a
false aesthetic value onto the free-
wheeling rock form. At first, when
Kamen or Rudnytsky felt up-tight,
they would naturally fall back on
the music they know best, which
acted as a musical brake on the
whole group.

Another problem for the Ensemble
that dates back to their first album
was their early acceptance by New
York’s high society. “We looked
clean,” says Kamen. “And besides,
when people heard that we went
to Julliard they immediately thought
of us as a group of straight-cuts
who had to make some money.”
The result of this popularity was
that the group played high-class
parties, appeared in such magazines
as MADEMOISELLE and LOOK, and was
finally invited to play at a party
celebrating John Gruen’s book about
Leonard Bernstein.

The Bernstein party began a
chain of evemts that has embroiled
the Ensemble in a critical melee
due to their recent release of
BRANDENBURG, a transcription of
themes from Bach’s FIFTH BRANDEN-
BURG CONCERTO into a seven minute
Bach-Rock orgy initially commis-
sioned by Leonard Bernstein for a
nationally televised Young People’s







Concert at Phitharmonic Hall in

New York. The engagement led to
appearances with the Washington,
D.C. Opera Society as well as the
group’s first west coast concert,

at the Hollywood Bowl! this past

June, with Arthur Fiedler and the
San Francisco Pops.

BRANDENBURG has been praised
and attacked for its peculiar
musical mixtures. “I hate it,”
says Alan Rich, music critic for
NEW YORK MAGAZINE, “I hate it
because it is neither good Bach nor
good rock. It’s a wash and a kind
of intellectual pretention that uses
everv wrong approach in the book
to make rock acceptable.”

“Alan Rich is fairly right,” says
Kamen. “His criticism of the rock
part as weak is wrong, however.
It isn’t contrived, it’s free. As a
matter of fact, it evolved from a
jamming session in the studio. As
far as it being pretentious, Rich
writes for NEw YORK, one of the
most pretentious mags around, so
that charge doesn’t bother us.”
Kamen’s lame attack, however, is
incorrect. The piece is not really
defensible musically, and Rich, as
a critic, is better versed in his
medium, words, than the NYRRE
is in their medium, music.

Thematically, the BRANDENBURG
uses the form of Bach’s work — the
opening melody, the variations and
even the thematic recapitulation,
done in a straight rock form are
all derived from the original. What
doesn’t hold up is the mixture of
rock and classical, which becomes
for the listener an intellectual exer-
cise in trying to figure out where
Bach’s changes stop and the rock
begins. It is the kind of fooling
around that kids in music classes

do — jamming to Beethoven’s rFirra

or making a bossa nova out of
Schubert’s ricHTH.

The BRaANDENBURG, which has been
released by Atlantic as a single,
begins with the theme of the
concerto, using plucked guitars,
oboe and cello. The music itself is
a transcription, as oboes were not
in the original instrumentation for
the FirrH. The first vocal chorus is
backed by oboe, still with a heavy
classical feeling. Tt is not until the
rock riff which introduces the
second vocal chorus that drums and

a heavy rhythm guitar and bass
sound appear. Even then, a harpsi-
chord playing the Bach changes
still interposes a Baroque content.
The first part (movement?) ends
with a drastically massacred version
of the harpsichord solo.

The second section begins with
an upbeat of drums, and then a
straight rock chorus which hints
at but does not follow the Bach
changes for about twelve bars. Then
come a series of eight bar changes
in which the Bach is hinted at
broadly, followed by a recapitula-
tion of the major classical theme

once more, which ends the piece,
Endless repetition of the lyric
“life goes on” puts the musical
portion out of joint — if the music
is a serious attempt, the vocal por-
tion seems a put-on. It is a confus-
ing dichotomy. Kamen explains that
the lyrics are, indeed, a put-on:
“We were trying to say that it -nay
be Bach, but it’s not sacred. Classical
music should be alive and vibrant,
not self-effacing, and in the context
of Bernstein’s concert, we felt that
this was a valid way of expressing
ourselves 1o that end.” While his
explanation may be valid for the
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group, it doesn’t make BRANDENBURG
a better piece of music to listen
to repeatedly.

The intrinsic intellectualization of

the rock form which BRANDENBURG
symbolizes has always been the
greatest musical problem the New
York Rock and Roll Ensemble faces.

Their second record is superior
to the first because they have
managed to come together as a
group. The weakest portions of
the new effort are the “Baroque”
sections which seem forced and
untrue, In the rock cuts, there is a
musical realization that the emo- .
tionality of the music is its own
artistic “whole”—There is no need to
impose a false substance — ersatz
aesthetic values — within the music.

The distance the NYRRE has
traveled musically in the past year
is amazing. If they follow their
present course, they will find a
musical ground that can be clung
to tenaciously. The experiments in
form and content that the Ensemble
has been doing continuously make
them a valuable musical asset to
the pop scene. They cannot be
compared with any other group. —
Procol Harum is not a classical-rock
ensemble, but a rock group that has
on occasion used a familiar classical
theme as part of its repertoire. Paul
Winter, an ex-jazz musician, takes
musical excursions into the music of
Henry VIII and Villa-Lobos that are
neither rock nor pop, but an artistic
transformation of straight musical
ideas into bright, contemporary
terms. Winter, using his jazz back-
ground is able to formulate a cogent
tonal statement, distilling the essence
of the original yet maintaining his
own artistic viewpoint. The NYRRE
is doing the same thing with rock
music. They are molding their own
backgrounds to fit the rock form,
using techniques other groups
cannot simulate because they do
not have the technically talented
musicians to do so. The Ensemble
is endowed with a musical clarity
that makes its sound both beautiful
and original.

Its value is clear — it is able to
bridge the musical generation gap,
and in its acceptance of a free rock
form, will use the classical back-
ground which it has found inescap-
able as a foundation for making
pop music a classical gas. O
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DEFENDER OF THE ANGELS: A BLACK
POLICEMAN IN OLD LOS ANGELES by
Jess Kimbrough (London: Macmil-
lan Co.; 273 pp., $6.95.)

Youre black. Youre a policeman.
Youre running — fast — desper-
ately trying to catch an armed,
cold-blooded killer on a dead run
across an open field. It's 1919 in
Los Angeles, and one of your fel-
low officers (white — and a prob-
able member of the Ku Klux Klan)
is running behind you with his gun
drawn. He fires, but whether he’s
aiming at the suspect or at you is
a matter of somc doubt. What's
more, to most of your superior of-
ficers which one he hits is a matter
of relative indifference. All you
know to do is keep running — hop-
ing to grab the killer, pull him to
the ground, and draw your own
gun before, from one direction or
another, you get your head
blown off.

This is the kind of squeeze that
Strite Hinton, the hero and nar-
rator of this new novel, is con-
stantly caught in through the
course of the book. The pressures
he faces demand that he protect
his society from black criminals
and himself from the white society.
That leaves only a thin edge for
him, and Jess Kimbrough man-
ages to balance Strite, and the
reader on that edge throughout this
work. And more often than not,
the tone of grim, good fun amidst
undeniable treachery and decep-
tion is steadily maintained.

The setting for all but the first
and last sections of the book is
Los Angeles (City of the Angels)
from the turn of the century up to
the early thirties. And its title is
meant to convey a double irony:
not only are the city’s black citizens
whom Strite Hinton polices far
from “angels,” they are an element
that he is supposed to defend the
rest of the populace against. Yet
from its ironic opening to the
book's final chapter (set in the
present ), Kimbrough never lets his
humor or his sharp eye weaken,
though both get quite a workout.

DEFENDER OF THE ANGELS is really
an elaborate kind of stunt, done
largely for the hell of it, just to see
if it can be pulled off. The idea is
to tell the tale of a naive but ob-
servant and largely unbiased black
cop through his own eyes, in his
own voice, He tells of his relations
with his own people — as raucous,
heady and split-boiled a bunch as
one can imagine,

The stunt comes off. And on just
these terms. But what makes the
whole improbable exercise even
more fascinating (and lots funnier)
is that Kimbrough recounts Strite
Hinton’s exploits largely by means
of dialogue. He puts two modes of
speech together, with explosive
comic effect.

First, he stylizes the speech of
even his rowdiest characters to
sound turn-of-the-century proper
and precise. But at the same time
he makes their speech rhythmic
and realistic by peppering it with
brutal, bitter comments right off
the streets, The combination, a kind
of Soul Damon Runyon, makes
for a hilarious rendition of life
among the lower orders. And what
a quick-witted and uncompromis-
ing group they prove to be; worthy
of fare more respect than the law
dares give them or than they ever
bother to give one another.

This last fact gives the book its
tinge of sadness. For Kimbrough
wants to be taken seriously, too,
and rightly so. He means the book
to be a kind of social catalog of
Los Angeles ghetto life in the first
part of this century. The black and
brown communities Strite Hinton
must patrol and protect have their
own internal logic and codes of
behavior, The city is far wiser than
it knows to assign black and brown
police to these areas.

Strite knows the injustice these
people suffer, but he also knows
how they go about combatting it.
This makes him, in some cases
whether he likes it or not, a cop to
be counted on rather than counted
out when a ghetto resident has to
figure out some means of survival.

In keeping with this basic, we're-

all-in-this-together spirit, the novel
makes no sharp division between
major and minor characters. Several
ghetto types are allowed to occupy
center stage, each for a chapter or
so, as Hinton’s detective capabil-
ities come to grips with specific
ghetto problems. This gives snap
and variety to the narrative, and
keeps surprises coming at the read-
er with the determination of bullets
from a .38.

Two exceptions to this are Hin-
ton’s sexy, sensationally loyal lover,
Celia, and his gambling, fearless,
and slow-drinking friend, Slim Jack.
They are both drawn in careful
detail, and their characters are
followed throughout most of the
novel. The three of them join forces
toward the book’s end, and together
manage to bring the crookedest of
criminals slowly but certainly to his
knees.

Strite Hinton’s adventures are
clearly based on Kimbrough’s own
experiences as an L.A. policeman,
though surely they couldnt have
been quite as stark and simplistic
as he renders them here. But the
barbed humor and honest interest
he creates make the reduction
worthwhile.

From a stunning opening scene
when the child Strite is brought
west on a train in 1898, to the bit-
ter but clear-sighted close on a Los
Angeles park bench in 1968, Kim-
brough keeps his own sense of his-
tory wisely muted and in the back-
ground. Today’s racial tensions are
implicit in his story in any case, and
he appeals to them with admirable
subtlety.

DEFENDER OF THE ANGELS is over-
charged, melodramatic and con-
trived in just the way a memoir
ought to be: to stir the emotions
and to tease the senses. The laugh-
ter it evokes and the shock it reg-
isters come from old affection and
a long, long memory. But affection
and memory can sometimes be as
bold as the future. Theyre more
certain, without a doubt, and an
awful lot more fun.

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THE STRAWBERRY STATEMENT—NOTES
OF A COLLEGE REVOLUTIONARY by
James Simon Kunen (Random
House; 151 pages $4.95).

There is a growing belief among
the elder generation of this country
that young revolutionaries don’t
give a damn about the conse-
quences of what they do; that they
have no respect for anyone over
thirty, no concern for the society
in which they grew up and no love
for the America which has served
their parents so well. James Simon
Kunen is a, symbol of this new gen-
eration of student/revolutionary,
obviously long-haired and restless,
ambivalent about a lot of things,
seemingly compelled to keep on the
move, and most dangcrous, a spokes-
man for youth who has been quot-
ed in magazines and on television.

Kunen’s journal, which covers the
spring and summer of 1968, when
Columbia became a Berkeley on
the Hudson, has a deceptive casual-
ness which belies the serious and
genuine concern its author huas for
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the state of uffairs that the uni-
versity and the country as well,
are in. “America.” He says, “Listen
to it. America. 1 love the sound. 1
love what it could mean, I hate
what it is.”

THE STRAWBERRY STATEMENT is a
powerful commentary from one
very confused student, stating his
feelings about what is happening
in the world today. He is confused
because as a member of society
who has the guts to question things
and not accept answers without
reasons, he feels himself manipu-
lated by strings that the American
brand of realpolitik have tied to
the University budget, the political
parties and the confusion of an
amoral and unpopular war in
which it is now fashionable to dis-
believe.

Jim Kunen’s anxieties are no dif-
ferent from the problems that a lot
of young people are trying to solve.
Their acceptance of philosophies
so repugnant to the establishment
— ideological ties to Mao Tse-Tung,
Che Guevara and other great rev-
olutionaries is only natural, as the
predominence of the military-in-
dustrial complex that serves as a
sub-government in the United
States shows them that the basis
of capitalism lies in what appears
to be an overwhelmingly deep cyn-
icism. Kunen cannot understand
how Americans can participate in
such diametrically opposed activ-
ities as baseball and genocide (kill
the ump; kill the Viet Cong), and
still feel no pangs of conscience.

He wears his hair long. Tt is the
badge of his faith, for which he is
denigrated by most people as a re-
pulsive a social leper as the pre-
war Germans who shrank from
their countrymen wearing six-
pointed vyellow stars. He may be
seen by some people as a danger-
ous character, because he has the
guts to write about what he be-
lieves in, Jim Kunen is not a hater,
he is a carer, and his book is a
testament to the fact that nihilism
is the thing farthest from the minds
of those whom the establishment so
often accuse of not giving a damn.

MEN IN DARK TIMES by Hannah
Arendt (Harcourt, Brace and
World; 272 pages, $5.95).

If there is still such a thing as
“summer reading” — books vou like
to take into the hammock along
with your cat and your julep —

Hannah Arendt’s MEN IN DARK
TIMES doesn’t qualify. Combined
with the debilitating effects of hot
weather, it would create a sense
of oppression more in keeping with
the theumy damp of a Los Angeles
spring. Even then, it would appeal
only to those melancholy souls who
have long been steeped in what
might be called “hard-core
philosophy.”

The “dark times” of the title (a
quote from Bertolt Brecht, one of
Miss Arendt’s subjects) refer to any
era of credibility gaps and “truth
made trivial,” in which illumina-
tion comes not through ideology
but through “the light of individ-
uals” In a collection of essays
gathered together for the first time
after being published separately
over a thirteen-year period, she
examines the contributions of ten
men and women who seem to her
to exemplify the resilience of the
human spirit in the face of wide-
spread moral disaster. Each was
concerned with the public realm,
refusing to believe “that the bright
light of publicity makes all things
flat and shallow, that only medi-
ocrity shows up well in it, and that
therefore the philosopher must
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keep his distance from it.” Here
she is referring specifically to her
own teacher, Karl Jaspers. In her
chapter on Gotthold Lessing —
whose dark times were, paradox-
ically, the 18th century Enlighten-
ment — she harks back to this
same theme, the necessity of relat-
ing to the world as it is and of
sharing one’s personal revelations
with others. Only by doing so can
we “learn to be human.”

In an age that was certain of

everything, Lessing clung to his
conviction that truth is not abso-
lute, for once truth is uttered it
becomes only one opinion among
many, with the felicitous result that
“discourse among men will never
cease.” Two centuries later, Jaspers
echoes a similar belief in a “uni-
versal relativity” that can accom-
modate individual philosophizing.

Two females are generously in-
cluded in this anthology about
men in dark times: Rosa Luxem-
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burg, the German Marxist executed
during the bloody Spartacus Week
of 1919, and Isak Dinesen, Danish-
born authoress, whose motto was
“God loves a joke.”

While Miss Arendt makes an
appeal case for Rosa’s revolutionary
zeal cum humanitarianism, she ne-
glects one of that “manly woman’s”
important prejudices: her sympathy
for the plight of every oppressed
people but her own, the Jews
(Professor Emil Fackenheim men-
tions her in a recent stride article
about Jewish anti-Semitism ).

Bertolt Brecht is dissected in a
lengthy piece reprinted from THE
NEW YORKER. “Poets have not often
made good, reliable citizens . . .
They have often shown a deplor-
able tendency to misbehave,” writes
Miss Arendt in an uncharacteristic-
ally droll passage. But “poets, too,
can sin so gravely that they must
bear their full load of guilt and
responsibility.” The way to meas-
ure a poet’s sins is to listen to his
poetry, and Miss Arendt judges
Brecht as having ceased to be a
poet when in later vears his “ludi-
crous” adherence to doctrinaire
Communism led him to compose
equally ludicrous odes to Stalin at
his most inhuman.

The best chapter is about Pope
John XXIII, which mukes excellent
companion reading to HADRIAN VIIL,
The late pontiff emerges as a man
who “decided to take literally and
not symbolically every article of
faith he had ever been taught,” but
far from being self-conscious about
his piety he was able to tell him-
self after sleepless nights of worry-
ing over his new responsibilities,
“Giovanni, don’t take yourself that
seriously.”

This, and the light, highly pers-
onal essay on Randall Jarrell, pro-
vide the only cheerful moments in
a rather ponderous and somber
reading experience. Some of Miss
Arendt’s pronouncements, while
presumably brilliant, are real mind-
benders — I can’t resist quoting her
almost Professor Irwin Coreyish ex-
planation of Hermann Broch’s
philosophy:

And both together — the aboli-

tion of time in the simultaneity
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of knowledge and the estab-
lishment of an all-embracing
theory of experience in which
the outrageous haphazardness

like the scientific subject in the
field of observation, represents
the human personality in ex-
tremest abstraction.

into self-evident, axiomatic
(and therefore always tauto-
logical) certainty and necessity

In this and other instances, the
author’s formidable Teutonic seri-
ousness can dismay even the most
sympathetic reader, but her schol-
arship deserves as much attention
as one is capable of giving it, if
only because lady philosophers of

her stature are a rare and vanish-
ing breed. Rosarinp Leverr
acarrro by Alvaro Cardona-Hine
(Charles Scribner’s Sons. 117 pages,
$4.50.)
This is a book to be read in one
sitting, but a_sitting of infinite en-
joyment. The story is so basic and
the storvteller’s device bordering so
closely upon the self-conscious that
one might at first be inclined to dis-
miss it as onc would dismiss an
arch or insipid “family” film on the
same subject: the little Costa Rican
boy and the wise old peasant and
their beautiful friendship under the
banana trees, etc. I doubt that the
subtitle on the cover, “The poig-
nant tale of a boy’s unfolding

world,” was contributed by the
author, whose images are many
times as profound and far less

commonplace—for his introductory
quote he takes a line from Juan
Ramon Jimenez: “I am listening to
my deep and peerless heart . . 7

The narrator in a way is memory
itself, a child speaking in the first
person, present tense, but the lan-
guage and the rueful wisdom of the
adult he will become and has be-
come; an adult who fully compre-
hends what the child blithely and
innocently relates. All his musings
are addressed to Agapito, his
father’s peon, who never answers
— for this is an interior monologue
— but whose silences imply a soul-
ful eloquence.

The plot, such as it is, entails a
seven-year-old boy’s vear on his
parents’ comfortable estate in rural
Costa Rica, his move to the city,
and his return; all the cvents suf-
fused with a gentle knowledge of
the sadness that life doles out to
rich and poor alike along with
moments of glee and contentment.
Agapito, the peon he befriends,
loses two small children and is fin-
allv jailed, following the burial of
his sccond child, for operating a
still. Without resorting to maud-
linity or (ome is thankful) to any
bitter Third Worldism, Cardona-
Hine paints a picture of the exist-
ence of the Latin American peas-
ant, its inequities and pleasures,
that is both subtle and frank.

IN-SIDERNTRACK  BY HARVEY SIDERS

Just for the record, this column has
apparently neglected the world of
tapes over the past few months. To
compensate for that omission, sup-
pose we reel out a batch of 3% ips
RCA Victor Red Seal tapes, some
of which belong to the fabled Col-
lectors’ Series, The most outstand-
ing entry in the latter category is
A COLLECTION OF VLADIMIR HORO-
wrrz. {TR3-5007). This is a mon-
aural tape, but don’t let that dis-
suade you from purchasing; I've
yet to be convinced that solo piano
is enhanced by stereo. Even if it
were, the quality of a performance
must ultimately take precedence
over engineering,

Unfortunately, RCA has not seen
fit to supply background informa-
tion on the recordings, and there’s
no sense in trying to guess the
dates. But there is considerable mo-
tivation for simply enjoying what
must have been Horowitz at his
peak. The first sequence (whatever
happened to the word “side?”) is
devoted to Chopin, and Horowitz
is to Chopin what Geiseking was to
Debussy. Every conceivable nuance
is coaxed from the keyboard, with
pedalization that must have been
an engineer’s dream, The SCHERZO
IN B-FLAT MINOR, Op. 31, is a tech-
nical tour de force; the ETUDE IN E,
Op. 10, No. 3, is gratifvingly devoid
of maudlin sentimentality, and the
rhythmic persistence of the left
hand is kept in its proper perspec-
tive, subservient to the sad, flowing
melody. Above all, there is a breath-
takingly brilliant reading of the
POLONAISE-FANTAISIE, Op. 61.

Sequence B includes Schumann
(a very personal and very expres-
sive TRAUMEREL; Liszt the bravura
HUNGARIAN RHAPSODY No. 2); and
Moussorgsky (PICTURES AT AN EX-
HIBITION ). The latter — originally
conceived for piano — is ideally
suited to three-handed virtuosos.
Since there is a scarcity of the lat-

ter, Horowitz comes closest to mas-
tering the fiendishly difficult score.
This version is his own edition of
PICTURES, but he has not taken ad-
vantage of the prerogative to seek
a simplified way out. He meets the
work head-on, and produces a mas-
terpiece of color, drama, majesty
and humor. His rendition of coLp-
ENBURG AND SCHMUYLE is SO accur-
ate in terms of Semitic inflection,
that one can hear the deep-throated
tones and the high pitched raspi-
ness of the duologue with the clar-
ity that Ravel achieved when he
orchestrated Moussorgsky’s imag-
ery. And the GREAT GATE AT KIEV
contains all the massiveness and
rust that must exist on the Hart-
mann canvas, For lovers of piano
music, for idolators of Horowitz,
this tape is a necessity.

Another offering in the Collectors
Series features Sergei Rachmaninoff
playing the works of other com-
posers, THE GREAT RACHMANINOFF
(TR3-5033) includes Chopin, Schu-
mann, Schubert, Liszt, Mendelssohn
and Henselt, in an interesting cross-
section of encore-type pieces re-
corded between 1923 and 1942. And
yet the album is a disappointment.
Rachmaninoff’s keyboard attack is
surprisingly light — too mild to cap-
ture and sustain the intensity called
for by certain compositions. It is
not the age of the recordings: “rid-
ing gain” will not furnish the drama
that only the artist can instill, There
are moments — particularly in Cho-
pin’s SONATA IN B-FLAT MINOR, Op.
35; Schumann’s CARNAVAL; and
Schubert’s IMPROMPTU IN A-FLAT
Op. 90, No. 4—when Rachmaninoff
sounds almost tentative in asserting
himself. There are many pages of
these works that beg for the power
and sweep promised by their com-
posers, But Rachmaninoff treads too
lightly. The one instance where this
interpretation is eminently appro-
priate is in his own arrangement

hundreds available, let us suggest two of them. Take the KLH* Model Twenty-Seven

This perform-
ance, with all of the controls and facilities needed to get it, comes in a quietly elegant piece of
equipment that makes its point with good design instead of chrome or flashing lights. It will
look just as distinctive and undated ten years from now. m A pair of Model Six speakers in
stereo probably sound better on a wider variety of
musical material than any other speakers, including
more expensive ones of our own. You would have to
spend a good deal of money for even a small measur-
able improvement. ® The Model Six is probably the
best long-term investment you can make in musical
enjoyment. But if your stereo budget is slightly tight,
a pair of Model Seventeen speakers will bring you very
close to the sound of the Sixes, except for a slightly
less solemn bass quality and less authoritative handling
of things like organ pedal notes. The Model Seventeens will handle almost the same amount
of power—enough tc fill a very big living room with high sound levels; two of them, in fact, will
fill a room that would require four of the usual budget-category speakers. Two of them cost
about a hundred dollars less than two Model Sixes. ® You can spend a long time considering
the performance and economics of different component combinations, but we don’t think
you will find ones that make more sense than the two we have suggested. m With either KLH
combination, music just can’t sound much better.

MIDSUMMER NIGHT'S DREAM. It is a
gossamer work, and Rachmaninoff
captures the airy subtleties of the
piece.

In stereo are two better than
average works featuring Van Cli-
burn: Brahms’ concerTo No. 1; and
Schumann’s CONCERTO IN A MINOR
(TR3-5034). The reason they are
better than merely adequate per-
formances is because of the superb
backing by Erich Leinsdorf and the
Boston Symphony Orchestra for the
Brahms; and the sympathetic ac-
companiment by Fritz Reiner and
the Chicago Symphony Orchestra
for the Schumann. Backing alone
will never suffice as a reason to buy
a recording, but the proper support
will inspire a soloist to rise above
the ordinary. In the Brahms, the
work is so orchestral ( Brahms had
conceived the work as a symphony
at the outset) that it is more than
a showcase for a solo instrument;
itis a skillfully wrought partnership
between orchestra and piano. One
is never subservient to the other.
The Van Cliburn-Leinsdorf merger
here is a healthy one, and the pian-

ist conveys the essential passion that
runs through the entire work. Only
in the Rondo does he let down his
guard. He treats it as a solo bon-
bon, while Brahms had a more sub-
stantial diet in mind. As for the
Schumann, the romanticism is pre-
served with great fidelity by both
soloist and accompaniment. Schu-
mann was no Brahms when it came
to orchestration, but Reiner cap-
tures the spirit of Schumann’s mes-
sage and gives Cliburn a beautiful
foundation on which to weave those

lovely durable melodies.
Orchestrally, another stereo col-
lection features the Philadelphia

Orchestra under Eugene Ormandy
in a program of concert favorites:
excerpts from Smetana’s THE BAR-
TERED BRIDE; HUNGARIAN RHAPSO-
pIEs No. 1 anp 2 by Liszt; and
Dvorak’s SCHERZO €APRICCIOSO
(TR3-1004). The sheen of the Phil-
adelphia strings is perfect for the
Smetana tidbits; OVERTURE, rorxa,
and ruriaNT. Credit must go to
Ormandy for resisting the tempta-
tion to execute the pieces as fast as
his fiddlers are capable of going.
(Too many conductors use this
occasion to show off the collective
virtuosity at their command.) Actu-
ally, if taken at breakneck speed,
the BARTERED BRIDE excerpts tend
to lose certain intrinsic Bohemian
flavors. So Ormandy’s restraint is
doubly commendable.

The attempts at Bohemian flavor
(or is it Magyar?) are just the ele-
ments that render Liszt's HUNGAR-
IAN RHAPSODIES hopelessly corny.
Perhaps it is because Liszt was not
a true “nationalist” composer. His
“folk roots” sound forced — even
campy. Maybe that’s why his color-
ful creations lend themselves to
Disney-type pictorialization. Espe-

cially that second rRHAPsODY. I can’t
hear it without seeing seven million
birds taking off. No such visual dis-
tractions interrupt my enjoyment
of Dvorak’s SCHERZO CAPRICCIOSO.
This is as absolute as nationalism
can be, and Ormandy retains all of
Dvorak’s highly accented orchestra-
tion without losing any of the spice
that goes with it.

There are two splendid operatic
collections: (THE IMMORTAL JUSSI
BJOFRLING (TR3-5035, in mono);
and GRAND MOMENTS FROM GRAND
oPERA vOL, 11 ( TR3-5042, in stereo).
Again the question of fidelity vs
artistry is raised, and again it should
make little or no difference to the
opera buff. Bjoerling’s voice was a
magnificent instrument, and the
only fidelity involved here is his al-
legiance to the wishes and intent
of Verdi, Puccini, etc. Few tenors
have the combination of flawless
intonation, expressiveness and stay-
ing power that made Bjoerling the
closest successor to Caruso. Even
his dramatic ability — which usu-
ally is essentially a visual experi-
ence — came through on recordings.
The best example of that can be

Jussi Bjoerling
heard in Si, pel ciel, from Verdi’s
oTELLO. Another quality which en-
deared him to operagoers was his
restraint, Never one to grandstand,
Bjoerling could convey passion even
when he understated. Two Puccini
arias in this collection attest to
that: O Mimi, tu piu non torni,
from LA BOHEME, and E lucevan
le setelle, from Tosca. As for sheer
lung power with final notes that
never wavered, listen to Celeste
Aida; Di quella pira, from Verdi’s
1. TROvATORE; and La donna e
Mobile from Verdi’s RIGOLETTO.
Even his off-stage tones had the
ability to pierce through massed

voices. That can be heard in
Deserto sulla terra from 1L
TROVATORE.

Bjoerling can also be heard in
the other opera tape in an aria
from Verdi’s MaskeDp BALL. But he
has worthy competition from Jan
Peerce, who sings the Tomb Scene
from Donizetti’s LUCIA DI LAMMER-
MooR, In duet form, Bjoerling and
Birgit Nilsson are heard in a beauti-
ful rendition of In questa reggia
from Puccini’s Turanpor. Other
duet highlights include Leontyne
Price and Richard Tucker in the
Miserere from IL TROVATORE; Rise
Stevens and Mario Del Monaco in
Mon coeur s'ouvre a ta voix from
Saint-Saens’ SAMSON AND DELILAH;
and Montserrat Caballe and Carlo
Bergonzi in Brindisi from vra
TRAVIATA, Bergonzi must be one of
the most underrated tenors of the
current crop.

Fortunately, Miss Caballe is not
neglected in RCA’s output of solo
recordings. In this collection, shc
has the finest solo moment of the
female singers: Com’e bello! and
Quale incanto, from Donizetti’s
LUCREZIA BORGIA. 0

radio programs, “Keyboard Immor-
tals Play Again In Stereo.”

The programs are the brainchild
of a San Fernando Valley resident,
sound buff and devotee of the ro-
mantic era of piano playing. The re-
cordings are all done in specially
designed rooms in his Encino home.

At first sight, the opulence of the
room is overbearing. In one corner
of the deeply carpeted living room
rests a concert grand piano. A
closer examination reveals the
piano’s rollers are on tracks cut in-
to the carpet. Move closer and one
discovers two holes blasted into the
wall adjacent to the keyboard.

The piano just happens to be a
$12,500 concert grand Bosendorfer,
built expressly for its owner, Joseph
Tushinsky. The holes in the wall,
which would normally cause any
homeowner to cringe in horror, are
exactly what Joe Tushinsky ordered
when he custom built his splendif-
erous Encino hills home around his
hobby — a hobby which has be-
come an avocation and a driving
crusade, The crusade is designed to
perpetuate the romantic school of
classical piano through broadcasts
of historical piano roll performances.

Tushinsky’s hobby is collecting
Edwin Welte piano rolls and play-
ing them on his Bosendorfer, driven
by Welte’s invention the Vorsetzer,
which, when hooked to a piano’s
keyboard and pedals, plays the im-
pressions off the piano rolls.

At night, with the din of the city
muffled, his two infant sons slum-
bering tranquilly and the telephone
suppressed under a pillow, Tushin-
sky turns his living room into a re-
cording studio to tape stereophonic-
ally original performances by the
romantic pianists in his collection
of 2,800 rolls. The hobby turned
into an avocation one vear ago
when the “Keyboard” program
was devised.

It may be one of the few high
quality programs completely recor-
ded, taped and edited in a private
residence, Tushinsky can achieve
all these technical things because
he happens to be president of Sony
Superscope, the exclusive American
distributor for Sony’s tape re-
corder line.

All the rolls are housed in a
specially humidified room. One of



the two holes in the wall is to place
the front of the Vorsetzer in con-
tact with the Bosendorfer. The
second hole allows the recording
engineer to check the placement
of three microphones used in the
recording process.

“Music” is a rather understand-
ing term in this instance. The piano
rolls are vintage, actual perform-
ances by such great soloists as Josef
Hofmann, Claude Debussy, Vera
Timanoff, Ignace Paderewski, Josef
Lhevinne, Ferruccio Busoni, Rud-
olph Ganz, Vladimir de Pachmann
and Teresa Carreno — all perform-
ing at the zeniths of their careers.

Having compiled the invaluable
collection over four years, Tushin-
sky decided to extend his hobby in-
to the area of radio programming.
“I wanted to give the people some-
thing they couldn’t get anywhere
else, something they could record
off the air,” he explains on a sofa
across from his prized concert
grand. “People are starving for
good piano playing. They're starv-
ing for the kind of playing found
in the romantic era, when there
were hundreds of great concert
artists performing. Today, who do
we have?” he asks, a frown on his
face, his fingers outstretched in
mathematical puzzlement.

The former NBC Symphony trum-
peter’s idea for a radio show has
magnified to the point where
$200,000 is now spent annually on
production costs and one employee
at Superscope is assigned to full-
time duty mailing out programs
and quality checking returned tapes
which are then sent out to new
stations joining the hookup.

Tushinsky is the creator, writer,

announcer and producer of each
program, Six or seven rolls are used
per show, with lengths varying
from 1 minute 50 seconds to 15
minutes, Approximately 450 shows
can be developed from the 2,800
rolls. A constant search is continu-
ing for new rolls, with ads in Ger-
man papers constantly spreading the
word that Welte rolls are sought.

Four years ago a Welte catalog
was given Tushinsky. A Vorsetzer
was found in New York. It cost
$3,000 and included 90 rolls. “You
can be surprised how quickly you
get tired of listening to 90 rolls.”
Tushinsky says, so he started to
hunt further. A New Jersey ware-
house turned up 1,200 at a cost of
$3,000. A Brooklyn resident pro-
duced 250, a Texan offered to sell
100 rolls. Next concentrating in
Europe a second Vorsetzer was
found, purchased for $300 and
shipped back to California along
with 300 rolls. Resoration costs
totalled over $5,000.

Tushinsky lucked out in his Euro-
pean search. He obtained 15 rolls
by Charles Steinway, the only
member of the famous piano build-
ing family to become a performing
artist. He also snared two rolls of
Rachmaninoff preludes by a pianist
in his 20’s— Vladimir Horowitz. The
rolls cost 10 marks apiece. “The
man told me that during World
War II he had sold rolls for as little
as 50 pfennigs in order to eat.”

Tushinsky works with a Japanese
assistant (remember the tie with
Sony?) whom Tushinsky quips is
“on loan from Tokyo” in setting up
his equipment for recording. Three
Sony C-107 condenser mikes are
used because they are thin enough
to fit under the piano plate. Mike
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one is positioned inside the largest
sounding hole and sound is kept at
minus 10 on the VU meter during
recording peaks. Mikes two and
three are placed about one foot
above the strings. A Sony ES-22 re-
corder spinning two-track, ten-inch
reels of tape at 15 inches per se-
cond is used.

There are other collectors of
Welte rolls around the country, but
none other than Joe Tushinsky has
transformed his hobby into a highly
original idea for communicating
with sound buffs on a musical level.
