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At the end of 1958 a total of 49 overseas couniries had television, excluding the U.S.,
its territories, Canada and the U.S. Armed Forces TV stations abroad. Of the 49,
41 were Free World countries and the other eight were Communist Bloc countries.
The number of overseas TV stations of all kinds, including TV centers, relay stations
and experimental stations, rose from 447 to T39 during the year, an increase of 65
per cent: 617 of these stations were in the Free World of which 246 were new; 122
were in the Bloc of which 46 were new. Of the 246 new stations in the Free World,
Western Europe had 196, the Far East 33, Latin America 14, and the Near FEast,
South Asian and African areas had thiree.

The growth in the number of television receivers in use was also noteworthy. There
was an increase of about 6,500,000 sets in 1958, compared with 5,000,000 in 1957, and
3,500,000 in 1956. The almost 23,000,000 sets that were in use at the end of the year
also surpassed ecarlier estimates by about 3,000,000. Of the total number of sets, the
Free World had a little more than 19,500,000, ¢ gain of 5,500,000 over 1957, and the
Communist Bloc accounted for somewhat less thun 3,500,000, an increase of about a
million.

In
order to get him to say “yes” where
he has been saying “no,” we must
offer him something new and suffi-
ciently exciting to get him to want
to buy something that strikes a re-
sponsive chord.

We have designed our service with
the emphasis on sales tools and per-
sonality packages—the very essence
of radio showmanship. | am sure we
are all agreed that there is one thing
radio can never have enough of—
and thot is—bigger—better—and
more exciting saleable ideas!

HAT do we mean when we call
a TV series “impact drama”? To
us at Ziv, this term has a very specific
meaning which represents a positive
value to advertisers selling with film.

Sponsors need to reach large audi-
ences from the moment the program
goes on the air. They can’t afford the
luxury of waiting for ratings to reach
a satisfactory level. Their advertising
investment must pay off immediately.

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SYNDICATED SERIES TRUMP CARDS
... Are Program Quality, Audience Interest

By JAKE KEEVER

HE past year has clearly demon-

strated to stations and their ad-
verfisers that the greatest single ad-
vantage which syndicated series hold
over feature films is consistency—
consistency of program quality and
of audience interest.

As realization of this fact took firm
root, ARB introduced its “One week-
four week” reports. Chief among the
reasons seen behind this move is the
industry’s need for more accurate
measurements that can cope with the
breathless ups and downs of movie
feature ratings.

There now is a general awareness
that the inconstant nature of various
packages of old theatrical movies
released for telecasting precludes any
acceptable possibility of faithful,
solid-core audiences. Stations dislike
the catch-as-catch-can nature of these
self-same movie packages; they run
the gamut of low-brow to high-brow,
vintage, modern and good, or just
plain bad. Besides inconsistency in
quality, length is a built-in disadvan-
tage which makes burdensome de-
mands on a busy America.

Syndication, on the other hand,
offers a dependable level of program
quality (call it "program personality,”
if you will) that is of particular im-
portance to viewers. Today’s audience
habitually expects and demands that
its entertainment requirements be
met—or else! Furthermore, the ad-
vertiser has become aware of the
viewers’ feelings on features and nat-
urally is concerned with the number
and types of people who are exposed
to his sales messages.
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The supply of features to television
is steadily dwindling. Already an-
tiques when they make their TV
debut, the movies become relics with
their third and fourth repeats. As the
bottom of the barrel gets scraped
cleaner and cleaner, the calibre of
entertainment drops lower and lower.
Serious as the dearth of feature-film
is now, the situation promises to grow
worse as current packages wear out
their frowsy welcomes.

There is also the intangible but
undeniable element of ""not-at-home-
ness’” that theatrical motion pictures
suffer as they are projected on the
cathode ray tubes. Original TV series,
whether live or filmed, are conceived,
designed, and produced withtheliving-
room audience in mind. On the other
hand, flickers were made expressly
for the cinema house, and sponsors
know that a house is not a home.

Current trends indicate a shift by
stations away from features toward
syndicated programs of proven
values, whether off the network or
in syndicated reruns.

In addition, stations are now aware
of their advertisers’ desire for spon-
sor identification. Syndicated shows
satisfy this need, even if the sponsor
only buys spots in the series, because
he is identified by the audience with
the same show. The end result is that:
Advertisers, who know the product
they are selling, know the program
they are buying. Viewers, who know
what they like, know where to turn
the dial.

On both counts, the winnah is syn-
dication.

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REATER TV PRODUCTION VALUES—
... The Major Studios’ Contribution

By GEORGE SHUPER
President, MGM-TV

NTIL quite recently most television

films and theatrical films were
worlds apart insofar as production
value and scope were concerned. But
with the total entry of the maijor
Hollywood studios into the TV pro-
gramming arena, more and more
television films are beginning to ac-
quire the same high quality and
broad scope of their theatrical
cousins.

Once most TV films were produced
in the smaller independent rental
studios where they were restricted to
simpler, less costly settings that had a
monotonous sameness. In fact, the
settings were not much different than
those used in live television pro-
ductions.

Now, with all of the major studios
having stepped into television with
both feet, all this is changing. Today,
the television film is rapidly freeing
itself of the restrictions that were
formerly forced upon it by cramped
production plants with their limited
backlog of sets, costumes and props.

M-G-M (to pick an example with
which 1 am most familiar) has thrown
open all of its vast facilities, not just
to its own television offshoot, M-G-M
-TV, but to more than half-a-dozen
independent producers as well.
Within the huge 187-acre confines
that make up the M-G-M production
colossus, TV producers can choose
from among 29 sound stages (includ-
ing the world’s largest) and they can
take advantage of rivers and lakes,
forests and jungles, city streets and
country villages from virtually every
corner of the world and any historical
era.

T
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The importance of this to the highly
budget-conscious producer (and what
TV producer doesn’t fall into that
category) is that it means he no
longer must limit his writers to
scripts written around the meagre
settings that were formerly available.
Now, he can give the writers carte
blanche, with the knowledge that vir-
tually any scene they call for can be
matched from available settings.

This same thing also holds true for
such other important items in the
producer’s budget as costumes and
props. The M-G-M wardrobe and
property departments, for example,
cover a larger area by themselves
than many of the entire studios where
a number of well-known TV series
were once filmed.

Other important production assets
that only the large major studio can
offer include a research department
to check authenticity of any produc-
tion detail, a large and experienced
staff of lawyers to handle all neces-
sary legal clearances, and a talent
department that can quickly put its
finger on the right person for any
role.

Of course, even the most elaborate
of physical production facilities are
meaningless without story properties
that combine all the successful qualities
of showmanship. And in recognition of
this, M-G-M has made available for
television adaptation its huge treas-
ure chest of hundreds of memorable
motion picture hits.

To breathe new life into these
great properties, M-G-M has staffed
its television department with the
most creative personnel it can find.
