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The Use Of Economee
Means Vilality And Economy

ORE and more top stations are turning

to Economee, the re-run division of
Ziv-United Artists. That is the lesson of the
past year in syndication.

As part of the new economics of success
in local programming, a ‘“pattern of use”
has grown up among the majors, and the
smaller stations, that makes Economee a
flexible and almost unbeatable ally in the
battle for audience and efficiency of oper-
ation,

The new use-pattern discovered by the
top outlets calls for a solid run by an Econo-
mee series in Class A time, followed by an
eventual “stripping” of the episodes.

Typical of the first phase of the pattern is
the current programming by KABC-TV, Los
Angeles, which is running Economee’s “Men
Into Space” on Saturday, 8-8:30 P.M. and
“Man And The Challenge” on Wednesday,
7-1:30 P.M.

Among other top stations recently using
Economee’s productions are WCBS-TV and
WABC-TV New York, WCAU-TV Philadelphia,
KRON-TV San Francisco, KSD-TV St. Louis,
WHDH-TV Boston, KNXT Los Angeles, WJBK-
TV Detroit.

The history of Economee series such as
these, is that they frequently succeed in
topping their original syndication and net-
work exposures, thus providing stilt fresh
and quality shows to an expanded public at
Economee cost to the station.

The second phase of the Economee use
pattern is illustrated by a look at WGR, Buf-
falo. Programming Economee's ‘‘Highway
Patrol"" as a strip, 6-6:30 P.M., the station is
regularly leading all competition in the time
period with a Neilsen average of over 20
for the series.

The bases for the success of Economee

programming is clear. If a show in its first-
run on a particular time period has enjoyed,
say, a 25 rating, there still is 75 per cent
of the audience which has not seen it. On
another time slot, it will be a brand-new and
pre-publicized show to this group.

Viewing only the major markets for the
purposes of this limited review — but with
the assurance that the pattern holds for
smaller stations — here are more instances,
in separate parts of the country, of the
Economee impact in syndication:

At WIBK-TV, Detroit, “Highway Patrol,”
Saturday, 6-6:30 P.M. registers a 23.5 rating
with a 43 per cent share of audience.

On WMAL-TV in Washington, D. C., “Sci-
ence Fiction Theatre” for five years, in the
Sunday, 6-6:30 P.M. time spot, has domi-
nated the half-hour with a consistent rating
pattern of between 18 and 20.

At KSTP-TV, St. Paul, Minnesota, Econo-
mee’s “Mr. D.A." — 10:30-11:00 P.M., Wed-
nesdays — has averaged a 20.6 rating over
the years it has been shown there. “Har-
bor Command” on the same station at 10:30-
11:00 P.M., Tuesdays, with a 50 per cent
share of audience, is another example of a
series which is faring better as an Economee
re-run than it did in its first viewing on the
station.

In Nashville, on WSIX-TV, Monday—Fri-
day, 6-6:30 P.M., “Mr. D.A.” records an av-
erage of 29.2 in the Neilsen tabulation.

The only true measure of a show is its
vitality — not only in winning audience but
in influencing sales. Economee shows, prop-
erly programmed, provide that vitality at
lower cost.

In a phrase: there is now greater economy
in vitality programming . . . because of the
greater vitality of Economee programs.

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'Nowness' Quality Of Television
Programming Meefs Public Need

By BILL TODMAN

00 many members of the broadcasting

fraternity have an inferiority complex.
They cringe whenever critics of the industry
bark. Instead of standing up and defending
what is good and original in television, they
assume a defensive pose and merely mutter
that they will try to do better.

What these defensive broadcasters fail to
realize is that attackers of TV themselves
are frequently illogical. Their criticism con-
demns shows as a type rather than on in-
dividual merit. Certain critics invariably pre-
fer poor documentaries to good westerns, or
bad public service programs to well-ex-
ecuted audience participation shows.

This attitude represents a prejudicial
judgement which is harmful to the industry
and the public. You would never hear a
Broadway reviewer claim that the trouble
with the theatre is that there are too many
musicals; his brief would be that there are
not enough good musicals.

| believe the same criteria should be ap-
plied to TV. When we produce a bad pro-
gram, please let us know about it. But don’t
condemn an important type of programming
because it is not to your taste.

Critics to the contrary notwithstanding, |
feel that a type of programming most fre-
quently under fire — the audience partici-
pation, game and panel show — makes a
valuable contribution. In a sense, these pro-
grams represent TV at its live best.

TV's finest hours come in presentations
of reality, when the quality of “nowness” is
present. Reality may be imparted through
both information and entertainment pro-
grams. The information area covers such live
programming as sports events, political con-
ventions, press conferences, newscasts, etc.

In the entertainment area featuring “now-
ness,” audience participation, game and
panel shows are outstanding. Here, people

871

are presented as they really are. A genuine
human drama is played out while viewers
are given an opportunity to participate vi-
cariously in their homes. These shows are
the only original contributions of broad-
casting.

| know it's fashionable to rap game shows
as intellectually unstimulating. But the mail
we receive at Goodson-Todman reflects the
public feeling and seems to refute that argu-
ment. We consistently hear from a variety
of obviously intelligent men and women —
ranging from supreme court justices to lead-
ers of industry — telling us that the only
programs they watch are game shows, sport-
ing events and/or news interviews.

What these people are telling us is that
they appreciate the quality of immediacy,
the “nowness” of TV. That's why | maintain
that this kind of programming satisfies a
genuine need.

Even the lesson of the quiz show scandals
has been twisted. After they broke, some
critics tried to equate all audience partici-
pation shows with overtones of corruption.
The canard was simply not true.

Because there is a public need for game
shows, they outlasted their critics. As we
predicted, they are now making a comeback
on daytime video, and | believe they will have
a resurgence on nighttime TV as well.

Big money for prizes probably will not be
a factor. Money alone will not make a show
if the game itself is not interesting and
intriguing. In any event, there will be no
question of “rigging” because the public is
so skeptical that the slightest hint of con-
trol would make the show a failure.

We in the industry needn’t be apologetic
about this phenomenon of the game show.
We should defend it for what it is . . . a
bastion of reality on television and a unique
entertainment form native to the medium.

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When They Know You
By Your Shows — Waich Out

N THIS AGE of specialization, television has

found that specialization is the most dan-
gerous habit into which it can fall.

| know there are production houses whose
current success gives the lie to this asser-
tion. But | don't envy any company whose
reputation has been built by its knack for
any one kind of format. Times change, espe-
cially in television, and unless you're in a
diversified position you'll have difficulty
changing with them.

Screen Gems is fucky in this respect. Our
first full-scale series was a dramatic an-
thology, “Ford Theater.” This gave us ex-
perience in almost every possible format,
and identified us with no single one. Almost
everything we've done since then has tended
to diversify our experience even further.

That was a good time to get started, eight
to ten years ago. In those days the dramatic
anthology was considered a basic of the
business. Three of the four largest produc-
tion companies currently represented on the
nighttime network schedule were deeply in-
volved with anthologies at that time.

But not everyone was that lucky, or smart.
In the scramble to get a toe hold on the
business, certain companies felt impelled to
follow up on their strongest effort and make
a specialty of it.

In those days, if you'd been around the
business for awhile, you didn’t have to read
the credits to find out which studio pro-
duced certain shows. All you had to do was
to listen to the sound track for five minutes.

But, sad to say, those producers who'd
become so specialized that they left their
hallmark on their every production were
actuallly drafting their epitaphs, whether
they knew it or not. One producer who'd
struck pay dirt with happy shows unhappily
went bankrupt. The leader of the swash-
buckling trend quickly rode it into the
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ground, and had to retreat to another line
of specialization.

That could happen again.

To maintain a diversified position you have
to keep coming up with new, original, differ-
ent shows and methods. That's not easy.
Perhaps only the professionally creative peo-
ple know how difficult it is to be truly origi-
nal. Usually, the trend is against it.

It's the responsibility of the top manage-
ment of the production and distribution com-
panies, and of the networks to see to it that
new fires are constantly being lighted. A
help in this cause is to keep the door al-
ways open to independent creative talent.
If Screen Gems had not been so disposed in
1957, Bill Hanna and Joe Barbera, for in-
stance, might still not be in television. Aside
from the fact that their success is profit-
able, it also gives us the satisfaction of
knowing we'd been right when there was no
trend to confirm it.

Screen Gems' most recent move by way
of diversification was to associate with in-
dependent producers for the development
of live programs.

Coming after our 10 years of making film
shows, and when the film tide is running
high, this surprised many. But there's hardly
a better time to start something than when
the tide is against it, because that means
that tide is about to turn. When Screen Gems
first entered the TV market 10 years ago,
TV was basically a live medium, but that tide
turned.

We think we will have something fresh to
offer in live programming, both specials and
series, dramatic and musical, game and
panel shows. Of course, nobody can tell
when we'll be able to get our live properties
on the air. But the opportunity will arise
sooner or later. And when it does, we'll be
ready.

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Syndication Upbeat
In Non-Network Markets

RIMARY emphasis in programming for

television is on network schedules. The
entire spectrum of the broadcast industry
is absorbed in the constant shifting and
alterations in the program agendas. Shop
talk fills the air with program grosses and
nets, above and below-the-line costs, and
the innumerable problems involved in get-
ting a show airborne. As an invaluable
vehicle for advertising the goods and serv-
ices of their national clientele, no one ques-
tions the continuing prosperity of network
operations.

Yet, all too often, the importance of non-
network program distribution in the nation's
economy is ignored. Here, for example, is
some arithmetic derived from CNP's own
impressive contributions in TV: Currently,
CNP has 35 program series, averaging 39
half-hours each, over 374 stations in the
U.S. alone. These provide for some 175,000
sponsor messages per annum — millions
upon millions of commercial impressions.

Here, obviously, is an important medium
of the communications arts that has taken
its rightful place in TV, and must continue
to grow within it.

Despite this, the past year has witnessed
a tendency to over-emphasize the difficult-
ies faced by syndicators, rather than to
examine their growth potentials. The trade
press often has carried statements of indus-
try spokesmen predicting the imminent de-
mise of the industry. They have cited lack
of sufficient station time periods for new
product, an excess of program series, in-
creases in production costs without counter-
balancing advances in sales prices, etc.

Close examination reveals these dire com-
ments make sense only when applied to a
segment of syndication that, for all practi-
cal purposes, has already stopped breathing.
| refer to program distribution on a market-

by-market basis in advance of obtaining re-
gional or sizeable multi-market sales. That
way lies disaster — and every syndicator
worth his salt knows it. The day has long
passed when a distributor would invest large
sums in hopes of putting together enough
single market sales to emerge with a profit.

However, the story is different if a pro-
gram’s distribution is initiated with a sale
to one of the major regional advertisers. The
market areas of these advertisers are carved
out of large, populous sections of the coun-
try. They require TV quality worthy of their
high acceptance by the consumers. The key
to success in program distribution lies with
these large regional buyers.

Advantages of the regional sale are obvi-
ous. For the distributor, they are strong
proof of his program’s acceptance; the mo-
mentum thus generated sparks added sales
in other cities; station time periods become
more easily available; even before the gen-
eral sales effort is launched, the program
takes on the look of a hit.

For the regional advertiser, it brings spon-
sor identification, contrasted with the short-
comings of spot purchases; he can avail
himself of inherent merchandising possibili-
ties; he may utilize the star's popularity for
traffic-building personal appearances and
original commercials; there's no waste cov-
erage — he buys only those cities that fit
his marketing pattern.

At CNP, we are firmly convinced that, as
part of the expanding national economy and
of TV in particular, non-network program
distribution will continue to play an import-
ant part in TV advertising. We recognize
viewers' tastes have matured and that the
public demands quality programming—good
scripts, performed by talented actors under
the supervision of experts. This is precisely
what we intend to deliver in 1961.

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ITC's 'New Frontiers’ In "61
Aimed At Growth Markefs

#T°HE rising costs of production make it im-
possible for the average producer to in-
troduce new product with the hope of re-
covering his costs the first time around. The
high residual costs plus competition for
available syndication time slots, make the
prospect of cost recovery on subsequent
runs or off-network telecasts even less ap-
pealing. Indeed, series which only receive
one year of network exposure are becoming
drugs on the syndication market, because
of the stigma attached by buyers to series
which do not receive network renewal. Add
to this the pressure of networks for one
hour programming, half-hour programs
cable-fed but locally sold, network cam-
paigns for one-minute spot sales on national
programs, the long-standing competition of
feature length movies for available time
slots and sponsor’s money, and you have a
situation that can literally spell disaster for
the standard television film distributor.
Through its access to world markets and
world distribution, ITC can bring top quality
product to the U. S. markets with a needed
return from domestic sales that can with-
stand the market conditions prevailing to-
day. Based on this situation, ITC can count
on a minimum of four new series a year,
(half-hour or one hour), to meet the needs
of the U. S. market.

Under the guidance of Leslie Harris, who
is in charge of our international production,
ITC will be taking advantage of talent and
facilities everywhere in the world. We intend
to bring more producers and creativity to
our production setup. We will, before long,
have established a production alliance here
in the States, so that we will have produc-
tion for network, syndication, etc., both here
and abroad.
