UNCANNY DEVICE CAN|
SEE THROUGH DARK

NEW INVENTION BY BAIRD,
SCOTCH RADIO WIZARD

- Has Tremendous War and Peace A_pp-li-
cations—Can Locate Airplanes in
Night Attacks

LONDON, England.—A remarkable in-
vention by which it is possible to obtain
sight of an object by means of light rays
invisible to wunaided human sight, was
demonstrated in London recently. From
the fact that, by the light rays employed,
a person in entire darkness may be
watched by an unseen observer, it will be
seen that there are vast possibilities for
the application of the invention In times
of war or peace.

Among the claims made for this in-
visible ray are that it will:

1. Enable approaching enemy aircraft
to be detected and observed without the
disclosure of the whereabouts of the ob-
server, by the customary tell-tale beam
of the ordinary searchlight.

2. Reveal at night the presence above
water of a submarine.

3. Disclose secret movements of troops
at night.

4. Warn ships in time of fog of impend-
ing collision with icebergs or other ves-
sels.

Baird Fnventor Again

This further great stage in the practical
application of television has been reached
by John L. Baird, the young Scotch in-
ventor, who holds the only license granted
by the British postmaster-general for re-
search work in television by Radio, and
who early in 1926 successfully demon-
strated his claims before a gathering of
members of the Royal Institution, the
leading scientific body in Rurope.

Hitherto it has been necessary to focus
an intensely brilliani ray of light on the
object to be transmitted, and in the case
of an individual the intehsity of the light
is so great as to be bothersome. Obviously,
before the commercial application of tele-
vision could become possible, it would be
necessary to diminish the enormous bril-
liancy of the light. Along this line Mr.
Baird and Captain O. G. Hutchinson, his
associate, have been working for the past
six months.

So successful have been their experi-
ments that they have now evolved a ray
of light completely invisible to the eye,
which through the Baird televisor pro-
jects onto the screen the image of the
person or the object which it is desired to
transmit. This ray penetrates to a much
greater degree than the ordinary light
xays, but being infra red, is outside the
visible spectrum. The ray itself is not
new, but its application to television will
have far-reaching results.

Experiences of Observer

In a demonstration of the ray in which
two independent persons took part the re-
sults were wholly successful. One of the
participants narrates his experience as
follows: .

“I was first shown into the room in
which is placed the transmitting screen
of the televisor. The windows were
heavily curtained, and above the screen
were arranged a number of ordinary elec-
tric lights Before the light filter was
placed in position the intensity of light
was almost blinding, but when the filter
was brought into use it had the effect of
cutting out everything that was visible
from the rays, and the room was plunged
in total darkness. I groped my way to the
screen and sat in front of it. My col-
league, in an adjoining room, sat before
the receiver and watched. Almost im-
mediately, he told me afterwards, my
head and shoulders were brought into
focus.

“Involuntarily I opened my mouth, and
from afar I heard my colleague shouting
to me to close it. I put my tongue out,
imagining that the darkness protected me,
and was told not to be rude. It was un-
canny in the extreme. I stumbled out of
the room into the light, and my colleague
described to me in detail everything I had
done. Then we reversed the process, and I
became the watcher.

“We had been enabled to see in total
darkness.”

Light There But Bye Can’t See

Mr. Baird explained that what happens
is .that after the light has been switched
on the filter which has been superimposed
cuts off all visible rays, but in no way in-
terferes with those rays in the lower
spectrum invisible to the human eye.
These invisible rays are picked 'up and
are transmitted through space to the
sensitive cell of the televisor, which pro-
jects the image upon which the rays have
been directed onto a screen.

The uses to which this power of seeing
in darkness may be put are manifold, and
the value of such a power in modern war-
fare can easily be imagined. Take, for
example, an attack from the air. It is
comparatively easy for a squadron of air-
planes to approach under cover of dark-
ness.

With the invisible ray of the televisor

without the watch being so immediately
manifest. They could be followed ' by
searchlights emitting not light, but in-
visible rays, they would be allowed to
come within range and then brought down
by the ground guns.

Feace-Time Uses; Penetrates Fog

The same thing could be applied to sub-
marine warfare. The use of the invisible
ray would force a submarine to remain
under water even during the hours of
darkness, for if it came to the surface to
attack it would immediately come within
the view of the televisor. Darkness, the
great cloak for military operations, will
no longer give any security.

The invisible ray has its peace-time uses
as well as its destructive purposes. It can
penetrate to a much greater extent than
an ordinary ray of light, and this power
of penetration would be of the greatest
service to ships in fogs and in avoiding
collisions with icebergs. Tests of the ray
have already been made by the British
Army, Navy, and Air Force.

If Radio legislation is enacted at the pres-
ent session of Congress and it is not what
it should be, the public has only itself to
blame.

Every branch and phase of the Radio in-
dustry is represented at the National Cap-
itol these days except the fan. However,
he is being heard from to some extent
through correspondence with his Con-
gressman. .

HAIL OF LETTERS FROM FANS

Interference Problem Gets Real Airing—Many

New Lines of Thought Are Brought to
Light—What Listeners Say

If you want to start something, criti-
cize a broadcasting station! Immediately
that station will have numerous cham-
pions who will expostulate, fill your mail
with letters of threatening nature, and
say nasty things about you.

In the past several issues, “The Reader’s
View” column of this publication, a col-
umn devoted purely to letters from
readers and listeners, has contained sev-
eral rather warm complaints against cer-
tain stations, Immediately the war
started.

The issues became magnified, Radio Di-
gest was called a ‘tool of the trusts” and
many other things not nice to print, and
the criticised stations felt deeply chag-
rined to think that anyone should criticizé
them, even going to the extreme of be-
lieving that Radio Digest was behind it all.

The letters resulting from the interfer-
ence issue are meaty and interesting.
Some suggest good ideas. Many excerpts
from them are being published below for
that reason. However-— .

None of them carry the stamp of the
editorial policies of Radio Digest. Re-
member that they are readers’ views or
opinions, and not the Digest’s..

Radio Digest’s Policy

To prove that this publication is not
sidestepping, the Radio Digest policy re-
garding wave lengths and interference is
quoted herewith:

“It is the right of every listener to re-
ceive the program he desires, without in-
terference from other stations, regardless
how humble and meager the Radio re-
ceiver installation he possesses may be.

“It is the right of every station to
broadcast what it pleases, as long as it is
neither indecent nor immoral, for the lis-
tener has the option of tuning out what
displeases him.”

The two sentences above cover a multi-
tude of ground. Think them over. Then
read on and learn what various listeners

have to say about interference and sta-

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‘CHICAGO SUPER-HET
HEARS PHILIPPINES

MARVIN THOMPSON TELLS
HOW TO BUILD REPLICA

Original 1927 DeLuxe Super Proves
Self in Severe Test Through
Chicago Station Barrage.

CHICAGO.—Imagine tuning in the Phil-
ippine Islands, KZUY at Baguio using but
500 watts, when you are listening in the
midst of the Chicago barrage at its worst.
It can’t be done? Oh yes, it can—and was.
Listen— -

On Thursday evening, December 2, at
10:45 p. m., Gus Nelson was listening in
on his super-heterodyne at 1514 W. 77th
St., Chicago. He heard faint signals
which careful tuning strengthened to full
loud speaker volume. Despite consider-
able atmospherics and the fact that about
thirty local broadcasters were doing their
best to obtain an audience by means of
high power, hroad waves, etc., Mr. Nelson
tuned in KZUY. He was using only a
loop aerial,

As witness to the reception, F. E. An-
drews, builder of the set Mr. Nelson was
using, listened in amazement.

The Baguio station was telling about
its reed pipe organ, 200 years old; then
the organ was played. The reception was
verified by cablegram.

Describes Super in Radio Digest

Marvin W. Thompson, Radio engineer,
author and former technical editor of
Radio Digest, heard of the feat of Mr.
Nelson’s super-het. Because of his pen-
chant for supers, Mr. Thompson decided
to. tell listeners how to build a super-
heterodyne just like the one that heard
KZUY.

After some simple changes and improve-
ments, the laboratory model was evolved.
It is described by Mr. Thompson in this
issue of Radio Digest on page 7 as the
1927 DeLuxe Super. In all respects it has
been made a DeLuxe receiver.

In speaking of the 1927 DeLuxe Super,
the designer, Mr. Thompson, said:

‘“While a replica of this receiver heard
the Philippines through Chicago interfer-
ence, that does not insure every copy,
built from the instructions I will give in
Radio Digest, will repeat this perform-
ance. But careful workmanship, adher-
ence to directions, and skill in tuning
should yield results, the like of which can
be had with very few sets now in the pos-
session of fans.” )

method of presentation, will give very
detailed instructions for the construction
of the 1927 DeLuxe Super.

HIS receiver is the culmination of

a long-felt desire on my part to

assemble into one outfit all the

parts which, from experience, I
thought should result in the greatest pos-
sible range, selectivity and natural re-
production. Since a Radio set must also
be an attractive piece of furniture, the
appearance was to be pleasing to the eye
and confirols symmetrically arranged. The
builder, I believe, will be interested in the
reasons for my choosing certain units in
preference to others, so we will take this
up first, and also touch on the why of the
layout of parts.

There are many makes of super-hetero-
dyne units on the market and having what
might be called a “super complex,” I've
built just about all of them. They're all
good. Using any of them in a carefully
built assembly one can outdo a tuned R. F.
outfit. However, St. James have incor-
porated in their parts some features that
make them seem preferable in this deluxe
outfit.

St. James Units Ideal

Of outstanding importance, from my
viewpoint, is the small size of the coils.
Intermediate coils can be reduced in
diameter without loss in efficiency, some-
thing that cannot be done with tuned R. F.

it, it doesn’t have to be mounted behind
the panel, nor do you have to wreck the
set to put it on. Instead, one merely slips
it on the condenser shaft, tighten the set
screw and that’s all. And what efficiency!
The ratio is 63 to 1 between the front
gripping surface and the main dial
Course tuning is done by merely pushing
the fingers forward, then when one pulls
the fingers back, .

coupling arrangements. St. James have
brought the diameter down to one inch,
a feature which results in less pick-up of
stray currents on the intermediate wave
length and less interaction between the
fields of these units on strong signals.
This makes for easier ‘control and greater
stability.

Another pomt for Whlch the experienced
builder looks, is the amplification factor
and tests show that of the St. James
transformer to be very high. Matching
of transformers is also very important
and, being right here in Chicago, I hap-
pen to know that Mr. St. James does this
work himself rather than entrust this
operation to a subordinate. Last, but cer-
tainly not least, is the 240-kilocycle fea-
ture, which is good because there will be
less oscillator repeats and there is com-
paratively little Radio activity on the
wave length of 1,250 meters, the length
corresponding to the 240-kilocycle fre-
quency.

Karas the Incomparable

Personally I aiways feel, when holding
a Karas condenser, that I have in my hand
a beautiful piece of mechanism. The care
in design and construction is apparent
even to the inexperienced builder. The
plates are not only inserted in slots in the
supporting bars but are carefully and in-
dividually soldered there. The rotor shaft
is large in diameter for ruggedness and
revolves at each end in perfectly ma-
chined, adjustable bearings.

When inspecting one, note the distance
at both front and back between the active
plates and the end plates. These end
plates have gone far in design from the
old Bakelite disks of 1920, They are of
heavy brass, skeletonized, and thicker
than one ordinarily finds. Then there is
the well-anchored pig-tail, and, of course,
the straight frequency line tuning. There
may be other makes that approximate
true S F L tuning but I have seen none
that, with the proper coils, will give as
true a line when stations are plotted by
frequency on graph paper. Most of the
short wave experimenters seem to prefer
Karas condensers in their work and the
laboratory condenser has not been found
that can accurately measure the very
small losses in these units. Probably, in
many cases, the Karas could be used to
measure the losses in the laboratory’s
“standard.”

The average set builder may not be as

familiar with Karas dials as with this’

make of condenser and transformer. The
dial is a comparatively new item in the
line. No! It hasn’t any electric lights in

ratio as they found practical, and a very
large primary with an inductance value of
80 Henries. This is larger than the chokes
now on the market for taking the ripple
out of B eliminators. Incidentally, I un-
derstand there is about 2% miles of fine
wire in a Ferranti transformer.

‘With appreciation of the fact that high

" notes also must go through, and be ampli-

fled in correct proportion to low - notes,
Ferranti have cut up their large windings
into well-separated sections to reduce in-
herent capacity of these windings and
eddy current losses. The result is a curve
which is beéautifully straight from well
down in the range of human voice clear
up to an audible frequency of around 5,000
vibrations per second. It is in the higher
ranges that the harmonics occur and it is
harmonics that make music beautiful;
that enable you to distinguish one instru-
ment from another, and that make repro-
duction either “tinny” or natural.

In the lower notes of the volce range
there is a slight falling off and down in
the lower organ notes it runs as high as
25 per cent but that is very little compared
to many audio transformers on the mar-
ket.

Speaking of Meters

For congistently good results, in pref-
erence to “now and then” operation, a
good super should have meters. It is not
enough to put in good parts and good
workmanship. There must be careful
operation. TFar this, meters are needed,
and I have specified two. By all means
use the voltmeter on the front panel; if
one must be omitted because of short
finances, disregard the milliammeter I

have placed on the sub base. This milli-

ammeter is a great help to one who takes
pride in his receiver performance, and
several uses for it will be described later,
but it is not as necessary as the voltmeter.

The meters used are Jewell model 135,
In them, Jewell has kept all the precision
and laboratory features of larger case in-
struments, while the outslde diameter of
the main case is only two inches. This is
small enough to present a pleasing ap-
pearance on a seven-inch panel without
forcing the makers to lower efficiency.

The mounting of this series is unique
in -that instead of drilling three small
holes close to the larger hole for securing
to panel, the outer case clamps against
the back of the panel while the flange
holds the instrument in front.

eliminates one of the greatest general dif-
ficulties observed in the past in regard to
amplifiers, in maintaining the sensitivity
constant over the entire range. This new
resistance arrangement, properly balanced
with the Counterphase feature, makes the
sensitivity almost constant over the en-
tire broadcasting band. It practically
eliminates the necessity for a variable ad-
justment in the sensitivity control, thus
affording greater simplicity in construc-
tion as well as operation.

Radio frequency chokes are added to the
plate circuit of each radio frequency tube
and the “Mikro Mike” condensers have
been improved to make easier the balanc-
ing of the set. )

All of these refinements make the Coun-
terphase Power Six more selective, easily
balanced and simple to operate.

Essential Kit Made with Care

The essential units for the construction
of this set are marketed in one complete
kit by the Bremer-Tully Mfg. Co., and in
developing these parts, this firm has gone
the limit in efficiency. This kit contains,
one TA Torostyle Transformer; three TC
Torostyle Transformers; two LD-17 con-
densers, three MMF condensers, three
radio frequency chokes, one 500,000-ohm
resistance; three 1,500-ohm resistances,
socket wrencl, 50 soldering terminals and
a set of very exact size color charts and
understandable wiring diagrams.

In order to build this excellent set it is
necessary first to buy the kit. To trv to
make these coils or parts would not only
cause needless trouble but cut down con-
siderably the efflciency of the receiver.
The color charts and diagram accompany-
ing the kit give exact size templates Tor
drilling the front panel and for placing
the instruments on the base-board. For
this reason we will not show these two
diagrams.

The sockets used are the new Bremer-
Tully absorber type, five of the UXA type
and omne type UXD, which
shockproof model with extra side ab-
sorbers designed for the detector tube.

The panel is drilled and engraved Mi-
carta 77 x 24” panel as manufactured by
the Westinghouse Electric and Mfg. Co.
Formica also makes a drilled and en-
graved panel which may be used. The sub
base is of wood. 93,” x 231",

Two Bremer-Tully ‘“Euphonic” audio
transformers are used, one with a ratio of
2.2 to 1 and the other, 4.7 to 1. These
transformers help to make the faithful
tone quality for which this set is noted.

The set is tuned with two Bremer-
Tully control dials which have a ratio
of 12 to 1.

Has Two Degrees of Antenna, Coupling

Two degrees of antenna coupling are
provided in order to adjust the set to the
selectivity and sensitivity requirements
of the mfhvidual locality and antenna. A
Carter number 3 jack switch is used to
control the amount of energy which is fed
from the antenna to the set.

Four CX-201A tubes are used for the
three stages of radio frequency and for
the first stage of audio. The new CX-200A
tube is employed as detector because it
has greater sensitivity than the ordinary
detector tube and is especially effective
in bringing in weak signals. It also does
not require critical adjustment of -the fila-
ment or plate voltages., In using the
CX-300A tube Cunningham recommends
that it be lighted for a period of three
minutes before tuning in distant or weak
stations. This permits the tube to attain
the extra sensitive condition, because the
internal parts will have reached constant
temperature. On local, strong stations it
will not usually be necessary to wait for
the tube to reach the sensitive condition.

ully’s New @ower—SiX

One CX-112 power tube is used in the
second audio stage.

C batteries are connected in both the
radio and audio frequency stages. These
greatly improve the all-around perform-
ance of this receiver and prevent over-
loading of the tubes. Two 4%-volt Ev-
erea.dy C batteries are employed.

Assembly Directions

Figure 1 shows the front view of the
panel. The engraved panel gives the re-
ceiver a finished and manufactured ap-
pearance.

Figure 2 shows a top view of the base-
board layout without the wiring. It 'is
advisable to mount all of the sockets first,
being sure to place them in the same posi-
tion as shown on the baseboard layout
accompanying the kit. - Then mount the
MMF condensers, the radio frequency
chokes, the grid leak, audio transformers
and binding posts.

The Torostyle transformers should be
handled with care and mounted last. Be
sure that coil TA, the first coil on the left
of the baseboard directly in back of the
antenna binding post, 1S mounted in its
proper place. The three TC coils are
mounted between the sockets as desig-.
nated on the baseboard layout.

Before attaching the panel to the base-
board, mount the instruments on the
panel; first the Carter Jack switch at the
extreme left (looking at the front), then
the volume control and the Carter Imp
Filament switch. The Carter 3-ohm Imp
rheostat is mounted in the hole at the
extreme right of the panel near the top.
The two holes at the bottom are for the
two jacks. The Carter double circuit jack
No. 104 is fitted in the left hole and the
Carter .single circuit jack No. 101 in the
right hole. The two condensers are
mounted last. .

The next issue of Radio Digest will con-
tain the wiring, balancing and tuning in-
structions and directions for connecting
the A and B current supply units.

Wave traps, for best efficiency in filter-
ing out undesired stations, should_either
be in completely shielded cases, or placed
four or more feet away from the receiver.
Often traps do not function because these
precautions are not observed.

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Who Is to Pay for Radio?

MANY times during the past few years interested
persons and economists have asked the vital
question, “Who is to pay the bill for Radio?” We
have steadfastly maintained that advertising would.
‘We are now seeing that prophecy come true.

Many large national magazines, and one in par-
ticular, are almost solely supported by the advertisers’
dollars. One very large magazine sells for a ridicu-
‘lously low price, hardly as much as the magazine is
worth as waste paper. The publisher of that magazine
could not give his readers the stories, illustrations and
splendid articles that every issue contains, were it not
for the many conspicuous advertisers.

The public does not object to the advertising in this
magazine we are discussing. In fact, it is known that
many of its readers buy the periodical chiefly to look
over the advertising pages.

The American public are applying the same phi-
losophy to high grade good will advertising via the
Radio microphone. It is the answer to “Who will
pay?”’ And the big advertisers are finding that broad-
cast or Radio advertising of the proper quality and
correctly done, is a wonderful new medium to reach
the public,

Read from the splendid exposition of broadcast
advertising which was prepared by Lee Bristol, of
the Bristol-Myers company, manufacturers of Ipana
toothpaste, and sponsors of the Ipana Troubadours
over the Red Network of the National Broadcasting
company. He says:

“The statistics of one of the largest stations made
us sit up and take notice. They showed . . . an
approximate total audience of more than 20,000,000
persons.

“With the network nook-ups maintained by some of
the biggest stations, broadcasting simultaneously
from stations all over the country, it is possible to
obtain almost a complete national coverage. At-least
this applies to practically all the territory east of the
Rocky Mountains, an area with a population of over
85,000,000.

Another point to watch is high standard of
quality in the entertainment you offer, taking care to
broadcast only from the first class station in any
community.

“Qur vehicle is music—good music—cheerful music

—joyous advertising, and we have received thousands
of cards and letters, various as life itself, .as a result
. Letters showing how we have cheered the sick
in hospitals; entertained lonely people on the plains;
provided entertainment for large gatherings of people
in hotels; whiled away tedious hours for passengers on
a snowbound Canadian train.
o« The largest station in the country, realizing
that a turn of a dial is all the revolt necessary on the
part of its public tired of listening in on programs
overloaded with advertising, has stipulated against
this very thing, imposing exacting limitations upon its
advertising clients. It is a list of restrictions
that would seem to make the case hopeless. But ‘the
faith’ is quite scrupulously maintained for it pays to
respect a valuable medium.”

It’s Coming to Him
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BY DIELECTRIC

Fach time that Station WSMB, New Orleans,
Louisiana, is tuned in there is an added feeling of
cordiality toward the broadcaster. This may be due
largely to the personality of the announcer—the same
one having charge of Mike each time I get them—as
the features presented are seldom extraordinary either
in character or talent. There is a quality in the voice of
this announcer which rings true to the spirit of friend-
liness, while the announcements are utterly free of
any taint of self-glory.

When the National Broadcasting company secured
the reappearance of Ernestine Schumann-Heink on
their program they presented a great musical artist
with as large a Radio following as held by any artist
of the day. After so many years of generous response
to the public’s demand for more program than con-
certs listed; after, too, giving her artistry so freely to
the encouragement of the war’s maimed, it would be
base ingratitude to mention any defects that hour of
broadcasting revealed, Remarkable is her vitality, but
more so her wonderful retention of vocal control,
besides revealing a huge capacity for taking us all
into her affection. It is fortunate that so gifted a
woman should live until Radio broadcasting could
reveal her to those no other medium might reach,

Surely the majority listening to a program arranged
by a singing club of Dayton, Ohio, broadcast through
Station WLW, Cincinnati, Ohio, experienced nothing
but pleasure from their efforts. The selections chosen
for the evening were taken from among songs known
to everyone. That should have insured them a con-
tinuous hearing. Add to that voices blending har-
moniously in common accord as to phrasing. and
modulation and you have a feature to make Radio’s
appeal almost universal. By some miraculous means
I was able to hear most of this feature, while denied
the pleasure of hearing numbers marked for broad-
casting on subsequent evenings.

Precious little weight would the law have with me if
I could reach some of these station directors whose
length of programs, broadness of tuning or shifted
position in wavelength prevents getting distant fea-
tures worthy a place of review in these columns. Just
here reference is intended to Station KOA, Denver,
Colorado, which should have a full review of the an-
niversary program, but which must be content with a
partial review. Seldom do my dials register this sta-
tion with success, as compared with former years, yet
it is possible to state how well balanced was the pro-
gram and pleasing the instrumental and vocal numbers
received. No doubt those able to get the whole pro-
gram found it worthy a place beside that presented on
their first anniversary. How long shall we suffer this
i{]tolePrable condition in Radio broadcasting to con-
tinue?

Station WSB, Atlanta, Ga., offered skillful saxo-
phone players interspersed with—TELEGRAMS;
WNAC, Boston, Mass., an organ recital from the
Metropolitan theatre in that city which introduced
some interesting and surprising effects on that instru-
ment; another concert by the famous Boston sym-
phony orchestra of classical numbers ranging from
Bach to Rimsky Karsakoff—at least the last named

.composer was to be represented. Thanks to the sta-

tions rebroadcasting this feature that last great num-
ber, “Scheherezade,” was not heard, Some other minor
feature must needs have the air and the station to
which I was listening—WJZ, New York—got the
same atmospheric tribute, :

deluxe receiver we will use the 0-8 volt-
meter and 0-25 milliammeter. This range
milliammeter is recommended as most
builders will put a 371 power tube in the
last stage and, when checking distortion
with this meter, it must carry the load of
the 371.
Frost Parts of Quality

Just how the Frost organization does it
is not known to me, but they turn out
astonishingly good apparatus at most fair
prices. Their Bakelite frame rheostats
and potentiometers are both well designed
and plainly carefully made. So is the
500,000-ohm variable modulator for con-
trolling volume.

Now right there I'm going to get a lot
of argument as to why have a volume
control on a super which has a poten-
tiometer. As a rule one controls volume
with the latter instrument. From long-ex-
perience with supers I've found that quite
frequently one gets balance of adjust-
mehnts, including that of the potentiometer
and intermediate tubes’ rheostat, where

in favor of the former, and I hate to dis-
turb the potentiometer. That is the chief
and, I believe, satisfactory, reason for
using a 500,000-ohm resistance across the
first TFerranti. The power of the Fer-
ranti’s is another reason.

The object in the two Frost push-pull
switches will be apparent later.

Dependable Sangamo Condensers

While only two small fixed condensers
are used in my design they are both in
important points where it is essential that
they do not vary. A .006 mfd. size is used
in the St. James oscillator hook-up and
the usual .00025 mfd. is placed in the grid
lead to the second detector. Sangamo gets
the choice because they are entirely en-
closed in sturdy Bakelite casings which
not only protects the material within
from mechanical injury but keeps out
moisture, the greatest enemy of con-
sistent condenser operation. Sangamo are
the only condensers made in this way.

Getting into the large by-pass sizes, we
will also use Sangamo because not only
my own experience, but that of many of
my engineer friends, shows that they do
not break down and their claims for a
special winding operation must be well
founded. These units will take anything
we can give them in a super, with or with-
out power tube.

Getting Down to Layout

It requires quite a bit of ‘playing

checkers” with the parts to secure a
super-heterodyne layout that gives sym-
metry on the front panel without loss of
efficiency. The tuning elements are work-
ing entirely in conjunction with the first
two tubes and, if the set is built as a
straight eight, this puts the condenser
dials at one end and only a knob or two
at the other end.
* When moving parts around on the
drawing board in designing this receiver,
it was at once apparent that everything
could not stay on top of the sub base un-
less a straight eight arrangement were
used and, since that was not what I
wanted, considerable thought was immedi-
ately put on the subject of what could be
put underneath. The St. James trans-
formers and oscillator were the only units
small enough and the result is shown in
the photographs. .
From then on the problem was com-
paratively simple since the second detec-
tor and audio amplification went across
the back, the intermediate amplification
went in at the left end and the first detec-
tor and oscillator dropped into the center
where wanted. They had to be close to the
center so as not to get too far away from
their tuning condensers. The poten-
tiometer, volume control and intermediate
tubes’ rheostat are, naturally, front of
panel controls but the oscillator rheostat
is placed within on the sub base where it
can be adjusted occasionally and left.

Oscillator Control

"It has been my experience that an oscil-
lator should have at least one variable
feature; that is, either the grid bias, plate
voltage or filament brilliancy should be
under control. The last named is most
easily wvaried, hence the rheostat on the
sub base. A point in its adjustment will
always be found where reproduction is
both loud and clearest.

An output transformer is essential in
these days of high B voltages and cone
speakers so it is placed at the right end
where its input terminals are adjacent to
the P terminal of the last tube socket
while its output posts dre close to the
right edge of the sub base and a pair of
cord tip jacks. The location of all binding
posts will be clear on wiring although at
first glance the reasoning behind their
placing may not seem clear.

Complete constructional details will ap-
pear in the next issue of Radio Digest
which will give time for those bhuilders
who live in small communities and on
farms to write to a larger c¢ity and have
the parts all ready for work. Construction
is not hard if you’'ll just follow direc-
tions to the letter, although this is a
large set.

Set Builders Will Find a
New Radio Delight
Awaiting Them

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HOW TO FIX SETS FOR BEST RESULTS

By “Kineg MiLo”’ GURNEY
Part II.

The tuning of a Radio appears to be
_either a lost art or one which has not
been mastered by many operators, What
not to do rather than what to do, appears
as pertinent to the subject. I shall there-
tore describe the method I would use for
the tuning of a receiver and as the major
portion of sets up to this season comprise
three dials, this type shall be used as an
example.

After plugging in the loud speaker and
lighting the tubes, tune in a nearby sta-
tion using any method which may suit
vour fancy. Then proceed as follows:

You may or may not know which one
of the little knobs regulate the detector
tube. If you do, with the station still tuned
in, turn this control knob to the left as
far as it will go without decreasing the
signal strength., Once you have deter-
mined this point, mark it and promise that
forever after it will not be moved from
this .position. Why? Because this is the
point where the detector tube operates
best. If your receiver fails to function
satisfactorily at a later date without
readjusting this control knob, you may
rest assured that either your A battery
needs recharging, your B battery needs
replacing or the detector tube requires
renewal.

The next step—with the station still
tuned in—is in a like manner that of ad--
justing the knob which controls the tubes
preceding the detector. Again you may
not know what knob controls those tubes
but this can readily be determined if
you will consult the direction booklet
which came with the receiver. We still
have another 'adjustment to make. It
concerns the knob which controls the
remaining tubes which are known as the
“output” or ‘“audio.”

Very often one will find that a decided
improvement in quality will be secured
by adjusting each of the control knobs
mentioned, and it is most important that
once they are adjusted, that they be left
alone.

Readjusting these knobs just because a
station doesn’'t come in to suit you is as
dangerous as the contihued tinkering with
the carburetor of your car. Leave them
alone, Neighbor. Fooling with them
merely scrambles your results.

Next in line, if your antenna system is
longer than 75 feet, you have a fine job of
antenna shortening next spring. Not now,
it’s too cold.

How to “r'wist” Dials

Now detune the set, starting with the
three dials at zero and we will see if we
cannot tune in again the station we were
just hearing—with much less effort.

Set the center dial at 50. This applies
irrespective of the station you desire to
receive. The first and third dials should
now be slowly rotated through the scale
until you hear a whistle. This whistling
will vary from a high to a low pitch. With
the whistle sounding, carefully turn the
dial furthest to your right, a few degrees
both to the right and left. In doing this
it will be noticed that the whistle at some
setting of the third dial will arrive at a
low pitch. Once you have reached this
point, forget any further tuning of this
dial.

Repeat with the first or left dial.

Your next procedure is that of adjust-
ing the middle or second dial which will
be found.as very closely approximating
.the setting of the third. There will now
ibe music in the air. In general, a slight
‘further adjustment of the first dial will
be all that is required.

There you are, Brother! This method

naturally does not hold for each type of
receiver, but will be found effective eight
timés out of ten. It at least has the ad-
vantage of preventing your doing your
darndest to mess up the air.

Why Tune This Way?

Many may wonder why I suggest leav-
ing the middle or second dial at fifty while
tuning the other two. Well, neighbor, you
shall know., In truth the second or center
dial could possibly as well be left at zero.
If the antenna, with its associated coil
which is tuned with a condenser, is tuned
to a station, the wave length to which it
is tuned will dominate the second coil
sufficiently to pass through it as though
it were not tuned at all. Therefore with
the exception of delicately balanced re-
ceivers, the tuning of the second dial may
be left to the last.

The day is not distant when manufac-
turers of Radio receivers will install auto-
matic filament controls for the regula-
tion of each tube in one’s receiver. When
this day arrives—a heap of poor recep-
tion, interference complaints and what
not will disappear, because your mania
for twisting dials will then have been
denied yom,

Remember, patience is just as great a
virtue in tuning as in other enterprises.
If you don’t like a station, tune it out.
If you can’t, learn which one of your
neighbors can, and take his good advice.
