Crooners Passe

“Hugging the microphone,” a
practice of crooners, is now passe. Engineers
of one of the large American laboratories
have perfected a new sound pickup method
which does away with the need of placing
the mike close to the source of sound. The
method consists of placing a condenser or
dynamic microphone where the particular
performance being given in the studio would
sound best to a person actually in the room.
Thus, a singer must stand six to twelve feet
from the microphone, a piano must be 35
feet away and an orchestra 35 to 50 feet
away. Orchestras were found actually to
sound as though they had fewer instruments
where “close pickups” are used.

CONGRATULATIONS TO WOR

New Yorkers and music listeners in the
New York area were lucky. WOR broadcast
the special concert of the Philharmonic-Sym-
phony last week from Carnegie lall, and
deserves congratulations. The privilege of
hearing this outstanding event was denied
thefest of the country.

Arturo Toscanini made his only appearance
so far in 1932. After the Wagnerian excerpts,
Elizabeth Rethberg, Margarete Matzenauer,
Giovanni Martinelli, Ezio Pinza, and the
Schola Cantorum joined Mr, Toscanini in
Beethoven’s Ninth Symphony, with its final
chorus on Schiller’s Ode “To Joy.” The
concert netted unemployed orchestral musi-
cians about twenty-{ive thousand dollars, Mr.
Toscanini’s friends say he is in much better
spirits and is looking forward to the fall.
October sixteenth, next, will bhe our first op-
portunity to hear him again.

I'he far-famed St. Olaf Choir of Minne-
apolis, billed as “America’s Pioneer A Capella
Choir,” will sing some Swedish, Finnish, and
German folk songs interspersed with religious
music from the same countries.

Mozart scems to be the favorite composer
for instrumental soloists this Sunday. Toscha
Seidel is playing Mozart’s Violin Concerto
No. 5 in
begins his program with the first movement
of the A major piano concerto.

The Cathedral Hour centers around the
rehgious music of Gounod. The IKvrie,
Gloria, Credo, Sanctus, and Agnus Dei from
his Messe Solennelle, and the Benedictus of
his Messe Sacre Coeur are separated by a
sexteenth century and a Bach maotet, and are
prefaced by his Marche DPontificale.

AWARDING OF COMPOSERS’ PRIZES
The NBC Orchestral Awards program will
again present the five successful compositions
to be interpreted for the second time by
kugene Goosens, conductor of the Cincinnati
Symphony Orchestra.  The votes will all
have been tabulated and awards of $5,000,
$2,500, 1,250, $750, and $500 made to the
successful competitors whose identity will be
revealed during this program. The broad-
casting rights to these compositions remain
the property of the National Broadcasting
Company for one year, and then revert to
the composer.

1 thought perhaps vou would like to have
before you, as you hear the compositions,
the points on which the committee members
were asked to rate the five compositions.
First, they were to consider the material-
that is, the beauty and expressiveness of the
composer’s themes, regardless of what he
does with them.

Second, how expertly the composer devel-
oped his thematic matertal and whether or
not it shows individuality and originality.
The listeners must decide whether or not the
work is a constant reminder of the styles of
other composers, or whether it is an expres-
sion of a musical personality with which the
listener is not familiar, and which he would
like to know better.

Third, the committee members are asked
to study each composer’s technique. They
must decide whether or not his themes de-
velop smoothly and logically, yet still remain
recognizable. Other points in technique are:
avoidance of monotony, naturalness, spon-
taneity, structural solidity and homogeneity.

Fourth, the compositions will be judged as
to orchestration. Some of the questions
which the jury must ask are: Does the instru-
mentation sound convincing? Do the solo
passages sound appropriate to the instru-
ments that play them? Are there spots that
sound meager, or others that saund muddy?
Does the composer avoid monotony of tone
color on the one hand, and scrappiness on

Anotker was apparently signed by an intimate
friend. The other two bore the names of
Broadway columnists.

In tears, Belle called each of the four, and
learned that none of them had sent a mes-
sage. The experience has brought her to
the verge of a collapse, and she will go to
Europe as soon as she is free from her present
program.

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frno Rapee arrived in New York from Budapest in 1912 at the age of 20 with an

exceptional European reputation as concert pianist and conductor and $20 in real money

in his pocket. Ile borrowed the additional $5 required by the immigration authorities and

got a job as pianist with the orchestra of the old Monopol restaurant on Second Avenue,
popular with the Hungarian-born of New York.

Twenty years later he is general musical director of the National Broadcasting Company
and one of the best known musicians in America.

He is a small man, of slight build, giving the appearance almost of frailness. Delicate
features, finely cut; plentiful black hair worn only moderately long and a vast nervous
energy out of all proportion to his size, are among his characteristics.

“I'm not colorful enough for a story,” he said as two assistants, their arms piled high
with scores, left the office. “You'll have to write about some of the programs I'm on. Right
now I'm doing an enormous amount of research for the “Parade of the States.” It requires
more research than any program I’ve ever known.”

Interviewing Mr. Rapee is a matter of grabbing bits of information in between interrup-
tions by members of his stafl bringing stacks of scores, programs, lists of this and that for
his decision and approval.

Rapee’s own instrument is the piano but he always wanted to conduct an orchestra
IHis professors at the Budapest Conservatory predicted a brilliant future for him as a concert
pianist. This wasn’t what he wanted. After an apprenticeship of a year and a half with
various organizations. Dr. Frnest von Schuck, director of the Dresden Opera, appointed
him assistant conductor. This gave him position but not enough activity and he made a
year's concert tour as a pianist, appearing with the Berlin and Budapest orchestras and the
Vienna Philharmonic. At the conclusion of this tour he started for America.

Ile had not been at the Monopol long when a Hungarian opera company was formed
to produce opera at the old Webhster Hall, on the East Side. Rapee became its musicai
director. While with this company he wrote an interpolated number which later became
famous under the name of ‘“‘Charmaine.”
Then he was musical director for William
Morris ana Tlenry W. Savage. S. L. Rothafel
no wfamous as “Roxy,”” was manager of the
Rialto theatre and wanted a musical director
capable of giving the motion picture audicnces
a different kind of music from what they had
Kknown. Ie chose Rapee to do this pioneering
work. Soon the music at the Rialto was mak-
ing theatrical history. Rapee developed an
orchestra that was at home in Tschaikowsky
or the jazz of the day and that could turn
from one to the other with the turning of a
page.

Ile went with Roxy to the Capitol theatre
where, with a larger orchestra to work with,
<9 added symphonic movements and tone
pozms to the more familiar overtures and
operatic excerpts.  The experiment in the
popularization of serious music was a huge
success.

When William Fox built his big theatre in
Philadelphia he put Rapee in charge of the
whole production including the leadership of
the orchestra of 68 good musicians. Then the
UFFA company of Germany wanted a man
familiar with the American experiment to do
tne same thing for their new big house in
Berlin. and sent for Rapee. ldere he had an
orchestra of 85 men. His scoring and pro-
ducing methods were hailed as setting new
standards for motion picture theatres on the
Continent. He took a few days off to appear
as guest conductor withthe Philharmonic Or-
as guest canductor with the Philharmonic Or-
the Berlin Phitharmonic.

Meanwhile, Roxy was building his own
theatre and brought Rapee back to America
to take charge of the music. The new or-
chestra had over 100 men and Rapee again
enlarged the musical scope of the motion
picture theatre by putting on more sym-
phonic music than these theatres had ever
heard before, including a full-length perform-
ance of Tschaikowsky's Fifth Symphony. The
works of other great composers followed and
Rapee again showed that he was a shrewd
reader of what the public liked.

Mr. Rapee is said to have made the first
synchronized scores for motion pictures.

“In the three years | was at the Capitol,
two vears at the Fox Theatre in Philadelphia
and four years at the Roxy | must have
scored 750 full-length pictures and around
1,000 news reels,” he said. “The number of
musical pieces | dr& from in these scores
was somewhere between 40,000 and 50,000.
The little encyclopdia of music for pictures
which 1 wrote ten years ago contains the
names of 15,000 compositions and | have used
at least twice as many again in my scoring
since then.”

His pioneering instinct had its next opportunity in the production of sound pictures in
Hollywood, where he spent a year as general musical director for Warner Brothers and First
National and conducted also for Fex, Metro-Goldwyn, and Universal. He returned from
Hollywood to take his present post with the National Broadcasting Company.

“The listening public cannot appreciate the amount of work that goes into some pro-
grams. In th2 ‘Parade of the States,’ a different state js taken up each week and we try
to have the music characteristic. The research work required is enormous. The six musical

separate compositions.

“New York is so rich in composers and its early history
contains so much of interest that its musical interpretation
was comparatively simple. But how would you express Neb-
braska in music? Well, we found that Germans, Czechoslo-
vakians, Russians and half a dozen other nationalities were
going into this great agricultural melting pot and coming
out American farmers. So we compiled a musical number
developing this theme.

“The District of Columbia was another difficult problem.
Its history is the history of the whole country. So we wrote
an original opera, running twenty minutes, on the life of
George Washington—a symphonic arrangement of the musi-
cal themes of his time.

“For Oklahoma we did an original Indian opera. For
Utah, an original Mormon cantata, running ten minutes, for
solo voices, mixed choir and orchestra, based on the eight
bars of an old Mormon hymn,” O My Father.” The bishop
of the Mormon Church in Salt Lake City wired us an appre=-
ciation of this cantata.

“Mere are some good names you could use in your story,”
Mr. Rapee suggested. “David Mendoza, who just returned
from Hollywood, was my assistant at the Capitol, Frank
Black at the Fox Theatre in Philadelphia, and Nathaniel
Finston, now general musical director for Paramount in
Hollywood, was my assistant at the Rialto. Joseph Littau,
now conductor of the Omaha Symphony, was my pianist at
the Rialto, Jascha Bunchuk, now director at the Roxy, was my cellist there for three years;
James Melton made his first New York appearance with me at the Roxy, Gladys Rice at
the Rialto, and the Mullens Sisters at the Roxy.”

The interviewer asked him about his family.

“Oh, we lead a very quiet life. Mrs. Rapee and I have two sons. One is in New York
University; he is going to be a lawyer. He plays the saxophone—imagine that! The other
is in high school. He is a very good pianist. I don’t know whether he will go on with musie

_ REVVA REYES—OF MEXICO

(Continued from Page One)

Reyes, a noted bandmaster who has thrown
his life into aiding.the revolutionary leader.

“My first years,” she says in a fascinating
Latin accent that cannot be put on paper,
“were spent in fleeing and advancing. When
the army advanced, I was in the wagons going
forward. When it retreated, I retreated, too.

“l loved music. When my father’s band-—
one hundred strong—played, it would thrill
me. Then I learned to dance. 1 could dance
almost before [ could walk.

“When the soldiers were tired—those poor,

brave men of Villa’s, they were always tired
I'd sing and dance and they'd applaud.”

fmagine this tiny, brown-skinned child
dancing to the throbbing music strains of a

wild revolutionary marching song, surrounded
by a ring of bright-cved fighters as rough as
the mountain ranges through which they
marched in the name of Mexico’'s Robin
lHood. What a setting in which to prepare
for a stage career! llow far removed from
the eflete dancing academies of America!

So this Revva—this pet of the soldiers—
sang and danced while they fought.

Then there came the battle of Irapanto
with the legions of Carranza arrayed against
Villa's insurrectos. She saw her father miss
death by a hair. Bullets bit-into the dust at
her feet. But like the soldiers of her hero—
Villa—she didn’t retreat.

Alter the battle, in the midst of the ca-
rousals of victory, she met the man whose
counsel has proved a decisive factor in her
lite—Ilovd Gibbons.

Gibbons. then, as now, was a famous war
correspondent. He was attached to Villa's
army—the only correspondent whom the
Mexican rekel would allow to travel with his
troops. When the child danced for the troops,
Gibbons would sit on the edge of the circle
and boom encouragement in his hearty voice.

Pershing swept into Mexico on his punitive
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campaign, Villa was defeate ' and his forces
dispersed, finally he was assassinated. The
family of Reyes, their idol dead and their
ideals shattered, in constant danger of cap-
ture and death, fled to the United States.
They started life—on the /.merican plan— in
El Paso, Texas. Her father, far removed from
the rattle of machine guns, taught music.

The family fortunes rose and Revva went to
high school, a little half-Mexican girl speaking
broken English.

Iler father wanted her to go to college.
Revva wanted to come to New York and go
on the stage. I inally her father capitulated
and Revva, chaperoned by her mother, came
to Broadway.

In the dingy Russian restaurant on Second
Avenue, with the ex-patriots of a halt a dozen
nations applauding, she started on the flaming
road towards stardom. She danced with the
passion of her race, into her songs she threw
the fervor of Villa’s banditti, The patronage
of the restaurant grew. You could hardly get
a table when Revva danced.

One night, as she finished her first number,
there was a tumult and shouting over in a
secluded corner. Tloyd Gibbons, brushing
past tables, rushed towards her. The show
stopped for the moment, and before the eyes
of hundreds of startled patrons Revva, the
child of the regiment, and Gibbons, the great
correspondent, embraced and pounded each
other’s backs in the center of the floor. Gib-
bons’ protege of the aroyas had come :o
New York!

“Meesta Geebons,” she says, “is the finest
man [ ever know. lle ees grand, magnificent,
se beeg. lle help me so much.”

So Revva moved out of Second Avenue
and came to Broadway. Her first part in a
legitimate show was in “Hello Paris.” In a
Mexican scene she danced atop a table—not
a big part—but she attracted attention. When
the show closed there came offers from fa-
shionable night clubs. Then she danced and
