RADIO GUIDE is able to announce this week
that Oswald F. Schuette has been vested with the
scepter of dictator. He holds the same position in the
radio industry as Wil] Hays holds in the film worid,
and as Judge Landis grasps in baseball. He is
the Big Boss.
Radio has been waiting for this move for
years. ‘The necessity of a dictator has long
been recognized. When Schuette settled the
threatened strike of the American Society,
of Composers, Authors, and Publishers his
name became paramount among the
names of those who might have been
mentioned for this Czar job, He was
immediately appointed dictator of the
copyright activities of the broad-
casting industry, and now he has been
vested with the right of complete
censotship of all programs.

Among other important things,
the appointment of liberal-minded,
public-spirited Schuette means a new
deal for the listener. He will have
the right to censor long-winded
advertising blurbs, the bane of many
an otherwise interesting hour.

Football Series

Christy Walsh, sports writer and football
authority, will bring the first of a series of
football broadcasts to the air on Friday,
September 23rd at 8 p. m. (CDST) over the
Columbia network. The series is titled “All-
American Football Show.”

The series opens with re-enactments of
thrilling plays from last year’s season, and a
preview of this season’s games. Harry von
Zell, announcer, will be at the mike for this
feature.

An eighteen-piece band, under the baton of
Freddie Rich, and a large male chorus,
coached by Andre Kostalanetz will present
a concert of college and fraternity songs each
week; and Walsh will also bring prominent
football coaches and sports writers from all
over the country for forecasts, sidelights and
chats on strategy and training.

Among the coaches who-have already con-

tracted to appear on the series are Glenn S.
“Pop” Warner of leland Stanford; “Tad”
Jones of Yale; Jesse C. Harper of Notre
Dame; W. A. Alexander of Georgia Tech,
and Eddie Casey of Harvard.

Walsh’s pronouncements on the season’s
games as they are played will be indicative of
the official ratings to be made at the close
of the season by the All-American Board of
Football, of which he is a charter member.

Thirty-five Columbia outlets will carry the
programs which have been built by Walsh in
cooperation with Charles Spear, Columbia
continuity writer.

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Bar Heads Hit Radio Censorship

Freedom of speech on the air, no restric-
tions on radio advertising, and a demand for
the repeal of the Davis equalization amend-
ment will be given consideration by the
American Bar Association at its Annual
Convention, October 12th, in Washington.

These recommendations, together with an
attack on the Federal Radio Commission,
were highlights of a 65-page report submit-
ted to the association by the committee on
communications.

The Federal Radio Commission came in
for a severe rap from the report because,
it was claimed, the Commission’s decisions
were inconsistent. In some cases, it was
said, the Commission strictly adhered to
its regulations in coming to a decision, and
in other similar cases, completely disregarded
those regulations.

Broadcasters are, as a consequence, not
able to predetermine the commission’s action
from the basis of previous decisions as pre-
cedents, according to the committee’s report.

In discussing freedom of speech on the air,
the report stated, “Freedom of speech by
radio in the sense and to the degree upheld
by the United States Supreme Court in the

case of the press becomes a delusion as a

practical matter . . if the privilege is
given to, or the responsibility is placed on,
the broadcaster to censor a political speech.”

Regarding radio advertising, the report
opposes legislative proposals to limit sales
talk in radio programs.

“At times and with respect to many broad-
cast stations, the advertising talk has been
annoying to listeners, both because of its
character and its amount . . . Yet there is
every reason to believe that with the return
of normal conditions (financial), the self
interest of the broadcaste. and of the adver-
tiser, combined with the listeners’ power of
censorship by turning away from an offend-
ing program, will automatically eliminate
excesses.”

The committee called “impossible of en-
forcement” the Davis equalizatior. amend-
ment directing that radio wave lengths,
powers, etc., be divided equally between five
radio zones and then among the states within
those zones according to their population.

The report was submitted by Louis G.
Caldwell, Washington attorney in charge of
the committee; John W. Guider, of Wash-
ington; John C. Kendall, Portland, Ore., and
Robert Stone, Seattle.

Mrs. Yost Launches Talks on Politics

Mrs. Ellis A. Yost, New York Republican,
is going to launch a new series of non-parti-
san address over the Columbia network,
Tuesday, September 20th.

The series is designed to rally women
voters for the forthcoming election and

urge them to use their voting power to the
utmost. While numerous women prominent
in Republican, Democratic and Independent

o
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politics will be represented on the series,
their subject will be the same; “Woman's
Responsibility to Vote.”

Frances Perkins, State Commissioner of
Labor of New York, and a Democrat, will
give the second address on Tuesday,
October 11th. Fanny Hurst, well-known
writer representing the “League for Inde-
pendent Political Action,” will be the final
speaker on Tuesday, November Ist.

Wile, Kaltenborn
Cive News on Air

H. V. Kaltenborn and Frederic William
Wile, two of radio’s most colorful veteran
commentators are back or the air. This
winter they will deliver their terse, salty poli-
tical low-down over the Columbia channels.

Wile has begun his tenth successive year of
weekly -analyses of current Lappenings in the
nation’s capitol with his “Political Situation
in Washington Tonight,” every Saturday.
Kaltenborn, who has been vacationing since
the close of the national conventions, con-
centrates on world affairs, ard is heard every
Tuesday and Thursday from 5 to 5:15 p. m.
(CDST) over WBBM,

Wile is recognized as one of the best quali-
fied men in his field. He first began broad-
casting national and international politics
in 1923, a few weeks after Calvin Coolidge
succeeded Harding in the presidency. Ever
since then he has continued his weekly poli-
tical reviews.

In 1930, Wile blazed a new trail by be-
coming the world’s first radio foreign news
'correspondent, CBS sent him to London to
report on the air the Five-Pcower Naval Con-
ference.

H. V. Kaltenborn, author, lecturer and
former editor of the Brooklyn Daily Eagle
has had a career similiar to that of his
friend and associate, Wile. He has seen a
decade of service as a radio political com-
mentator for American newspapers. Kal-
tenborn has just returned from an extensive
trip to the capitols of Europe where he met
and interviewed such world fgures as Hitler,
Von Papen, Herriot and HMis Holiness, Pope
Pius. His radio talks will be built around
his European impressions.

URING the past week [ have been digging down into the records and have found evi-

dence that the radio aadience of this country has very narrowly escaped a tombard-

ment of outlawed broadcasts.

These were all slated to eoriginate in Mexico, just acress the border and the gentlemen

who wete to sponsor them were those who had either been put off the air in America, or
those who wanted ‘o get around the lottery laws and garner hundreds of thousands of

American dollars in gambiing schemes, which never would have been toleratec by this

governimnent.

But we have been spared all this by a conference betweea American and Mexican
officials, who will sit beside cach other during the current Internaticnal Radia Conference

in Madrid, Spain, where ccoperative regula-©-

tions are under wzy by the various nations.

It should be pointed out that Mexico has
not been a party ta the ulterior schemes of
the prospective outlaws. The truth is that
because of more sericus troubles, the Mexican
boys hadn’t got around to the radio problem
with its tareats of international trouble. One
of the pioneers of the Mexican stunt was
Dr. Johr Brinkley, the goat gland gent who
was refused a license in «ansas and who
set up a whale of a transmitter in Villa
Acuna. As a result of the American-Mexican
confab, the doc is now off the air again.
Others who had desizns on us via the Mexi-
can route were the survivors of the Capone
gang, who thought the gambling stunt would
be swell.

There is Norman T. Baker, however, former
owner of KTNT, Muscating, lowa, the
cancer cure person, who has been consider-
ing a station at Nuevo [aredo, Mexico, and
who may get away with i1, because the
Mexican officials see no harm in his propa-
ganda. The American courts did, however,
hold that he was using the station as a per-

sonal mouthpicce, and in this they uph:ld

the Radio Commission’s decision fo silence
his plant in lowa.

The current trend of the radio program
builders is turning again to the drama,
and mystery scripts will probably be the
rage this winter. Contemplating this, I
cannot suppress the hcope that they will
be dramatized with more finesse and a
better casting than the Eno Crime Club
series via the Columbia circuits. During
the era when Edgar Wallace yarns were
going stromg, the broadcasts were inter-
esting in spite of the affected British
drawls inflicted upon us by the principals
in the cast. During recent weeks the re-
hearsals mmust have beem hurried, or pos-
sibly it was the heat, but whatever the
cause, the combination of Oxfordian ac-
cents and inexpert continuity is eertain-
ly not permitting the feature to keep the
pace originally set.

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Schuette Named
Radio’s Dictator

keen, sharp-eyed, alert, kinetic. Born in
Chicago and graduated from a Chicago high
school at fifteen. At twenty he got a job
as a cub reporter on a Chicago newspaper.
At twenty-three he was city editor of a
Milwaukee paper. In 1907 he travelled
through-Europe as a political correspondent,
and in the same year he returned to Chicago
as a political writer for the old Chicago
Inter-Ocean. He was Washington corres-
pondent for that paper, and for Leslie’s
weekly, for five years.

War came, and Schuette, who speaks Ger-
man fluently, was sent to Berlin as the cor-
respondent of the Chicago Daily News. His
vivid articles on the war are still remem-
bered. When the break impended between
America and Germany, Schuette, calm and
unperturbed, kept right on sending his
stories back home. All other American news-
papermen left the country. Schuette stayed
on until just before the Declaration of War,
and then he hopped a train and got to
Switzerland just in time. He covered the
rest of the war from that country.

Returning to Washington after the Armis-
tice, Schuette was again correspondent for
Leslie’s Weekly and Iron Age. Later he
wrote a political column for the Hearst
newspapers,

Schuette is widely known in other public
activities besides journalism. Ie coined the
widely used political phrase “the steam rol-
ler,” and once wrote a handbook for the
Republican National Committee. lle is
President of the National Press Club in
Washington, and is a member of the execu-
tive committee of the Chicago Catholic
Charities.

In 1919 Schuette married Mary Patricia
Moran, of Washington. They have five
children.

Five years ago his name first began to
loom big with headquarters in Chicago, to
represent the interest of the independent
radio manufacturers in their struggle with
the so-called “radio trust.” The “trust” was
the six billion dollar combination of the
Radio Corporation of America, General
Electric Company, Westinghouse, United
Fruit Company, American Telephone and
Telegraph Company, and General Motors.
After three years of battle in Congress, be-
fore the Federal Trade Commission and in
the courts, he succeeded in forcing the De-
partment of Justice to bring a suit for the
dissolution of the “trust.”

This suit is now about to reach its climax.
The hearing is scheduled for October 10th
in the United States District Court at Wil-
mington, Delaware.

In the meantime negotiations between the
“trust” and the Department of Justice have
resulted in the elimination of the United
I'ruit Company, the Telephone Company,
and General Motors from the combination.

In the course of this conflict, Schuette also
championed the cause of a group of more
than a hundred small broadcasters who
were threatened with revocation of their
license by the Federal Radio Commission.

Schuette’s biggest diplomatic job, and the
one which landed him on top of the radio
world, was breaking the deadlock that existed
between radio and Tin Pan Alley. Radio is
now the greatest source of income for com-
posers of popular music. Schuette’s Armis-
tice between the composers and the broad-
casters provided for:

A sustaining fee of $933,000 a year, to be
paid to the composers according to their
popularity. In addition, a percentage fee
of net receipts will be paid by the broad-

casters to the composers. It will be three
per cent the first year, four the second, and
five the third. The composers had originally
demanded a flat five per cent of the gross
receipts. No formal contract has yet been
signed.

Following his appointment as dictator, Mr.
Schuette made this statement for Rabio
GuIDE: ’

“The efforts of the National Association of
Broadcasters to protect the industry against
extortionate copyright fees have not been
abandoned.

“The acceptance of the percentage con-
tracts was forced by the threat of infringe-
ment suits on a scale that would have
destroyed the industry. That is an unsound
basis for any negotiations.

“The contracts which are finally made
must be free from any implication of
racketeering. They must represent fairly
the value of the actual use of the musical
compositions,

“The vital test of any final settlement be-
tween the broadcasters and the composers
must be the all-important question: Is it
in the public interest?”

Impartial observers rate Oswald Schuette
as the brainiest of the three great amuse-
ment czars. They call him more liberal
than Hays, a quicker thinker than Landis.
They see in his appointment brighter days
for the public, a better class of radio enter-
tainment.

CARLETON SMITH MEETS LAN

More Adventures in Europe

e E are not actors. We are merely ful-
filling the vow our ancestors made to
God.”

This was Anton Lang’s answer to my in-
quiries concerning the possibility of studying
acting in Oberammeérgau.

If | were asked by a friend to recommend
a place in Europe to study the dramatic art,
I would send him to the town of Oberam-
mergau. For here, acting is not an art. It
is not a profession. It is so natural and
simple as to defy description.

Each summer Oberammergau has what it
modestly calls “practise plays.” The small
biblical dramas last several hours and the
admission is thirty-five cents. They are
worth the cost of a trip to Germany. You
see here the school for the participants in
the Passion Plays, but you would never guess
it was a school.

Neither would you guess that the friendly,
simple artisans you meet in the streets or
in their shops were actors. Yet they are
supreme actors. They do not seem to act—
they make you feel somehow the force of
their convictions and the meaning of their
drama, without giving you the notion of
acting. '

Much that | have not read must have been
written about their work. | cannot describe
it. [ can only urge you to go to Oberam-
mergau. [t is a delightful place to rest,
without any of the evils of a resort. And
it is best to see it as it is in its everyday
life, and not during the time of the Passion
Play.

You can spend many profitable hours
chatting with the villagers and hearing prac-
tical lessons in philosophy. 1 enjoyed, most
of all, Anton Lang, the old “Christus,” who
attends Mass each morning, and who still
tiptoes around his shop to greet every comer.
He expressed great concern about the eco-
nomic crisis, and recalled many pleasantries
of his visit to America where, due to some
journalist’s error, we always think he is a
wood-carver instead of the potter he really
is.
He told me that it was probable that per-
formances of the Passion Play would be
given during the summer of 1934, which is
the 300th anniversary of the making of the
promise. The burgermeister and his com-
mittee of twenty have yet to vote, but it
is likely that they will decide in the affirm-
ative,

Whether or not there is a Passion per-
formance, do not omit the pleasant Bavarian
village from your travels. You’'ll enjoy the
numerous footpaths through the hills and
woods around the town, and the v:siting with
the generous, affable people. Though you
come as a tourist or even a curiosity-seeker,
you will leave with a warm memory in your
heart and a happy feeling that there is an
Oberammergau in the world.

MUNICH

The growing shortness of my time neces-
sitated a choice between the Munich and
Salzburg Festivals. | chose the latter, but
1 could not pass through the Bavarian capi-
tol without a visit to the charming Residenz
Theater, my favorite of the small opera-
houses in Germany. There 1 heard a com-
mendable performance of Figaro’s Hochzeit.
And 1 did steal an extra day from Salzburg
to hear again Frida Leider’s Brunbilde. In
case you are not familiar with her singing,
you will have a chance to hear her this
winter when she joins the Metropolitan
forces. She is a most capable singer, at
times lacking in emotional qualities, but
always a thorough musician.

Munchen is a city that deserves many
weeks. You could spend evening after eve-
ning in the llofbrauhaus and never tire of
Bavarian beer. But Salzburg called.

In and around this city the outstanding
musical and intellectual leaders of Central
Europe gather during the time of the great
Music Festival.  Successful promotion has
brought events here to the attention of every
traveller. But the renown of the Festival
does, not, rest: entirely . on promotion., , Salz-

burg standards are high. The performances
merit the attention they receive. It is
“quality” that sells out the houses.

If names are significant, and they usually .
are, Max Reinhardt directs the play “Every-
man,” and is near at hand in Schloss Leo-
poldskron to give advice when it is needed.
Harold Kreutzberg dances on the Cathedral
Square. Bruno Walter, with whdse genius
you are all familiar, conducts the Vienna
Philharmonic, the finest orchestra | have
ever heard participate in an opera perform-
ance. Richard Strauss, by all odds the great-
est living Austrian composer, and an excep-
tion to the “rule” that all composers are
poor conductors, comes to direct several per-
formances. This summer it was Fidelio and
a Mozart-Beethoven concert. For some rea-
sons probably well know to himself, he leaves
his own works, Rosenkavalier and the com-
paratively unknown [Woman Without a
Shadow to other batons. Clemens Krauss
and Fritz Busch complete the list of first
conductors this summer.

The singers are world-renowed and uni-
formly capable. Sigrid Onegin, Maria Muel-
ler, Lotte Lehmann (of whom we will hear
more), Richard Mayr and Richard Tauber
are among those best known in America.

Is it any wonder that music-lovers flock
to Salzburg?

And there is an attraction for me that
surpasses even the glories of this assemblage.
It is the atmosphere and the feeling of
fitness which the surroundings lend. Every
detail tells that the performance is Mozart,
and you are not much concerned with the
names of the singers.

Best of all, I like the serenades that are
played in the court of the ancient residence
of the Prince-Archbishop of Salzburg. iHere,
with only the light of smoking candles, a
quartet or sextet plays the greatest music of
the last two centuries. As you listen, you
can imagine Mozart crossing this very court-
yard on his way home after entertaining the
noble guests, and humming these tunes that
are to live forever. It is a gracious setting,
classic in design, and ideal for the music,

This is the delight of Salzburg. Its towers,
shadowy arches, vaulted courts anc princely
squares combine to create an atmosphere in
which the music of its hey-dey should be
heard.

The birth-place of Mozart is a natural-
born festival city, and 1 am glad to be here
for the great performances that soon will
fill the air.

IT was late afterncon at one of the funny

little motion picture theaters which, back
in the early 1900’s, were just beginning to
attract popular attention, although they had
by no means attained respectability.

A small, golden-haired girl stepped up to
the ticket seller and offered him a nickel—
or was it a dime? e looked her over critic-
ally, and barked, “How old are you?”

“[ifteen,” she fibbed. She was only four-
teen.

“Well, then,” snapped the ticket seller, “1
can’t let you in. Children under sixteen
can’t come without their parents.”

“But,” blurted the determined little girl
with the soft dark eyes, “I’'m fron. the Bio-
graph Company. I'm the star of the picture
you are showing tonight.”

“So you are,” agreed the man, looking her
up and down, “but 1 can’t let you in any-
how. Suppose you go home and get your
mother.”

Already this mature little person of less
than fifteen years had found her way into
the pioneer industry, and with it she was
to ride to fame. She wasn’'t a novice, how-
ever, for her career as an actress was already
ten years old when she entered Biograph.

Gladys Smith, who later adopted her
grandmother’s name and became Mary
Pickford, was born of lrish-Canadian parents
in Toronto, Canada, in 1893. When she was
four years old her father died, leaving the
mother with three small children, and a not-
very-profitable candy shop. Luckily, the
charm of the five-year-old Mary won her
an engagement with the Valentine Stock
Company, and before long she was playing
children’s parts in a way to draw tears from
the hardest hearted theater-goer.

Even during her early girlhood Mary Pick-
ford was fired with ambition. She longed
to get a job with Belasco, at that time a
theatrical name to conjure with. She dreamed
of waiting outside his office door, and of
falling in a faint when he should come out.
Then, in this day dream, as she conceived it,
the great man would take her in his arms,
and go back into his office. At the crucial
moment she would revive and tell him it was
just acting. Thereupon, he would promptly
offer her five hundred a week. A nice day
dream, but it didn't happen that way.
Belasco did see her and when she had scarce-
ly entered her teens, engaged her for a
Broadway play.

Then came the adventure in Biograph. In
those days, moving picture companies had
no intention of creating stars, so Mary was
called “The Biograph Girl” and the “Girl
with the Curls.” She played everything,
even Indian parts, although it is hard to
imagine her child-like face with its charming
pout, done up as a wild Indian.

As time passed, the movie industry quickly
grew out of its swaddling clothes. It dis-
covered California. Under the hands of its
magicians, Zukor and Griffiths and others,
the pictures lost their old crudities and be-
came polished and sophisticated. Respectable
people, who had scorned the moving picture
palaces, turned their backs on the legitimate
theater and crowded to see their new favor-
ites, “Little Mary” became not only the
Queen of Hollywood, but of America and
the world.

Mary Pickford married America’s hero,
Douglas Fairbanks, and went with him to
live in the fairy-book palace, Pickfair. There
they have entertained not only their friends
of the moving picture world, but the great
ones of the earth. The King and Queen of
Siam were guests in Mary’s home. Lord
and Lady Mountbatten, the Duke and

Duchess of Alba, and many others, have

found her hospitality charming, and the little
princess as delightful off the screen as she
is on it. Mary Pickford is the perfect
hostess, simple, friendly, unpretentious.

Then one day came the minor revolution
which threatened Mary’s throne. The women
of America decided to cut their hair! Their
husbands raged; their employers fired them
right and left; but they went straight ahead
in their desire to express their new {reedom.

Mary Pickford, the patron saint of fem-
inine charm and innocence, stood bravely
against thesstorm. In 1927 she wrote, “In
the epidemic of hair cutting which has swept
the country, | am one of the few who have
escaped. It has been a hard-fought battle.”

Then, in 1929, when all the world was
sleek and shorn, Mary suddenly capitulated.
She decided to grow up and to cut the fam-
ous Pickford curls. She chose, not a brutal
boyish cut, but a softly feminine one that
transformed in a moment the roguish gamin
of “The Poor Little Rich Girl” into a charm-
ingly mature woman.

And just abqut that time, women every-
where discovered that they were tired of
boyishness and skirts that did not cover their
knees, and followed Mary’s lead back to
femininity—cxcept that Mary had never
deserted femininity. She had always been
the Girl-with-the-Curls.

And she still is. She is a little older, a
little more mature. But America’s sweet-
heart has proved that a beautiful woman is
always beautiful, and that it isn’t necessary
to be sixteen to win applause.

Before going into the various methods of
caring for the hair it is necessary to under-
stand the basic construction of hair. Pre-
suming, of course, that you are in a healthy
condition all of the trouble that happens to
hair is caused by abuse. This is true of both
sexes. The hair grows into a bulb in the
scalp which is called the follicle. The follicle
grows in the root. When the hair is pulled
out the follicle goes with the hair and is that
translucent bulb on the end of the hair that
comes out of the scalp. In the root of the
hair is the color gland and nature supplies
oil through the color gland and then into
the hair. There is a channel on the inside
of the hair through which oil and color
should flow.

The outside surface of the hair is made
up of many scales, one upon the other. These
scales, when smoothed down in the proper
way, leave the hair shiny and glossy. These
scales or prongs can be “roughed up” in
many ways, such as “frizzing” with a comb
or a brush which stimply means stroking the
wrong way. llere are the common abuses
which harm hair:

1—Too much water on the hair, the man
to make it lay down and the woman to set
the wave.

2—The use of hard water.

3—Too frequent shampooing.

4—The use of a cake of soap for shampoo-
ing instead of liquid soap.

5—Never brushing the hair.

6—Men use some sort of dressing to make
the hair stay in place.

7—Women use some sort of a gluey sub-
stance to set a wave in their hair.

8—Improper permanent waves.

Water put on the hair at frequent inter-
vals and allowed to dry, even if the water is
soft, leaves a coating or film on the hair
which eventually causes it to become brittle
or dry and gradually lose its color becoming
streaked, faded and gray.

some new technique by which the blatant
ballyhoos of the aerial advertisers may be
eliminated, he was interested. The page
concerned the type of humor that, of neces-
sity must assail us, because, alas, a portion
of the radio audience, is admittedly stupid.
It was explained to Mr. Ford by Meyer
Davis, who had been sent to intrigue the
magnate with the mike. And it gives us
an interesting insight on the question. We
were wont, as you recall, to pan Eddie
Cantor and Harry Richman and similar
comics for their open-faced and almost
moronic gags. After studying the radio situ-
ation as affecting humor, however, we’ll have
to absolve them. They were driven to it.
Subtle humor on the air, Mr. Davis pointed
out, is out of the question. Only the sort
of furr that can be djgested by remote and
bucolic audiences is okayed by wise sponsors.
And sophisticated, and smart listeners will
have to bear up under it or tune it out.

Several incidents have recently happened
to confirm this slant on humor, and they,
are far from flattering to us as an audience.
Several weeks ago, for instance, Jack Benny,
another comic, announced, with tongue in
cheek, that he would send on an ocean
voyage anyone who submitted to him the
words of the Star-Spangled Banner, written
on a soda straw. Benny received several
thousand straws the following week.

Leo Reisman is one of the ablest ore
chestra leaders of my acquaintance. Dur-
ing my vacation, he wrote several articles
for me, and they were published. And
back came a hundred or more letters
from the fans who expressed puzzle-
ment. “Why,” they asked, “does a man
like Reisman, who displayed unquestion-
able and extraordinary intelligence in his
writing, persist in being so silly on his
Pond Vanishing Cream program? Why
does he spoil his good music with such
silly and vapid comments as “How’s your
tempo?” ete.

Mr. Reisman is indeed intelligent, and
an excellent musician—but like the fans,
I cannot understand why his program is
so badly spoiled by continuity. Another
thing, too. Mr. Reisman is not a singer,
by any means, yet he sings, or tries to,
on the same broadcast.

I asked him why all this, and he
smiled, and said feebly that the audience
liked it. But I could see that he did not
even expect me to believe him. The only
inference left me was that his sponsors
think the idea good. Well, many sponsors
have thought many ideas good — but
sponsors are not showmen, as everybody
knows. If the Reisman interpolations on
the Pond bill are good, then the editor of
this magazine can play piano for me
while I recite the Shooting of Dan Mc-
Grew. I have made quite a survey among
listeners with regard to this program, be-
cause I could not understand its motif
—and I have yet to hear anybody but
Mr. Reisman’s press agent say a word
in favor of its vapid aspects.

And that, dear customers, makes !loward
Lanin’s question pertinent. Maybe you’d
like to answer it. Mr.. Lanin writes me,
“Maybe you or some of your readers can
set me right. 1 want to know what consti-
tutes a successful radio artist? Is he one
who entertains the best as far as the general
public is concerned, or one who sells the
most merchandise for his sponsor?”

There you are, folks. And here’s my
answer:

The answer depends on who's giving it.
If a lay member of the audience is asked to
judge, then I’d say that only the quality of
the performance counts toward success. On
the other hand, a commercial judge won’t
recognize artistic success unless it has a sales
value. The most satisfactory way of prov-
Ing up an artist’s success is to put him on
sustaining for a few weeks and watch the
response.

You can’t measure success with a yard-
stick, The counter question is, does Mr.
Lanin mean artistic success, or financial
achieveriient?

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Sappho Was Just
Two Other Girls

By John Erskine

APPHO was the greatest of woman poets.

She was also several other things. She
enjoyed too many reputations for one per-
son, and a legend grew that there were two
Sapphos, one the superb poet, the other the
adventurous and vivid lady, But there was
only one of her, and she managed both
careers.

Because scandal attached to her private
life, the early Christians burned her poems,
and magnified and distorted the scandal,
until her name now suggests vice, with poetry
as a sideline. But in her own day the worst
said against her was that her manners were
decisive and independent, and many men
loved her.

She was born in a village on the coast of
Lesbos. toward the beginning of the seventh
century B. C. Her father's name was
Skamanandros, her mother’s Kleis. She had
three brothers.

When she was six or seven, a war broke
out between Lesbos and Athens, and in one
of the first battles her father was killed.
The mother took the children for safety to
Mytilene, the capitol of the island. Then
Sappho passed her youth chiefly in the
society of girls, since the boys and men were
all away at the war, which lasted for more
than ten years.

One young man, however, was sent home
from the army in disgrace, and he consoled
himself by falling in love with her. He was
Alkaios, the poet, a happy-go-lucky genius,
fond of drink, fond of the ladies, and fond
of organizing insurrections, which always
came to grief. e declared his passion for
Sappho in a little poem which for him was
strangely polite, to the effect that he had
something on his heart to tell her, but
through bashfulness he was dumb. She re-
plied in what was perhaps her earliest poem,
that if there was anything he was too bash-
ful to sav, it must be pretty bad. His poems
about her made her famous even before she
herself began to write.

Sappho and Alkaios would feel quite at
home :n  Moscow or Leningrad today.
Ancient Lesbos took its politics seriously,
and accorded to women an equalty with men
which they have enjoved again only since
the Communists took charge of Russia. It
is not surprising that Sappho joined Alkaios
and a number of other young people in one
of his revolutions, and when it failed, she
shared a not unpleasant exile with him in a
quiet part of the island—or it had been
quiet before the exiles arrived.

They made so merry, what with poetry
and this and that, that the government, re-
called them, but under certain new and
severe regulations. One was that a crime
committed when drunk would be punished
twice as severely as a crime committed when
sober. Alkaios, thinking with some reason
that this law was directed against him per-
sonally, fomented another revolt, which
failed more dismally than the first, and the
ringleaders were exiled again, this time in
earnest. Sappho was sent to Sicily, which
was, you might say, the end of the world.
She was about twenty when this blight fell
upon her, but she converted it into an op-
portumity by marrying the richest merchant
in Syracuse. In no time at all she was the
social leader of the city, and she had writ-
ten so many beautiful poems that Mytilene
was proud of her and invited her to come
home.

She then set up a school for girls, where
she taught dancing, music and poetry. There
were other such school in Mytilene, but the
ancient world in general thought it indecent
to educate a woman, and since Sappho not
only taught her pupils but was fond of them,
she has never been able to live it down.

This very human poet, who seems near
to us, lived a century or more before
Aeschylus was born, or Sophocles, or Euri-
pides. While she was teaching her girls,
Buddha was meditating in India, and Jere-
miah and Ezekiel were imparting gloomy
advice to the chosen people.

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UPON meeting Gus Van, one realizes in-
stantly that this man carries a great
loss within himself.

Now, after two years, Gus Van is begin-
ning to hit his stride again. As master of
ceremonies on the El Toro Saturday night

program, you hear

hovering around him,
belongs to a great
loss in his life. It’s
because of a friend-
ship that was a pal-
ship. A pal-ship that
was a singing team
relationship . . . and
it lasted for over
twenty years. No
wonder Gus has
never quite recovered
from his great hurt.

You knew of Van
and Schenck, ot
course. You saw them
on the vaudeville cir-
cuits all over the
land perhaps
you heard them in
Europe when they
were making one of
their innumerable
continental tours.
Outstanding harmony
tcam of the era, they
played Ziegfeld’s Fol-
lies .nd the Midnight
Frolics for years.

They played shows
on Broadway and
Orpheums on every

city’s Main Street.
When they came to
town posters and bill-
boards built them up and Van and
Schenck never let the audience down. Re-
member how they sang those “Sally” songs?

It all started when Van, having left his
Brooklyn trolley motorman’s job paying
$1.60 a day, joined up as singer with a series
of bars, cafes and finally the famous Perry’s
at Coney Island, where Willie Howard dis-
covered him. It was at Perry’s that his little
colored piano player upped and left him one
night . and who should apply for the
playing spot but a baby-faced lad with curly
hair and a clean white shirt. “You’ll never
do,” said Van. “But 1 want to do,” insisted
Joe Schenck. And what was Van to do?
So for twenty odd years they did together
. songs and shows, and baseball games
with Van catching the speedy curves Joe
could pitch . . . benefits, tours, movie shorts
and talkie pictures . . . Lurope . . . ac-
claim . . . Fame!

The first of the regular vaudeville stars
to sing over radio . over KDKA in
the Quaker City back in 1922. And the first
to be stumped about the matter of salary.

Singing for Socony, they set the wage at
$100 a minute . . a standard price, now,
for many teams. But they originated it.

And then Joe died, suddenly. And Gus
Van still reveals, at moments wher Joc’s
name is mentioned, that bewildered air of
not being able to quite comprehend the
hurt of it . . . the finality of it. Schenck
was too much a part of his entire being.
Five minutes after you meet Van, Joe’s
name slips in quietly . . almost auto-
matically. “Joe was funny about buying
things. Couldn’t resist shirts and always had
hundreds around that he never wore.”

And when talking of boats and things . . .
Van, by the way, is crazy about navigation
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him again and want
to see him as you did
in the old days.
Offers are beginning
to mean something to
Gus besides painful
recollections. From
New VYork’s Palace
Theater, where Gus
will appear in the
near future, to
Omaha, Kansas City,
Cleveland . . . stage
contracts are being
held out to the llead-
liner who is begin-
ning to be a head-
liner once more. He
sings those character
songs with too much
humor, too much
laughter, for the
world’s audiences to
let him L.lip away
from them. And he
deplores the present
state of musical
affairs where comic
songs and comic
lyrics® aren’t written
with the side-aching
effects they once
achieved.

Brown eyed and
brown haired, the
stocky Gus spends time off Broadway and the
air waves on his Long Island home, where he
makes a science of making wild cherry wine

without benefit of bathtub, 1 might
mention. e coaches an amateur baseball
team of kids out in Jamaica . . . no one
over fourtcen allowed at bat and many of
those same gawky kids have graduated to
the big leagues, much to Van’s gratification.

Baseball is still one of Gus’s prime passions.
lle joined up with the Brooklyn Rapid
Transit Company . ! . trolley lines to you

- - way back at the turn of the century,
because the Company had a baseball team
on which no man could play who did not
hold a motorman’s position. “If I'd have
been conductor . . . well, that would have
been a different story. So many of the
nickels stuck to the floor, you know. Or the
ceiling. Or the left hand inside coat pocket.”

Gus is a Big Booster for Basebali . . .
and Brooklyn. Those be his By-Times. Be-
sides his wife, of course. The fifteenth of
August brought his birthday . . and the
twenty-third year of marital bliss. “Same
wife for twenty-three years is a record for
Broadway,” says Van. “But [ wouldn’t
change her for the world . . only thing
| won’t do for her is mow the lawn.” A non-
professional, Mrs. Van goes in for Gus . . .
and cooking. Particularly spinach. Gus
says it’s the one thing that’s good for him
that he really likes. .

Plays golf, handball, doesn’t care about
driving a car, likes to live peacelully and
casily, is on Broadway, but not of it, and has
a great determination to make “Van” as
great as “Van and Schenck” after two years
of sorrowing for his lost pal. The modern
version of Pagliacci « « « Gus Van.

It is a sign be 1sn’t
thirsty. That is all it means. It isn’t a
danger signal. Animals are wiser than we
are, in that way. They won’t eat and
drink when they aren’t bhungry or thirsty.

Then there’s the lie about dogs having
hydrophobia if they foam at the mouth. A
dog may foam at the mouth for any of a
dozen harmless reasons. It has nothing to
do with hydrophobia.

Then there is the cruel lie that every
puppy or young dog must have at least one
hard beating, to teach him you are his
master. | wonder how many thousand gentle
and obedient dogs have been flogged half to
death because of that lie.

It would be just as sensible to say that
an employer must beat up every new clerk,
with an axe-handle, to teach him his duties.
By using patience and common sense you
can teach any dog you are his master with-
out once beating him. Use quiet firmness.

And there’s the crazy lie that all puppies
open their eyes when they are precisely nine
days old; and that if they don’t, it is a
sign they will be blind for life. Many
thousands of promising baby puppies have
been drowned on that account.

All puppies keep their eyes tight shut for
some days after they are born. Some of
them open their eyes when they are nine
days old. But most of them don’t open
their eyes until the tenth or eleventh or
twelfth day or even later. Don’t worry, if
the eyes open late. Nature is on the job
and she knows what she is doing:

Here is a true story, to show what harm
can come from believing these lies about
dogs:

Back in 1821, a merchant carried a big
canvas bag of gold from one town to
another. The bag was tied to his saddle.
He had a pistol at his belt. His fierce mastiff
dog trotted alongside the horse. So he was
well protected against thieves.

The mastiff, all at once, began to bark and
howl; and jumped up again and again to
grab at the rider’s boot. Then he would
gallop back along the road. He behaved
so queerly that the merchant thought he
had suddenly gone mad.

So the man stopped his horse at a brook,
and ordered the mastiff to drink. The dog
refused; and continued to bark and to leap
at the rider’s boot, and to run back. Be-
cause he wouldn’t drink, the merchant was
perfectly sure now that the dog was mad.
He drew his pistol; and senc a bullet through
the excited dog’s body.

The poor mastiff turned and ran waver-
ingly back, along the road, and out of sight.
The merchant followed. Ile found his dog
lying dead, in the ditch; with the canvas
bag of gold between his paws.

He had seen the bag fall from the saddle,
and he had iried to tell his master what had
happened. Then, because he wouldn’t drink
when he wasn’t thirsty, he was shot. With
his last dying strength the mastiff had stag-
gered back to where the bag had fallen and
had lain down to guard it.

He was only a dog. So he did not know
any better than to throw away his life in
an effort to serve the man whom he wor-
shipped. Peace to his gallant soul!
