Chevrons Replace Loud Shirts and Jingling Spurs as a

Great Showman Trades His Saddle for an Air-Forces Job

HE sergeant called in civilian

clothes. He was dressed to the

limit in the traditional Hollywood
version of a cowboy’s costume—from
the spotless white Stetson, the tan
jacket, and the silk shirt to the be-
spangled, high-heeled boots.

Sergeant Gene Autry was a veteran
of three days’ service with the U. S.
Army Air Forces
when I talked to
him. He hadn’t re-
ceived a uniform,
was still an active
performer in his
touring rodeo.
Outwardly he was
the same Gene we
all know, the
high-power mov-
ie-radio-rodeo star
with the mild
manner and the
melodious voice—
the showman
through and through.

Underneath the surface there was
something else—something hard to de-
scribe. Here was a well-known movie-
radio star, still a civilian to all intents
and purposes. He still had had no
training, no taste of Army life. He was
living at a swank hotel, surrounded
by managers, press-agents, and the
like. But you could tell that some-
thing had "happened to Gene Autry.
There was an earnestness, a serious-

ness, a fierce determination in his talk
that was not the product of the high-
power ballyhoo which has surrounded
him for many years.

I asked the obvious questions first:
“Why did you enlist, and why did
you choose the Air Forces?”

There was no emotionalism, no ex-
hibitionism in Gene’s answer. “I joined
up because I thought I could do more
for my country in the service than
anywhere else,” he said simply. “At
first, because I know and love horses,
I thought of joining the cavalry. But
I talked it over with a good many
people in various branches of the
service. They seemed to think that I
have a following among the young
men of this country. They said I could
influence these fellows by my example.
And they pointed out that the Army
needs a lot more fliers than horsemen.
They need young fliers, particularly,
lads of seventeen, eighteen, nineteen,
who can learn quickly and fly for a
long time to come. Since the Army
men felt that way about it, I decided
to go along with them.”

“How do you feel about it person-
ally?” I asked. The answer was rather
surprising, when you realize that
Autry’s whole career has been built
on the tradition of open-range horse-
manship. He said, “I like it. I like
flying. I've flown a good deal myself,
and I'm convinced aviation is the com-
ing thing. After this war, there is go-

ing to be commercial aviation on a
tremendous scale. The fellows getting
Army air training today are really
preparing for a great future.”

Right then I made a blunder. I put
two and two together and came up
with an answer that, according to
Gene’s way of thinking, was five. I
said, “You seem to be a forward-
looking man. That’s strange, for your
screen and radio personality is really
built on a way of life that’s passing
out, isn’t it?”

Sergeant Autry bristled at once. “No,
sir,” he said. “The
horse and the West
aren’t passing.
This is still a great
cattle country, and
you can’t run a
cattle ranch with-
out horses. This
country was built
by horsemen—
Paul Revere,
George Washing-
ton, Jackson, Davy
Crockett. The West
is still the West,
and so long as
Americans eat beef
there’ll always be an important place
for horses and horsemen.”

We talked next about the sharp
change Gene faced in leaving show
business for military work as an en-

The Army handles the re-
quests. Hollywood assembles the tal-
ent. The men get America’s choicest
entertainers. Nobody has yet declined
to perform.

Fighting men abroad miss the
voices, the songs and laughter of the
girls they left behind them on Main
Street or in Manhattan. The men want
girls—glamour girls, singing and
swinging girls, and funny girls.

As far back as we can remember,
the first radio program to achieve a
prominent place in a daily newspaper
comic is the “Army Hour.” Joe Pa-
looka fans have seen several refer-
ences during the past fortnight and
there are more to come. Which is just
one more tribute to the greatest pro-
gram on the air, the only program
which gives every listener an intimate
acquaintance with his Army.

Your Army-—the Army you hear on
the “Army Hour”—is the only ma-
terial force standing between any
citizen and slavery. Your faith in that
Army is an absolute requisite for vic-
tory. Your knowledge of that Army
and its soldiers and its weapons is a
vital necessity. If generals fail, new
ones can be appointed. If weapons wear
out, new ones can be built. But soldiers
are our last line of defense and the
foundation of all our defenses. If we
don’t believe in them, we believe in

nothing. Listen to them on the “Army )

Hour,” know and believe in them,
and they’ll bring us victory . . .

If you have seen “Yankee Doodle
Dandy,” the picture-story of George
M. Cohan’s life, you can guess what
the movie version of “This Is the
Army” will be like. Warner writers
and directors huddled with Irving
Berlin recently, and the plan now is
to use much of Berlin’s own amazing
life-story, with his participation in
two world wars as the climax. “This
Is the Army” goes on tour shortly, and
it looks as if that proposed radio pro-
gram will not materialize. A beer ac-
count offered $10,000 a week to Army
Emergency Relief for radio rights, but
it was felt by Berlin as well as the
War Department that it would not be
fitting to use soldiers to advertise an
alcoholic beverage. The first out-of-
New-York date is Washington, D. C,,
after which the soldier show will ap-
pear in most of America’s larger
cities. The President and Mrs. Roose-
velt, by the way, are expected to see
it in the capital . . .

I wonder what inspired press-agent
persuaded Phil Spitalny to offer his
all-girl band to the Waacs, the Army’s
women’s corps. The news was pub-
lished the other day, shortly after it
became known that the Waacs were
creating a band of their own.

“Hour of Charm” broadcasts for Gen-
eral Electric, with profits going to the
new WAAC Relief Fund.

Come to think of it, the Waacs out
in Des Moines could embarrass Phil
by accepting that offer. He would then
either have to resign or don a wig and
skirts . . .
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The time is coming soon when
soldiers will not be permitted to
broadcast on regular schedules. Ezra
Stone, who was Henry Aldrich, is a
recent casualty.

Decca Album With Crosby and Astaire

A birth. It is almost certain to

have wide repercussions in the
fields of entertainment, and especially,
1 should judge, on the radio. The story
is that Bizet’s opera “Carmen,” writ-
ten, as we all know, in extreme op-
eratic good faith, is about to be
launched on Broadway in an English
version and with an all-Negro cast.

Oscar Hammerstein II is the man
responsible for this modernizing of a
repertorial standby. You will remem-
ber Mr. Hammerstein as the very gift-
ed librettist and lyricist of so many
successful operettas, many of them
written in collaboration with Jerome
Kern.

The thing that Mr. Hammerstein
stresses most in this unusual venture
of his is that the music shall not be
tampered with. OQutside of a few
strengthenings here and there, and
possibly a judicious cut or two, the
score will be presented as is. And it is
interesting to note that the man who
will do the slight adaptations of the
music is Robert Russell Bennett, as
steadfast a lover of “Carmen” as you’ll
find anywhere. So there do not seem
to be any worries on that score—pun
or not.

Here is where the radio enters into
the picture: The arias in “Carmen”
undoubtedly will be given much at-
tention on the air. But what is amus-
ing is the very strong possibility that
the bandleaders expected to play
dance music will be supplying us
copiously with rhythmic versions of the
Bizet score. So that, while the adapter
has had too much admiration of the
music to alter it, it will nevertheless
take the same road that certain frag-
ments of Tschaikowsky’s, Debussy’s,
Ravel’s and Rimsky-Korsakoff’s com-
positions have taken in recent months
—the jazz road.

Undoubtedly we shall also be hear-
ing on the radio the Hammerstein-
Bennett version itself, so that all
around it’s going to be an interesting
fall and winter on the airlanes.

Mr. Hammerstein told me the other
day that he got the idea of an all-
Negro “Carmen” some time ago. He
heard a concert performance of the
opera at the Hollywood Bowl, and he
was -struck with the beauty of the
work’s construction, its marvelously
pat music without benefit of costumes
or scenery. He decided then and there
that if opera could make such an
appeal to listeners of whom only a
small percentage understood French,
then, certainly, a translation of a
libretto or perhaps an adaptation
struck in vernacular might do so

SENSATION is in process of

much more for the cause of Bizet
and his collaborators, not to omit the
amount of good it might do for the
cause of music in general.

Mr. Hdmmerstein is a tall, athletic-
looking man in his middle forties.
He admitted that he has always loved
good music, that he listens to it as
often as he can, that with a name
like Hammerstein—which goes back
to the fantastic Oscar Hammerstein
of the golden age in opera fame—
he would be more or less expected to
like good music.

“The Bizet rhythms,” Mr. Hammer-
stein said, “are hot in themselves.
That’s why we won’t have to give
the music the caloric treatment. I
suppose the moment you mention all-
Negro cast everyone thinks in terms
of jive. Well, we’ll let the bandleaders
do all the jiving of Bizet’s music they
like. As far as we are concerned,
however, we’ll stick by Bizet.”

HE opera in the new version will

have a South Carolina locale. There
are cigarette factories in South Car-
olina, so that rather coincides with
the original idea. The four acts have
been reconstructed into three, the last
two being treated as separate scenes
of a third act.

“Carmen, the gypsy girl in the
Merimee story, becomes Carmen Jones
in our production,” Mr. Hammerstein
said. “Escamillo becomes Hep-Cat Mil-
ler—notice the similarity of sounds—
famous bandleader. He and his band
are supposed to be starring at a very
swanky night-club frequented only
by whites. Incidentally, there will be
but one white performer on the stage;
that will be a policeman, who makes

a brief appearance. And the Don Jose
becomes just a guy named Joe.

The bull-ring of the last act in the
original has been changed to a scene
which shows a parking-lot in front
of the night-club Mr. Hammerstein
spoke about. The other scenes have
been changed to suit the present needs
of the story.

“You’d be surprised at how well
Negro voices, solo or chorus, can sing
the Bizet music. I mean it has such a
wonderful elasticity that it could eas-
ily have been ‘spiritual’ music. Of
course, it isn’t exactly blues, but when
you hear negroid pronunciations on
the Bizet notes you feel that there is
an affinity between them. I've enjoyed
writing words for the notes particu-
larly because of that feature of the
thing.

“The well-known Flower Song, sung
by Don Jose, now has become ‘Dis
Flower Dat You T’rew My Way.” The
flashing Seguidilla, which the heroine
sings, has for the first line of its text
‘There’s a Cafe on the Corner.’ And
Carmen’s other song, the Habanera,
comes through the editorial fire with
this initial line, ‘Love’s a Baby Dat
Grows Up Wild.” The honeyest of them
all, however, is the Quintet, which
starts ‘Would You Like to Make Some
Dough-Re-Mi?’

“I believe so much in popularizing
opera through the translation or adap-
tation method that I'd like to take up
that work seriously after this produc-
tion gets under way,” Mr. Hammer-
stein declared.

“I know that there would be much
more enjoyment for me in listening to
an opera in my own language. And
I feel that that applies generally. It’s
all right, I suppose, for sake of art
to give opera in foreign languages,
since the texts in some of the works
are beautifully wedded to the music.
In most translations that I have seen,
though, that is not the case. Transla-
tors, I'd say, have been more con-
cerned with emphasizing the right
accents. That can be done even with
a better choice of lines. The trouble
is that you have to dig for the right
effects of meaning and sound.

“The Metropolitan has had success
with a couple of excellent English
adaptations recently. The thing could
be done wholesale. If there will be
a great resurgence of opera in this
country it will be because of first-
rate translations of the librettos. I'm
convinced of that.

“Truthfully, I’ve had more pleasure
in doing the ‘Carmen’ than in any-
thing else I've done before. It’s been
fascinating. I see so many possibilities
in that kind of work. It’s a great field
and maybe I’ll be in it up to the hilt
some day.”

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Let ’em Participate

My job calls upon me to provide
entertainment for all classes of persons
-—civilians, white-collar defense work-
ers, war-plant workers, soldiers, sail-
ors and marines. Since December 7,
however, I’v® been especially inter-
ested in arriving at certain conclusions
regarding the type of entertainment
appreciated by the latter group—by
the men who wear the uniforms of the
armed services of the United States.

I have talked with servicemen on
trains and buses and planes. I’ve in-
terviewed them at Army camps, re-
cruiting stations and induction centers.
I have had talks with officers of the
Morale Division of the Army, and as a
result of these probings there is one
conclusion which stands uppermost in
mind. Namely, the new recruit in uni-
form is a much different man from the
one who attended high-school dances
last year, who drank chocolate sodas
across the fountain of the corner drug
store. He acts differently, he thinks
differently and he feels difterently.
The things that he liked last year are
in a different world today. And so the
entertainment you would have pro-
vided for his dollars last year cannot
be the same as the entertainment you
provide for his morale today.

The soldier in the Army camp is an
interesting fellow. He is receiving, in
many instances, his first real taste of
discipline. For the first time, perhaps,
he is being told exactly what to do,
how to do it and when to do it, with
no argument and no comeback! The
feeling of regimentation, of being an
infinitesimal part of a much larger
and more important community de-
scends upon him with all the effects
of an M-3 tank. To counteract the ill
effects of this upon his ego, and at the
same time to prevent destroying the
good effects of this discipline is the job
of the morale officer. The answer is
found in the words of a very good
friend of mine who is morale officer at
Fort Riley, Kansas. “Let the boys par-
ticipate, Dr. 1. Q... .,” he said to me the
other day. “Let ’em let their hair down
for a change, and let ’em feel that their
former individuality is not lost to
them. Let ’em participate in the en-
tertainment in some way to make them
feel that their former individuality is
anything but lost to them.”

There you have the secret! “Let
them participate!” All day long they
listen to lectures in classrooms, all
day they study military tactics and

drill. All week long they are made fo
feel themselves insignificant to the
“whole.” This is part of their basic
training to make them capable of tak-
ing orders without questioning, with-
out thinking, to save precious time that
in itzelf might save precious lives. It’s
tough training for your highly individ-
ualistic American youngster who has
always been made to feel that he was
the center of attraction in a free, lib-
erty-loving country. It’s tough, but it’s
important. And so, when these young
men gather for entertainment, many
of them are temporarily starved for
self-expression. If they are allowed to
participate, to “let their hair down,”
as the Captain says, they will entertain
themselves. But there must be a leader.
With proper leadership, inhibitions
vanish and the grins appear.

In the quiz program method of par-
ticipation anything can happen when
a soldier is at the mike. At Camp Mc-
Clellan, in Alabama, we asked a young
corporal to imitate an animal for us.
We gave him his choice of a cow, a dog
or a weasel, thinking he would choose
the cow or the dog. To our surprise he
said, “I’ll imitate the weasel, Doc!”
Imagine our surprise when he very
loudly popped his chewing gum and
said, “There you are, Doc, pop goes
the weasel. Pay me off!” We did.

At the officers candidate school in
Aberdeen, Maryland, we conducted a
quiz show for some four hundred of-
ficer candidates in the Ordnance Divi-
sion. We asked one young man if he
could tell us the difference between a
woman and a submarine. He piped up,
“Doctor, ordnance has to do with ar-
tillery and shells! None of us ever
fooled around with a submarine!”
Now, in a theater audience of average
civilians that gag would hardly be
worth a grin. At the Army camp it
brought down the house.

Over at Fort Wayne, at the Quarter-
masters Corps depot in Michigan, the
lid went off when we asked a mess
sergeant what he knew about etiquette.

We quizzed him as follows: “Sarge, if
you were left-handed and seated next
to a right-handed person, would it be
proper etiquette for you to stir your
coffee with your right hand, or should
you use your left?” The sergeant
grinned. “Well, Doc, I don’t know much
about Emily Post, but offhand I'd say
it would be a doggone sight better
whether you were left-handed or right-
handed to use a spoon!”

Over in Des Moines there’s an in-
duction center called Fort Des Moines,
where they recently sent the new re-
cruits of the WAAC. But when we
were there nearly a year ago there
were no Waacs . . . only a few thou-
sand young men who were tickled pink
at the opportunity of expressing them-
selves in a quiz show participation. We
asked one young cowpuncher from
west Texas if he could tell us the prin-
cipal use of cowhide. His answer was
in the friendly drawl of the  western
prairies. “Wal, Doc . . . I reckon you’d
find the principal use of cowhide is to
hold that there critter together!” We
paid him off and the boys loved it!

These little anecdotes are related to
demonstrate the fact that the service-
man, when allowed the opportunity to
participate in his own entertainment,
can come out with some of the clever-
est bits of individual showmanship
imaginable. Because his life is so taken
up with subjugating his own person-
ality and individuality in the primary
training for war, your buck private in
the service of Uncle Sam finds wel-
come relaxation and welcome oppor-
tunity for self-expression in any form
of participatory entertainment. Some-
times I ask the boys to perform stunts,
to sing, to do acrobatics, to jitterbug
for the crowd, and in each of" these
endeavors he and his comrades have
a barrel of fun.

1 think the key-word in entertain-
ment for the serviceman is SIMPLI-
CITY. He wants no fancy staging, no
artistic accents, no elaborate stage sets.
These things belong to another world

.. . a world he misses, perhaps, but one
to which he has said a temporary good-
by. What he wants today is to be able
to maintain his individuality in the
different world of military service.

How to do it? Any good kindergarten
teacher could answer that one. When
that young man was five years old, and
entering the strange new world of
facts and ideas to which he would later
become so accustomed, his kindergar-
ten teacher said, “Let the boy partici-
pate . . . let him make things . . . let
him build blocks and draw pictures
and learn to express. himself.” That
was years ago, but today that young
man is in kindergarten again because
his new world—MILITARY —is just
about as strange and different to him
as the other world was at the age of
five. And that is why community sings,
athletic events, amateur contests, quiz
programs and all sorts of participation
activities are best for the entertain-
ment of the boy in camp!

Another rather interesting fact has
been disclosed to me through experi-
ence in Army camp entertainment.
Contrary to popular helief, the average
soldier-recruit is not as pleased with
the night-club floor show type of en-
tertainment and smutty stories as
many would suppose. Certainly he is
lonesome. But that doesn’t mean he is
lonesome for the local burlesque house
or the corner tavern where the latest
stories are making the rounds.

tady. This was one of a series of.

weekly salutes from different cities
being arranged by newspapers all over
the country.

Private Altman did not know in
advance his mother would speak on
this program. He had been notified
by the War Department, as have all
camps of American soldiers in foreign
service, that Boston would be included
in the series of salutes. He had hoped
only to hear a voice from his home
town and, according to a letter just
received from him, “it was the wonder
of all wonders when I heard my moth-
er say, ‘Hello, Warren, this is Mother.’
Here I am fifteen thousand miles away
listening to a short-wave program and
who do you think I heard? It was my
mother and I’ve never been so thrilled
in my life. All the other boys with me
got a big kick out of the program too.”

One of thé General Electric stations
at Schenectady, WGEOQO, is now broad-
casting with a full power of 100,-
000 watts. This powerful new trans-
mitter was recently put into opera-
tion, replacing one of equal power
released at Government request last
year to KWID, San Francisco. The
new WGEQO transmitter is, according
to reports, well heard “down under”
in Australia and New Zealand.

Shorts From the Short Waves

Radio Tokyo is doing its best to
incite the natives of India to open
violence against the British in that
country. Several times each day some-
thing of this nature is broadcast from
Tokyo: “India, now is your chance.
Unite to fight British oppression and
tyranny. India’s independence from
the British can only be won by a
strong and determined fight. Don’t lose
this chance for independence . . .”
. . . It surprised me to learn, on au-
thority of Sir Frederick Whyte of Lon-
don, that India is the eighth industrial
nation of the world; actually manu-
factures over forty-five thousand of
the sixty thousand articles needed for
war . . . A list of “Thou Shalt Nots”
for Poles, in German Poland, was
given in the BBC “Radio Newsreel,”
as follows: Attend divine service in a
church where there are Germans, or
listen to a sermon in Polish, or prac-
tise any of the rites of his religion
where the Polish language, and not
Latin, is used; take part in any col-
lective, social or professional move-
ment, trade union, political party or
choir; speak Polish in public; go to
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any opera, to any theater, movie or
any place of amusement; visit a mu-
seum, library or scientific institute;
visit restaurants or cafes where Ger-
man customers are served; buy new
clothing, except workmen’s overalls
and wooden shoes; practise any pro-
fession except the medical profession,
as doctor, to attend Polish patients
. . . Frederic Kuh, head of the London
branch of the Chicago Sun, related the
following story over the British short-
wave station recently: It seems a
magician was giving an impromptu
performance aboard a ship traveling
through enemy waters. For the grand
finale he promised to make a parrot
vanish. Leading up to the big trick,
he did several minor stunts such as
pulling a rabbit from the hat, pro-
ducing a snake from Lady Throttle-
puss’ purse, etc. Just as he was about
to make the parrot vanish, a torpedo
struck the ship, and the next thing the
passengers knew they found them-
selves swimming around in the water.
Next morning the first mate saw a log
floating around in the water with some
sign of life on it. Upon closer inspec-
tion, he found a parrot walking back
and forth on the log. The parrot’s
wings were clasped behind his head,
and as he paced up and down the log
he could be heard to mutter, “Mighty
clever, mighty clever!”

World Series for A. E. F.

American soldiers throughout the
world will hear half-hour dramatiza-
tions of the World Series baseball
games scheduled for the first week in
October, according to plans just com-
pleted by the English section of NBC’s
international division. The dramatiza-
tions will be heard on the American
and English hour, broadcast over
WRCA, WNBI and WBOS, assuring
complete coverage of our fighting
forces all over thé world.

life, but right now he’s being taught
that he’s got a plenty serious and ter-
ribly important job to do, and the less
distraction from this job, the better he
likes it. He doesn’t want to be re-
minded of the things he is missing. He
wants to feel he is having a wonder-
ful time doing his wonderful job.
As a matter of fact that soldier boy
would much prefer to gang up with
the other fellows in his outfit and try
to out sing the fellows in the other
outfit. Community sings are very pop-
ular at Army camps, sports events,

even outdoor contests such as barrel
races and the old games we used to
play on Sunday afternoon picnics in
the park. He has lost his sophistication,
this lad of ours in khaki uniform, for
the hard work has cured his worldli-
ness and the bright warm sun has put
a healthy coat of brown on his smiling
face. He has little use for “celebrities”
until they prove themselves ‘“regular
guys,” and he is the most critical audi-
ence in the world of anything he thinks
is high-hat or patronizing. He’ll cheer
his lungs out when you call out the
name of his home state, and he’ll give
you a royal razzberry just as quickly
and just as energetically if he thinks
you’re talking “down” to him. And so,

to the sincere performer, to the show-
man who understands him and loves
him and respects his feelings,. he
is the grandest audience in the world
and he’ll clap his hands until they drop
from the wrists. He is the typical
American boy who is learning how to
live a new life, who needs that pre-
cious feeling of stability that comes
with true maturity, who loves a good
time, but knows that he has a man-
size job to do . . . an American-size job
to do . . . and who is going to do it!

Remember the tow-headed, twenty-
one-year-old youngster in the dingy
litlle restaurant in Ohio back in Oc-
tober, 1940? Yes, he was Private Don-
ald MecClain, newly recruited from

Louisville, Kentucky. Dr. I. Q.'s kid
brother. He was a mighty lonesome
voungster that afternoon two years
ago. But the Army Morale Division and
the American entertainment world un-
derstood that boy. They understood his
problems and they knew the answers
to them. Today Donald is a mighty dif-
ferent boy.

on, you were having too much fun
when you had no money and just as
much when your salary jumped to
$1,250 a week. You had too little re-
serve, respect for the “big people.”
You were, in a word, doing just what
most other men would like to do—
if they had the nerve.

It is hardly fair for us editors to
expose your personal feelings. For the
purpose of making a point, we’ll do
it gently. People didn’t know that
behind all ‘this bravado you were
afraid—that when you appeared on
C. B. DeMille’s “Lux Radio Theater,”
the radio mike you faced for the first
time gave you the shakes. Your voice
quavered, and only iron determination
kept you from tossing your script in
the air and rushing out of the theater.
The public didn’t know that every
time you waved a handful of insulting
critics’ notices in one fist and chortled
with glee, exclaiming, “See how ob-
noxious I am!” that those acid com-
ments cut you cruelly.

Think
instead of the dose of health you've
reaped along with the freckle harvest.

Now, there are measures you can
take to remove those tiny, tanned
areas. However, we should like you to
think twice before going on a purge
(which, by the way, should be done
only under doctor’s supervision). It’s
a long process, an expensive one, and
there’s no absolute guarantee of com-
plete and permanent removal. Science

has recently revealed a vitamin known
as para-amino-benzoic acid which,
physicians say, will tone down the
color of freckles, but its production
will probably be hindered until after
the war, as it requires toluene needed
in the manufacture of TNT. So why
not try a clever camouflage for the
duration? There are certain creams on
the market (one called “Hide-It” lives
up to its name!) that combine the
virtues of a freckle-concealer with
those of a very fine powder base.
When applied correctly, your pigment
peculiarities become your personal
secrets.

These same creams go a long way
in covering up minor skin blemishes.

listed man. Gene didn’t seem to be
much worried. “I’'ll adapt myself to
conditions as they may be,” he said.
“I haven’t always been where I am
now. I worked for fifteen dollars and
thirty dollars a month on farms back
home. I can live on low pay again.
I’'m just an American, and if millions
of other fellows can do it, so can 1.”

We were talking the day his rodeo
closed in Chicago—the day he was to
make what was possibly his last ap-
pearance on the flood-lit tan-bark. I
asked if he had any regrets at leaving
the show. His answer was brief, sin-
cere, direct:

“This is the wrong time for any of
us to regret any sacrifice. We seem
to be on the losing side of this war,
so far. We’d better all get going, or
we’ll bé passing up plenty! Leaving
the show’s not important. There’s a
job to be done!”

Gene is frank about his ignorance
of Army matters. He’s never had any
military experience or training. His
contact with the Army has been
limited to visits to camps at which he
put on shows.

“You know,” Gene said, “I also
visited English Army camps. I was in
England when the war started in 1939.
I want to go back there after this
trouble is over, They appreciate our
western tradition. Yes, and I'd like to
visit Germany, too. I want to see that
country and meet the people, after
we’ve chased out the gangsters that’s
running Germany now.

“But the country I most want to
visit is Soviet Russia. We read so
much about it, yet we know very little
of the life there. From what 1 hear,
I guess some of Russia must be a lot
like our West. I want to meet some
of those Cossacks. They’re supposed to
be the best horsemen in the world.”

BOND SALESMAN is another of
Gene's true-life roles. Here he
receives a war-stamp boutonniere
for his war-bond salesmanship at
Chicago’s Treasury Corner show

(And there, you Hollywood script-
writers, is a story idea for your file
—Gene and the Don Cossacks—sched-
uled for early release after war.)

None of us talk too glibly about to-
morrow—and the day after tomorrow
when we have peace again, but Gene
Autry knows what he wants to do
when the guns stop snarling. He wants
to go back to western pictures.

“Yes,” he said, “I want to go back.
Westerns offer so much clean enter-
tainment. They were the first real pic-
tures, and they’ll never die. They bring
pleasure to westerners and to folks
who never saw a ranch.

Then we talked about his own mili-
tary career. I asked what kind of
service he wanted. Brief and to the
point, his answer came back, ‘My
preferences aren’t important. I'm a
soldier under orders, and I hope I'll
be a good one.”

That was all, except for the hearty
western handshake and the good-
bys. Sergeant Gene Autry of the U. S.
Army Air Forces had a heavy schedule
ahead—a war-bond broadcast over his
old home station, WLS, a last rodeo
performance, and the job of report-
ing for duty at Fort Sheridan, from
which he’ll probably be transferred to
Santa Ana, California, for his basic
military training.

It will probably be from the West
Coast that Gene will broadcast his
“Sergeant Gene Autry” Sunday radio
show, which was formerly “Melody
Ranch.” The show will aid the Air
Forces recruiting effort, and Gene’s
salary will go to Army Relief.

I watched Autry as he left, and it
seemed to me that his shoulders were
stiffening, his pace was tightening. It
wasn’t too difficult an imaginative leap
to replace the flashy showman’s rig
with olive drab and chevrons.

WHAT'S COOKING!

By GEORGIA SCOTT

'em Eat Cake!

Let

F YOU'VE diddled with dough and

fussed with frosting all afternoon,

whisked the creation into the oven
with a flourish;, and an hour later
opened the door to a complete flop—
take courage, mop your brow and start
all over again! But do it only affer
you’ve studied the causes for calamity
so that it positively won’t happen
again. It takes a lot of practise, and
sometimes plenty of failure, before
you’re dubbed a ‘“confectionary con-
noisseur.”

The perfect cake is a truly beautiful
thing, there’s no doubt about it. It is
light and tender, pleasingly moist but
not sticky, and bhas a uniform thick-
ness. The crust is delicate brown, thin
and daintily crisp with no cracks. It
has an even, fine grain, a tender, vel-
vety texture, and a delicate flavor.
That’s a lot to ask for in one product,
and the tragedy is that the smallest,
seemingly insignificant error in the
process of cake-making will cause your
baking tragedy. So it pays to know all
the secrets!

There’s a “six-sided success story”
in General Foods Corporation’s in-
valuable little booklet, “Cake Secrets,”
which runs as follows:

. A reliable tested recipe.
. Good ingredients.

. Accurate measuring.

. Careful mixing.

. Correct baking.

Proper care after baking.

Of course we can’t tell, you all the
secrets here, but we’ll hint at a few of
the more important. First of all, be
sure to measure each ingredient ac-
curately. Even the slightest departure
from the written rule may change the
balance of a recipe and cause a poor
finished product. And here’s one about
eggs—the whites help to make cakes
light and feathery. So, for best results,

of oven management as she is to movie acting
several hours before the “beating” America’s foremost home economists

process. They beat up lighter and more
quickly when not too cold.

When you’re ready to bake, see to
it that your oven maintains a steady
heat at exactly the right temperature.
Baking time should be divided into

‘quarters, so that continual opening and

shutting of the oven door will not be
necessary and temperature will remain
the same. At the end of the first quar-
ter, the cake should begin to rise. At
the end of the second, rising con-
tinues and your cake surface will be-
gin to brown. Third, the rising has
finished, the browning continues; and
at the end of the fourth, the baking
is finished, and you’ll find the cake has
shrunk slightly from the sides of the
pan. You can oven-peek at the end
of each quarter, and if things aren’t
what they ought to be, adjust the heat
as required. If it’s baking unevenly,
you’d do well to change the position
of the pan. Last, but not least, to keep
your cake fresh store it carefully as
soon as it’'s cold, in a clean well-
protected bread-box.

Cake baked, let’s talk about eating
it! If you’re planning to make it the
lead play in your party, you’ll want
to dress it up for the occasion. This
can be fun—if you’ll follow a few
simple rules. First, choose an easy-
frosting pattern that follows the shape
of the cake. For decorating, use a cone-
shaped parchment or waxed-paper bag
with a metal-tip sized to the pattern
desired. You’ll find it best to fill the
decorator only half full of frosting at
a time. Then go to work—with your
latent artistic talent at your fingertips!

If your cake’s a success, ten to one
your party will be, too. But there’s
one way to insure it—take stock in
five hundred priceless pages of Ida
Bailey Allen’s new book, “Successful
Entertaining.”

% cup peanut butter

1 cup sugar

1 egg

2 cups cake flour

5 teaspoons baking-powder
Y teaspoon salt

15 cup milk

1% cup chopped peanuts

peanut butter and cream together, then
blend in sugar. Add beaten-egg. Mix
and sift dry ingredients and add al-
ternately to creamed mixture with the
milk. Chill and roll on a slightly
floured board. Cut into desired shapes
and place on a greased baking-sheet.
Decorate with chopped peanuts. Bake
in a hot oven (400 degrees F.) for
seven minutes. Approximate yield,
seventy cookies.
