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fortune,” bawls the carnival barker,

“Round and round she goes and
where she stops, nobody knows!” It’s
the old numbers game, DXers. How
many different stations can you hear?
How many countries are you able to
log?

“How many,” of coursé, is only one
aspect of the radio listening hobby.
There are many, many reasons why
people get their jollies from tuning dis-
tant—and not-so-distant—radio signals.

For you, perhaps, it is the cheapie
travel bit, zoomlpg across the continent
and the globe on the wings df radio,
where everybody travels first class. The
attraction may be learning about the
other folks who inhabit those far off
points on the map, their language, cus-
toms, music, and the like. Maybe your
interests are largely technical, building
your own radio gear, from scratch or
kits, and what you hear only serves as
proof that you’ve done a good job of it.

But of the many facets of the listen-
ing hobby, one that seems to fascinate
many of our COMMUNICATIONS WORLD
readers is the old numbers game, the
challenge of trying to hear and verify
just one more elusive station.

Naturally there’s always at least one
more . . . one hundred, one thousand,
many thousands more to hear. You can
never run out of challenges to your
DXing skill, new stations to hear. Be-
cause for every new one you pull
through the pileup of static and welter
of interference, there are more waiting
to be logged by the patient listener.

Take broadcast band DXing (BCB),
tuning the medium wave channels be-
tween about 540 and 1600 kHz. This is
just a sliver of the radio frequency
spectrum, just a fraction of the chan-
nels available, but it holds literally
thousands of stations here and abroad.
On these relatively few frequencies,
stations are piggybacked by the score
on top of each other, some with just a
few measly watts of power, others
transmitting up to a million watts!

Lady Luck rides the spinning wheel of
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These days, ol’ chum, there’s just no
way anyone—be he beginner or pro, re-
gardless of his location or super-sophis-
ticated DX gear—is going to hear ALL
the stations in the world!

And don’t knock it. When you think
about it that’s the “beauty part” of
DXing. It just wouldn’t be such a fasci-
nating hobby if there was a realistic
attainable ultimate goal, if the pot of
gold really lay at the end of your
antenna.

The Only Perfect Log. Therefore,
pity the poor fellow named Ollie Ross,
a Vallejo, California DXer who may
well have been the last guy to have
heard ’em all. According to old news-
paper clippings, Ollie Ross, in the early
1930’s, managed to hear some 1,309
medium wave stations, allegedly all then
operating in the entire world.

About Ross, Thomas Nunan, then
radio editor of the Los Angeles Exam-
iner, wrote: *(He) may be accepted as
the DX champion of the world. . . . At
first I, too, felt some skepticism about
the Vallejo log as I could not find
enough stations to accord with it, but
the great mass of verification reports
convinced me. There seem to be a good
many stations not listed in the American
log-books; but how the Vallejo DXer
discovers them remains a mystery.”

In terms of absolute numbers—1,309
stations—Ross’ record has been sur-
passed by a number of medium wave
DXers in more recent years. There are
many times that number now broad-
casting on this continent and abroad.
But never again will any listener be
able to corner the market, to hear all
there are on the air. Newcomer or
veteran DXer, there will always be at
least one more station to log.

In this issue of COMMUNICATIONS
WorLD I'll emphasize this, facet of
DXing—the numbers aspgct—and how
you can rack up a high tally of sta-
tions on the medium and shortwave
bands.

Medium wave DXing is a good start-
ing point. This isn’t because there is
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anything inherently simple about hear-
ing DX on the regular AM medium
wave band. But, rather, it is a good
opening wedge for the inexperienced
listener because you can get a feel for
the hobby without making a major cash
investment in a receiver. For openers,
you've probably already got a receiver,
or several, that will get you started.
Nearly any radio, from a small transis-
tor model to a car radio, will do.

Furthermore, virtually everyone is
familiar with the good old medium
wave broadcast band . after all,
you've listened to “radio” for years,
even though you may never have
thought of its DXing potential.

When you begin BCB DXing in ear-
nest, the first thing to realize is that
while there are 107 different frequency
channels between 540 and 1600 kHz
used by stations in North America,
not all of those channels are created
equal.

Three Frequency Classes. Basically
there are three classes of BCB frequen-
cies in the U.S., Canada and elsewhere
in the northern half of this hemisphere.
They are the clear, the regional, and the
local channels.

In theory, if not in practice, a clear
channel is one used by only a ‘single
station. But actually there is only one
such frequency, 700 kHz, occupied by
the Cincinnati powerhouse, WLW. Most
of the 60 clear channels have at least
several stations assigned to them. By
judicious geographical spacing, requiring
directional antenna patterns and restrict-
ing hours of operation, the amount of
co-channel interference among the sta-
tions§ on a given clear frequency is
tolerable. The majority of “clears” have
American stations as the primary out-
lets. But on some frequencies, the prime
station is located in Canada, Mexico,
Cuba, or the Bahamas.

Since the clear channels have a mini-
mum of interference, they are the best
spots for hearing your first distant BCB
stations. At night, cross-country recep-
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tion, even western hemispheric DX, is
likely.

On 640 kHz, KFI, Los Angeles is a
clear channel target. So is WOAI, San
Antonio TX, on 1200 kHz. Widely
heard across the nation are mid-conti-
nent “clears” in Chicago, WMAQ, 670
kHz, and WGN, 720 kHz.

Canadian stations, CBR, Calgary, Al-
berta, and CFRB, Toronto, share the
primary spot on 1010 kHz, though quite
a few U.S. outlets, including WINS,
New York, and WINQ, Tampa, ‘Fla.,
operate here during daylight hours.

On 1030, WBZ, Boston is the most
powerful station on this “clear” channel,
but if you're a westerner, it may be
the 10 kilowatt KTWO, Casper WY
that you hear most often.

Thus it goes on the three score clear
channels. You have good chances to

‘hear long haul’ DX with, doubtless,

some interference, but a good deal less
than you're apt to find on regional and
local channels. [

For You Gluttons. You say you're
not satisfied? You say you want more
for your money? Tell you what I'm
going to do! You masochists who want
tougher BCB DX, try the regional fre-
quencies.

There are 41 regional frequencies in
the medium wave band. Stations on
these frequencies are limited to 5,000
watts. (Maximum power for U.S. and
Canadian stations on clear frequencies
is 50,000 watts.)

While only a handful of stations
operate on each of the clear channels,
there may be 25 to 50 different stations
in the U.S. and Canada sharing each
of the 41 regional frequencies.

Again, to minimize interference, the
Federal Communications Commission
and its Canadian counterpart spot these
stations a fair distance apart, limit
scheduled hours to daylight broadcast-
ing in some cases and insist upon cer-
tain antenna pattern restrictions. The
intent, with the regional stations, is to
provide decent reception for regular lis-
teners in a limited region, say a state or
a several state area. You can, however,
expect considerably more interference
and mixing of signals when you hunt
DX on the BCB “regionals.”

Four-year-old Gregory Talbot

The massive transmitting tower at
Moscow’s TV Center also houses
administrative offices, transmitting
gear, studios, and even a restaurant.

The last frequency category is the
local channel. Though they are home
to the greatest number of broadcasting
stations, there are only six local fre-
quencies, 1230, 1240, 1340, 1400, 1450,
and 1490 kHz.

These spots are reserved for the local
services, purely hometown stations. On
the half dozen “locals” there are an
average of about 175 stations assigned
to each. There are strict limitations on
power radiated, antenna patterns and
hours of broadcasting. They help, but
only a little. The restrictions are OK if
you just want to listen to your home-
town outlet on 1400 kHz. It will put out
a potent enough signal to drown ou
any residual interference from its
channel-mates 300, 500, 1,000 miles
away. But if you're DXing for a distant
station, with no local area station on
that particular frequency, you’ll prob-
ably hear a bedlam of sound from doz-
ens of different distant* broadcasters
mixing it up. In such a pileup, often no
one station is dominant and identifica-
tion of anything is very tough. Dyed-in-
the-wool BCB listeners call this happy
handful of havoc the *“Graveyard.”

Haunting the Graveyard. This area
is where the men are Sseparated
from the boys; DXing is ultra tough
because of the maximum co-channel
interference. But far from shunning the
graveyard ‘“local” channels, serious
BCBers regularly haunt them. Because
of the vagaries of propagation, the phe-
nomena that bring distant DX signals
across the miles to the listener’s re-
ceiver, one can never really be sure
which of the many signals holding
forth on a given channel will be domi-
nant on any given day. Tonight it may
be a station in Iowa’s cornbelt that slips
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through the racket long enough to be
identified. Tomorrow, on the same fre-
quency, you might get marginal, but
adequate for identification purposes, re-
ception from one in Tennessee. Some
nights nothing will be identifiable. But
there’s always the chance that—hooray—
tonight’s the night an elusive rarie
makes it through the hash. So, you see,
my friends, the ‘locals” are where
real domestic DX can be found!

Getting back to our numbers game,
you'll soon set your sights on some
statistical goal, your magic number. For
the beginner, no doubt, it will be a cer-
tain modest number of stations logged
.+ . 50, 100, 500 or, you born optimist,
you, 1,000. Throughout your DXing
career you'll continue to keep tabs on
the number of different stations you
hear. But as you go along, other nu-
merical targets will become of growing
importance. How many different states
can I log? How many stations in each
state?

Your first 20 states on BCB will be
-duck soyp. A couple of weeks of con-
centrated listening is all you should
need. Then will come 30 and, with
more effort and listening time, 40 dif-
ferent states. Then they will become
much rougher and every new sstate you
log will make the remaining ones seem
just that much harder. The last four or
five states will be ultra tough. Frankly,
you may never reach the magic goal of
50 states, but, with luck and if you live
in the right location, have good listen-
ing gear and are patient and knowledge-
able about how and when to listen, this
mark could fall too.

When to listen? Yep, thaf’s important.
Medium 'wave reception, while not ex-
clusively a night-time hobby, does really
come to life in the late afternoons, holds
up’ strong during the hours of darkness
and wanes with the coming of dawn.

This phenomenon is due to natural
conditions that bring distant signals to
the DXer’s receiver. Simply put, there
are four ways in which radio frequency
signal travels.

How Radio Signals Travel. The first
is direct, line-of-sight, a path from the
transmitting antenna to your receiving
skywire. Because radio waves travel in
straight lines, this is a local situation.
Directly received signals aren’t possible
beyond the horizon. Direct reception of
a local station’s signal is not affected by
daylight or darkness.

The second signal path is ground
wave propagation. In this case the curv-
ing earth itself serves as a sort of pipe-
line for the signal, guiding the radio
wave along the surface of the globe.
But the earth also absorbs some of the
signal and after a few dozen or several
hundred miles—depending on terrain
and station transmitting power—the sig-
nal is too weak to be usable. Again,
daylight or dark, reception is possible.
These!first two types of signal propaga-
tion account for nearly all of the day-
light reception you will encounter.

The third way in which radio sig-
nals are Topagated is via scattered
reflection of electromagnetic waves from
atmospheric layers in the troposphere.
Weather factors cause outward bound
radio frequency signals to be bent back
toward earth to be received some hun-
dreds of miles away. But basically this
is a high frequency thing, certainly im-
portant when you are trying to DX dis-
tant VHF and UHF stations, whether
the public service, FM or TV outlets,
but of no great consequence to the
BCBer.

Finally, and most importantly, there
is ionospheric or skywave reception of
medium wave (also shortwave and, on
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occasions, VHF as well) signals.
High- above the earth, above the
clouds, above weather itself, is the
ionosphere, a band or series of bands of
gases. Bombarded by solar radiation
these layers are changed in electronic
density. Thus ionized, the higher layers
of gases, called the “E” and “F” layers,

become, to varying degrees, “reflective”

to radio signals, bouncing (more techni-
cally, bénding) them back toward earth
where they can be received hundreds to
many thousands of miles away from the
transmission point. The lowest of the
ionospheric layers, the “D” region, how-
ever, tends to absorb radiq signals.

The “D” layer reacts most strongly
to solar radiation and disappears when
night falls. Thus, at night, there is mini-
mal absorption of skywave signals and
long distance reception becomes pos-
sible. These signals now, instead of be-
ing absorbed by the “D” layer, pass on
to the higher reflective ionospheric lay-
ers and come bouncing back to earth.
Voila, DX reception! -

This is, of course, only a very
simplified explanation of why DXing is
possible and only the most basic primer
on the complex subject of propagation
of radio signals. For the serious DXer,
there are numerous scholarly texts on
the subject that will prove well worth
the reading.

Suffice it to say here, though, that
most of your good DX will come at
night, when a path of darkness exists
between your listening location and the
station’s site.

Seasons Make a L.)ifference. A sec-
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ond factor to consider is the season.
Normally, winter is better than summer
when it comes to medium wave DXing,
although this isn’t to say that you should
hang up your headphones and quit your
receiver during the warmer months.

There are a couple of reasons for the
improved reception in winter. First,
there are more hours of darkness. Sec-
ondly, atmospheric interference, static
if you will, is normally diminished in
winter. For the most part static is
caused by atmospheric electrical dis-
charges. Skipping the two-bit words,
lightning storms are terrific radio sta-
tions. But their programs are strictly
“zilch” as far as the DXer is concerned.
Consider lightning as a giant, natural
jamming station, pouring out millions
of watts of DX-inhibiting static. Because
these Tadio waves obey the same natural
laws as regular broadcasters, a storm
half a continent or half a world away
can cause reception problems. And elec-
trical sforms are less common in winter
than summer.

Another time factor: If co-channel
interference is the bane of a BCBer’s
existence, if you can find a time when
many of the stations on a certain fre-
quency are off the air, you have a better
chance of clearly hearing those that are
still broadcasting. That's so logical it
may not seem worth mentioning . . . but
it is.

There are plenty of stations, these
days, that operate 24 hours a day, no
silent period (NSP), in DXer jargon.
A strong NSP station will totally clobber
its frequency and make it impossible to
hear any of the weaker stations sharing
the same channel.

When the Bigmouths Shut Up. But,
even the so-called NSP stations have to
take a breather now and again to per-
form routine maintenance on the trans-
mitters. And usually they choose an
early Monday morning to do this. From
perhaps midnight or 1 a.m. until 3 or
4 or 5 in the morning, local time, they
pull the big switch while station engi-
neers bustle about handling the normal
maintenance chores that will ensure the
transmitter will gperate without a hitch
during the week ahead.

And with these behe-mouths off the
air, the DX listener has the opportunity
to make use of a few hours of lost sleep

- on a Monday morning and to try to

pick up the weaker signals on the same
frequency which otherwisd are “buried”
by the prime station’s signal.

Monday mornings offer the DXer a
tremendous opportunity to hear the
rarer DX stations that do their mainte-
nance work at other times. And, to take
maximum advantage of the situation,
several North American DX ¢lubs make
special arrangements with certain co-
operative stations, notably those which
do not normally program in the wee
hours of the night, to air special test
transmissions at a time of minimal co-
channel interference. These *courtesy”
broadcasts have given many a BCB
listener an otherwise impossible catch
for his log.

Onward and Upward. Somewhere
along the line, as you progress in the
BCB medium wave DXing game from
rank novice to old pro, the idea of
tuning foreign stations is going to hit
you. Then a new statistical angle will,
perhaps, become important to you. How

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many different countries can I hear on
medium wave?

The beginner's jaw may drop at the
thought of actually hearing foreign
broadcast signals on the good old AM
band, there amidst the Top 40 or Oldies
But Goodies of his favprite rock station.
The guy with even a bit of DXing ex-
perience under his belt will take it in
stride with a comment like, “Oh sure,
Canada, Mexico, maybe Cuba . . . 1
know about that.”

Ah yes, old sport, but that’s only the
barest tip of the foreign BCB DX ice-
berg! Beyond our northern and southern
neighbors lies a whole world of DX.
Virtually anyone can notch a dozen or
two honest-to-goodness foreign medium
wavers. The more dedicated and experi-
enced can double that. A handful of
the very top line fellows, after years of
trying, have topped that 100 country
mark! .

Since the focus of this issue of CoM-
MUNICATIONS WORLD is what you, the
DXer, can hear, consider these possi-
bilities. Our dandy dezen, 12 medium
wave stations, could get you off to a
flying start in logging foreign BCB DX.
All these stations broadcast at least
some of their programs in English,
which should help. These tips are drawn
from a special BCB booklet published
by the National Radio Club. This club,
specializing in medium wave listening,
has been active for decades and is head-
quartered in New Jersey,/ (Post Office
Box 127, Boonton NJ 07005).

Lands of the Limbo. A station which
can be heard in much of the United
States is ZDK on the West Indian island
of Antigua. ZDK—because of its British
history, the “Z” is pronounced “Zed”—
broadcasts on 1100 kHz and features
pop type U.S. and Caribbean music.
Listen in the evening until shortly \after
0500 GMT, when it signs off. ZDK re-
turns to the air just before 1000 GMT.

One of the easiest of the Central
American stations to hear is Radio
Belize on 834 kHz, in the nation of
Belize, still rather widely known by its
former name, British Honduras. During
the evening hours you can hear rock
music or perhaps a soap opera. Pro-
gramming is in English during that
period.

Note the “split™ frequency. Most sta-
tions in this hemisphere and all of them
in the U.S. and Canada, operate on fre-
quencies 10 kilohertz apart. This is not
the case elsewhere in the world. We'll
find more examples of this as we go
along. The advantage of tuning stations
on “split” frequencies is that they fall
into the “cracks” between our North
American stations, making them a bit
easier to hear.

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TIFC, the Lighthouse of the Carib-
bean, is one of several religious stations
on our list. It broadcasts on 1075 kHz
from San Jose, Costa Rica. Not as easy
to hear as the two preceding stations, it
does broadcast in English from 0300 to
after 0400 GMT.

Mexico is a flat out snap! You'll find
many stations but some of the best bets
operating in English are XERF, 1570;
XETRA, 690; and XELO, 800 kHz.

Another missionary operation heard
in the United States is Radio Station
4VEH, Cap Haitien, Haiti. Its fre-
quency is another “split,” 1035 kHz and
it airs a number of English programs
in its schedule. Try for this one during
the earlier evening hours.

Deep down in the West Indian chain,
almost to South America are the three
Dutch islands of Aruba, Bonaire and
Curacao, the Netherland Antilles. The
most widely heard of the several sta-
tions in the islands is PJB, Trans World
Radio on 800 kHz, running a mighty
500,000 watts. Listen around 0500 for
English programming. This one has
been heard on a car radio within about
200 miles of its major co-channel com-
petitor, CKLW, Windsor, Ontario, so
most listeners should have little diffi-
culty with it. ¥

Often heard with English religious
programs—even by west coast DXers—
is the 50,000 watt Radio Paradise, 1265
kHz, on the island of St. Kitts. This
should be a nice addition to many a
DXer’s logbook.

And for you guys on the West Coast,
one to try for is the mid-Pacific broad-
caster on Tonga, ZCO, the Tonga
Broadcasting Commission. It is exotic
and worth your tuning efforts on 1020
kHz despite the probability of some in-
terference from stations with which it
shares the frequency. It has, on occa-
sion, even made it as far east as New
England. Try an early Monday morn-
ing.

Hula Heaven. Hawaii? I'll toss this
in as a bonus since it is one of our 50
states. Experienced listeners rate the fol-
lowing as best bets for Stateside recep-
tion: KORL, 650 kHz; KUAI, 720
kHz; KGU, 760 kHz; KIKI, 830 kHz;
KHVH, 1040 kHz; KLEI, .1130 kHz;
KOHO, 1170 kHz and KZOO, 1210
kHz. Much will depend on which fre-
quencies are more or less free of inter-
ference where you live. Again, try very
early mornings.

The Mighty Zed, that's ZBVI, a
commercial outlet featuring plenty of
rock music is considered a good bet for
listeners in the eastern half of the con-
tinent and even beyond. The frequency
is 780 kHz. The location is Roadtown,
Tortola in the British Virgin Islands.
It's worth listening for at 1000 GMT
sign on.

Continuing the jaunt through the
southern islands we come to St. Maar-
ten, an interesting dot in the West In-
dies that is half Dutch, half French.
The one to try for here is PJD-2, at
Phillipsburg on the Dutch part of the
island. The frequency is 1295 kHz
where it operates with rock sounds dur-
ing the evening hours until 0200 GMT
sign off.

Because of its antenna radiation con-
figuration, reception of Radio Antilles,
930 kHz, is often good in parts of the
U.S. but rotten in other areas. Only a
portion of its programming hours are

in English. Radio Antilles is located on
the island of Montserrat and runs a
potent 200 kw. of power. Look for this
one around 0300 to 0400 GMT, with
Sunday night (that’s early Monday
GMT, of course) the optimum day of
the week.

To wrap up our beginner’s dozen,
there are two BCB targets worth hunt-
ing in the Bahamas. One is ZNS-3, on
1060 kHz, but a likelier catch is ZNS-1,
Nassau on 1540 kHz. Its Music til
Dawn program continues all night.

Besides these possibilities, your early
excursions to the world of foreign
medium wave DXing may well include
the numerous Spanish-speaking stations
of Central America and northern South
America, especially the Colombian and
Venezuelan outlets. More difficult are
those further down in South America,
Peru, Ecuador, and beyond. But stations
in Portuguese-speaking Brazil may not
be as difficult as you may imagine.

Bands Across the Water. One of the
greatest thrills for a BCB DX listener
occurs when he hears his first TA, trans-
Atlantic medium wave station. For the
west coast DXer Europe is much tough-
er, but the equivalent feeling will be his
logging of a Japanese station, a down-
under from Australia, or one from China
or Asiatic Russia.

Here, again thanks to tips provided
by.the National Radio Club, are some
of the more likely trans-atlantic DX
possibilities. On the eastern seaboard
signals may be strong enough on oc-
casions to make it possible to receive
some of these with relatively unsophisti-
cated listening equipment, but, as with
most serious DXing, a good communi-
cations type receiver will give you a
real edge. The reason for this is that the
stations operate on “split” frequencies
and a receiver with good selectivity
characteristics will help you shave off
the unwanted domestic station interfer-
ence on either side of the tuned fre-
quency.
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Of the numerous West German sta-
tions on the air, veteran DXers agree
that the most commonly heard in North
America is the Westdeutscher Rundfunk
outlet on 1586 kHz. Optimum tuning
time for eastern listeners is during the
winter, around 0500 to 0600 GMT.
Programs are, naturally, in German
with plenty of light and listenable music.

Spain? NRC listeners observe that
there are three outlets of the governt
ment broadcaster, Radio Nacional de
Espana (the identification Radio Tele-
vision Espana has been used increasing-
ly lately) on 683 kHz (Seville), 737
kHz (Barcelona) and 584 kHz (Ma-
drid). East coasters should try about
local sumnset.

Portugal may well be your first TA
country logged. This was the case here
at COMMUNICATIONS WorLD DX Cen-
tral. The two best bets seem to be CSB-2,
Radio Clube Portugues, 1034 kHz,
Lisbon, and the same broadcasting or-
ganization’s outlet at Miramar, 782 kHz.
At the time of this writing, political un-
certainties in Portugal make the future
situation a bit unclear.

On the Mediterranean, two TA like-
lies are Radio Monte Carlo, 3AM-2,
1466 kHz, in Monaco and RAI, Rome,
Italy on 845 kHz. Look for these after
0500 GMT.

Sounds of Incantations. In many
places in this country, especially east of
the Rockies, a tantalizing DX catch
which really isn’t that difficult to hear
is the station at Dakar, Senegal—prob-
ably the first African BCBer you'll hear
—on 764 kHz. It signs on at 0600 GMT.
Programming is usually in Arabic and
the exotic chanting should make it iden-
tifiable even if the signal isn’t too strong.

In passing, a few others worth your
while are France’s Bordeaux station on
1205 kHz, a BBC synchronized opera-
tion (several stations broadcasting the
same program from different transmitter'
sites) on 1214 kHz, the powerful Al-
banian broadcaster, Radio Tirana on
1394 kHz, and Radio Luxembourg on
1439 kHz.

If you live closer to the Pacific than
the Atlantic, you might look for Japan

This most happy fella is Alfred

on 750 kHz (Sapporo), China on 835
kHz (Nanchang) or 1040 kHz (Pe-
king), Asiatic U.S.S.R. on 1475 or 1550
kHz, and North Korea, 655 kHz
(Pyongyang).

Across the Pond reception, whether
trans-atlantic or trans-pacific, isn’t the
easiest in the world, so don’t be dis-
couraged if your efforts go unrewarded.
Take your time, gain listening experi-
ence, and perhaps eventually you'll be
rewarded with the big thrill in foreign
BCB DXing.

Switching to Shortwave. Thus far
I've talked about medium wave DXing
and some of the stations, domestic and
foreign, ‘which you can hunt. Next it is
time to turn our attention to the higher
frequencies, the shortwave range.

There are three broad categories of
stations that inhabit the frequencies
above 1600 kHz (where the medium
wave broadcast band ends) up to 30
MHz., 30,000 kHz. There are the ama-
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teur radio operators, the well-known
hams, who engage in worldwide, two-
way personal communications. There is
a broad category of stations known to
DXers as the utilities. These stations in-
clude virtually all transmissions that
don’t fit neatly into any other specific
category, such as point-to-point com-
munications, aeronautical and maritime
radio operations, military signals, radio-
teletype and the like.

Primarily, though, we’ll deal with the
shortwave broadcasters, the higher fre-
quency counterparts of the AM BCB
signals, which air programs—music,
news, commentary, drama, discussions,
etc.—to general listening audiences.

Unlike the AM medium wave band,
a single segment of frequencies within
which you’ll find BCB signals, short-
wave broadcast stations (SWBC) are
not found throughout the shortwave
range (literally 3,000 to 30,000 kHz,
but generally considered by DXers to
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extend downward in frequency to about
1605 kHz). SWBC stations are, for the
most part, to be found in an even dozen
rather compact band segments. They
are the 120, 90, 75, 60, 49, 41, 31, 25,
19, 16, 13, and 11 meter bands.

Broadly called the Tropical Bands,
because of their use by SWBC stations
in a belt on either side of the equator,
in Latin America, Africa, Asia and
Oceania, the first four bands tend to be
the hunting grounds for those listeners
hunting the rarest of the rare DX.

The 120 meter band covers those fre-
quencies in the 2,300 and 2,400 kHz
range. Ninety meters includes the span
between 3,200 and 3,400 kHz. Broad-
casting stations share a portion of the
75 meter band, the frequencies around
3,800 and 3,900 kHz, with the amateur
radio service. And 60 meters covers
frequencies from 4,750 to 5,060 kHz.

The majority of stations in these four
bands are the shortwave e$uivalent of
the BCB local and regional operations.
Their programs'are mainly directed at
local audiences within their own home
countries rather than at an international
audience. Transmitters tend to be lower
powered, as a result, and there is limited
English language programming from
most of these stations.

There are also local/regional broad-
cast operations, especially those located
in Latin America and Africa, on 49
(5,950-6,200 kHz) and 41 meters
(7,100-7,300 kHz—also shared in part
with the hams), but there are also a
goodly number of international broad-
casters, those stations specifically seek-
ing out overseas listeners.

You’'ll find many of the larger, higher
powered international SWBCers on 31
and 25 meters (9,500-9,775 kHz and
11,700-11,975 kHz respectively). To an
even greater extent this is the case with
the four remaining bands at the upper
end of the SW scale, 19 meters (15,100-
15,450 kHz), 16 meters (17,700-17,900
kHz), 13 meters (21,450-21,750 kHz),
and 11 meters (25,600-26,100 kHz) ,
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Broadly speaking, relatively few sta-
tions will be found at the band ex-
tremes, 120 and 13 and 11 meters,
though as the sunspot count increases
in the next few years a number of the
big international broadcasting stations
will be returning to 11 and 13 MB as
propagational factors improve for those
higher bands.

Again, speaking in generalities, for
the same reasons the medium wave
broadcast band is a “nighttime” spot to
tune, so are the lower frequency SWBC
bands, from 120 meters up through 49
and 41 meters. On 31 and 25 meters
you'll find good reception conditions
morning and evening, with poor to non-
existent openings during the half dozen
or, so hours surrounding your local
noon and midnight periods. The high
bands, 19 through 11 meters, are es-
sentially useful for daylight listening but
poor during darkness hours.

Frequency vs. Wavelength. If there
is any one question that puzzles more
CoMMUNICATIONS WORLD readers than
any other it involves the whole business
of frequency and wavelength.

It may seem a bit confusing, but it
isn’t really that difficult to understand.
If you are perplexed by this, pay at-
tention now and I'll try to clarify things.

Just wheére you’ll find a station on
your shortwave dial depends on the
electromagnetic wave transmitted. That
wave has a certain length (wave length
normally measured in meters—the metric
unit of length, roughly 39.37 inches)
and the number of times that wave
fluctuates, “vibrates” if you will, per
second (frequency of “vibrations”). Es-
sentially, a station’s frequency and
wavelength are different ways of ex-
pressing the same sort of thing.

The well-known standard time-fre-
quency station, WWV, the nation’s
“radio clock” transmits on 10,000 kHz.
Its wavelength is 30 meters. Ten thou-
sand kilohertz is a slightly abbreviated
way of noting the wave fluctuates
10,000,000 times per second (Hertz is
a universally recognized measure mean-
ing cycle per second; kilo is the metric
prefix signifying 1,000). There is no
difference between expressing a fre-

quency in kilohertz (kHz) or the older
form, kilocycles per second (kc/s).
Megahertz (MHz) means millions of
cycles per second, an alternative way of
expressing frequency. It is more com-
monly used in describing the higher
frequencies. MHz is identical in mean-
ing to megacycles (millions of cycles)
per second.

Thus, WWV’s frequency of 10,000
KHz can be expressed, with equal cor-
rectness, as 10,000 kc/s, 10 MHz,
10.000 MHz, 10 MC/s, etc.

And, another example, the commonly
heard European SW station, Radio
Budapest, Hungary, could be listed as
operating on 9,833 kHz, 9,833 kc/s,
9.833 MHz, or 9.883 MC/s.

Except when referring to the SWBC
bands themselves, North American
DXers seldom make use of wavelength
references, preferring frequency designa-
tiorl instead. In other parts of the world
the use of wavelength remains common
practice. In fact, in some places such
as Indonesia, wavelength is actually the
preferred measurement.

It is easy, however, to convert from
frequency to wavelength, and vice versa,
if you wish. Use the following equa-
tions:

300,000
F

300,000
w

where W is wavelength in meters and
F is frequency in kiloHertz.

The relationship between WWV’s
10,000 kHz frequency and its 30-meter
wavelength is easily seen and under-
stood. And one can quickly calculate
that Radio Budapest's 9,833 kHz fre-
quency is equivalent to a wavelength of
30.51 meters.

Around the World by SW. The basics
of when-and where to tune for short-
wave broadcast type stations under your
belt, let’s waste no time and get right
to specifics, the stations you can hear.
The following is only an overview of
the world broadcasting picture, of
course, just to get you on the right
track. For other stations to tune, check
the “World-Wide Shortwave Stations”
list, a part of White’s Radio Log at the
back of this issue of COMMUNICATIONS
WoRLD. Starting close to home, check
out the shortwave voices of our nearest
neighbors, Canada and Mexico.

Widely known to SWLs is Radio
Canada International, the foreign ser-
vice of the Canadian Broadcasting Cor-
poration. Less familiar, however, are
two other services of the CBC.

One of them iz the CBC Northern
Service, a broadeast operation directed
to Canadians living in the vast northern

reaches of that country. English pro-
gramming can be heard throughout the
evening hours on 5,960 and 9,625 kHz.
The Northern Service also airs broad-
casts in French and in the Eskimo and
Indian languages of Inuit and Cree.
The Canadian Broadcasting Corpora-
tion’s Armed Forces Service is directed
to countrymen serving abroad, in Ca-
nadian Army and Air Force units in
Gem}any and Navymen on the high
seas. These programs can be heard at
1630 and again at 2200 GMT on
15,325 kHz. - v
Canada also has a handful of private
SW stations which relay broadcasts of
AM medium wave outlets for listeners

in more remote areas of the country.
These include the Toronto SWBCer,
CFRX, easily heard on 6,070 kHz,
which rebroadcasts the programs of
MW station CFRB; and CFCX, Mon-
treal, 6,005 kHz, which draws its pro-
grams from sister station CFCF. Both
operate 24-hours a day and, in format
and programming, sound much like
commercial U.S. radio stations.
Looking Southward. The most
powerful and easily heard of the Mexi-
can shortwavers is XERMX, Radio
Mexico in Mexico City. This station
has, in the past, featured some interna-
tional programming in several lan-
guages, including Enghsh, but more
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recently it has seemed to stick to broad-
casts in Spanish. But you should find
the announcements not too difficult to
make out even if you have only a mar-
ginal knowledge of that language. At
various times of the day, two frequen-
cies to watch are 11,770 and 15,125
kHz.

Two other outlets for those shortwave
listeners in search of Mexican stations
are a' pair of 19 meter band outlets,
Radio Seis, 15,110 kHz, and La Voz de
America Latina, 15,160 kHz. Both are
located in Mexico City and often can
be found during the 2200 to 0000 GMT
period.

Though, like most Latin countries,
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Cuba once had a sizable number of
private, commercial shortwave voices,
today there’s only one way to log the
island country just off our southern
coast. It is “the mighty Radio Havana
Cuba. Because of its powerful trans-
mitters and heavy stream of English
programs most DXers will stumble
across RHC without even looking for it.

If you haven’t, thus far, try these
times and frequencies: From 0100 to
about 0430, 11,725 or. 11,930 kHz;
0330 to 0600, 11,760 kHz; 0630-0800,
9,525 kHz; and about 2100 GMT on
11,855, 11,960, and 17,750 kHz.

The Dominican Republic and Haiti
share the West Indian island of His-
paniola. You can add both of these
countries to your SWBC station totals
by tuning the Dominican, Radio Norte
on 4,810 kHz and Radio 4VEH, Cap
Haitien, Haiti on 6,120, 9,770, or
11,835 kHz.

Radio Norte, in,the Dominican capi-
tal of Santo Domingo, can be heard
nearly nightly with typical Latin pro-
gramming fare. Radio 4VEH, a mis-
sionary outlet, is scheduled in English
from 0000 to 0100 and 1100 to 1450
GMT.

Two Central American stations, again
both religious in orientation, offer Eng-
lish programming nightly at 0300 GMT.
They are HRVC, La Voz Evangelica
at Tegycigalpa, Honduras, and TGNA,
Radio Cultural, Guatemala City. The
former puts in a nice signal on 4,820
kHz, the latter sometimes suffers from
a bit of interference on 3,300 kHz.

Continuing our jaunt through the
Central American area, a bit tougher
reception is Radio Mar, Puerto Ca-
bezas, Nicaragua, reported on occasion
during the 1300 to 1600 period on the
31 meter band frequency of 9,590 kHz.

South America Take it Away. DX-
ing from A to V—Argentina to Vene-
zuela—offers a multitude of signals to
listen for from South America. A DXer
could specialize in nothing but Latin
loggings and never hear them all by a
long shot. .

Thousands of stations broadcast from
this southern continent, especially on
the lower SWBC frequencies. A hand-
ful are of the powerful international
broadcasting variety and a small num-
ber are of extremely lpw power, under
100 watts. Most Latin stations transmit
with between about 500 and 1,000
watts, making many of them possible,
but tough, DX targets.

Outside those that air broadcasts for
foreign listeners, mosé stations direct
programs at listeners within their coun-

tries. Thus, the bulk of the South Amer-
ican programs are in Spanish, except in
Brazil where the national language is
Portuguese. In the Andean highlands,
however, some programs are broadcast
in Indian languages, such as Quechua
and Aymara.

For decades the most commonly re-
ceived South American station has been
the missionary broadcaster, the Voicexof
the Andes, HCIB in Quito, Ecuador. In
fact, this station was the very first one
heard by your COMMUNICATIONS
WorLp SW editor nearly 30 years ago!

HCIJB broadcasts to listeners in Latin
America, of course, but also seeks an
audience in the U.S., Canada, Europe,
and the Far East.

The station has a very extensive daily
schedule, much of it in English. At
various times of thc day or’night, try
the following frequencies: 5,970, 6,130,
9,560, 9,745, 9,760, 11,910, 15,115,
15,300, and 17,715 kHz.

Only three South American countries
have what could even be considered
government-operated overseas $ervices, at
least partially in English, for foreign
listeners.

One of them is Radio Nacional Bra-
silia, which can be heard at 2100 GMT
on 15,425 kHz. Times of English broad-
casting seem to vary considerably for
the government owned La Voz de Chile,
which uses several frequencies, 6,195,
9,566, 11,810, and 15,150 kHz. Prob-
ably the smoothest operation of the trio
is Argentina’s RAE, Radiodiffusion Ar-
gentina al Exterior at Buenos Aires. The
station often identifies as either “RAE,”
pronounced ‘“rye,” or with the an-
nouncement, “This is Argentina calling.”
Listen for this one Tuesday through
Saturday on 9,690 kHz at 0300 or 0600
GMT.

The rest of the South American out-
lets offer little in the way of English
language programming, although you
may stumble across a program—perhaps
only an announcement—now and again.
But hare’s a grab bag of goodies, some

rather, easy to hear, some more difficult,
from the Spanish-speaking nations.

Venezuela—3,365 kHz, Radio Puerto
La Cruz with Latin and pop music
around 0330 GMT. )

4,800 kHz, Radio Lara, a fairly com-
mon station noted until its sign off,
about 0400 GMT.

4,900 kHz, Radio Juventud, which
means, in Spanish, Youth Radio. Natu-
rally, there’s much popular music and
Latin selections during the evening
hours. '

4,970 kHz, Radio Rumbos is per-
haps the easiest Venezuelan to hear, a
strong regular during the 0200-0400
GMT period.

Colombia-4,965, Radio Santa Fe is
just five kilohertz down the dial from
the strong Radio Rumbos signal, and is
almost as easy to hear.

4,955, Radio Nacional, the program-
ming, during the evening, may not
sound typically Latin. Classical music
from this culturally-minded government
station is common.

Ecuador—-4,679, Radio Espejo in
Quito is normally a fairly easy one to
locate, since it is just about the only
station to be found between 4,600-4,700
kHz during the nighttime hours.

Peru—6,095, Radio Nacional del
Peru, Lima, is the government-operated
station sometimes heard on this fre-
quency during the mid-evening hours.

The European Scene. Europe has
always been a prime target for short-
wave listeners. The main reason, of
course, is that North America has for

years beem a prime audience target of

many of these stations. Most of the
European nations, large and small, have
international broadcasting operations
directed at overseas listeners and a
significant portion of their programs are
in English.

But during the past year some of
those broadcasting stalwarts have faced
problems, most of them economic.
We've seen a curtailment of broadcasts
in English, in some cases the dropping
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of English programs to the United
States. Other major broadcasters, facing
budget cuts, have threatened similar ac-
tions. In at least two countries, Finland
and France, lengthy strikes by station
employees hampered programming.

One well known European broad-
caster, a longtime favorite with many
SWLs, is the Swiss Broadcasting Cor-
poration. It too faces some financial dif-
ficulties but there is little pessimism in
the Swiss radio organization.

“Is fot the first time we've faced
such a financial situation,” says W.
Fankhauser, SBC’s press officer, “and
there is no doubt that we will find a
good solution.” ¢

The SBC marked its 40th anniverary
of broadcasting to Europe and the
world in 1975. According to Joel Cur-
chod, director of the European and
Overseas Services, observed that the
need to speak to listeners outside
Switzerland first became apparent in the
1930’s. The initial purpose was to “set
up and maintajn a permanent valid link
with the hundreds of thousands of Swiss
citizens living in other countries.” But
it soon developed that the majority of
SBC listeners abroad were not of Swiss
ancestry. Today, the non-Swiss listen-
ership lis put at 94 per cent.

One basic choice that the SBC made
years ago, and which has won it the
respect of listeners everywhere, is its
information policy. It has a reputation
for excellent, unbiased news coverage—
something that cannot be said for all
shortwave stations in the world.

William Tell, Where Are You? Mike
McMahon, head of English program-
ming, notes that for too many people
abroad, “Switzerland i‘sn’t a country, it’s
a collection of stereotypes: a snow-
covered range of mountains locked in
perpetual snow and dotted with cheeses,
chocolates, and watches. Plus, of course,
little boys standing around with apples
on their heads.”

McMahon treasures a map, clipped
from a New York newspaper several
years ago. Ostensibly it is a map of
Scandinavia.

“It shows Norway on the left, Fin-
land on the right . . . and Switzerland
in the middle!”

So it is the mission of the SBC to
combat such misconceptions, to tell the
world about Switzerland. And the cur-
rent affairs programs aim to reaffirm
the voice of Switzerland as an accurate
and impartial source of international
and Swiss news, and a forum for Swiss
opinion on world and domestic affairs.

“The foundation of our international

broadcasting policy is information, its
cornerstone is fairness,” says McMahon.
“Whereas some other stations set out to
capture the minds of their listeners, SBC
sets out to stimulate them.”

All SBC programs, weekday and week-
end, are thirty minutes in length. They
are broadcast eight times a day in Eng-
lish, German, Spanish, Portuguese,
French, Italian, and Arabic. Additional-
ly there are shorter programs, aired less
often, in the international language,
Esperanto and in Romanish, Switzer-
land’s “fourth™ language.

“Our shortwave service has a re-
markable worldwide audience,” says
Fankhauser. “Even in the USA, where
popularity of shortwave listening seemed
to be quite modest for many years, the
SBC now has millions of regular lis-
teners. This and other similar facts en-
codrage us—and those who pay for our
activities, the Swiss government-Lto look
ahead and prepare for the future.”

The SBC notes that the English lan-
guage is spoken by nearly half the po-
tential audience of its external services.
In addition to the U.S., Canada, Great
Britain, Australia, and other English-
speaking countries, the station’s Eng-
lish programs can be heard by millions
in northern Europe, Africa, the Middle
East, and the Far East. More than half
of the listeners’ letters received come to
the English Program from listeners for
whom English is a second language.

Broadcasters know that .only a small
fraction of the listening audience actu-
ally write letters to the stations they
hear. (Among tHose who consider short-
wave listening an actual hobby, and who
seek QSL cards, of course, the percent-
age is considerably higher.) So the SBC
is greatly encouraged when it receives

an average of 25,000 listeners! letters
in a typical year.

The Swiss Broadcasting Corporation
is not huge by broadcasting standards.
It employs about 130 persons full time
and also draws on the talents of many
freelance broadcasters and writers.

A program of updating transmitting
facilities began a few years back and
today the SBC has eight powerful trans-
mitters: three of 100 kw., four 250
kilowatt transmitters, and a 500 kw.
powerhouse. The organization has three
transmitting sites: one,'a longtime broad-
casting location, at Schwartzenburg,
near Bern; a second at Beromunster in
central Switzerland; and the third in
the western part of the tiny country, at
Sottens.

You can hear the SBC on many fre-
quencies during the day. Two especially
good times for North American listen-
ers are 0145 to 0215 GMT on 5,965,
6,135, 9,725 or 11,715 kHz, and at
0430 to 0500 on the latter two fre-
quencies.

The Big Four. Perhaps the big four
in Western European international
broadcasting are Deutsche Welle, the
West German Voice of Germany; the
British Broadcasting Corporation
(BBC); Radio Nederland from Hol-
land; and Radio France International.

Deutsche Welle is a major interna-
tional broadcaster, ‘with powerful new
transmitters within Germany. In addi-
tion, its broadcasts are relayed by sta-
tions in Rwanda, Africa; in Portugal;
and on the Mediterranean island of
Malta.

English language programs may be
heard at Q130 GMT on 6,010, 6,040,
9,565, and 9,690 kHz, and at 0530 on
5,075, 6,185, and 9,545 kHz.
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In shortwave broadcasting, the British
Broadcasting Corporation is one of the
pioneers. Its English language World
Service, and its predecessor, the Empire
Service, has been active for decades and
must be one of the most listened to
shortwave operations in the world. The
BBC has been accused of - presenting
less lively and entertaining program-
ming than some other shortwave voices
But there is no one who can seriously
challenge the quality of its news broad-
casts, in terms of fairness and complete-
ness. One reason it is heard so well world-
wide is that Britain has its broadcasts
relayed by such far flung broadcasting
outposts as Ascension Island in the
South Atlantic and Malaysia, in the
Far East.

There are so many frequencies and
times used by the\BBC and its various
relay operations that it is hard to know
wheregio start. But during the North
American evening hours, here areé some
of the frequencies you might check:
5,975, 7,325, 9,410, 9,580, 9,640, 9,915,
11,750, 11,955; and from Ascension Is-
land, 6,005, 6,055, and 7,260; from
Canadian Broadcasting Corporation
transmitters, 6,175 kHz.

Radio Nederland has its stations with-
in Holland, plus relay transmitters on
the island of Bonaire, just off the South
American coast, and on Madagascar
(Malagasy Republic) off Africa. Though
only a small country, the Netherlands
bas for many years put great stock in
sending its signal around the world to
listeners. And its programs are favorites
with many SWLs.

For signals transmitted from Holland
itself, listen in on 9,715 or 11,730 kHz
at 2130 GMT. The latter frequency is
used by the Bonaire relay base for Eng-
lish programs at 0630 GMT. Try for
the Madagascar relay on 9,585 kHz
around 2000 GMT.

A reorganization at the start of 1975
broke up the old French broadcasting
organization, ORTF. The shortwave
broadcast operation is now called Radio
France. International. France does not
broadcast English language programs
to North America these days, but lis-
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Who says you have to have a
modern solid-state receiver to DX?

teners on this continent report having
little difficulty in hearing the African
beam on a number of frequencies in the
19, 16,and 13 meter bands around 1700
GMT. One good bet has been 21,620
kHz, but you might also try 15,360,
15,425, 17,800, or 17,820 kHz.

Beyond the Iron Curtain. Radio
Moscow is one of the most commonly
heard of the East European shortwave
voices. There are two English language
services in the evening hours directed to
our continent, one aimed to listeners in
the eastern and central parts of North
America; a slightly later service is
beamed to the west coast.

The Soviet Union has countless trans-
mitters located in various cities from
the Arctic to the Black Sea and from
European Russia to the Soviet Far East.
And although the station identifies as
Radio Moscow, that doesn’t necessarily
mean the programs are being aired by
transmitters only in the U.S.S.R. capital
city. There is, therefore, no way of
knowing, from the announcements
alone, if the Radio Moscow program
you’re hearing is being transmitted from
a station in Kiev or Khabarovsk.

Radio Moscow frequently changes its
frequencies—and there are plenty of
them that can be heard by U.S. and
Canadian listeners from the 49 to the
16 meter band. Tuning the bands be-
tween 0100 and 0500 GMT should turn

Among the other European stations
you can find during the evening hours
are Austrian Radio; Radio Tirana, Al-
bania; the Belgian National Radio;
Radio Belgrade, Yugoslavia; Vatican
Radio; Radio Sweden; Radio Berlin In-
ternational in 'East Germany; Radio
Portugal; Spain’s Radio Nacional Es-
pana (sometimes identifying as the
Spanish National Radio); Italy’s RAI
Polish Radio; Radio Luxembourg and
others.

African SW Trail. On our survey of
worldwide shortwave stations you can
hear, we continue southward to Africa.

Loiigtime DXers can remember, not
too many years ago, when there were
relatively few powerful stations in Afri-
ca. But the 1960’s and 1970’s changed
all that. The colonial era passed and
with it there were many changes on the
map ‘of the southern continent. Many
new independent countries emerged
from the former European colonies.
And in most of these new nations, the
acquisition of powerful shortwave trans-
mitters seemed almost a badge of
countryhood.

Do&ens of new governmental broad-
casting entities were created. Powerful
shortwave transmitters, some from
European equipment firms but others
from Eastern European and Chinese
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sources, flooded Africa. The established
African countries, from, Egypt in the
north to South Africa at the continent’s
tip, invested in new broadcasting gear
to make their presence felt in the de-
veloping area.

A second movement that led to ad-
ditional shortwave stations was religious
in nature. Attempting to bring Christi-
anity to Africa was nothing new, but
religious organizations discovered that
strong shortwave radio voices could play
a major role.

“Were St. Paul alive today,” says Dr.
Sigurd Aske, general director of Radio
Voice of the Gospel, a missionary
broadcaster in Addis Ababa, Ethiopia, .
“no matter what church might claim
him, he would preach to more people
in an hour over Radio Voice of the
Gospel than he reached in his entire
lifelong ministry.”

RVOG, whose shortwave station uses
the call letters ETLF, has been in the
forefront of radio missionary activity in
Africa. It, and some 45 other Protestant
shortwave stations around the world,
plus an equal number of Roman Catho-
lic radio voices, found shortwave a
highly efficient means of spreading its
message to the peoples of the world.

RVOG came into being on February
26, 1963. Programs are created and
taped in studios in various parts of the
world. These tapes are aired over the
facilities of the Addis Ababa transmit-
ters. Today, ETLF is one of the best
equipped and most powerful of the
Protestant stations. To bring its facili-
ties to this point, the Lutheran World
Federation has invested $1.8 million.

Its Ethiopian station includes a beau-
tiful 40-acre hillside campus in one of
Addis Ababa’s suburbs. Here are lo-
cated the administrative offices and g
studios of RVOG, plus some 30 resi-
dential units for its staff. About 18 miles
outside the capital city is the 300-acre
transmitting plant, located on a high
plateau. Radio Voice of the Gospel has
two 100,000 watt shortwave transmit-
ters #hd a low-powered medium wave
station designed to cover the local area
in Ethiopia.

The transmitters feed eleven curtain
array antennas and seven omni-direc-
tional antennas. The “curtains” are sus-
pended from a series of 400 foot high

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antenna towers. Each of the “curtain”
antennas can operate on two bands
and are reversible and “slewable” in
order to beam signals to various target
areas.

Prime targets are southern and west-
ern Africa, the Mid and Near East, the
Indian Subcontinent and South East
Asia. However, the station also is well
heard in North America. You may hear
ETLF programs at 0400 on 7,165 kHz,
at 0530 GMT on 11,800 kHz, or from
shortly after 1800 GMT'on 9,705 kHz.
Perhaps your best bet is to tune 11,830
kHz between 1945 and 2030 GMT for
English programs.

Other religious voices of Africa in-

" clude the outlet of Trans World Radio,

the latest of this missionary organiza-
tion’s stations, in Swaziland; Radio
ELWA, located at Monrovia, Liberia;
and—a nice bit of DX—Radio Cordac
in the country of Burundi.

Of the government shortwavers, one
of the easiest to log is South Africa’s
Radio RSA. It is widely heard on a
number of frequencies. At various times
between about 2100 and 2300 GMT,
try these frequencies for Radio RSA:
7,270, 9,525, 9,695, and 11,900 kHz.

Tune In the Commercials. A bigger
thrill, though, may be receiving one of
South Africa’s domestic shortwave sig-
nals, programs aimed not at overseas
audiences but to. South Africans them-
selves. One good bet is the commercial
outlet—with its ads for cigarettes, soap
and toothpaste—Springbok Radio, often
heard on 3,250 kHz during the evening
hours.

Radio Cairo, the Egyptian govern-

ment’s radio voice, is another, easily
heard African station. Thanks to power-
ful transmitters, it is commonly heard
at good strengtih in the United States
and Canada.

English programs from Radio Cairo
can be heard in the 31 meter band, on
9,805 kHz, from 2145 GMT, and, lo-
cated just outside that band, on 9,475
kHz, at 0200 GMT.

Best bets for West Africa may well
be stations in Nigeria and Ghana. Be-
cause both were once owned by Great
Britain, you will have no trouble in
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finding a number of English language
broadcasts from this pair. The foreign
service of the Voice of Nigeria at Lagos
Nairs English at 0600 GMT on 7,275
kHz. Radio Ghana has English pro-
grams on 6,130 and 4,915 kHz at about
the same time. Or you might listen for
reception from Ghana at 2000 GMT on
11,850 kHz.

There are more than 50 different
radio countries in Africa, offering plen-
ty of DXing targets for the SW fan.

Things remain unsettled in southern
Africa. The two large territories that
make up Angola and Mozambique are
the latest in the field of ex-colonies.
Mozambique is already independent
and, at the time of this writing, Angola
was on the verge of gaining indepen-
dence from Portugal. What will happen
to shortwave broadcasting in Mozam-
bique and Angola is anybody’s guess,
but at least until recently, Radio Clube
de Mozambique (renamed Radio Na-
tional Mozambique) was being reported
on 4,923 kHz. The governmental sta-
tion in Angola, Emissora Oficial, which
well may become the key station in an
independent Angola, was heard at 1130
and 1435 GMT on 9,535 and 11,875
kHz. Angola has been a favorite of
many DXers in the past, because of a
number of privately owned and op-
erated SWBC stations. Whether these
lower powered DX targets will remain
after independence, or whether they will
be incorporated into one national radio
network remains to be seen.

In North Africa there are a number
of national shortwave outlets broad-
casting, for the most part, in Arabic.
These include Radiodiffusion Television
Algerienne at Algiers, Algeria;, Radio-
diffusion Television Morocaine in Mo-
rocco; Radio Omdurman in Sudan; and
the Libyan Broadcasting and TV Serv-
ice.

Parlez-Vous Francais? In the
French-speaking areas of West Africa
you might try tuning the likes of Radio-
diffusion Television Gabonaise at Libre-
ville, Gabon (4,777 kHz), Radiodiffu-
sion Television Ivorienne at Abidjan,
Ivory Coast (4,940 kHz), Radiodiffu-
sion Nationale Centrafricaine at Bangui,
Central African Republic (5,038 kHz),
Radio Yaounde in Cameroun (4,972.5
kHz); La Voix de la Revolution, Co-
tonou, Dahomey (4,870 kHz); or Ra-
dio Nationale (which to add confusion

to the situation, also sometimes calls
itself La Voix de la Revolution) at
Conakry, Guinea (4,910 kHz).

Generally considered the easiest of
the French-speaking African stations is
Radiodiffusion du Togo at Lome, Togo.
It broadcasts on 5,047 kHz and, in the
winter months, is usudlly the first Afri-
can outlet in the band to fade in an
hour or so before local sunset.

Add to these possibilities the likes of
Radio Tanzania, with outlets at both
Dar es Salaam and on Zanzibar, the
Voice of Kenya and outlets in Bo-
tswana, Lesotho and Uganda and you
have quite an array of interesting DX
catches to hunt.

DXers living east of the Rockies will
find two prime African listening times,
late afternoon and again between about
0300 and 0700 'GMT. West Coast
SWLs will have to concentrate most of
their listening during the later period,
for afternoon African rgception on the
Pacific coast is tough.

Another grab bag of DX goodies
awaits you when you turn your atten-
tion to the SWBC stations in Asia.

There is something about China’s Ra-
dio Peking that makes it a fascinating
logging for many DXers. It may be
merely that we have long thought of
China as exotic and far, £ar away that
makes Radio Peking interesting. Or it
may be that there is an element of the
forbidden to eavesdrop—though their
programs are really intended for our
ears—behind the Great Wall.

Radio Peking’s evening broadcasts in
English are not hard to hear at all.
Listen in on 15,060 kHz anytime be-
tween about 0000 and 0500 GMT,
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during the earlier hours if you are an
easterner, or during the end of this
time segment if you live farther west.
Around 0000 GMT, another easy fre-
quency to find is 8,300 kHz.

Radio Japan is another Asian broad-
caster that is a faverite of many Amer-
ican SWLs. Japan is one of those
countries, like Canada, the Netherlands,
Australia and a few others, whose
broadcasters really seem to go out of
their way to cater to radio listening
hobbyists. Japan, for instance, has some
of the most colorful and delightful
verification (QSL) cards around. QSLs
—and we’ll talk more about verifications
later—are those replies sent to listeners
to confirm that the reception reports
they send stations are correct.

A good time to tune in Radio Japan
is at 0130 GMT on 15,195, 15,420,
and 17,725 kHz.

Middle East Broadcasting. On the
other side of the huge continent of
Asia, listening targets include Radio An-
kara, Turkey (2200 GMT, 9,515 kHz);
the Broadcasting Station of the King-
dom of Saudi Arabia (11,855 kHz
1700-2000 GMT); and Radio Lebanon
(0230 GMT on 9,525, 9,675 kHz), to
name just several.

In Israel, broadcasting had its origins
in the Palestine Broadcasting Service, a
government department under the Brit-
ish Mandate. In the years that followed
the founding of the State of Israel, there
always was a shortwave broadcasting
station, but compared to the radio
voices of its Arab neighbors, the station
was a pipsqueak!

For the IBA, the Israel Broadcasting
Authority, shortwave radio didn’t really
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come of age until after the 1973 Mid-
East war. Since then, Israel has in-
vested heavily in spanking new and
powerful shortwave equipment that for
the first time can really match that of
the Arab countries around it. Only rela-
tively recenﬁy has the IBA put a solid,
listenable signal into the United States
during the prime evening hours when
most shortwave fans do their listening.

There are two times when you are
most apt to hear English programs from’
the IBA, at 0400 GMT and at 2000
GMT. The IBA has a habit of fre-
quently changing its frequencies but
here are a handful to try: 7,395, 9,009,
9,815, 12,025, and 15,485 kHz.

Between the eastern and western ex-
tremes of Asia are a number of natibns
active in shortwave broadcasting.

In or near the great Indian subconti-
nent are such broadcasters as Radio
Pakistan, All India Radio, Radio Ban-
gladesh, Radio Afghanistan, and the Sri
Lanka Broadcasting Corporation (Sri
Lanka formerly was known as Ceylon).

Further ‘to the east there are short-
wave outlets in North and South Korea,
Vietnam, Burma, Laos, Cambodia
(Khmer Republic), Malaysia, Taiwan,
and elsewhere. Then, too, there are a
goodly number of Soviet home and
overseas service outlets in Asiatic
US.S.R. .

South Seas Shortwave. Radio Aus-
tralia is most likely the easiest of the
Pacific area shortwavers to hear. And it
is one of the most| popular stations
among DXers. Its foreign service of
Radio Australia includes the oldest pro-
gram around that is specifically directed
to those of us who listen to SW as a
hobby, in other words, especially for
DXers.

Several years back, Australia em-
barked on a program to update its aging
transmitters, building an all new sta-
tion, with 250 kilowatt transgnitters, at
Darwin on the northern coast. But
Mother Nature intervened in the form
of a powerful tropical storm. The storm
wrecked both the city of Darwin and
the new Radio Australia station facili-
ties. Now Australia has announced it
will rebuild the station, this time in
Western Australia. Those new trans-
mitters should be operational very short-
ly, if not by the time you read this.

Radio Australia uses too many differ-
ent frequencies to list here. But try
tuning the 19 meter band around 0100
GMT; or the 31 meter band during the
morning hours and you should find the
signal all right.

Radio Australia's parent organiza-
tion, the Awstralian Broadcasting Com-
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Stewart MacKenzie, Huntington Beach,
CA, has been DXing since his Army
tour of duty during the Korean War.
His first receiver was a Hallicrafters
$38C, but today his California

DX shack is filled with listening
gear, most of it military surplus.
Stew is known to many SWLs as the
publisher-treasurer of the American
Shortwave Listeners Club, a post

he has held for the past ten years.

mission also operates a number of
domestic shortwave outlets' for Aus-
tralian audiences. Several of these sta-
tions' can also be heard quite well
Stateside. They include ABC-Brisbane
on 4,290 kHz, and on 9,610 kHz, ABC-
Perth. v

Not quite as widely heard, but a nice
catch for SWLs is Radio New Zealand.
An internal reorganization last April
broke up the former New Zealand
Broadcasting Corporation. The radio
aspects became the responsibility of
Radio New Zealand. At the same time,
two television organizations were born.

The major new developments and
changes in radio broadcasting which
have come with Radio New Zealand are
an increased emphasis on fiews and
current affairs programming and the
creation of new domestic program for-
mats.

The two Radio New Zealand trans-
mitters are located at Titahi Bay, some
15 miles north of the capital, Welling-
ton. Compared to many international
broadcasters, Radio New Zealand is
terribly underpowered to compete in the
shortwave world of the ’70’s. It has
only a pair of 7.5 kilowatt transmitters
built some 30 years ago.

However, according to Carol Brown-
lie of Radio New Zealand's Information
Bureau, “the replacement of our short-
wave transmitters is currently high on
the list of technical developments.”

Of prime interest to the New Zealand
broadcasters, as indicated by the con-
figuration of the station’s shortwave
antenna arrays, are listeners in Aus-
tralia, the Pacific Islands and at the New
Zealand Antarctic base. From 1700 to
1945, RNZ broadcasts to the Pacific
area on 9,755 kHz. From 2000 to 0545
the target is Australia as well on 15,110
kHz. During the first four hours of this
time period, 11,900 kHz is used but this
frequency is abandoned in favor of
15,280 kHz at 0000 GMT. In the U.S.
and Canada, Radio New Zealand is per-
haps most commonly heard between
0600 and 1145 GMT, when 6,105 (for-

merly 6,080) and 9,520 or 9,540 kHz
are used.

The brand new nation of Papua New
Guinea, which got its independence in
September, is represented on shortwave
by a number of outlets of the National
Broadcasting Commission of Papua
New Guinea. Undoubtedly the best
heard of the lot is the National Station
on 4,890 kHz, audible most any day
about dawn.

Other Oceanic likelies for SWLs in-
clude Radio Tahiti and Radio Noumea
on New Caledonia, several Philippine
outlets including the Far Eastern Broad-
casting Co., a religious broadcaster, and
its Roman Catholic counterpart, Radio
Veritas, the Solomon Islands Broadcast-
ing Service (whose new frequency,
5,020 kHz has been heard a number of
times in recent months), and countless
stations of varying degrees of DX-dif-
ficulty in Indonesia.

So there you have it as we've swept
quickly around the world for a glimpse
of a number ‘of stations you can hear
when you tune the SWBC bands. Even
if you only manage to hear a portion
of them, you'll already be quite a few
rungs up the ladder.

As I noted at the outset, you’ll never
be able to hear all the stations broad-
casting at home and around the world.
For every one you tuck away in your
log book, there always will be more
waiting to be heard.

Across the Pond. We have just taken
a look at the world of DXing but our
viewpoint has been, quite naturally, that
of North Americans. DXing, however,
is a world-wide hobby. There are hobby
listeners all over the world, in Japan
and South Africa, Australia and Brazil,
Western Europe, South Asia, and within
the Soviet Union.

Have you ever wondered, for in-
stance, what it would be like if you were
suddenly transported across the Atlan-
tic to, say, Great Britain? What differ-
ences would you find in your DXing
activities?

I put that question to ace British
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DXer Alan Thompson, one of the most
experienced listeners across the pond,
author of DX articles and a professional
broadcaster who airs programs for DX-
ers on radio stations in Germany and in
his native country. This was his reply:

Five Hours Forward—for east coast
North American DXers' that’s the fun-
damental difference involved in DXing
from the British Isles as compared with
listening Stateside.

The stations you would hear, whether
on the international or tropical short-
wave bands, wouldn’t vary all that
much, although some of your good DX
would fall into the almost impossible.
category across the Atlantic.

On the broadcast bands—or medium-
wave band as it is universally called in
Europe—things would be different
that it would seem as though you had
moved to another planet. If you hap-
pen to be among the relatively small
band of listeners who tune the long
wave frequencies, you'd be surprised to
find an absence of utility type stations,
such as aeronautical beacons, but a
number of very high powered national
broadcast stations transmitting over
very many hundreds of miles, with good
signal strength and a very remarkable
absence of interference, either from
other broadcasters or from utility trans-
mitters.

Just what does that five hours for-
ward mean in practical terms?

There is a great deal of convenience
in. finding that clocks in your home
show Greenwich Mean Time (GMT)
for most of the year instead of having
to calculate by adding a certain number
of hours to your local clock time.

On shortwave, over much of the year,
international band conditions would
seem quite familiar, allowing a small
something for that time difference.

However, the tropical bands, up to
about 6 MHz, would present a very
myuch less active picture than you have
been used to.

One example will show how the time
difference operates in favor of the
North American DXer as compared
with his British opposite number. In-
donesian stations are prime attractions
for DXers all over the world, but the
chances of British listeners hearing
them are never good, and for much of
the year, impossible. Why? Well, the
usual sign off time for the Indonesian
stations is 1600 GMT, or in some cases,
1700 GMT. Bearing in mind that GMT,

From this antenna, programs go out
to Africa, the Mid-East and Asia.

Britain’s clock time for much of the
year, prevails that means that dusk
doesn’t fall, even in the depths of win-
ter, until around the 1530 to 1600
GMT period. As a result, the Indonesian
stations on the lower frequencies may
just be starting to fade in Britain about
the time they end their daily broadcast
schedule and sign off. This situation is
not exactly conducive to getting hoards
of Indonesian stations in the log book.

Mid-Summer is Mid-Summer. High
static levels are universal during the
summer and DXing is at its lowest ebb.
For the rest of the year, having GMT
as one's clock time usually means that
there is something interesting to be
heard on the lower SW frequency tropi-
cal bands from around 1800 until 0600
GMT.

In the heart of the DX season, say in
March, the tropical bands start to come
to life around the tea time period, al-
though activity is generally confined to
the 60 and 75 meter bands. The 90
meter band shows its paces in the equi-
noctial periods, September and March,
during theismall hours of the day. And
the 120 meter band is rarely open in
Britain.

A typical mid-season evening starts
with the Russian stations in the central
and western USSR showing up around
1600 on the 60 meter band, while one
may be lucky enough to catch the last
hour or so of Indian subcontinent sta-

g
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tions.

Within an hour a firm darkness path
will be established to the whole of
Africa and then it is solid African DX
throughout the next three or four hours,
until perhaps 2300.

Regretfully, large segments of the 60
meter band are shared with utility trans-
missions (i.e., non-broadcast types) in
Western Europe and military and aero
traffic causes much loss of what would
otherwise be good DX signals. Despite
this, Afro-DX can hardly be classed as
difficult in the British Isles although, for
some strange reason, reception of An-
golan stations appears to be better on
the east coast of North America than
in Britain. But such nice DX receptions
as Gambia, Yemen, Spanish Sahara,
Equatorial Guinea and Lesotho, and
even tastier tidbits like Maldives, Com-
oro Islands, Mauritius and Reunion
Islands in the Indian Ocean are .not
strangers to British DX aerials.

The Hour Before Midnight. Around
2200 GMT, depending on the exact
season, the Far Eastern stations begin
to appear on the lower shortwave fre-
quencies, as the African signals begin to
thin out as they sign off for the night.
Malaysia, Vietnam, Singapore and Thai-
land begin struggling through the inter-
ference. And at about the same time,
the Latin Americans begin to drift in
across a long sea path which is already
in darkness over much of its length.

—
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As midnight Greenwich Mean Time
arrives (to jog things into perspective,
that’s 7 p.m., EST and for our West
Coast friends, 4 p.m.), most of our
African station personnel are sound
asleep, but the British SWL who for-
goes his bed for a little longer will find
the band dominated by the Spanish and
Portuguese voices from Latin America.
The Russian signals fade and by 0100
GMT it.is a solid diet of Latin Ameri-
cans until the arrival of dawn and the
slow fade out of the exciting rhythms
of Central and South America for an-
other day.

One feature American listeners would
find almost wholly absent in Britain is
the chorus of African stations signing
on around 0500 and 0600 GMT. Afri-
can DX at their sign on time, which
apparently is very common in the U.S.
and Canada, is possible, but is very rare-
in Britain.

In this short space it isn’t possible
to show the whole gamut of shortwave
broadcast DXing in Great Britain. One
can just paint in the outlines and leave
the detail to the imagination.

The international shortwave bands,
above 6 MHz, are, I fancy, much the
same wherever you are listening. Broad-
ly, you get what is destined for your
area—even though international broad-
casters do make mistakes in choosing
their times and frequencies. /But if a
particular service is meant for your re-
ception area, be it North America or
Great Britain, it is a fair bet that it will
be heard by listeners in those areas.

The Interference Problem. The Brit-
ish Isles stand right in the midst of the
ideological radio war and the result is
that reception on the shortwave bands
is an exercise demanding of one’s toler-
ance in every way. Radio waves are
transmitted by means of both ground
waves and skywaves and, in many ways,
Britain is the radio center of the uni-
verse. i

The attractive campus-like
studio-administration building of

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Few can have managed to avoid hear-
ing those words which indicate that one
18 listening to a transmission of the
Voice of America over “facilities of the
British Broadcasting Corporation.” (Ed.
note: VOA programs are relayed both
by VOA-owned transmitting facilities
abroad and also by other international
broadcasters, such as the BBC.) This
means that VOA signals are coming
from a BBC transmitter located in rural
Shropshire. The transmissions are cer-
tainly meant for Eastern Europe and
simjlar target areas, but the groundwave
signal easily travels the 100 or so miles
fromi the transmitter to my home in
Wales, providing a powerful signal.
Equally strong are the signals of the
eastern jamming stations tfying to block
the VOA transmissions. These jammers
also spread over onto adjacent chan-
nels as well.

The same is true of the BBC’s own
shortwave transmissions. In Europe,
Radio Liberty and Radio Free Europe
also attract their share of the jammers
that clutter up the bands and make it
difficult to receive the lower powered
DX stations.

And on the other side of the coin,
programs from the USSR and Radio
Peking, aimed at West Africa, for ex-
ample, come bombing through. Brit-
ain’s geographical location is such that
it is both “wheére-it-comes-from” and on
the path to “where-it-is-going.”

The result is plenty of interference
for the fellow who is seeking the real
DX stations. Shortwave listening in
Britain does get a little harder every
year. But that is what keeps the serious
British DXer going and keeps his chal-
lenge alive.

On the medium waves, the North
American DXer, transplanted to Great
Britain, would find evening listening a
startling contrast to what he is used to.

The first reaéon, I suppose, it that
American DXers have become used to
a broadcast band that has its assigned
stations conveniently placed at 10 kHz
intervals and whose programs are—with
the exception of some French-speaking
Canadians and some Spanish voices
from the Latin neighbors—in English.

Neither is the case in Britain.

Throughout Europe, the channel
separation of medium wave stations is
nine khz, not 10, and while British
voices abound, there is a babble of
other languages to be heard as well.

Within /Britain, the BBC currently
operates four national radio networks,
as well as the familiar shortwave World
Service, which is carried on 1088 kHz
for long periods in the evening, some-
times backed up by 1295 kHz too.

If that’s not enough, there are 20

BBC local radio stations scattered
around the country, joined by 19 com-
mercial local radio stations owned and
operated by the Independent Broad-
casting Authority (IBA). But we haven’t
finished yet! There also is BBC Radio
Scotland, BBC Radio Ulster and, though
in still something of a transition stage,
BBC Radio Wales.

If you are lucky, you may hear, too,
the signals of Manx Radio, operating
,from Douglas on the Isle of Man, the

/only authorized radio station in Great

Britain which is not carrying the pro-
grams of the BBC or one of the pro-
gram contractors authorized to use the
IBA transmitters.

However, if it is English you're hear-
ing on the medium waves, it doesn’t
necessarily follow that you’re listening
to a British station.

Radio Luxembourg thumps a hefty
signal into most of the United Kingdom
during the evening hours. The high seas
pirate broadcaster, Radio Caroline still
exists despite all its ups and downs of
the last ten years. Radio Monte Carlo,
Radio Sweden, the Voice of America,
the American Forces Network, and
many more English language stations
can be heard during the evening hours
from their medium wave stations in
Western Europe.

That, though, may not be the most
surprising thing for a North American
BCB DXer who suddenly finds himself
listening from Great Britain. Just take
a run along the BCB medium wave dial.
You'll hear Hungarian, French, Span-
ish, Portuguese, Flemish, Danish,
Dutch, German, Russian, Bulgarian,
Arabic, and heaven knows what else!

It would seem as though the good
old medium wave band had been trans-
muted into another shortwave band

with its wide mixture of programs and
languages.

For the serious BCB DXer, some sort
of rotatable loop antenna, to separate
the many signals, is an absolute es-
sential.

FM DXing in Europe. So far as the
listener is concerned, FM DXing has
been very slow to get off the ground in
the British Isles, even though the band
from 88 to 108 MHz is nominally as-
signed to FM transmissions and the first
such broadcasts were made 20 years
ago.

I don’t suppose that anybody would
now disagree that a government deci-
sion made at that time was erroneous
in that it was decided that the upper
part of that band, above about 96 MHz,
should be used on a temporary basis by
various public service utilities. At that
time the only organization authorized
to broadcast FM programmes in Britain
was the BBC and there was no thought
given to possible stereo transmissions.

This has led to problems aplenty.
First there was the switch from mon-
aural to stereo, which meant increased
station powers to proyide quality signals
in every corner of Britain and, in fact,
in every little shallow valley with a
pocket of population. Next there was
the decision that the four national net-
works should be supported by 20 BBC
local radios and that they, too, should
in time, provide stereo FM program-
ming. Lastly, in 1973, the 19 commer-
cial “independent” radio stations which
also are equipped to broadcast stereo
FM also entered the picture and fur-
ther complicated the situation.

All this means that the number of
BBC and IBA FM transmitters em-
ployed in the VHF (very high fre-
quency) range from 88 to 96 MHz is

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considerable. And the public service
utilities have been slow to move from
their temporary frequencies between 96
and 108 MHz. Things are not only con-
fusing, but the FM band is very
crowded.

However, it doesn’t end there. Brit-
ain, being located on the western edge
of Europe, also receives FM signals from
the French and West German FM net-
works . . . they really aren’t that far
away. All of this makes FM DXing a
very difficult thing.

And with that, Alan Thompson wraps
up his birdseye view of the various

aspects of DXing as seen from the |

British Isles.

In the next issue of COMMUNICATIONS
WoRLD, Alan will tell us about the sort
of listening equipment used by SWLs in
Great Britain. All in all, I think you’ll
agree that we have some distinct DXing
advantages on this side of the Atlantic.

And, if you enjoy these capsule views
of DXing, as seen by listeners abroad,
let me know and we’ll follow up in
future issues of CW with reports from
Asian and Australian DXers.

CB For the DXer. When you've
picked up a rarely-heard station or
a toughie that is barely coming through,
it may occur to you that you'd like to
get in touch with other DXers. You
may want to spread the word that now
is the time to hear that station, or you
may want to get help in identifying a
tough one that is currently transmitting.
Citizens Band Radio would be a quick
and easy way of establishing two-way
communication, but can it be added to
a DXer’s shack cheaply? Contrary to
popular opinion, the answer to that
question is yes!

Back in the pioneer days of Citizens
Band (CB) radio there was only one
basic type of transceiver—it turned on
and off, the volume could be adjusted,
it had a squelch, and more often than
not it operated on one, two, or 'three
channels. Color it cheap.

Of course, those were the days when
CB operators were as scarce as Eskimos
in Ecuador; nobody knew about fancy
refinements, state-of-the-art, “and that
sort of thing. The majority of CB manu-
facturers were hand-constructing a few
dozen CB rigs per week to meet their
needs.

I suppose that by now you've heard
that the awkward child has grown up;
CB radio has turned into the darling of
the public, a 9-headed monster for the
FCC, and one of the few industries
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which is still smiling (and often back-
ordered) through the current industrial /
economic ‘“‘situation.” ‘

And, as you might have imagined,
the equipment design, styling, refine-
ments, and pric?s have come a long way
up the pike since the old days. Special-
ized CB rigs are available for installa-
tion in cars, trucks, boats, and even
motorcycles! To add spice to the mar-
ket, CB rigs with all sorts of exotic tech-
nical gizmos and developments now
confront the CB shopper, things such
as single-sideband (SSB), crystal syn-
thesis, power-boosted modulation, all
channel operation, speech clipping, re-
mote control, telephone handsets, tone
alert, integrated circuits, light emitting
diodes, receive preamplification, variable
sensitivity, public-address systems, tone
control, VOX, mechanical and ceramic
filters, noise blankers, digital alarm
clocks, desk mikes, fully metered func-
tions, dual base/mobile power supplies,
and lots of designer styling. Naturally,
as hoped for by the manufacturers, sets
containing combinations of these fea-
tures are sensational sellers in the CB
marketplace—some tipping the scales
at the $600 price mark!

Why the Rip-Off? What's happened
is that, somewhere in the backwash and
dust of all this clamor, the poor soul
who just wants to get on the air, no
strain, no pain, has gotten the impres-
sion that unless he can unload about
$1300 on a base station (and there’s
still that mobile installation to think of
too!), there is hardly any point in trying
to get involved in CB radio, for cer-
tainly any installation which doesn’t in-
clude a $600 rig, a monster $350 direc-
tional beam and rotor perched atop a
50-foot $175 to $350 transmission tower
and fed with 20¢-per-foot super-low-loss
coaxial cable, will not put even a feeble
signal across the neighborhood. Not so!

Back in the past, CBers forgot their
humble roots, that they could operate
quite effectively for most lpcal com-
munications purposes with a rather min-
iscule investment. Today’s CBers have
forgotten that while all of the chrome
and frills are spiffy to have (if you
have the cash to inv;st), these extras are
far from being absolutely necessary in
order to fulfill CB’s basis premise, that
of being able to get a message from here
to somewhere else.

Yes, in the midst of the glitter and
dazzle of space-age exotic technolpgy,
the consumer has managed to disre-
member that beneath the facade of

knobs, meters, gadgets, and chrome of
even the most spectacular deluxe CB
rig there lurks (in one form or another,
and by whatever fancy technical terms
it may be described) a 5-watt trans-
mitter and a 27-MHz receiver; and
these same two components were part
of a CB rig 15 years ago, and they
are still part of even the most inexpen-
sive CB gear today!

And while you can put as much as.
$350 into a great-looking tower, you
can still get your message from here to
there without one—or with something a
lot less costly which will accomplish the
same purposes. You can, if you wish,
spend $350 on an antenna and rotor,
but you can also send your signai out
in all directions for about 5 percent of
this cost,

Many Just Don’t Know. The fact of
the matter is that CB is a consumer
market, and the average CB consumer
is not sufficiently hip to the ins and

~outs of CB radio in order to avoid

overbuying, even without any coaxing
from a high-pressure salesman. If a
$3000 Chevy is good, a $6000 Buick is
twice as good, right? So if a $1300 CB
installation is great, a $650 installation
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is fair, and a $325 installation is a joke,
right? Wrong!

Inexpensive. CB gear is still being
produced, quietly and with far less hul-
labaloo than the stuff with the fancy
trimmings. Let’s see how a fully opera-
tional and effective CB station might be
assembled on a shoestring. Let’s see if
each and every one of the frills is neces-
sary to your installation, to your needs.

First, decide exactly what you want
of your CB installation. Most often the
SWLer in his shack wishes to communi-
cate to one or more base stations.

You and your SWL pals can select
one channel (or maybe two) on which
to communicate. You don’t need the
full 23-channel rig. A 3 or 6-channel
CB transceiver will do the job inexpen-
sively.

Next, let's really think about the
chrome trim and the wood-grain finish—
pretty, but it doesn’t make the old sig-
nal any louder, does it?

You get the idea: Start evaluating
things like clocks, variable sensitivity,
and other cost-adding features. How
often will you use a public-address sys-
tem, for instance? Start scratching these
features from your list.

What's Available. Now, let's see what
you might buy. You could go to Radio
Shack and buy their TRC-9A rig, 3
channels and only $59.95. Lafayette
offers a Micro-66 which has 6 channels
and costs only $69.95! Yes—look
through the catalogs—there’s the Royce
1-590 ($69.95), the Midland 13-801
($79.95), and all of the rest. Many
manufacturers produce CB rigs for un-
der $80, and you'll be surprised to see
that they aren’t all bare-bones models;
most seem to be rather nicely designed
and several incorporate a few deluxe
features. Of course these CB rigs require
a regulated 13.8-volt power supply to
operate the rig at home. Cost for the
power supply is about $30 or less.

A Roof-Topper. Now we get to the
antenna, which you need to radiate your
signal. If you absolutely must get the
very last drizzle of signal into a remote
corner of the county, you wiil probably
require an expensive band-blaster run-
ning several hundred dollars. Want good
general coverage? Well, don’t overlook
the old CB standby, the ground plane
type antenna. There was a time when
every CB base station used one, and
you can still get them for about $12.95
and it will let you communicate in all
directions without the need of a rotor to
turn it, and it will send out your signal
for about as much distance you would
need for normal local communications.
If you choose to operate the CB in your
car, save money by purchasing any in-
expensive mobile antenna that catches

1

your fancy. Mobile antennas are all so
well designed today that it would be
hard to find a lemon at any price, even
if you went looking for one.

If you've heard that to stretch your
coverage you must put your base sta-
tion antenna atop a tower, that is quite
true. Now, maybe you can get adeque*~
coverage with the antenna right on t.

roof of the building and you can avoid -

the whole question—for a base station
antenna atop the roof (or chimney) of
even a 2-story frame house will cover
most suburban communities. A jazzy
communications tower which will run
your antenna up SO feet will probably
set you back $175 to $350. But here’s
a suggestion which can save you big
cash: Check out the prices of tele-
scoping TV masts. You can get a 50-
footer for less than $25, and it will
hold up your ground plane with ease.
And if you don’t need quite that much
height, there are all sorts of telescoping
TV masts of lesser heights for lower
prices.

You may also come to feel that the
coaxial cable which feeds signals be-
tween the CB set and antenna is a vital
link in your ability to effectively com-
municate, and, in actual fact, it is. Some
CB operators go to hysterical ends to
insure that not even the most miniscule
pinch of signal is lost in the process.
Towards this end they purchase sophis:
ticated low-loss cable which sets ’em
back at least 20¢ per foot—a 50-foot
run of the stuff costs $10, plus the cost
of the connector at each end. The
amount of loss, however, that they
would have suffered in 50 feet of less
expensive type RG-58A/U coaxial
cable would have been insignificant to
the point of being practically und
tectable in their most difficult commur..-
cations. A 50-foot length of RG-58A/U
cable would cost about $3.70, and the
two connectors 60¢ each—or you can
buy the cable with the connectors al-
ready attached for $6; and since putting
the connectors onto the cable is a tricky
soldering job for a novice, it’s an afford-
able luxury you might wish to use to
your advantage. 4

The Bottom Line. Now let's see
where we stand—a CB rig for about $80,
a $13 antenna atop a $25 mast, con-
nected together with $6 worth of cable.
Grand total, including a few extra dol-
lars for miscellaneous hardware: about
$125 for a complete, effective, and ver-
satile CB station—about 1/10th the cost
of going the full route!

Maybe you'd like to think of it as a*

90 percent discount, or a $1200 rebate
—for certainly you will have effective
local coverage with this shoestring CB
station. After all is said and done; what
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Royce 1-590 3-channel mobile full-power
transceiver is a bargain hunter’s dream.
Slide volume control and mini-packaging
are indicative of quality guts inside.

On the High Hertz. DXing the
medium and short waves goes back to
the very early days of radio. But a
phase of the listening hobby that has
grown by leaps and bounds in only a
relatively few years is VHF-UHF DX-
ing.

This form of hobby listening actu-
ally goes by several different names.
Some refer to it as monitoring the public
service bands; others term it communi-
cations monitoring. But I prefer to call
it action band listening.

Action band listening involves tuning
in on the various types of communica-
tions in the very high frequency (30 to
300 MHz) and ultra high frequency
(mostly those stations operating around
400 MHz) bands.

These involve so many different kinds
of transmissions that it might almost be
easier to say what they aren’t, than
what they are. But they do include the
two-way communications of law en-
forcement agencies, fire departments,
governmenta! public safety organiza-
tions, highway truckers, railroads, busi-
nesses and industries, maritime and
aeronautical operations and, well, many
more.

The name “action” bands is particu-
larly apt. One reason communications
monitoring is so popular is because pf
the action you can hear when you moni-
tor these frequencies. Police calls are a
big attraction, but there is also plenty
of action when one tunes in on the
aircraft communications, the dispatch-
ing of fire rigs to a 4-11 blaze, a weather
service tornado alert.

There is, of course, much that is
merely routine—a highway trucker radio-
ing his estimated time of arrival af the
terminal, or a cab driver being dis-
patched to Third and Elm to pick up a
fare. But part of the attraction of this
sort of DXing is the uncertainty, never
knowing when routine will give way to
excitement.

In terms of distance, DX tak:s on a
somewhat different aspect when listen-
ing in on VHF and UHF stations. Dis-
tance may be measured in miles, tens of
miles and, less often, hundreds of miles.
Chances of hearing stations many
thousands of miles away, which is com-
monplace on the shortwave bands, are
s0 remote as to not be worth seriously
considering. More than likely you'll
confine your listening activities to a
relatively few public service band sta-
tions within your own city or state. On
occasions, when propagational factors
are optimum, however, you may find
some signals “skipping” in from, say
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basic to most police departments.

1,000 to about 1,500 miles away. But
this is not your day-in, day-out occur-
renge.

Most communications monitoring 1s
done in the very high frequency range,
and within this broad segment of fre-
quencies, mostly in two distinct bands.
They are the VHF low band (about 30
to'50 MHz) and the VHF high band
(approximately 150 to 174 MHz). In
the ultra high frequency portion, most

of the listening will be done around
450 to 470 MHz. Additionally, there is
an aircraft communications band used
by domestic airlines and business and
private pilots. The aero communications
can be heard from 108 to 136 MHz,
VHF.

Where the Action Is. If you haven’t
dipped your toe into the white water of
action band monitoring thus f‘ar, you
might not realize that your shortwave
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receiver just won’t do the trick. The
The VHF and UHF bands are further
up the radio frequency spectrum from
the short and medium waves and—un-
less you have one of the multi-band
portable radios—you’ll need another bit
of receiving gear, a second receiver to
tune these higher hertz.

Cost, however, need not be a stum-
bling block to getting started at com-
munications monitoring. A very simple,
very small, transistorized portable radio,
capable of tuning at least a portion of
the VHF-UHF range can cost as little
as $10 to $15. With one such rig, using
only the built-in whip antenna, your
Communications Editor regularly hears
police transmissions from a neighboring
city, a distance of about 20 miles.

Of course, you may choose to pay
more, considerably more if your wallet
will stand it, for a receiver with all the
goodies. And you could invest in a good
outdoor, roof or tower mounted anten-
na. Besides the financial factors, there
are other things to consider when buy-
ing a communications monitoring re-
ceiver. Which frequencies do you want
to tune? In the area where you live, is
there enough communications traffic in
the VHF low band to justify purchasing
a set that will tune the 30 to 50 MHz
range? In some areas of the country the
answer may be a very definite yes; in
other regions the advantages of low
band coverai: may be debatable.

Almost certainly you’ll want to get a
receiver that tunes the 150-174 MHz
VHF high band. So perhaps a mono-
bander with this coverage will suit you
fine. But you also have the option of
buying a rig with dual band coverage,
VHF high and VHF low, or VHF high
and UHF. Still another possibility is a
receiver capable of tuning both VHF
ranges and the UHF band as well. Your
possible interest in the 108-136 MHz
aero communications band adds another
element to your equation.

Tunable vs. Scanning Monitors. An-

other decision you face involves the
type of VHF-UHF monitoring receiver
you prefer. Depending on your ap-
proach to your action band monitoring,
you might select a tunable set. A tun-
able set allows you to tune across an
entire band (or in some receivers, sev-
eral bands, VHF and UHF), more or
less as you might dial a shortwave or
medium wave receiver. With a tunable
et you can continuously dial from one
end of the band to the other, stopping
anywhere along the way when you
come across a signal that interests you.
Tunable receivers tend to be simpler
and cheaper, but can be a bit of a
nuisance if your real interest is in only
a relatively few of the channels in the
band.

THE COMMUNICATORS

Private citizens with a need to communicate while on the go make use of -several very
high frequency and ultra high frequency radio services. Radio paging stations allow a
person-on-the-go to keep in touch with home, business or office. Radio paging firms
receive messages for their clients, then relay the communications to the subscriber, or
alert the person to call in for the messages, using VHF-UHF transmissions. The subscriber
receives the call on a small pocket-sized receiver. VHF and UHF frequencies are also
used by mobile}telephone systems-across the nation.

If your interest lies mainly in keeping
close tabs on only a handful—up to
about 16 different channels on some
sets—of frequencies used by your local
police, fireladdies, the U.S. Weather
Service and the like, then a crystal con-
trolled frequency receiver may be for
you.

Today, most crystal-controlled fre-
quency receivers feature scanning cir-
cuitry that automatically sweeps from
one predetermined channel to the next,
continuously until it detects a signal.
Then the, scanner receiver locks in on
that frequency and holds it until the
message being transmitted is completed.
Then the automatic/'scanner sweeps over
the other channels predetermined by
you and begins to sweep them again until
the next active channel is found and
captured.

Here at COMMUNICATIONS WORLD
we find, based on reader mail, that
many listeners are opting for the scan-
ner type receiver. This trend is appar-
ent too in the wide variety of such sets
on the market today, receivers with
four, eight, even sixteen channel scan-
ning capabilities.

Some monitors favor the tunable type
receiver, particularly if they get their
biggest kicks from hearing those dis-
tant stations that sometimes—and only
sometimes—come skipping in from
across hundreds of miles. Then the ver-
satility of being able to tune in any
frequency across an entire band is im-
portant.

But for the fellow who finds most of
his monitoring time is spent keeping
watch on that fairly small number of
frequencies regularly in use by com-

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municators in or near his home town,
and who wants to be sure he misses
none of the action on these handful of
frequencies, the scanner receiver may
be ideal. He can closely watch up to 16
such local channels and be sure, be-
cause of the automatic scanning feature,
that he’ll be Johnny-on-the-spot when
any one of them comes to life with
radio traffic.

Until very recently, it was necessary
for a fellow owning a scanner with crys-
tal controlled oscillator to invest in a
number of quartz crystal “rocks,” one
for each channel he wished to monitor.

Now, however, a new wrinkle is being
offered by at least one manufacturer,
and others will be following suit, no
doubt.

This set is capable of receiving all
6,000 possible public service channels
without crystals. The set is factory pro-
grammable to tune any 16 channels in
the following frequency ranges: 30-50,
146-174, 416-512 MHz!

The receiver’s oscillator circuitry is
controlled not by crystals but by fre-
quency synthesizer, a collection of fre-
quency dividers, spectrum generators,
mixers and other circuitry which pro-
vides accurate, long-term frequency sta-
bility.

Now It's Your Turn. Here at CoM-
MUNICATIONS WORLD we believe in two-
way communications. So one of the




best times of the day is when the mail-
man drops in with his daily stack of
letters from CW readers.

With great interest we read your
comments on! CW and the hobby in
general. Compliments prompt a grin
and an “aw shucks” look on the face of
your Communications Editor. They are
tempered a bit by the complaints, and,
yes, we get those too, naturally. Your
gripes get close attention and if at all
possible and practical we try to correct
the deficiencies.

Of special interest are those letters
telling of your DX activities. They bring
reader and editor closer together. They
give good clues as to the sorts of infor-
mation and features you’d like to appear
in future issues.

Many of your letters contain ques-
tions. Because of the quantity of mail
received it usually is' not possible to
personally reply by mail. But if a ques-
tion is especially interesting or unique,
or if on the other hand it is so universal
as to be of interest to a large segment
of our readership, I trv to answer them
in this section of COMMUNICATIONS
WORLD.

Frankly, though, some questions just
aren’t answerable. Generally these in-
volve stations you have heard but have
been unable to identify. But when the
clues are just too vague a definite an-
swer is next to impossible.

For instance, an Idaho reader asked
for help in identifying a station he
heard “in the 31 meter band at approxi-
mately 2330 GMT with some program-
ming in English but mostly in an eastern
dialect.” There is just no way I can help
with that one.

Another common query deals with
receiving equipment. This edited note
from a fellow in Missouri is typical of
this sort of question:

“I have about $150 to spend on a
shortwave receiver. Should I buy brand
X or brand Y?”

Another common question runs along
the following lines:

“Is the Yokahatchi DX-401 five-band
portable a good receiver?”’

I can’t tell you which receiver to-buy
or not to buy. Choosing a set is a very
personal thing. There really is no such
thing as “the best” receiver. Every set
represents a compromise in design.
Some are built to a price. Some are
portable and some have all the porta-
bility of an Egyptian pyramid. Some
receivers approach a certain problem,
such as providing good selectivity to
separate signals in a crowded band,
with different design configurations.
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Consider Yourself. Even with re-
ceivers that are more or less comparable
in cost and features, the personal angle
enters in. Take a cross section of ex-
perienced DXers and ask them for their
receiver recommendations and you’ll
get a number of different answers. Some
will swear by a certain model, others
will swear at it. Their answers may be

“right” for them, but may be all wrong -

as far as your own -interests, desires,
needs, and opinions are concerned.

Periodically, in the pages of CW, I
outline the sorts of things you should
look for in a receiver, how to evaluate
listening equipment new or used. If you
are not a regular reader of CoMMUNI-
CATIONS WORLD, you may wish to order
some of the back issues of the maga-
zine. They are available for $1.35 each
by writing COMMUNICATIONS WORLD,
229 Park Avenue South, New York,
NY 10003.

But please don’t expect specific ad-
vice on which receiver you should buy.

Now then, let’s work through the
stack of mail piled on the desk.

“I’'m fairly new at action band moni-
toring,” writes Leonard Baker of Seattle.
WA. “Can you give me a rough idea of
the sort of public services that use the
VHF low and high bands and where I
¢an find them?”

All right, Len, it's a big order but
maybe the following summary will help

you and other COMMUNICATIONS
WorLD readers who have asked similar
questions.

Cop Cycles. Perhaps the single ser-
vice that communications monitors find
most interesting is that of police, sher-
if’'s department, highway patrol, and
other law enforcement agencies. Broad-
ly, the law agencies use frequencies in
the vicinity of 37 and 42 MHz in the
VHF low band; around 154, 155, 159,
and 166 MHz in the high band; and in
the area of 453 and 458 MHz, UHF.

Around the nation, the greatest num-
ber of police agencies make use of fre-
quencies in the VHF high band, but,
especially in the larger metropolitan
areas there is a growing shift to UHF.

Fire department communications can
be found around 33, 46, and 166 MHz.
though certainly the firefighters aren’t
limited to those ranges.

The National Weather Service oper-
ates stations in over 60 different cities.
These 24-hour-a-day transmissions regu-
larly broadcast updated weather infor-
mation. About a third of these stations
use 162.40 MHz. The rest transmit on
162.55 MHz.

As I mentioned earlier, the aero band

runs from about 108 to 136 MHz. This
service uses the amplitude modulation
(AM) mode of transmission, rather
than frequency modulation (FM) em:
ployed by others in the VHF range.

Worth special attention, perhaps, is
the International Aircraft Distress chan-
nel, 121.50 MHz.

An active frequency for maritime
radio traffic is 156.80, a channel regu-
larly monitored by the U.S. Coast
Guard.

Look for communications by electric
and other utility companies around 46
MHz VHF low band, 456 MHz on
UHF. Over-the-road truckers often
keep in touch with their dispatchers on
channels in the neighborhood of 45 and
160 MHz. Radio paging stations alert
their clients to waiting messages by
calling on frequencies near 35, 43, 152,
and 158 MHz. Cabbies are often, dis-
patched by radio messages on channels
near 152 MHz VHF and 452 MH:z
UHF.

These, Len, are just a few general
areas to watch. One outfit that special-
izes in lists of exact frequencies used by
various public service communicators is
Communications Research Bureau, P.O.
Box 56, Commack NY 11725. A
stamped, self-addressed envelope to
CRB will bring you a catalogue and
price list of the various localized and
regionalized frequency lists available.

Chattanooga Choo Choo. Very
often our own CW readers unearth fre-
quency information about some of the
more off-beat public service stations
operating in their home areas. One
monitor who’s turned on to some of the
more unusual types of VHF communi-
cations is H. Schuler.

Reader Schuler, a self-proclaimed
“faithful follower of CW,” kindly sends
along a list of frequency assignments
for railroad VHF communications by
the Southern Railway.

His list shows 160.95 MHz is a com-
mon road base frequency for operations
in Macon and Atlanta GA; Cincinnati;
Chattanooga and Knoxville TN; Bir-
mingham AL; New Orleans; Asheville
and Charlotte NC; and Columbia SC.

Southern - Railway terminal opera-
tions utilize 161.49 MHz in all of those
cities except Chattanooga, where 160.50
MHz is the choice.

The rairroad also uses a number of
other frequencies in the 160-162 MHz
region for railyard communications,
contact between maintenance crews and
other uses.

Thanks, Mr. Schuler, and we encour-
age other COMMUNICATIONS WORLD
readers to share some of their own in-
formation on frequencies used by pub-
lic service band stations. Just send your

data along to CW’s Communications
Editor.

Because of the relatively limited
quantity of equipment available for tun-
ing the longwave frequencies, below
540 kHz, this phase of DXing isn’t es-
pecially popular.

But several letters have been received,
including those of John Harlow, Bridge-
water, Nova Scotia, Canada, and Doug
Smith, Concord CA, inquiring about a
puzzling low frequency signal they each
monitored not long ago.

John notes he heard a station identi-
fying itself as WGU-20 on about 180
kHz and wonders where it is located.

According to Doug, he heard the

station at about 0800 GMT with the
following announcement:

“Good morning. This is WGU-20, a
transmitting preparedness time and fre-
quency station serving the East Central
states with emergency information.
Eastern Daylight time. . . .” The an-

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nouncements were repeated every 15
seconds, the California reader notes.

“Do you or your readers have any
tdea where this station is and who runs
it?” Doug concludes his letter.

Oh yes, indeedy!

Disaster Fregs. John, Doug, and
other COMMUNICATIONS WORLD readers
who inquired about WGU-20, this very
low frequency station belongs to the
Defense Civil Preparedness Agency,
headquartered in Washington DC. Its
frequency is actually 179 kHz and it is
the prototype for the Department of
Defense, Defense Civil Preparedness
Agency (DOD/DCPA), Decision In-
formation Distribution System.

Construction of the first element of
the network began in early 1972 and
WGU-20 is the first station now regu-
larly operating. The transmitting fa-
cility is located near the Edgewood Ar-
senal in Maryland, with the controlling
equipment at the National Warning
Center, Olney, MD.

The purpose of the Decision Infor-
mation Distribution System (DIDS)
net is to warn federal, military and ci-
vilian authorities, state officials, and the
civilian population of natural disasters
and other possible extreme emergencies.
When the DIDS network is completed
it will have ten regional transmitting
centers to provide 48-state coverage.
These stations are to be located at Gray
ME, Morristown TN, Chiefland FL,
Mazomanie WI, Carthage TX, Alcova
WY, Selma CA, Winslow AZ and Wa-
lulla WA. Stations for Hawaii and
Alaska are further off in the planning.
Three frequencies will be used, 167,
179, and 191 kHz.

The network will be fed by warning
signals, in case of natural or man-
caused disasters, by one of three na-
tional warning centers, in Texas, Colo-
rado, and in the District of Columbia
area.

Why use such a low frequency?
DIDS chose VLF for this disaster warn-
ing network because it believes that the
ground wave propagation will provide

“l am 15 years old and in the

a very constant level of signal, rela-
tively unaffected by ionospheric disturb-
ances or the daylight-darkness consider-
ations mentioned in another context
earlier in this issue of CW.

The prototype station, WGU-20,
feeds 55 kilowatts of power to a verti-
cal 700-foot toploaded antenna. Normal
operating radio is expected to be about
400 miles, but as John and Doug can
testify, reception far beyond this normal
range is certainly possible.

QSLs? Yes, the station does issue
QSL cards. Reports may be sent to
USACC-CONUS, Olney, Maryland Fa-
cility, Federal Regional Center, Olney
MD 20832, Attention: Mr. Eugene L.
Kilcullen, Chief USA-CONUS.

Koala Kountry. The next letter on the
stack comes from—would you believe—
Concord CA. (Hey, Doug, do you
know Timothy R. Colvin, another CoM-
MUNICATIONS WORLD reader in Con-
vcord?) Tim passes along this bit of
SWBC news -concerning Radio Aus-
tralia.

“I recently received a letter from
Radio Australia stating that they have a
backlog of reception reports due to a
staff shortage. They also said that they
hope this situation will be rectified
shortly.” Thanks, Tim. If any of you
CW readers haven’t received your QSL
cards from Radio Australia, be patient
a little longer.

A number of readers sent along some
bad news concerning Radio Canada
International. It seems that because of
budgetary cutbacks, RCI has been
forced to discontinue its popular DX
program and the Radio Canada Inter-
national DX Club. Further, the verifi-
cation policy of RCI has also changed.
No reports will be QSLed until some-
time this spring. When verifications

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again are issued it will be on a re-
stricted basis. The process outlined is

+ a bit complex but in effect means that

DXers- will be able to receive only one
QSL card from RCI a year.

It is always a pleasure to “plug” ‘a
good outfit working to help DXers who
really need such help. That organization
is the Handicapped Aid Program, a pri-
vate, voluntary, nonprofit organization.
It was formed in January 1972 to intro-
duce SWLing to handicapped persons
and to aid those handicapped already in
the hobby.

HAP offers memberships in various
DX clubs, free or at reduced rates, to
handicapped persons. In some cases,
equipment for listening may be lent to
those who need it. On request a HAP
Pal will be appointed to assist the
“Hapie” in the hobby. There are taped
DX bulletins for the blind or visually
handicapped. And there are other useful
services offered by HAP.

Simple, but very neat and

uncluttered, that’s the shortwave
listening set up belonging to Andre
Pineault of Ancienne-Lorette,

Quebec, Canada. ““1 became acquainted
with the fascinating hobby of SWling
through COMMUNICATIONS WORLD
in 1973,” writes Andre. Since then

he has logged stations in

80 countries with his SX190 receiver.
