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COMMERCIAL AND GOVERNMENT RADIO STATIONS 
OF THE UNITED STATES.

INTRODUCTION. .

This list, including land and ship stations, is published in accord­
ance with section 1 of an act of Congress entitled “An act to regulate 
radio communication,’’ approved August 13, 1912.

This publication contains a complete list of the commercial and 
Government land and ship stations, technical and training stations, 
experimental stations, and special amateur stations. A complete list 
of Amateur Radio Stations of the United States is printed separately, 
copies of which are available only from the Superintendent of Docu­
ments, Government Printing Office, Washington, D. C., at a nominal 
price.

The following instructions concerning radio call letters are issued 
for the information of those concerned:

1. Section 7 of the act of August 13, 1912, to regulate radio com­
munication provides:

Sec. 7. That a person, company, or corporation within the jurisdiction of the 
United States shall not knowingly utter or transmit, or cause to be uttered or trans­
mitted, any false or fraudulent distress signal or call or false or fraudulent signal, call, 
or other radiogram of any kind. The penalty for so uttering or transmitting a false 
or fraudulent distress signal or call shall be a fine of not more than two thousand five 
hundred dollars or imprisonment for not more than five years, or both, in the dis­
cretion of the court, for each and every such offense, and the penalty for so uttering 
or transmitting, or causing to be uttered or transmitted, any other false or fraudulent 
signal, call, or other radiogram shall be a fine of not more than one thousand dollars 
or imprisonment for not more than two years, or both, in the discretion of the court, 
for each and every such offense.

2. The Service Regulations of the International Radiotélégraphie 
Conventions provide that the call letters of stations in the interna­
tional system must each be formed of a group of three letters which 
shall be distinguishable from one another. The London International 
Radiotélégraphie Conference made a partial allotment of call letters 
among nations which signed the convention, and the International 
Bureau at Berne, with the consent of such nations, has modified and 
added to this assignment of call letters by circulars April 1, 1914, and 
August 1, 1915. The distribution of call letters among nations thus 
authorized is printed as follows for the guidance of operators of all 
stations (ship and shore) of the United States:

1 The call letters BAA to BVC are no longer assigned to British vessels of war. Accordingly, all the 
calls from BAA to BVC may be canceled. The call letter BXZ henceforth designates any vessel of the 
British Navy whatsoever.

Note A.—The calls beginning with A, with D, from KAA to KCZ, and from TN A to TZZ were reserved 
for Germany and possessions and are subject to change involved in results of the Versailles Treaty of 
Peace. The same applies to calls from HAA to HFC assigned to Hungary, LXA to LZZ to Bulgaria, 
OGA to OMZ to Austria, TAA to TMZ to Turkey, UOA to UZZ to Austria-Hungary.

3. The call letters assigned to the United States are all three and 
four letter combinations beginning with the letter N and all begin­
ning with the letter W, and all combinations from KDA to KZZ, 
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RADIO STATIONS OF THE UNITED STATES. 7
inclusive. The international call letters assigned to the United States 
are reserved for Government stations and stations open to public and 
limited commercial service.

(a) All combinations beginning with the letter N are reserved for 
Government stations, and, in addition, the combinations from WUA 
to WVZ and WXA to WZZ are. reserved for stations of the United 
States Army.

(b) During the war the combinations of three letters beginning 
with K, W, and N were exhausted, and it was necessary to assign 
combinations of four letters beginning with K, W, and N. Operators 
should be careful in transmitting call letters to avoid confusion 
between the three and the four letter combinations.

LIMITED COMMERCIAL STATIONS.

4. Call letters for limited commercial land and ship stations are 
allotted by the Bureau of Navigation.

RADIO STATIONS OF THE WORLD.

5. The International List of Radio Stations of the World (edition 
in English) can be procured from the International Bureau of the 
Telegraphic Union (Radiotélégraphie Service), Beme, Switzerland. 
In addition to the information contained in the list of the United 
States stations, published by the Bureau of Navigation, the inter­
national list shows geographical locations, normal ranges in nautical 
miles, radio systems, and rates. The international list includes the 
Government and commercial land and ship stations of the United 
States. The list is divided into three sections. The first section 
contains a list of coast stations grouped by countries and arranged 
alphabetically; the second section contains a list of ship stations 
arranged in the same manner; and the third part contains tables of 
land line and cable charges from coast radio stations to inland and 
various other points. In computing the total word rate applicable 
to a radiogram from a ship station to an inland point, or vice versa, 
the three rates must be added. The rates in the international list 
are stated in francs and centimes. Supplements to the international 
list will be issued monthly, and will contain new stations and tables 
of alterations. A copy of the international list should be in every 
land and ship station open to commercial business as the official tariff 
book, and a copy of this list is required as a part of the equipment of 
every land station open to general public service and every ship sta­
tion of the first or second class on American vessels engaged in foreign 
trade or the transoceanic service. The international alphabetical list 
of call letters (stations of the world) is also issued by the International

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RADIO COMPASS STATION INSTRUCTIONS.

Radic compass stations have been installed on the Atlantic coast for the purpose of 
supplying vessels with bearings and positions. These stations are divided into two 
classes—those operating independen tly, and others, called harbor-entrance stations, 
operated under the control of a central control station at harbor entrances in order 
to guide vessels to the entrance buoys. The independent stations have been located 
with a view to giving good cross bearings to ships which are not over 150 miles 
distant from the coast, while the harbor-entrance stations have been located with 
a view to furnishing vessels with positions when they are within 50 miles of the 
entrance to the outer channel.

Harbor-entrance radio compass stations differ from those acting independently 
in that they are connected to and controlled by a central control station.

2. To obtain a bearing from independent radio compass stations, call the station 
from which, the bearing is desired in the usual manner and request bearings by means 
of a conventional signal given below. Simultaneous bearing» from two or more com­
pass stations can be obtained by making the call include the other compass stations 
desired.

3. To obtain bearings from harbor-entrance compass stations carry out the same 
procedure with the exception that the compass-control station should be called 
instead of the compass station.

4. When bearings are requested simultaneously from two or more compass sta­
tions the compass station which is farthest north will supply the ship with its bearing 
first; the others will then follow in the order of their north to south, or east to west, 
geographical location.

6. The radio compass station (or compass-control station for harbor-entrance com­
pass stations) will answer requests for bearings and positions in the customary manner 
of answering calls and follow their call letters with “ K ” if they desire to take a bearing 
at that time, “QRX ” if they desire the vessel to stand by, or other abbreviated signal 
authorized by International Regulations.

7. On being told to “K” vessels desiring bearings or positions will transmit their 
radio call letters for 30 seconds and then make dashes 5 seconds long for 1 minute, 
making their call letters 3 times after each 5-second dash and terminating with the 
conventional signal “K” (go ahead).

8. At the expiration of the direction-determining signals the radio compass station 
(or compass-control station) will call the vessel, make “QTE,” and send the bearing 
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100 BUREAU OF NAVIGATION, DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE.

in degrees (0 to 359) and the name of the compass station which obtained the bearing, 
or “QTF” and the position in latitude and longitude. Bearings and positions will 
always be transmitted to the vessel in words to avoid error.

9. Vessels acknowledge receipt of bearings and positions by making the call letters 
of the station transmitting the bearing or position once, “DE,” vessel’s radio call 
letters, and then repeats the bearing or position received, using numerals.

10. Independent radio compass stations keep watch on 600 meters, and' this wave 
length should always be used to call these stations; but, as soon as they answer, naval 
vessels will shift to time “M” (952 meters), all transmission from the vessel being 
carried out thereafter on this wave length.

11. The control stations for harbor-entrance radio compass stations keep watch on 
600 and 952 meters. Naval vessels will call these stations on 952 meters and carry 
out all tests and communication with them hereafter on 952 meters.

12. Merchant vessels will call all radio compass and compass-control stations on 
600 meters and carry out all tests and communication with them thereafter on this 
wave length. ’

13. Commanders of vessels should note that shore radio compass stations can not 
distinguish between the bearing of a ship and its reciprocal unless the reciprocal 
bears inland. There is, therefore, a possibility of an error of 180 degrees. In such 
cases the decision is left to the commander of the ship as to which is the correct 
bearing.

14. Subject to the foregoing, bearings should be accurate within 2 degrees of are. 
When bearings from three or more compass stations are not over 2 degrees of an arc 
in error, but do not meet at a fixed point, the center of an area inclosed by the bearings 

. can generally be taken as the approximate position of the vessel.

APP.ENDIX

HYDROGRAPHIC INFORMATION.

Information concerning wrecks, derelicts, ice, and other dangerous obstructions to 
navigation whenever received from the Hydrographic Office or from a branch hydro­
graphic office or other reliable source is sent broadcast four times daily, viz, at 8 a. m., 
noon, 4 p. m., and 8 p. m., local (standard) time of station. Ships within range of a 
naval radio station should be prepared to receive these hydrographic messages at the 
hours mentioned and should avoid sending radio messages at these times. One 
vessel sending may prevent several others receiving information necessary to their 
safety.

Naval radio stations will furnish this information to passing vessels on request, 
whenever practicable, at other hours than those mentioned above. Should it not be 
practicable to send out this information on one of the hours scheduled it will be held 
until the next scheduled time and sent out as soon as practicable after each hour 
scheduled.

Each day at noon and 10 p. m., seventy-fifth meridian, immediately following the 
time signal, the Naval Radio Station at Washington, D. C., will broadcast such in­
formation relating to safe navigation as may be furnished it by the Hydrographic 
Office during.the preceding 24 hours. The same wave length, 2,500 meters, used in 
the time signal will be employed.

TRANSMISSION OF WEATHER REPORTS BY NAVAL RADIO STATIONS.

Through cooperation with local offices of the United States Weather Bureau, 
weather forecasts are sent broadcast to sea through naval coast radio stations at cer­
tain times, varying with the locality, as described below. Coast stations are generally 
prepared to give local forecasts to passing vessels without charge, on request.

ATLANTIC COAST.

Sent by Washington (NAA) on 2,500 meters wave length and Key West (NAR) on 
1,500 meters wave length immediately following 10 p. m. time and hydrographic 
information (seventy-fifth meridian time).

The coast line is divided as follows:
North Atlantic, Halifax to New York; middle Atlantic, New York to Hatteras; 

south Atlantic, Hatteras to Key West; east Gulf, Key West to mouth of Mississippi; 
west Gulf, mouth of Mississippi to mouth of Rio Grande.

This bulletin consists of two parts, the first part containing code letters and figures 
expressing the actual weather conditions at 8 p. m., seventy-fifth meridian time, on 
the day of distribution at certain points along the eastern coast of North America, 
one point along the coast of the Gulf of Mexico, and one at Bermuda. The second

part contains a special forecast of the probable winds to be experienced a hundred 
miles or so offshore. The second part of the bulletin also contains certain warnings 
of severe storms along the coast whenever occasion arises.

The points for which weather conditions are furnished by the above bulletin are 
designated, respectively, by their initial letter, except in the case of Nantucket, for 
which the letter T is used; accordingly, S=Sidney, T=Nantucket, DB=Delaware 
Breakwater,‘11=Hatteras, C=Charleston, K=Key West, P=Pensacola, and B=Ber. 
muda.

GREAT LAKES.

Sent by Great Lakes (NAJ) on 1,512 meters and Washington (NAA) on 2,500 
meters immediately following 10 p. m. time and hydrographic information (ninetieth 
meridian time).

This bulletin is sent in a similar manner to the one sent out for the Atlantic coast, 
except the first part expresses the actual weather conditions at 7 p. m., ninetieth 
meridian time, on the day of distribution at certain points on the Great Lakes. These 
points are designated as follows: Du=Duluth, M=Marquette, U=Sault Sainte Marie, 
G=Green Bay, Ch=Chicago, L=Alpena, D=Detroit, V=Cleveland, and F=Buffalo.

This grouping begins on Lake Superior and ends on Lake Erie.
The second part contains a special forecast of the probable winds to be experienced 

on the Lakes.
Lakes Superior, Michigan, and Huron are considered the upper lakes, and Lakes 

Erie and Ontario the lower lakes.
All bulletins begin with the letters U. S. W. B. (United States Weather Bureau) and 

the weather conditions follow. The first three figures of a report represent the baro­
metric pressure in inches (002=30.02); the next figure, the fourth in sequence, repre­
sents the direction of the wind to the eight points of the compass: l=north, 2=north- 
east, 3=east, 4=southeast, 5=south, 6=southwest, 7=west, 8=northweet, and 0= 
calm. The fifth figure represents the force of the wind on the Beaufort scale following:

PACIFIC COAST.

Weather bulletins are obtained from the Weather Bureau, San Francisco, by the 
San Francisco Naval Radio Station at about 8.30 a. m. and 6 p. m. and forwarded by 
radio to North Head and San Diego as soon as practicable. Same is broadcasted by 
San Francisco, North Head, and San Diego at noon and 10 p. m. on 952 meters imme­
diately after transmission of time signals. Hydrographic information and storm 
warnings are broadcasted immediately upon receipt by Tatoosh, Puget Sound, North 
Head, Marshfield, San Francisco, and Point Arguello on 600 and 952 meters in succes­
sion, and also after broadcasting local weather report. Local weather reports broad­
casted by Tatoosh, North Head, San Francisco, and San Diego at 8 a. m. and 4 p. m. 
on 600 meters and at noon and 10 p. m. 952 meters; and at noon and 10 p. m. by 
Puget Sound, Marshfield, and Point Arguello on 600 meters. Total weather report 
from Farallones Islands is forwarded to San Francisco for Marine Exchange at 8 a.m., 
noon, and 5 p. m.

The daily bulletin broadcasted by San Francisco, North Head, and San Diego will 
consist of two parts. The first part will contain code words and figures which will 
express the actual weather conditions at 5 p. m. (one hundred and twentieth meridian
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time) on the day of distribution at certain points along the western coast of the 
United States. The second part of the bulletin will contain a special forecast of the 
probable winds to be experienced a hundred miles or s© offshore, made by the United 
State Weather Bureau, San Francisco, for distribution to shipmasters by naval radio 
as above. The second part of the bulletin will also contain warnings of severe storms 
along the coast as occasion may arise.

The points on the Pacific coast from which weather conditions will be furnished 
will be designated, respectively, by their initial letter:

T=Tatoosh.
NH=North Head. *

E=Eureka.
SF=San Francisco.
SD=San Diego.

The bulletin will begin with the letters “U S W B S F,” signifying United States 
Weather Bureau, San Francisco, and the weather conditions will follow. The first 
three figures of a report will represent the barometric pressure in inches (964=29.64); 
the next figure, the fourth in sequence, will represent the direction of the wind to 
eight points of the compass:

l=North.
2=Northeast.
3=East.
4=Southeast.
5=South.
6=Southwest.
7=West. . ■
8=Northwest.
G=Calm.

The fifth figure will represent the force of the wind on the Beaufort seal©.
If the weather conditions for any station can not be supplied, the initial of the 

station will be given, followed by the word “Missing”; and if any portion of a report 
can not be furnished, such portion will be replaced by an equivalent number of letters, 
X.

The coast line of the western part of the United States will be divided as follows:
Northern Pacific, Tatoosh to Cape Blanco.
Central Pacific, Cape Blanco to Point Arguello.
Southern Pacific, Point Arguello to San Diego.

The forecast and warning will be in ordinary language, and will cover a period of 
24 hours from 5 p. m., date of issue. At the end of the forecast a statement will be 
made in regard to the location and movement of any barometric depression that may 
be likely to affect the winds over the ocean..

Example of forecast and warnings:

TRANSMISSION OF TIME SIGNALS BY NAVAL RADIO STATIONS.

The transmission of time signals to vessels at sea by means of radiotelegraphy was 
first accomplished in the United States in 1905, and this service, enlarged and ex-' 
tended, has continued to the present time. This service is of the greatest value to 
mariners, as it furnishes a means by which the time, as given by the transmitted 
signals, may be compared with a ship’s chronometer and the error of the chronometer 
found. Similar comparisons over a number of days enable data to be obtained by 
which not only the error may be found but also the chronometer rate; that is, the rate 
at which it is gaining or losing.

The noontime signals on the Atlantic coast are sent out through the coast radio 
stations by connection with Western Union telegraph lines from the United States 
Naval Observatory at Washington, D.C. By the operation of proper relays in elec­
trical circuits, the beats of the seconds of a standard clock in the observatory are 
sent out broadcast as a series of radio dots, commencing five minutes before the time 
of the final signal. By omitting certain dots in a series, the comparison between, the 
dots and the beats of the chronometer seconds can be checked until the instant of 
local noon (seventy-fifth meridian time) is reached. This is marked by a longer 
dot, which gives the time of exact noon. A comparison with the chronometer time 
at that instant gives its error referred to the seventy-fifth meridian time. Applying 
the difference in longitude, namely, five hours, between the seventy-fifth meridian 
and Greenwich, which is the standard meridian (or 0° longitude), the error of the 
chronometer referred to Greenwich time is determined.

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COMMERCIAL AND GOVERNMENT RADIO STATIONS 
OF THE UNITED STATES.

INTRODUCTION.

The list, including land and ship stations, is published in accord­
ance with section 1 of an act of Congress entitled “An act to regulate 
radio communication,” approved August 13, 1912.

This publication contains a complete list of the commercial and 
Government land and ship stations, technical and training stations, 
experimental stations, and special amateur stations. A complete list 
of Amateur Radio Stations of the United States is printed separately, 
copies of which are available only from the Superintendent of Docu­
ments, Government Printing Office, Washington, D. C., at a nominal 
price.

The following instructions concerning radio call letters are issued 
for the information of those concerned:

1. Section 7 of the act of August 13, 1912, to regulate radio com­
munication provides:

Sec. 7. That a person, company, or corporation within the jurisdiction of the 
United States shall not knowingly utter or transmit, or cause to be uttered or trans­
mitted, any false or fraudulent distress signal or call or false or fraudulent signal, call, 
or other radiogram of any kind. The penalty for so uttering or transmitting a false 
or fraudulent distress signal or call shall be a fine of not more than two thousand five 
hundred dollars or imprisonment for not more than five years, or both, in the dis­
cretion of the court, for each and every such offense, and the penalty for so uttering 
or transmitting, or causing to be uttered or transmitted, any other false or fraudulent 
signal, call, or other radiogram shall be a fine of not more than one thousand dollars 
or imprisonment for not more than two years, or both, in the discretion of the court, 
for each and every such offense.

2. The Service Regulations of the International Radiotélégraphie 
Conventions provide that the call letters of stations in the interna­
tional system must each be formed of a group of three letters which 
shall be distinguishable from one another. The London International 
Radiotélégraphie Conference made a partial allotment of call letters 
among nations which signed the convention, and the International 
Bureau at Berne, with the consent of such nations, has modified and 
added to this assignment of call letters by circulars April 1, 1914, and 
August 1, 1915. The distribution of call letters among nations thus 
authorized is printed as follows for the guidance of operators of all 
stations (ship and shore) of the United States:

3. The call letters assigned to the United States are all three and 
four letter combinations beginning with the letter N and all begin­
ning with the letter W, and all combinations from KDA to KZZ, 
inclusive. The international call letters assigned to the United States 
are reserved for Government stations and stations open to public and 
limited commercial service.

(a) All combinations beginning with the letter N are reserved for 
Government stations, and, in addition, the combinations from WUA 
to WVZ and WXA to WZZ are reserved for stations of the United 
States Army.

(&) During the war the combinations of three letters beginning 
with K, W, and N were exhausted, and it was necessary to assign 
combinations of four letters beginning with K, W, and N. Operators 
should be careful in transmitting call letters to avoid confusion 
between the three and the four letter combinations.

4. Call letters for limited commercial land and ship stations are 
allotted by the Bureau of Navigation.

5. The International List of Radio Stations of the World (edition 
in English) can be procured from the International Bureau of the 
Telegraphic Union (Radiotélégraphie Service), Berne, Switzerland. 
In addition to the information contained in the list of the United 
States stations, published by the Bureau of Navigation, the inter­
national list shows geographical locations, normal ranges in nautical 
miles, radio systems, and rates. The international list includes the 
Government and commercial land and ship stations of the United 
States. The list is divided into three sections. The first section 
contains a list of coast stations, grouped by countries and arranged 
alphabetically; the second section contains a list of ship stations 
arranged in the same manner; and the third part contains tables of 
land line and cable charges from coast radio stations to inland and 
various other points. In computing the total word rate applicable 
to a radiogram from a ship station to an inland point, or vice versa, 
the three rates must be added. The rates in the international list 
are stated in francs and centimes. Supplements to the international 
list will be issued monthly and will contain new stations and tables 
of alterations. A copy of the international list should be in every 
land and ship station open to commercial business, as the official tariff 
book, and a copy of this list is required as a part of the equipment of 
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8 BUREAU OF NAVIGATION, DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE.

every land station open to general public service and every ship sta­
tion of the first or second class on American vessels engaged in foreign 
trade or the transoceanic service. The international alphabetical list 
of call letters (stations of the world) is also issued by the International 
Bureau at Berne, and supplements are issued monthly. Inquiries as 
to the subscription prices of these fists should be made direct to the 
Berne bureau at the address given above. Remittances to Berne 
should be made by international postal money orders.

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RADIO COMPASS STATION INSTRUCTIONS.
1. Radio compass stations have been installed on the Atlantic, Gulf, and Pacific 

coasts for the purpose of supplying vessels with radio bearings. These stations are 
divided into two classes—those operating independently and others operating as 
harbor entrance groups—under the control of a central station at the harbor entrance 
and furnish a set of bearings which provide the fix which will enable vessels to be 
guided to the entrance buoys. The independent stations have been located with a 
view of giving radio bearings to ships not over 150 miles distant from the coast and 
are used, primarily, in coastwise piloting. Harbor entrance radio compass stations 
differ from those acting independently, in that the individual stations are connected 
to and controlled by the central control station.

2. The primary object of these stations is to assist in the navigation of vessels during 
atmosphere of low visibility. There is no charge for the service.

3. All independent and group radio compass stations keep watch on 800 meters, 
and this wave only should be used to call and work these stations.

4. To obtain a bearing from independent radio compass stations, call the station 
from which the bearing is desired iirthe usual manner and request bearings by means 
of a conventional signal given below. Simultaneous bearings from two or more 
compass stations can be obtained by making the call include the other compass 
stations desired.

5. To obtain bearings from harbor-entrance compass stations, carry out the same 
procedure, with the exception that the compass control station will answer instead 
of the compass station.

6. When bearings are requested simultaneously from two or more compass stations 
the compass station which is farthest north will supply the ship with its bearing 
first; the others will then follow in the order of their north to south, or east to west, 
geographical location.

7. The following abbreviated signals will be used until further notice:

(a) A ship calling the radio compass station or compass control station should make 
the abbreviation “QTE,” “What is my bearing?” This request will be answered 
by the radio compass station or control station, and when ready to observe the radio 
bearing he will send the signal “K,” directing the ship to commence testing.

(b) The ship station on 800 meters will repeat its distinguishing signal for a period 
of 50 seconds and then await results. The signal should be made slowly with the 
dashes considerably prolonged.

(c) The radio compass station or control station will then reply in geographical 
order from north to south or east to west, repeating the abbreviation “QTE,” “Your 
bearing from---------was---------- degrees,” following by the time, the degrees being 
indicated by a group of three figures 000 to 359, indicating the true bearing in degrees 
from the ship station to the radio compass station. In the case of more than one

radio compass station connected by landline the only one to answer is the station 
originally called. This station in giving the results combines all the bearings taken 
by itself and associated stations into one message, each bearing following immediately 
the name of the station making the observation.

8. Attention is invited to the fact that when a single bearing is furnished there is 
a possibility of an error of approximately 180 degrees, as the operator at the compass 
station can not always determine on which side of his station the vessel lies. Certain 
radio compass stations, particularly those on islands or extended capes, are equipped 
to furnish two corrected true bearings for any observation. Such bearings when 
furnished vessels may differ considerably from 180 degrees from each other, and 
whichever bearing is suitable should be used. Navigators should, therefore, never 
attempt to correct a bearing furnished by a radio compass station by the application 
of the 180-degree correction, as such correction does not take into account the 
deviation at the compass station, which may be of different sign and unequal amount 
in opposite directions. The error introduced by the use of 180-degree correction 
may amount to as much as 30 degrees. Vessels receiving bearings requiring approxi­
mately 180-degree correction should request the reciprocal bearing from the radio 
compass station in case the same is not furnished.

9. Subject to the foregoing, bearings should be accurate within 2 degrees of an 
arc. When bearings from three or more compass stations are not over 2 degrees of 
an arc in error, but do not meet at a fixed point, the geometrical center of the triangle 
formed by the bearings can generally be taken as the approximate position of the 
vessel.

10. In order that the operation of shore radio compass stations may be checked up, 
it is requested that a brief report be forwarded to the Director Naval Communica­
tion, Navy Department, Washington, D. C., containing the following particulars: 
(a) Name of ship; (6) name of radio compass station; (c) date and G. M. T. at which 
radio bearing was taken; (d) bearing given by radio compass station; (e) estimated 
position of ship at above time and dates by methods other than radio; (/) the probable 
degree of accuracy of the estimated position; (g) weather conditions at above time;

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COMMERCIAL AND GOVERNMENT RADIO STATIONS
OF THE UNITED STATES.

INTRODUCTION.

The list, including land and ship stations, is published in accord­
ance with section 1 of an act of Congress entitled “An act to regulate 
radio communication,” approved August 13, 1912.

This publication contains a complete list of the commercial and 
Government land and ship stations, technical and training stations, 
experimental stations, and special amateur stations. A complete list 
of Amateur Radio Stations of the United States is printed separately, 
copies of which are available only from the Superintendent of Docu­
ments, Government Printing Office, Washington, D. C., at a nominal 
price.

The following instructions concerning radio call letters are issued 
for the information of those concerned :

1. Section 7 of the act of August 13, 1912, to regulate radio com­
munication provides :

Sec. 7. That a person, company, or corporation within the jurisdiction of the 
United States shall not knowingly utter or transmit, or cause to be uttered or trans­
mitted any false or fraudulent distress signal or call or false or fraudulent signal, call, 
or other radiogram of any kind. The penalty for so uttering or transmitting a false 
or fraudulent distress signal or call shall be a fine of not more than two thousand five 
hundred dollars or imprisonment for not more than five years, or both, in the dis­
cretion of the court, for each and every such offense, and the penalty for so uttering 
or transmitting, or causing to be uttered or transmitted, any other .false or fraudulent 
signal, call, or other radiogram shall be a fine of not more than one thousand dollars 
or imprisonment for not more than two years, or both, in the discretion of the court, 
for each and every such offense.

2. The Service Regulations of the International Radiotélégraphie 
Conventions provide that the call letters of stations in the interna­
tional system must each be formed of a group of three letters which 
shall be distinguishable from one another. The London International 
Radiotélégraphie Conference made a partial allotment of call letters 
among nations which signed the convention, and the International 
Bureau at Berne, with the consent of such nations, has modified and 
added to this assignment of call letters by circulars April 1, 1914, and 
August 1, 1915. The distribution of call letters among nations thus

PUBLIC-SERVICE STATIONS.

3. The call letters assigned, to the United States are all three and 
four letter combinations^ beginning with the letter N and all be- 
gmning, with the letter W, and all combinations from KDA to KZZ, 
inclusive. The international call letters assigned to the United States 
are reserved for Government stations and stations open to public 
and limited commercial service.

(a) All combinations beginning with the letter N are reserved for 
Government stations, and^ in addition, the combinations from WUA 
to WVZ and WXA to WZZ are reserved for stations of the United 
States Army.

(b) During the war the combinations of three letters beginning 
with K, W, and N were exhausted, and it was necessary to assign 
combinations of four letters beginning with K, W, and N. Operators 
should be careful in transmitting call letters to avoid confusion 
between the three and the four letter combinations.

LIMITED COMMERCIAL STATIONS.

4. Call letters for limited commercial land and ship stations are 
allotted by the Bureau of Navigation.

RADIO STATIONS OF THE WORLD.

5. The International List of Radio Stations of the World (edition 
in English) can be procured from the International Bureau of the 
Telegraphic Union (Radiotélégraphie Service), Berne, Switzerland. 
In addition to the information contained in the list of the United 
States stations, published by the Bureau of Navigation, the inter­
national list shows geographical locations, normal ranges in nautical 
miles, radio systems, and rates. The international list includes the 
Government and commercial land and ship stations of the United 
States. The list is divided into three sections. The first section 
contains a list of coast stations, grouped by countries and arranged 
alphabetically; the second section contains a list of ship stations 
arranged in the same manner; and the third part contains tables of 
land line and cable charges from coast radio stations to inland and 
various other points. In computing the total word rate applicable 
to a radiogram from a ship station to an inland point, or vice versa, 
the three rates must be added. The rates in the international list 
are stated in francs and centimes. Supplements to the international 
list will be issued monthly and will contain new stations and tables 
of alterations. A copy of the international list should be in every 
land and ship station open to commercial business, as the official 
tariff book, and a copy of this list is required as a part of the equip­
ment of every land station open to general public service and every

ship station of the first or second class on American vessels engaged 
in foreign trade or the transoceanic service. The international 
alphabetical list of call letters (stations of the world) is also issued by 
the International Bureau at Berne, and supplements are issued 
monthly. Inquiries as to the subscription prices ci these lists should 
be made direct to the Berne bureau at the address given above.

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RADIO COMPASS STATIONS INSTRUCTIONS.
The Naval Communications Service will furnish radio bearings to mariners of all 

vessels equipped with radio telegraph transmitters. While the use of these bearings 
should not lead a mariner to neglect other precautions, such as the use of the lead, 
etc., during a fog, these bearings will greatly reduce the dangers to navigation for 
mariners who are compelled for any reason to proceed during foggy or misty weather. 
These radio compass stations are provided, primarily, to assist the mariner in closing 
the land during fog or poor visibility, but they may also be used to obtain the posi­
tions of vessels at sea in radio compass range, about 150 miles, when for any reason 
positions can not be obtained by other means.

The maximum distance for which bearings from these stations are accurate is 150 
miles. But accurate positions can not be plotted when more than 50 miles from the 
shore on Mercator charts, for the Mercator projection introduces a distortion of the 
true bearing. Charts based on Gnomonic projection are essential to plot correctly 
long-distance radio bearings. Such charts are now under construction by the Hydro­
graphic Office, and until they are available mariners may use the Mercator chart . 
for long-distance bearings, applying necessary corrections, which may be obtained 
by various methods, one of which is fully explained on the backs of H. O. Pilot 
Charts of the North Atlantic Ocean for February, 1921; North Pacific Ocean for May, 
1921; Indian Ocean for June, 1921; and Central American waters for March, 1921.

Radio compass stations are divided into two classes:
(a) Single stations, operating independently and furnishing a single bearing. 

These stations are located with the view of giving service to ships at a distance of not 
over 150 miles from the station.

(b) Harbor entrance groups. All stations in harbor entrance groups are connected 
to and controlled by the master station. All stations of the group take bearings 
simultaneously, and these bearings are transmitted to the ship requesting them by 
the control station. The purpose of these stations is to lead mariners to the light 
vessels off harbor entrances.

Where only one radio compass station is available, the mariner may fix his position 
by two or more bearings from the station with the distance run between or may use 
the bearing as a line of position or as a danger bearing. Or the bearing may be 
crossed with a line of position obtained from an observation of an astronomical body 
to establish a fix.

Wave lengths.—All independent and group radio compass stations keep watch on 
800 meters. Only this wave should be used to call and work with these stations.

Calling a radio compass station.—To obtain a bearing from independent radio com­
pass stations, call the station from which the bearing is desired in the usual manner 
and request bearings by means of the conventional signal given hereafter. Simul­
taneous bearings from two or more compass stations can be obtained by making the 
call include the other compass stations desired. To obtain bearings from the harbor 
entrance, compass stations carry out the procedure previously given. The compass 
control station only will answer.

Conventional signals.—The following abbreviated signals will be used:

(a) Procedure in detail.—A ship calling the radio compass station or compass control 
station should make the abbreviation “QTE,” (“What is my bearing?”). This 
request will be answered by the radio compass station or control station, and when 
ready to observe the radio bearing it will send the signal “K,” indicating to the ship 
to commence “testing”; i. e., repeating its distinguishing signal for a period of 50 
seconds. The signal should be made slowly with the dashes considerably prolonged.

(6) The testing should be made on 800 meters, upon the completion of which the 
ship should await reply from the radio compass station.

(c) The radio compass station or control station will then reply, repeating the 
abbreviation “QTE,” (“Your bearing from------------was------- degrees”), followed 
by the bearing in degrees given by a group of three figures 000 to 359, indicating the 
true bearing in degrees of the ship station from the radio compass station, and then 
the time group giving the time of observations in local standard time. In the case 
of more than one radio compass connected by land line only the station originally 
called will answer. This station will combine all the bearings taken by itself and 
associated station into one message, which gives each bearing observed immediately 
after the name of the station making the observation.

All radio compass stations transmit on 800 meters.
Example.—A ship (call letters KVA) desires to get bearings from the Delaware Bay

This method is the only authorized procedure for calling, answering, and testing 
and should be followed exactly. Such signals as MO _ V and other test signals 
are not authorized for radio compass trafiic. The testing period of 50 seconds should 
not be exceeded. Mariners who do not follow the prescribed procedure exactly 
occasion delay to themselves in obtaining bearing and to other mariners who may 
be waiting for an opportunity to use the radio compass stations.

Danger from reciprocal bearings.—Attention is invited to the fact that when a single 
bearing is furnished there is a possibility of an error of approximately 180 degrees, as 
the operator at the compass station can not always determine on which side of the 
station the vessel lies. Certain radio compass stations, particularly those on islands 
or extended capes, are equipped to furnish two corrected true bearings for any obser­
vation. Such bearings when furnished vessels may differ by approximately 180 
degrees, and whichever bearing is suitable should be used.

Caution.—Mariners receiving bearings which are evidently the approximate reci­
procal of the correct bearing should never attempt to correct these bearings by apply­
ing a correction of 180 degrees, as such correction would not include the correction 
necessary on account of deviation at the compass station. An error as large as 30 
degrees may be introduced by mariners applying an arbitrary correction of 180 degrees 
to such bearings. Vessels receiving bearings manifestly requiring an approximate 
180-degree correction should request the other bearing from the radio compass station 
if not previously furnished.

Bearings, except in the case of approximate reciprocal bearings, should be accurate 

within 2 degrees of arc provided the transmitting equipment on board vessels is tuned 
sharply to 800 meters. Operators should use sufficiently wide coupling to obtain low 
decrement. If radio transmitters are not tuned sharply, it is difficult to obtain bearings 
that are sufficiently accurate for navigational purposes. When bearings from three 
or more compass stations are not over 2 degrees of arc in error, but do not meet at a 
fixed point, the geometric center of the triangle formed by the bearings can generally 
be taken as the approximate position of the vessel.

Mariners until thoroughly familiar with the system are advised to use radio compass 
stations frequently, especially in clear weather, when positions of vessels can be 
accurately fixed in order to accustom operators to the procedure and to acquaint 
themselves with the degree of accuracy and dependability of bearings furnished 
by the radio compass stations.

Reports.—In order that the operation of shore radio compass stations may be checked, 
mariners obtaining bearings are requested to forward a brief report to the Director 
Naval Communications, Navy Department, Washington, D. C., containing the 
following particulars:

1. Name of ship.
2. Name of radio compass station.
3. Date and local standard time at which radio bearing was taken.
4. Bearing given by radio compass station.
5. Estimated position of ship at above time and dates by methods other than radio.
6. The probable degree of accuracy of the estimated position.
7. Weather conditions at above time.
8. Remarks, if any.
9. Signature of master or responsible navigating officer.
There is no charge for bearings furnished by the United States naval radio compass 

stations.

IV
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COMMERCIAL AND GOVERNMENT RADIO STATIONS
OF THE UNITED STATES.

INTRODUCTION.

The list, including land and ship stations, is published in accord­
ance with section 1 of an act of Congress entitled “An act to regulate 
radio communication,” approved August 13, 1912.

This publication contains a complete list of the commercial and 
Government land and ship stations, technical and training stations, 
experimental stations, and special amateur stations. A complete list 
of Amateur Radio Stations of the United States is printed separately, 
copies of which are available only from the Superintendent of Docu­
ments, Government Printing Office, Washington, D. C., at a nominal 
price.

The following instructions concerning radio call letters are issued 
for the information of those concerned:

1. Section 7 of the act of August 13, 1912, to regulate radio com­
munication, provides:

Sec. 7. That a person, company, or corporation within the jurisdiction of the 
United States shall not knowingly utter or transmit, or cause to be uttered or trans­
mitted any false or fraudulent distress signal or call or false or fraudulant signal, call, 
or other radiogram of any kind. The penalty for so uttering or transmitting a false 
or fraudulent distress signal or call shall be a fine of not more than two thousand five 
hundred dollars or imprisonment for not more than five years, or both, in the dis­
cretion of the court, for each and every such offense, and the penalty for so uttering 
or transmitting, or causing to be uttered or transmitted, any other false or fraudulent 
signal, call, or other radiogram shall be a fine of not more than one thousand dollars 
or imprisonment for not more than two years, or both, in the discretion of the court, 
for each and every such offense.

2. The Service Regulations of the International Radiotélégraphie 
Conventions provide that the call letters of stations in the interna­
tional system must each be formed of a group of three letters which 
shall be distinguishable from one another. The London International 
Radiotélégraphie Conference made a partial allotment of call letters 
among nations which signed the convention, and the International 
Bureau at Berne, with the consent of such nations, has modified and 
added to this assignment of call letters by circulars April 1, 1914, and 
August 1, 1915. The distribution of call letters among nations thus

PUBLIC-SERVICE STATIONS.

3. The call letters assigned to the United States are all three and 
four letter combinations, beginning with the letter N and all be­
ginning with the letter W, and all combinations from KDA to KZZ, 
inclusive. The international call letters assigned to the United States 
are reserved for Government stations and stations open to public 
and limited commercial service.

(a) All combinations beginning with the letter N are reserved for 
Government stations, and, in addition, the combinations from WUA 
to WVZ and WXA to WZZ are reserved for stations of the United 
States Army.

(6) During the war the combinations of three letters beginning 
with K, W, and N were exhausted, and it was necessary to assign 
combinations of four letters beginning with K, W, and N. Operators 
should be careful in transmitting call letters to avoid confusion 
between the three and the four letter combinations.

LIMITED COMMERCIAL STATIONS.

4. Call letters for limited commercial land and ship stations are 
allotted by the Bureau of Navigation.

RADIO STATIONS OF THE WORLD.

5. The International List of Radio Stations of the World (edition 
in English) can be procured from the International Bureau of the 
Telegraphic Union (Radiotélégraphie Service), Berne, Switzerland. 
In addition to the information contained in the list of the United 
States stations, published by the Bureau of Navigation, the inter­
national list shows geographical locations, normal ranges in nautical 
miles, radio systems, and rates. The international list includes the 
Government and commercial land and ship stations of the United 
States. The list is divided into three sections. The first section 
contains a list of coast stations, grouped by countries and arranged 
alphabetically; the second section contains a list of ship stations 
arranged in the same manner; and the third part contains tables of 
land line and cable charges from coast radio stations to inland and 
various other points. In computing the total word rate applicable 
to a radiogram from a ship station to an inland point, or vice versa, 
the three rates must be added. The rates in the international list 
are stated in francs and centimes. Supplements to the international 
list will be issued monthly and will contain new stations and tables 
of alterations. A copy of the international list should be in every 
land and ship station open to commercial business, as the official 
tariff book, and a copy of this list is required as a part of the equip­
ment of every land station open to general public service and every 
ship station of the first or second class on American vessels engaged 
in foreign trade or the transoceanic service. The international 
alphabetical list of call letters (stations of the world) is also issued by 
the International Bureau at Berne, and supplements are issued 
monthly. Inquiries as to the subscription prices of these lists should 
be made direct to the Berne bureau at the address given above. 
Remittances to Berne should be made by international postal money 
orders.

These signals are operated continuously during thick or foggy weather.
The signals are sent on 1,000 meter wave.
A vessel equipped with a radio compass may determine its bearing from these 

stations, although they may not be visible.
The track of a radio wave is approximately a great circle; in plotting bearings, there­

fore, taken at a considerable distance, on a chart of the Mercator projection, it must be 
remembered that the line of bearing is not a straight line excepting in the meridian.

This system of obtaining bearings is the reverse of that used by the United States 
Navy at its radio compass stations.
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RADIO COMPASS STATIONS INSTRUCTIONS.
The Naval Communications Service will furnish radio bearings to mariners of all 

vessels equipped with radio telegraph transmitters. While the use of these bearings 
should not lead a mariner to neglect other precautions, such as the use of the lead, 
etc., during a fog, these bearings will greatly reduce the dangers to navigation for 
mariners who are compelled for any reason to proceed during foggy or misty weather. 
These radio compass stations are provided, primarily, to assist the mariner in closing 
the land during fog or poor visibility, but they may also be used to obtain the posi­
tions of vessels at sea in radio compass range, about 150 miles, when for any reason 
positions can not be obtained by other means.

The maximum distance for which bearings from these stations are accurate is 150 
miles. But accurate positions can not be plotted when more than 50 miles from the 
shore on Mercator charts, for the Mercator projection introduces a distortion of the 
true bearing. Charts based on Gnomonic projection are essential to plot correctly 
long-distance radio bearings. Such charts are now under construction by the Hydro­
graphic Office, and until they are available mariners may use the Mercator chart 
for long-distance bearings, applying necessary corrections, which may be obtained 
by various methods, one of which is fully explained on the backs of H. O. Pilot 
Charts of the North Atlantic Ocean for February, 1921; North Pacific Ocean for May, 
1921; Indian Ocean for June, 1921; and Central American waters for March, 192L

Radio compass stations are divided into two classes:
(a) Single stations, operating independently and furnishing a single bearing. 

These stations are located with the view of giving service to ships at a distance of not 
over 150 miles from the station.

(b) Harbor entrance groups. All stations in harbor entrance groups are connected 
to and controlled by the master station. All stations of the group take bearings 
simultaneously, and these bearings are transmitted to the ship requesting them by 
the control station. The purpose of these stations is to lead mariners to the light 
vessels off harbor entrances.

Where only one radio compass station is available, the mariner may fix his position 
by two or more bearings from the station with the distance run between or may use 
the bearing as a line of position or as a danger bearing. Or the bearing may be 
crossed with a line of position obtained from an observation of an astronomical body 
to establish a fix.

Wave lengths.—All independent and group radio compass stations keep watch on 
800 meters. Only this wave should be used to call and work with these stations.

Calling a radio compass station.—To obtain a bearing from independent radio com­
pass stations, call the station from which the bearing is desired in the usual manner 
and request bearings by means of the conventional signal given hereafter. Simul­
taneous bearings from two or more compass stations can be obtained by making the 
call include the other compass stations desired. * To obtain bearings from the harbor 
entrance, compass stations carry out the procedure previously given. The compass 
control station only will answer.

Conventional signals.—The following abbreviated signals will be used:

Signal. Meaning.

QTE................ What Is my true bearing?
QTE................ Your true nearing is----- degrees from-------- radio compass station. 115

(a) Procedure in detail.—k ship calling the radio compass station or compass control 

station should make the abbreviation “QTE,” (“What is my bearing?”). This 
request will be answered by the radio compass station or control station, and when 
ready to observe the radio bearing it will send the signal “ K,” indicating to the ship 
to commence “testing”; i. e., repeating its distinguishing signal for a period of 50 
seconds. The signal should be made slowly with the dashes considerably prolonged.

(6) The testing should be made on 800 meters, upon the completion of which the 
ship should await reply from the radio compass station.

(c) The radio compass station or control station will then reply, repeating the 
abbreviation “QTE,” (“Your bearing from------------was------- degrees”), followed 
by the bearing in degrees given by a group of three figures 000 to 359, indicating the 
true bearing in degrees of the ship station from the radio compass station, and then 
the time group giving the time of observations in local standard time. In the case 
of more than one radio compass connected by land line only the station originally 
called will answer. This station will combine all the bearings taken by itself and 
associated station into one message, which gives each bearing observed immediately 
after the name of the station making the observation.

All radio compass stations transmit on 800 meters.
Example .--A ship (call letters KVA) desires to get bearings from the Delaware Bay 

entrance group (call letters NSD). The following procedure is used:

This method is the only authorized procedure for calling, answering, and testing 
and should be followed exactly. Such signals as MO__V__ and other test signals 
are not authorized for radio compass traffic. The testing period of 50 seconds should 
not be exceeded. Mariners who do not follow the prescribed procedure exactly 
occasion delay to themselves in obtaining bearing and to other mariners who may 
be waiting for an opportunity to use the radio compass stations.

Danger from reciprocal bearings.—Attention is invited to the fact that when a single 
bearing is furnished there is a possibility of an error of approximately 180 degrees, as 
the operator at the compass station can not always determine on which side of the 
station the vessel lies. Certain radio compass stations, particularly those on islands 
or extended capes, are equipped to furnish two corrected true bearings for any obser­
vation. Such bearings when furnished vessels may differ by approximately 180 
degrees, and whichever bearing is suitable should be used.

Caution.—Mariners receiving bearings which are evidently the approximate reci­
procal of the correct bearing should never attempt to correct these bearings by apply­
ing a correction of 180 degrees, as such correction would not include the correction 
necessary on account of deviation at the compass station. An error as large as 30 
degrees may be introduced by mariners applying an arbitrary correction of 180 degrees 
to such bearings. Vessels receiving bearings manifestly requiring an approximate 
180-degree correction should request the other bearing from the radio compass station 
if not previously furnished.

Bearings, except in the case of approximate reciprocal bearings, should be accurate 

within 2 degrees of arc provided the transmitting equipment on board vessels is tuned 
sharply to 800 meters. Operators should use sufficiently wide coupling to obtain low 
decrement. If radio transmitters are not timed sharply, it is difficult to obtain bearings 
that are sufficiently accurate for navigational purposes. When bearings from three 
or more compass stations are not over 2 degrees of arc in error, but do not meet at a 
fixed point, the geometric center of the triangle formed by the bearings can generally 
be taken as the approximate position of the vessel.

Mariners until thoroughly familiar with the system are advised to use radio compass 
stations frequently, especially in clear weather, when positions of vessels can be 
accurately fixed in order to accustom operators to the procedure and to acquaint 
themselves with the degree of accuracy and dependability of bearings furnished 
by the radio compass stations.

Reports.—In order that the operation of shore radio compass stations may be checked, 
mariners obtaining bearings are requested to forward a brief report to the Director 
Naval Communications, Navy Department, Washington, D. C., containing the 
following particulars:

1. Name of ship.
2. Name of radio compass station. '
3. Date and local standard time at which radio bearing was taken.
4. Bearing given by radio compass station.
5. Estimated position of ship at above time and dates by methods other than radio*
6. The probable degree of accuracy of the estimated position.
7. Weather conditions at above time.
8. Remarks, if any.
9. Signature of master or responsible navigating officer. .
There is no charge for bearings furnished by the United States naval radio compass 

stations.
