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INTRODUCGTION

One of the most popular columns in the International Radio Club of America's bulletin, DX Monitor, has been "DX
Worldwide" (DXWW for short), listing receptions of forelgn stations. Several years ago, while still DXWW Editor, I got
the idea of preserving the lists of stations heard, for reference material for the next season. Thus the IRCA Foreign
Log, Volume 1, was born. The present volume is the fourth in the series of annual compilations.

In some ways, the period covered in this volume (from June 1974 to August 1975) represents a frustrating time for
BCB DXers. Despite the fact that the prograss of the sunspot cycle indicated that there should have been good high-
latitude trans-Atlantic and trans-Pacific reception, numerous geomagnetic disturbances prevented such receptions. The
chart of A indices for the year, shown elsewhere in this book, shows there were very few sustained periods of very low
geomagnetic activity, essential for high-latitude receptions. Despite that fact, there were many excellent receptions
reported, as will be noted by reading through this book. X

When the period covered by this book began, Ron Schatz of Miami, FL was sole editor of DXWW. In September 1974, the
column was divided, with Charles Taylor of Indianapolis, IN starting DXWW II, covering aspects of foreign DXing beyond
the loggings. At the end of 1975, Bruce Portzer of Seattle, WA took over as DXWW editor frem Ron. Thus you will note

variations in the typewriters used and in the styles of editing.

to Latin America and the Orient, why not tell
us about 1t7 And then when you arrive there
tell us what you hear! Are you a serviceman,
stationed In one of these areas® Why not be
come a valuable contributor to the world's
DX journals? Let the world know what you hear
over there! You may be able to update some of
the DX literature, such as WhIVH, with what
you hear. Up-to-date and accurate information
concerning broadcasting in those areas is of-
ten unavailable.

Make yourself a minor expert on your area.
lake advantage of your unique situation to
broaden your horizons, rather than retreat
Into yourself llke a hillbilly. And get seg
for some truely exotic DX, 1like nothing you
have heard before. And tell Ron and myself
what you find out! Just because you are not
in an English—~speaking area, don't feel like
a maggot out of a garbage can. Open you eyes.
So often when a DXer becomes a serviceman,
and goes overseas, he can, for practical pur-
poses, be crossed off the active list. He
should suddenly bloom!

Latin Names ve. Csllg

Here is a point that never seems to sink in with
NA DX'ers: Far too much emphasis is placed on LA
callsigne, even tho they arc seldom used by the sta-
tions there. LA's identify mainly by "Radio" names,
not by calls. Except in Mexico & Puerto Rico, these
names (incorrectly termed "slogans™) are registered
by the national governments. Only inﬁMexico, Puerto,
& L1 Salvador are calls emphasised. & The converse
would be for LA DX'ers to ignore our call letters &
refer to our stations by "Music 79", "l'iger Radio",
etc., so you can see how rediculous our emphasis of
LA calls is. §& 1In Ecuador, "HC" is no more than a
local colloquialism referring only to HCJB; to an
Tcuatorian it is the only HC in the country!

What is in a Name?

AS RFS penned some time ago, and as

apparently escaplng some, the on-the

air identifications heard over many
Latinamericang, are names and not

slogans. Northamerican broadcast stations often use
slogans such as "More music more often", "Music Radlo",
"Publie Service Radio", etc. These slogans msy change
often, perhaps at whim. Imagine, if you will, address
ing a letter to WLS, with only "Music radio" on the
envelope. The letter will probably be returned to you
if only @s a matter of principle, for better address.
Here in the U.S. and Canada, a station's callsign 1is
Tts name. WLW implies a certaln personality and a
hTstory. So does WLS.

ON THE other hand, the four letters H.J.E.D., may be
unknown locally, as the "registration number" for a
certaln station in Calil, Colombia. The station must
be known as something, and so 1t calls itself "La Voz
del R{o Cauca" ( T he Voice of the River Cauca )on the
air. I understand that even that is offlclally record-
ed, & serves as officilel identification.

THE OBVIOUS parallel is the Voice of America or Radlo
Canada International. No one here seems to think it
Perverse that VOA or RCI do not use callsigns. Hearing
'"Wolce of America™ on the air, one knows that he 1is
not listening to WABC, New York. So "Volce of America”
satisfactorily establishes an identity ( at least on
mediumwave, where one is generally dealing with a
single transmitter but not always on shortwave where *,
several transmitters of the VOA may appear 1n station
references, on a single frequency ).

PERHAPS OUR Latin brothers consider assigned callsigns
in the same light as we conslder serial numbers and
the like, as sbmething depersonalizing. And then there
is the growth of the station that calls 1tself "13Q",
except on the hour. Imagine the poor DXer of twenty
years hence { if such fools still exist then ) who
collapses in a heap, swearing, klcking and pulling
hair' after hearing stations from 1260 to 1340 bellow-
ing "13Q" for a solid 59 minutes.

SO LET'S hear no more of the term "slogan" as anvplied
to names of stations that use no callsign on the ailr.
