short as possible. 

1. If possible, use a cold water pipe as the ground. Hot water or steam 
pipes may be used as a secondary choice. Be sure the ground wire is 
clamped solidly to the ground pipe. 

3. Be sure all connections are tied up firm. 

4. Be sure your antenna is properly installed— it's usually best to ask the ad, 
vice of a competent service man. 

S. Noise may be reduced sometimes by reversing the plug on an A.C. set. The 
plug on a D.C. set should never be reversed. 

6. Try shielding the lead,in for elimination of objectionable noises. 

7. Try placing the set in different parts of the room preferably facing a door, 

way or drapes. 

8. For most lifelike reproduction, keep the volume at a moderate pitch. 

9. Don't place the set closely against a wall. 

10. Replace all tubes once a year with new National Union radio tubes.

Phil Cook, radio's versatile one-man actor 
army, recently created thirteen distinct char-
acters in one show broadcast by the National 
Broadcasting Company.

Cook is known in radio as composer, come-
dian, humorous sketch writer, singer, guitar 
player and artist. He was born in Coldwater, 
Michigan, but has lived most of his life in 
New Jersey, attending school in East Orange.

While in school, Cook studied the violin 
and drawing. Then he went to an art school 
in New York City, later going into commer-
cial art where he gained an enviable reputa-
tion and finally became head of his department 
with an advertising agency. His human in-
terest paintings were accepted for front covers 
of many leading magazines, including Colliers. 

Cook played around with writing during his spare time and wrote three musical comedies 
which appeared on Broadway. They were "Molly Darling," "When You Smile" and 
"Plain Jane." The last played also in Chicago and returned profit enough to pay for 
his home. 

Then he decided to take a chance with radio. The comedian's act attained such suc-
cess that he now puts on two distinct shows each day and goes on the air three times. 
Each show is prepared the day of the broadcast and each requires about six hours work. 

The actor is tall and solidly built, six feet in height and weighs 185 pounds. He is 
blond and recognized as one of the handsomest men in radio.

Morton Downey should have been born in 
Brooklyn, where his parents lived. Actually, 
he first saw the light in Wallingford, Conn., 
where his mother happened to be visiting. 

Before the accident Caine about that made 
him a singer he tried a variety of jobs, none 
of which proved great successes. 

He sold insurance, phonographs and other 
things. He worked for a railroad as the en-
gineer of a donkey engine. He was also a sort 
of traveling salesman: specifically, a news 
butcher on trains. 

The "break" came when he was somehow 
included in a distinguished party that made a 
trial run in the S. S. Leviathan in 1923. Cer-
tain influential men aboard heard him sing, 
liked his voice, and helped him to secure en-
gagements. 

Since then he has appeared as soloist in 
night clubs here and abroad, was starred in a 
movie and gravitated to the Columbia network where he made an overnight and startling 
success. He is married to the former Barbara Bennett, sister of Constance and Joan and 
daughter of the actor, Richard Bennett.

HENRY BURBIG 

All Henry Burbig cares about is making you 

laugh, and that has been his task on Columbia

piece landed him in vaudeville but his dad in-
sisted on his returning to school. So on until

Kate Smith was born in Washington, D. C., 
in 1909.

Her professional career dates back to 1925' 

when she sang at a benefit in the B. F. Keith 
Theatre in Washington, D. C. Eddie Dowling 
was in the audience, heard her crooning, and 
engaged her immediately for his show, "Honey-
moon Lane". One success led to another and 
when the show closed she was promptly signed 
for a part in the musical comedy, "Hit The 
Deck—. Her most recent stage appearance was 
a riotous singing and dancing act in George 
White's "Flying High". 

During the run of that production, Kate's 
attention was called to the possibilities of radio 
work. Without complications, with no unnec-
es,igry conferences. Kate stoOd calmly before 
a microphone and sang—splendidly. 

She's blonde, blue-eyed, wears no street make-up, and sings to her maid Floyd, while 
putting on her stage make-up. Always wears solid colors—blue, white, black, but never 
red. Repertoire includes concert, operatic, Irish, "blues,— and negro melodies. Her speak-
ing voice is as hearty as any one of her songs. The Theme Song of her program, When 
the Moon Comes Over the Mountain," is her most prized possession—she was a co-lyricist 
with Howard Johnson. 

"COLONEL STOOPNAGLE AND BUDD" 
F. Chase Taylor, known to radio as "Colonel 

Lemuel Q. Stoopnagle" resigned his position as 
vice-president of a Buffalo stock brokerage firm 
in the fall of 1930 to devote his entire time to 
radio, following the success of the comedy act 
over WKBW and WMAK, Buffalo stations. 

Taylor was born in Buffalo thirty-four years 
ago, a son of Horace F. Taylor, Buffalo busi-
ness man and now president of the Buffalo 
Chamber of Commerce. 
He appeared before the microphone over 

WGR, Buffalo, some ten years ago for the first 
time. Later, in 1926, he achieved success in 
—Nip and Tuck," a comedy act which was a 
regular feature of WMAK. Still later came 
several series of presentations over WGR, and 
finally, a year and a half ago, the "Smax" and 
"Smoke and Ashes" broadcasts. 

Wilbur Budd Hulick, the "Budd" of 
"Colonel Stoopnagle and Budd—, has been a 
college football star, a saxophone player, an 
orchestra leader, a crooner, an announcer, 
a continuity writer, a radio production man, an 
actor, a soda clerk and a commercial representative for a telegraph company. 

Previous to his success in the "Colonel Stoopnagle and Budd" act, which had its incep-
tion at WMAK, Buffalo, on October 10, 1930, and later was transferred to WKBW, 
Hulick was famed chiefly as the "Don" of the "Happiness House— program. He also 
appeared in the "Major Bullmore Expedition" episodes. 

Budd is best known for his vocal imitations of Rudy Vallee, Seth Parker, Bing Crosby, 
Cab Calloway, Morton Downey and other popular figures on the stage and screen.

JESSE CRAWFORD 

They call him "poet of the organ." 
Brought up in an orphanage at Woodland, 

Calif., he learned to play on an old second 
hand piano at the age of ten. Although he re-
ceived some instruction from the Sisters, his 
intense desire to learn was his best teacher. 

He left the asylum when he was still in his 
teens, worked his way north and landed his 
first job as piano player in a small movie house 
near Spokane. Salary, $ 5.00 a week. Three 
years later when he was earning $ 25.00 a 
week, he threw up the job for one that paid 
him less, but provided the opportunity to study 
the organ. 

For the next two years, his leisure was de-
voted to masterine that instrument. He had no 
professor and no books of instruction, but the 
spirit of the pioneeting Crawfords was strong 
and his victory was his own. 

Several years later theatre audiences in 
Chicago knew the name of Jesse Crawford. 
His reputation was even growing beyond the boundaries of Chicago and his ‘ icti 01,1 recoi 
were being sold all over the world. 

Between shows Crawford strolled into the Roosevelt Theatre nearby to study the style 
of a feminine rival. Six months later he married her. 

They proceeded to form a merger, and now, for very special numbers, Mrs. Crawford 
augments Mr. Crawford's performance at the twin consoles in the New York Paramount 
Theatre. 

NATALIE TOWERS 

Natalie Towers, the first girl to be selected 
by a network for television broadcasting, has 

signed an exclusive contract with the Columbia 
Broadcasting System, whose television station 
W2XAB recently went on the air. Miss 

Towers was first engaged by the broadcasting 
company last fall. 

The television beauty was born in Manhat-

tan, where she graduated from Washington 
Irving High School. She then entered Welles-
ley, where she specialized in English and was 
active both in dramatics and sports. Before 
graduating last year, she won the Davenport 
Prize for the best reading and speaking voice. 

Natalie Towers' mother is a painter, a vio-
linist, and a trained singer. She started Natalie 

on voice lessons at an early age. Natalie also 
has studied piano for twelve years and has received dancing instruction from Ottokar Bartik, 
ballet master of the Metropolitan Opera Company. In the summer months of her last 
two years at college she played in stock at Boothbay Harbor, Maine.
