Studio Slang—A Colorful New Language

The early pioneer days in radio broadcasting created
many new expressions, some vagrant, some unpopular.
Many of them were short lived. But there are many
slang words and phrases now recognized, widely used
and readily understood by production men, announcers,
and studio engineers.

Here is an interesting list of some of the words, each
with its singular meaning:

**Adenoid tenor:™ one with a “tight™ voice.

*Announcer's delight:™ sarcastically applied to the
announcer's control box in the studio, a complex instru-
ment with rows of lights.

“Birdie:" the tweet-tweet sound occasionally
encountered on long-distance transmission lines.

“Blasty:" the blasting sound, too much volume.

“Bring it up:" order to increase the volume.

*Bug juice:" a term describing carbon tetrachloride.

**Bugs:™ trouble in equipment caused by something
not immediately obvious.

**Cans:" headphones.

*Corn fed:" when the performance of either a singer
or instrumentalist lacks culture.

“Cross-ire:™ Morse telegraph codes picked up by
program lines.

“Cross-talk:™ conversation picked up from a foreign
source.

“Cross-tone:™ foreign tones picked up.

*Dead mike:" one out of service.

*Down in the mud:" a very low reproduction volume.

“Fade in” or "fade out:" gradual reduction or
increase in volume, respectively.

*Fighting the music:" lacking ease in singing.

*Fill in:™ those who standby to go on the air in case
a program change must be made.

“Final shot:" the last test of a program originating
outside the main studio.

“Fuzzy:" a voice lacking in clarity.

“Gelatine tenor:" one with vibrato or tremolo in his
voice.

“Haywire:" relates to equipment in poor condition.

“On the beach:™ out of a job, unemployed.

“On the log:™ an entry . the studio record, compli-
mentary or otherwise. Y

**On the nose:™ a radio program executed according
to schedule.

“Peaks™ or “kicks:™ the maximum point of the needle
swing on a volume indicator.

“Pipe™ or ““patch:” a temporary and removable con-
nection on studio equipment.

“Riding gain:" keeping program volume within
practicable limits,

“Scratches:™ a noise caused by faulty equipment.

“Scooper:™ A singer, usually a contralto, who slides
up and down the scale without distinguishing clearly
between notes.

“Short voice:" one with a limited range.

“Standby:" a warning to get ready to take the air.

“Standbys:™ alternatives %or programs on the air.

“Sour™ or “blue:™ voice or instrument off pitch.

“Talking in his beard:" a muffled voice. v

“Thick:™ when the individual instruments in a group
selection are not distinguishable.

“Town crier:" one who sings too loud.

“Up three miles:" indicates very high amount of
units or volume of reproduction.

“Wooden voice:" lacks clarity and expression.

*Woof:™ a word used frequently in making tests, but
having no meaning.

For wherever
radio has gone Mac’s voice has gone with it and
his watch chain is heavy with the keys of the country's
important cities, bestowed on him by admiring mayors.
When Mac goes to a town to make a personal appear-
ance the entire population turns out to welcome hirm
and yet there is no more modest celebrity in the coun-
try than this NBC star who looks on every broadcast as
just another chance to make his best, better!

In 1923 a young church singer, lately arrived in
New York, wandered into WEAF to see what made the
waves wave. Something in the quality of his voice
and the friendliness of his manner interested the studio
executives and he became a part time and later a full
time announcer. His first big chance was the World
Series of 1923. The sports writer who was doing the
broadcasting called on Mac to relieve him during the
third game and since then McNamee has ranked as the
leading sports announcer in the country. The Demo-
cratic Convention of 1924 was his next big job in which
he worked 16 hours a day for 15 days.

The biggest excitement if not the biggest thrill
Graham ever lived through was during a certain broad-
cast from Chicago. “Boy, I'll never forget those eight
seconds” says Mac referring to the time when a young
man named Tunney rested on his elbow after getting
extremely fresh with another young man called Demp-
sey. "The excitement within that fraction of a minute
with the world's heavyweight championship in the
balance, if your judgment wavered, makes most of my
other broadcasts seem tame.”

E used to be a twin, a radio twin that is, and his
gide kick was Graham McNamee. When the two
shared a broadcast from a football stadium, only the most
astute listener could tell them apart, so alike are their
voices.

We thought he would land at 11 A.M. and
we were just one hour wrong. What price hours! I sat
in a window at 195 Broadway broadcasting about
females and fire hose, waitresses, circuses, street clean-
ers, cops, chimneys, clouds and nobody heard me.”

At five o'clock in the
morning an exhzusted quartette received official word
that Byrd and his crew were safe off the coast of
France.

Desiring to profit by all this hard earned
knowledge, upon his graduation he joined the Western
Electric Company but whenever he was free he wan-
dered off to a broadcasting rtudio and played for mike.

The next thing we knew he was hooked up witha
dance orchestra, playing and singing baritone solos. It
was but a step to the NBC announcing staff where
he can hardly be persuaded to either sing or play, such
is the perversity of this brown haired youth whose
serious mouth is betrayed by the ever present twinkle
in his eyes. The coast to coast programs which he
announces make him a nationally ‘:nown radio figure,
and the fans hope he has at last settled down. Once in
while you might catch him in a quartet and still less
frequently he’ll tinkle the ivories of the NBC.

PEOPLE don't just plain like Bill Munday, they are
crazy about him. The men love him for his sports-
manship, his keen knowledge of whatever game he
describes, but the girls fall for his drawl, his chuckle and
that irresistible charm possessed by the true Southerner.
Bill was born in Atlanta on Labor Day, 1903 and to
quote his own words, has “been laboring ever since.”
He was graduated from the University of Georgia and
was the youngest man ever admitted to the bar in that
State. But Bill's heart was elsewhere. At fifteen he
became sports writer for the Atlanta Journal and he
continued in that capacity, law or no law. He made his
radio debut over WSB several years ago, but his first
broadcast over a hook-up was when Phil Carlin was
announcing the Yale-Georgia game and asked Munday
to give a resumé of the game between halves. Since then
he has been formally attached to the sports division of
the NBC staff.

Bill likes to broadcast football best but says it's the
hardest of them all because on an average the ball is in
motion only nine out of the 6o minutes of play. He
played baseball himself on the Georgia U team and wasa
southpaw pitcher which he describes as “'the lowest
form of animal life." He likes his fan mail, reads every
letter and doesn't mind being kidded because he
believes people like the persons they poke fun at. Bill's
Southern drawl is the real thing, and his sense of humor
is spontaneous and perpetual. When he and Phillips
Carlin get talking in the corridors of the NBC, all work
stops.

DISTINGUISHED as the most musically named

as well as the most musically voiced announcer on
the air, Alois takes these honors lightly. Reared in the
Carpathian mountains in a little place called Pressoc,
the war has made him a Czecho-Slovakian although he
was born an Austrian. His family were all musical, and
as a boy he learned to hum the folk songs of his land
before he learned to talk. At the age of six Alois was
brought to this country and it was all arranged that he
should be a musician. He was well started on his career
when along came the World War and he found himself
peeling potatoes at Fort Wright instead of singing in a
church choir in New York.

He is naturally an ambitious and modest young man
and, having determined to be a great singer, he could not
long be diverted from his favorite field, the concert
platform. It was when he was singing as soloist with
the New York Philharmonic Orchestra that Graham
McNamee heard him and persuaded him to try announc-
ing. After several highly successful years at the NBC,
Havrilla went over to the Judson Radio Program
Corporation. Recently, however he came back to the
NBC staff.

Famous for his beautiful diction, it is amazing to
think that at the age of six years, Havrilla didn"t know
a word of English and at twelve, spoke it brokenly.
He is tall, dark, blue eyed, laughs a lot, loves golf and
swimming and dresses notably but not noticeably, if
you get what we mean. When he gets mad he swears
in Hungarian. What an advantage!
