All percentages contalned 1In thils Report are based on data secured by telephone Interviews under
~clse rules and regulations set forth In »HOOPER RADIO REPORTERS' FIELD MANUAL". The use of those
sandard Instructlions achleves uniformity and comparabllity in the fleld work during all time perilods,
etween all statlons, programs, networks, cltles, etc. These rules apply to the detalled procedure to
ye followed by the Interviewer 1n asking the followlng coincldental questlons and recordlng the answers

THE REPORT

The UNIFORM NETWORK COMPETITION Report 1s published three times annually; usingas a base homes called
in Julv-August, November-December and March-~April respectively each year.

The Infrequent publication of th's Resnort recognizes ths fearr that competition i1s the "other fellow's
programming®” over which a radic advertiser has no immediate control and from a frequent detalled
analysis of which there could be no reward.

The publication of UNIFORM NETWORK COMPETITION also recognizes that, whereas "Network Program Hooper-
atings®™ are comparable with the past In definition, changed broadcasting practices Involving Increased
rellance on re-broadcasts, transcriptions and second broadcasts, have inpart altered the significance
of the 33-City based "Network Program Hooperatings"”.

SCOFE

On the DPages which follow are an &alphabetlc listing 0! oponsored MNetwOrk programs with a bar chart
showing for each program the program's "Share of Audlierre' followed by the "Share” for each of the
other networks and "Others”. It willl be noted that no Ratings or "Sets-In-Use" are included in this
Report. The reason 1s to prevent the confusion which might result by our publishing a Rating based on
the Uniform Competition Clitles which would inevitably differ from the Ratings previously released as
the program's "Network Program HoobDeratling®" and based on the program®s Individual broadcasts.

The broad two month base 1s used to eliminate week t0 week variations 1In competitlion conditicns and
thereby to arrive at a more substantial appraisal of program combetlition. It also provides a more
adequate sample, for, as willl be noted in the report of each program, there 1s a differing number of
Hooper checkling points In which competition from other network dprograms is uniform and as a result,
in some instances less than a two month base would develop a sample inadequate for reliable analyslis.
Even the two month base fails to develop a sample adequate for analysis of all programs.




The East, North Central and Scuthern Hooper geographlc areas are used as a base for this Report. (See
map third cover). The Mountaln and Pacific Areas are excluded because, due to rebroadcasta, local
Pacliftic Coast programming, etc. the majorityof transcontinental programs encounter different network
competition in those areas than in the Eastern and Central time 2zones.

The Unitorm Network Competition Cities upon which eachprogram’s "Share® 1sbased becomes the greatest
number of cities in which sponsored network programs are indirect competition. For example, 1f one
of the competing programs is not broadcast in the Southern Area the base for the Uniform Network Com-—
petition Index would be only the East and North Central Areas.

The term ®Various Programming" 1s necessarily used In presenting the Uniform Competition Index on
Multi~week programs because Sponsored competition, though unlform, may differ from day-to-day or
evening~to-evening.

The term "Various Sustaining® 1s l1sted for acompeting network where during all of the periods serv-
ing as a base for this Report the network carrted no sponsored network program.

Where 2 program 1s more than fifteen minutes in length the Uniform Competition Index 1s shown for
each fifteen minute sSegment of the program. For 30, 45 or 80 minute programs which encounter sSpon-
sored network competition from programs occupying less broadcast time, the bagse for the UNIFORM COM-
PETITION INDEX 1s the number of cities common to the subject program and each of the shorter compet-
ing programs.

SECTIONAL HOOPERATINGS 1s a summary rebort designed to subply network ratings by "33 clty" averages
compared with "Sectlonal" Ratings for "East", "North Central”, "South", "Mountaln" and "Paclfic". Day-
time and early evening audlences are reported by fifteen-minute time perlod units Monday through
Friday comblned. Individual evenling, Sunday afternoon and Saturday daytime audlences are reported by
half-hour time period units.

In addition to the tlime period ratings, separate geograbhlc Area ratings are reported for each natlon-
ally sponsored program broadcast during the five months comprehended by this Report, (or In case of
programs not broadcast during the full five months, for the three or four most recent months compre-
hended by the Report).
