Acting upon an original suggestion by SPEEDXer Mike Hardester, who has recently been
drawn into the service of the U. S. Navy, the Board of Directors has instructed the
Membership Committee to accept active military service (and/or a prolonged illness) as
valid reason for extending the status of Full Membersghip.

The resolution, which is to be applied retroactively to 30 June, 1972, is stated as
follows:

"Full Membership, once earned, shall be continued by SPEEDX for the duration of
any active duty militery service period and for six months thereafter, provided, that
the member mesintain his peid-up subscription status during that period; and, once each
year he shall notify us in writing that he is still on active service, and requests a
continuation of that "leave" status.

"The Membership Committee is also instructed to extend this same privilege,
and the same requirements, to those full Members who become incapacitated by a pro-
longed illness”.

Six new Full Members received their fertificates of ™il]l Membershin and a
copy of the SPEEDX Constitution in January 1973.

If you have been shying away from tne exciting world of Latin American
DX because you felt that an extensive knowledge of Spanish is required then

The princinsal charac-
teristic of these identifications is the mention of the network name.
Lergest of the networks and, Lherefore, the ones most frequently heard
are TODELAR (toe-dee-lar),CARACOL (kar-a-col),RC!N or Rzdio Cadena Nacional,
and Runtos Cadena llacional. Station names are often a part of Type III IDs
but these can be confusing. At times 21l network affiliates are listed.
The CARACOL network is particularly apt to do this sort of tning. At other
times, only the lead station or station from which the programming is
originating is nentioned and this may not be the station you are listening
to. Type III identifications are frequently preceeded and followed by
chimes or some other fanfare. They nay also be in the form of a Jingle.

There are, of course, exceptions to the general catagories outlined
above just as %here are a plethora of variations., Don't dispair however,
for the key words are often present and the Spanish language con%ains 1any
cognates, words that look and sound the same in Spanish as in English. Take
profesionales, radio, and excepcional, for exanple, which have been used
above and which were not included in %he vocabulary 1list. Yet, most likely,
you had no trouble understanding the identifications that contained them.
Many station identifications contain "modern" adjectives derived from
eduilvalent English words and thus present little trouble for the DXer. So,
why not give Latin American statlon identifications a whirl? You'll be
surprised at how many you can understand.

The Far ILast EBroadcasting
Association (FEBA-Seychelles) is an
international radio staticn on the
island of lahé in the Indian Ocean
and broadcasts each day to the
Indian sub-continent; this coverage
is being extended to the countries
of the kiddle Zast and to africa.

Building of the station began in
1967 and test broadcasts were start-
ed in October 1959, using a 3 kw
Collins transmitter. In llay 1970 regular programming sterted with a modified
Press Jireless 8-B transmitter whose vower was progressively increased up
to 30 kw. The antennae z=re "Lazy H" types. The _telion was officially
opened by the Governor oi the Seychelles, H.Z. sir Bruce Greatbatch on
July 5th 1970.

The FEBA station occupies two sites. The studio and housing area is at
sans Souci , two miles south of the capital, Victoria, and the transmitter
building is at Anse Etoile about two and a half miles north of the town.
Programmes are relayed from the studios by VHF link or by land line to the
transmnitter.

Programmes are broadcast on shortwave mostly in the 19 and 25 metre
bands. Some English programmes are broadcast live from Seychelles, others
from tapes prepared in various English speaking countries. Programmes in
vernacular languages are usually prepared and recorded by nationals living
in the countries comprising the tar-
get areas.

The studio equipment includes -
an smnex tape recorder complex, WRh
turntables, lierve llixing Console,
Collins catridge vlayers and AKG &
RCA microphones.

FPEBA 1s a nissionary radio stea-
tion built to propagate the Christ-
ian Faith and to "teach the things
concerning the Lord Jesus Christi".

It is undenominational in character
and is supnorted by Christian churches
and groups in many lanas.

FEBA is linked with the Far Zast
Broadecasting Company, whittier,
California, although not nart of it.
PEIC opmeratec transmitters situated
in the rhilippinec, Ckinawa, and
California and has for meny years
carried out a radio uinistry similar
to that of FsB4.

There aren't too many 0SLs coming out of Peru these days, but Bill Hood
Manitoba bagged this goodie on their 49 meter band frequency of 6175 kilo-

Hertz.

The station also sent a post card.
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The father of broadcasting in Angola 1s regarded as Alvero Nunes de Carvalho, u radio
ham who started sending out programmes under the callsign CROGAA, on 28 Februery 1931.
Originally he lived in Benguele, but later moved to Lobito, where he used & tranamitter
of only a few wvatts. He wus known to have continued operating until 1957.

The first steps for commercisl radio were laid when, in 1936, & group of radlofans
formed an assoclation, and decided to buya proper transmitter which could leter form the
basis for a complete network. When they met togethber in Septewber of that year, they
elected Comsander Manuel de Albwjuerque e Castro as their chalimen. They planned their
station on the plans of CT1AA (Lisbon) or of that of their colleagues in Mozambique
who had already formed & group ready to purchase their own station, CR7.

In February 1937, the Angolans purchased & 100 watt '
trananitter under the call, CRORC. The station made 1ts
first test ome year later under the name: Radio Clube de
Angola. This tranamitter remained in use until 1940, but
within the first year of operation, the young club pur-
chased a second transmitter (250 vatts), which was used
to report on the first Presidentiel tour in 1938. In 1945,
& 1 k¥ tranmmitter was put into service; end in 1955,
the first Shortwave operstions began.

Bot to be outdone by such progress in the capital
(Luanda), the radiofans in the south came together
under the title of Radio Clube do Sul de Angols, a name
which wes later changed to Radio Clube de Lobito. For their part, they chose & 100 watt
RCA transmitter to begin operations in May 1938. This second club seams to have suffered
far more teething pains than their elder brother, yet they remain on the air today.

Perhaps because they are located so close together, the cities of Lobito and Benguela
bave alweys been flerce rivels. So it was only expected that once the former had its own
radio station, the latter would want to follow suit, the more so because the father of
Angolan radio lived in their midst. This they did, and towards the end of 1938 obtuined
the callsign CR6RB for their own station.

So far, ell the Radio Clube were restricted to the coastel erea, but 1t was mot too
long before the people further inland followed Banguelals example. Hulla was the first
district. Sa da Bandeirs, the capital of the district, stands on a high plateau at the
edge of the desert. The success of the new rudio scheme (Radio Clube da Huila), was
largely due to the enthuslastic support of the Governmor of the district: Captain Ferrelra
de Carvalho. In due course, the statutes of this fourth club were approved under the
calleign CR6RJ. The first broudcasts went out in May 1939. Within a short period, the
nev Club established contacts with Lobito and began arranging certéin jolnt broadcasts.

Four years went by before anything further was done, but in 1943, the spirit of
initiative had spread further inland to Move Lisboa, the capitel of Huambo district,
Bove Lisboa is also an important link on the Benguele railways on account of its cholice
a8 one of the main repair yards. In this cese - still during the second World War —
the members of the new group took over the second-hand transmitter (75 watt) of a local
hem who was also manager of & plantation. It became Radio Clube do Husmbo, which began
broadcasting in May 1943. Somewhat more ambitious tban their colleagues, the Nova Lisboa
group purchased & 1 kW tranamitter, and contracted two professional announcers from Lisbon:
Fernando Curadio Ribeiro and Joana Campos - the former being author of the slogan:
"A Portuguese Voice 1n Africa" - which is still used to this day.

The next five years sav the introduction of mo less than five new Clubs. First came
Radio Clube de Malange, based in the town of Mulange located in the North-Centrel region
of Angola (1944); followed by Radio Clube de Mogamedes, located on the coast in the very
South, also elong the desert's edge (1945). The next enterprise took on an entirely

different form, because it wus founded by the Diemond Company for the benefit of their
staff scattered over the whole of the North-eastern section of the province. Located

in Dundo, it wes nemed Radio Dismanga after the companmy, and began operation in 1946.

The fourth brought back radioc fever to the south-centrel reglon, at Silva Portc (mot far
from Nova Lisboa), with the name of Radio Clube do Bie (nume of the district), in 1947.
The last of the five began operution in the midst of the coffee growing district tetween
Luanda and Benguele and Novo Redondo under the name of Radio Clube de Quanze Sul, in 1947.
This district takes its name from the fast-flowing river which is now Being crossed by

an importent suspension tridge as & foundation of & coastul freeway from North to South.

After this burst of activity, there wus a further lull of four years before the
Govermment opened an official etation designed to cover the whole province, and back up
the shortwave services of the Portuguese National Radio from Lisbon. Plans had actually
begun in 1951, when a Broadcasting Department wes set up as part of the Directorate of
Postal and Telephone Servicee. At the outset, broadcasts were limited to weekends, on
an experimentsl basis, using the Radio Marconi transmitter until April 1953. Thbat month,
the Governor General set up & proper rudlo organization (kmissoras Oficiel de Angola) under
Mr, Jose Rl de Matos Pereira, an engineer from the Postal Authority.

Simultaneously in 1953, a group of enthusiests in tke Eastern part of the province
at Luso formed a new Club celled Radio Clube do Moxico. The following year, the Catholic
Church began broadcasting from Luanda over Radio Ecclesia. The last club to bte formed
was in the very North of the provice around Carmona. Originally called Radio Clube do
Congo Portuguee, it has teen called Radio Clube de Uige since 1958.

Radio Commercial de Angole, the only entirely commerciel stetlon in Angole,
begen operations in 1962.

"WHEEZING 'JOYS' OF SHORTWAVLE"

Once upon & time I entertained the idea of following & news story around tre world
vit shortwave radio. It's & great idea, you must admit, and I must admit that it was not
mine but my editor's.

The thought of identifying subtle and not-so-subtle changes in the story from
country to country wes intriguing, so I hied myself down to the CBC's internstional
service where a patient and kindly man instructed me in tbe use of a shortwave radlo and
supplied me with current internationsl shortwave schedules and bandbooks full of useful
infommation about absolutely everything amyone could want tc know about interrationsl
broadcasting.

From there the story goes straight downhill. I've been trying for severel years to
derive some pleasure from the shortwave bands but their esoteric Joys elude me. The
problem lies, pot in the radio, but in myself. Last night I tried again, and what follows
is a capsule report of a frustrating evening.

Among the beeps, boops, groans, wheezes, bums, screams, and assorted other sounds ffrom
the ionosphere or somewhere, there eventually emerged a snatch of song in the femillar
voice of Bing Crosby, followed by a barely distinguishable announcement in French about
BP Supertest.

I hunched over the set and slowly moved the needle, imagining myself high on & mid-
night French hill urgently awaiting the message that would tell us where the parachutists
would land.

First came the world service of the BS8C (the first of several encounters), then a
very deliberate North American voice broadcasting underwater to thre accompaniment of a
kazoo band, Bing Crosty with "Dinah" and a detailed report for fliers of conditions over
Chicago and Indianapolis.

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A great burst of Italian was followed by what seemed to be a lecture on the psychology
of dreams, then a broadcast of the World Series, and a Voice of America progrum cealled
the New Sound ("Hi, welcome aboard...our first song is called the Back-stubber...").

I flipped past amother Voice of America show celled Country Chapel and found & program
from the external service of the South African Broadcasting Corporstion where a man was
glving the results of & couple of elections among the Bantu nstion. He went on (at great
length) to say that the results "totally reject any notion that Bantu leaders are paid
lackeys of a goverment out of touch with the Bantu people...The Bantu want the develop-
nent of separste rights and totally reject integretion."

Propaganda, Bing Crosby, dreams, and the Back-stabber,..zh, the excitement of shortwave.

We stayed on the hillside until neerly dawn, but no message came &and no planes either.
Perhape tomorrow night...

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My Tenth Anniversary of DXing. ..

The month of December is somewhat significant to me as it marks exactly ten years
that I have been IXing on the various bands. It was on December 2, 1962 when I was first
introduced to this thing called "shortwave"; as I recall, Christmas came early for me that
year, and as & present from Santa Claus I received a four band Grundig table model receiver.
The first stations I heard were HCJB in Ecuador on 9745 kHz, followed bty Radio Habana Cuba
on €135 ks, During these early months, all I used for an antenna wvas a short piece of
wire stretched across the room. Although I did quite a bit of listening back them, I
did mot log too much to brag about...by the following summer I had succeeded in logging
about 35 countries, all English-speaking SWBC astations.

It vas mot until the following November that I decided to try to QSL statioms. I
acquired a copy of the World Radio-TV Handbook, which had the addresses of the verious
stations. The very first report I sent out wus to Radio Leopoldville /former Belgien
Congo/ which beamed English broadcasts to North America daily, at one time, on 11 755 kHz
at 0100 GMT. The very first QSL I received was from ELWA in Monrovia, Liberia, on my
First Anniversary of DXing: 2 December 1963! I was so pleased that I wrote to every station
I heard afterwards.

For my first few years of DXing, I only lirtened the English-language transmissions,
and did ot pay much attention to foreign-languege ones. But then, one evening while I was
tuning across the €0 meter band, I heard Dakar, Senegal on 4890kHz signing/on in
French at 0600 GMT. Even though it was not in English, I got a positive ID. I considered
it a fairly good catch, so I took down motes and wound up sending them an English report,
just to see what would happen. Was I ever surprised later on, when the postmuin brought
a colorful QSL card from Dekar!

After several years of experience, I maturally decided it was time to improve wy
set-up. I really wanted to get myself a "super receiver®. At thuat time the Drake SW-4A
wag new on the market and I had heard good reports on it, 30 I rushed down to the
electronics store and bought one, hoping that "this one would end all my problems.” Well,
after bringing the set home and hooking it up to my antenna (now, an outdoor longwire), I
wag dimmayed to find that the sensitivity was mot all that good. So, I returnsd it under
the trial period that I had, and decided to try something else. Ovwer the next few months
I tried such receivers as: Hallicrafters WR-3000 (a portable transistor set), a Zenith
*Trans-Oceanic", and a few others, but none seemed to be "just right." Then I heard
about the Hammarland HQ-180a, which many DXers were using ut the time. I found that the
NQ-180A wap better than anything I bad tried thus far. By this time, I was tired of
exchanging receivers, 8o I stuck with the 130A - which I still have today.

With the new rig, I spent more time then ever on the hobby, and my totala began to
grov. Soon afterwards I decided to join several DX Clubs, and this was a tremendous

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help ia knowlng when and where to tune for the stations I wanted. Slowly but surely,
m; "heard" and "verified" totzls began to rise. The "DX Bug" had bitten deep!

At first, my interest in DXing was limited to SWBC stations, but then I expanded my
interests to include BCBH, Longwave, TV and occassionall; 4. Then while tuning across
the SW bands one day, I ran across a test transmission from Cable &% Wireless, Ltd. in
Bermudu, then in Barbados; as well as a few other places. "What a good way to log new
countries!™ I thought. It was then that I became serlously interested in point-to-point
(PTP) stations, as I heard places that were impossiile to log on SWiC bands. I begun
reporting % them also; so now most of my work is on SWBC and Utilities.

Since working on SWBC and Ute's, I have been trying to build up my loggings so thet
I might catch up with "the big boys." (Hi!) Otherwise, I have managed to QSL 40 states
on the BCB; 20 states on Longwave (radio beacons: 150-430 kHz); and 1/ states on TV using
only "rabbit ears".

However, 1 reall; have to confess that I am a "country-hunter", and as such, I am
content with having only one QSL from euch country. So as a result, I do mot pay much
attention to the many Latin American stations. I have always felt that DXer's ability
is judged by the number of countries verified - nmot stations.

Currently, my shack set-up consists of an HQ-180A, as well as the Grundig aad u
Zenith TransOceunic. Other equipment includes a Knight 2-track monaural tape recorde ,
on which I have recordings of almost ever; country I have heurd; it is nice to sit back
and listen to a recording of a station heard years ago!. Five sears after using the
HQ-180, I have over 130 countries logged, vwith 96% of these GSLed. At this point,
I feel as though I canmot reach any higher in Utes & SWBC; possibly something new for DXing?

I have truly enjoyed the last ten years in our hobby of DXing, and I look forward to
maryy more years in this world of "armchair sdventuring around the world."

EQUIPMENT for 1973

There's & lot of action in the equipnent field for the serious DXer. One thing that
has attracted my immediate interest is & new vertical antenna. It i3 being manufactured
in England by Aerrialite Aerials Ltd. and is reported to be 18 feet high. Unlike the
Mosley SWV-7, this new antenna does require radials. Purther details have not been anmouncod
yet, but are expected in a month or so.

Galaxy has announced a modified version of their Model R-530. It has a tuning
range down to 100 kHz, and some major inside-the-box circuit changes. However, Galaxy
bas simultaneously anmounced an increase in price of the R-53 to $990, while the new R-1530
is inked to sell at $1090. Production of the new receiver 1s scheduled for February.

Ballicrafters has discontinued the SX-133. R. L. Drake has finally started to ship
a few of the long-awalted DSR-1 receivers. Drake has a backlog of about 120 firm orders
and new orders for this digital readout receiver, with a 120-day delivery period. The
price is still $2195, at this writing.

Barlow-Wadley has increased their export price on the XCR-30 receiver and has anmounced
that the ™ vorsion of XCR-30 will not be availahble until late spring. Eddystone has started
shipping 1ts new 1000 Series receivers, but hasn't fixed the selling price in the USa.
Canadians can get the receiver for $760 - a figure I think is pretty high and unrealistic.

Rumors pour out of Japan and Korea that a top-quality receiver {full-coverage) will
be introduced this summer. A leuding distributor of elzctronic parts has (according
to rumor) placed an initial order of 100U receivers. Target selling price is said to
