Considerable comment has been generated to the question posed by Serge Neumann in the last
"SOAP BOX" of 1973 concerning country counting of SSB stations carrying program material,.
this edition of "SOAP BOX" contains a quartet of replies from highly respected DX enthusi-
asts, including a conclusion from the originator of the discussion...

* MEL HICKMAN (Washington): "...in the light that certain SWBC statlons are ex-
£ perimenting with SSB,I think the question posed should cover all stations norm-
( ally used for purposes other than broadcasting who transmit news,weather,and/or
music,..The answer may lie in the intended audience of the broadcast, If the
Q // broadcast is intended for a limited, very select group of people,then one could
rule against counting it toward SWBC totals, On the other hand,if the broadcast
is for anyone who hears it, then there is no reason it should not be counted,,.
It would have to be a very fine line that divides countable from uncountable,,.
To be completely fair about the situation, one has to consider a whole slew of
stations including VOLMETS, time stations, USCG Notice to Mariners, LF weather
broadcasts, etc...in addition to ARO stations and the like.,."

* ROBERT FRENCH (Maryland): "In the quoted version of the question it is not clear whether
Mr. Neumann is talking about broadcast statlons only or whether he 1s talking about total
number of countries logged/verified. Not finding any restrictive modifiers in the quoted
material, I take the view that he is talking simply of total countries logged/verifled,..
If this interpretation is correct, I would state emphatically YES to counting single side-
band emitters in regard to country credit, I see absolutely no relationship between type
of modulation used in the transmitter and geopolitical entitles which we term countries...
I personally feel that, if the geographical location of the source of electromagnetic rad-
jation 1s known, the receptlon of same should count as a country logged, and if a verifil-
cation can be obtained from the authority having immediate cognizance over the source of
said electromagnetic energy than credit for verified countries should be allowed; without
any regard to type of modulation employed or frequency of signal., Not only should AM volce
transmissions be counted, but I also would count unmodulated carriers, on-off keyed emiss-
ions (whether Morse code, PCM, FDM, or other pulse modulations), facsimile transmissions,
television transmissions, frequency modulated voice, etc,,,also,the baseband semantlc con-
tent should have no bearing on the validity of the logging; a noise-jammer (1f reliably
identifiable) should count just as validly as a SWBC station broadcasting in English, In
fact, I even consider it valid to count a logging of the planet Juplter if the noise-like
signals aret a) demonstrably coming from the direction of Juplter,and b) are of a charact-
er of signals previously documented as having originated from Juplter. In summary, 1 say
count the statlon for credit with respect to countries if you know where 1t 1s located;
don't try to bring anything other than geography and political boundaries/administrative
control into the definition of a country! Frequency and modulation do not a country make!

* AL SIZER (Connecticut): "...the fact that a transmission is in single side-

band or not is not the crucial criteria, but the intent of the broadcast. For

whom is it intended? A general audience or just an engineer at another studio?
But all these matters eventually come down to arbitrary rules that are adopted
to regulate a game. Why don't three foul balls constitute an out in baseball?

Simply because some rule-makers have decided they do not,,.wlthout rules there
can be no game, Whatever the most fans want should govern,..ln a hobby as well
as a sport..."

* SERGE NEUMANN (Holland): "...the mode of transmission seems less important
than the intended audience of those transmissions..."

Hello, here I am again, sratching my head over this blank page. The number of questions
received so far sure hasn't been enough to upset the postman,
how

Jim Meehan, of Berkley, CA would like to know %o put up an antenna for 49-16 meters in a
75 foot space, and can it be end fed or must it be center fed,
We want to get the largest possible signal into the receiver. Therefore, although the
longer the wire, the greater the induced voltage, we don't stick out the longest possible
wire, and hope for the best, but choose one of the standard forms, such as a dipole or
vertical which can be coupled efficently into our receiver, A antenna is like any other
source of slectrical energy-it can be represented as a perfect. electrical generator in
series with a resistor representing it's source inpedance, Maxiam power will flow in the
receiver input if that antenna impedance is squal to the receiver input impedance, Also,
that impedance can look like a pure resistor, or a combination of resistance and inducta-
nce or capacitance, If the antenna doeen't look like a pure resistor, maximum voltage and
maximum current will flow out of phase with each other, causing a loss of efficency.
Thus, the half wave diode becomes one of the simplest and best preforming antennas, This
is because the center point of a length of wire one half wavelength long will be near 75
ohms, — *Z —_— This figure will vary somewhat with height above

ground, and 50 ohm coax oable can be used as well as
75 ohn without too much mismatch, Almost all recv,

Length of % are designed for a 50 ohm or 300 ohm inputs, Not many of us are

wavel. h i interested in only one band, and an entirely seperate antenna

Fest= 468 for each band is a little aukward, There are a couple of ways
Freq (Miz) around this, One way is to connect several dipoles to the same

transmission line, as in the second illustration, Each element
of this antenna is cut to be ‘3— wavelength long for one
of the desired band., The different elements only have

t0 be seperated by a few inchee, The other way is to
use a trap dipole such as the Mosley SW1-7, where tuned
ciyeuits electrically seperate the antenna into % wave
g segments for the different bands, I don't recommend you
v try to build your own,

The half wave dipole above is best center fed, not end fed. The impedance at the end is
several thousand ohms; a very extreme mismatoh, If it is necessary to feed your antenna
from the end, it should not be connected to transmission line such as coax, but should
be trought into your listeming post as directly as possible, and fed to the receiver
through a antenna ocoupler. Radio Nederland has plans for a suitable Pi-network coupler
in their booklet "Give your Antenna some Air" available free, just write them and ask,
Don Johnson was distributing plans for a suitable coupler at the last SCADs metting ,
and most likely still has copys left, Lay a SASE on him, There have been simular couplers
described in verious other places, The main difference between the different designs

is in the coil used, which affects the lemgth of antennas the coupler will work with,
and- the lowest freq tuned, Don's was working very well with a ten foot pole which would
work beautifully as s portable antenna or for an apartment dweller forbiden to erect
any kind of outside antenna,

Neal Kolb wante to know why I favor the Drake SFR-4 over the National HRO-500; he also
notes that ofter he gets good readable signals on his HQ-180 and only mush from his SFR.
My HRO-500 is an old one, beat to death once, and restored to merely poor condition.
(But a bargin at $450) However comparsions against even a good HRO convinced me it can't
hear anything a SPR-4 can't hear, So for $2000 you get a SPR-4 equal receiver with full
coverage, instead of selected bands as in the SPR-4, $1500 will buy a awfully large box
of crystals to extend the SFR coverage with, The passband tuning in the HRO is very nice
however National doesn't put specs on their selectivity, just has"typical"™ curves in the
manual. It's a very complex receiver; maintaince could become a problem. Being transistor
instead of FETs in the front end makes it very prone to cross modulation, (By now, it's
a quite old design; one of the first of the solid state receivers.) It does have fewer
spurious responses than the SPR-4, because of the excellant internal shielding. It does
have a hiilt in calabrator, It does not have a built in noise l}mite or blanker, or
provision to add one, 73% Xt

CVR, Venezuela's Big Little Network

Although most DXers will recognize the names TODELAR, CARACOL, Rumbos,
and Super Radio, few are familiar with the name Cadena Venezolana de
Badiodifusion, &VR, despite the fact its member stations are familiar names
_to all, This is a bit surprising since its stations dominate their 60 mb
frequencies, the network uses a common QSL format, and many stations use

a common postal address. We speak, of course, of Radio Lara, Radio Universo,
Radio Juventud, Badio Yaracuy, Radlo Barquisimeto, and the relatively new

M outlet, Radlo Cristal.

The ma jority of the CVR member stations are located in Barquisimeto,
Venezuela's third largest city. This permits the economy of combined
engineering and administrative offices which is reflected in the combined
postal address. Yet each station maintains its own operations staff, except
for the news and sports departments, and concentrates on a slightly
different program format. Radio Lara, for example, places heavy emphasis
on more traditional Venezuelan music while Radio Juventud broadcasts havae
a heavy rock music content.

Radio Yaracuy is located in the city of Yaracuy, some distance from
the centralized administration offices in Barquisimeto., As a result, Radio
Yaracuy also maintains a small staff to handle day to day administration
and liaison with the main office. That this 1s a minimum staff is, perhaps,
the reason QSLs are more quickly obtained from the mein office than this
smaller office.

According to Technical Director, Luis M. Pick, the CVR receives about
120 reception reports per month from the United States. All correct reports ‘
are verified with a QSL. Sr. Pick advises reports may be submitted in
either Spanish, English, Italian, or German and that the use of SINPO code \
is acceptable. Of course, return postage is recommended with either IRCs or
mint stamps being acceptable.

Equipment wise the CVR has also standardized to simplify maintainence
and, on shortwave, this means RCA BHF-10/B and Collins 21M transmitters with
outputs of 10 kxw and 15 kw respectively., The CVR's most powerful MW
transmitter is Radio Barquisimeto's 50 kw Continental 317/C which operates
via a { wave omnidirectional tower. Three wire folded dipoles serve as
shortwave antennse., In Barquisimeto, the CVR now boasts new studios, "el
radiocentro mds moderno", and, no doubt, the latest in broadcasting
equipment.
