Len Davidonis received the map to the
right from VOA, showing why they
require worldwide transmitter sites,
and wonders why R, Moscow is able to
cover the USA so well,.There seem to
be a ccuple of reasons for this, First,
this map seems to be the worst case
condition, Jim Vastenhoud, in the R,
Nederland "Shortwave Propagation
Course”, indicates the areas of polar
cap absorption can extend as far as 60
degrees liorth or South, The VOA map
seems to be based on 55 degrees, but
conditions are usually better than
this, Second, Asia, and Europe, are
much wider than N, America. Conditions
which would allow transmitters on the
edges of the USSR to cover almost all
of the USA would still leave the cen-
tral portion of the USSR, and China,
India, ect, hidden from the VOA. I
won't discuss political issues, such
as the number of sites necessary to
cover the world, or Megawatt xmtrs,

HQ-180A owners please note: the below
was noticed in an addendum to the HQ-
180 Instruction Manual, and should be
incorprated if you have one of the
older units,

f’ It has been found on the HQ-180A Series Communications Receivers that
the tudes will have longer life with the tube shields removed, Therefore, the tube
shields on tubes V1,V4,V6,V7,V10, V16 and V18 have been eliminated,

Also, after extensive environmental testing, it was found that under certain
conditions the plastic dust covers for the main tuning and bandspread capacitors
served very little useful purpose and in some cases caused system degradation.
These dust covers and tube shields have been eliminated on all present and future
production runs of the HQ-180A Series Communications Rec=ivers and do not ap-
pear on the receiver as shown in the illustration of the top view of the chassis in
tha2 presant manual.”

I assume this is also true for the HQ-180 receiver,

Bob Hayes wonders how the voice scramblers used in the public service bands work. The
earliest scramblers worked by just inverting the speech frequency spectrum, A 300 Hz
note would become 3 kHz, and a 3 kHz note would become 300 Hz, Current models split
the voice up into several frequency bands, and then interchange these bands, inverting
some, and not others, L 7

7735 VL,
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THE INVERTED "L" antenna is an omni-directional antenna; that is
it receives signals equally well from all directions. This antenna
works quite well when a length of 45-65 feet of stranded #18 copper
wire is used. This wire should cost you no more than $3.00, in most
hardware and electronic dealers, Make sure you have the antenna as
high as possible and free from any obstructions, especially power lines.
The lead-in wire connecting the antenna to the antenna terminals on
your receiver shauld be insulated so that the signal won't be shorted
if the wire touches the house., Keep the lead-in as short as possible
to prevent any signal loss. If connecting this or any antenna to
two trees, use a pulley and counterweight arrangement to compensate
for the swaying the trees do in the breeze. This will prevent any
breakage.

THE WINDOM ANTENNA is a directional antenna, which should be
aimed at the general Direction your DX lies. Reception is thus best
when the antenna is receiving the signal from its broadsides. To
determine the length, you must first take the lowest frequency band
you will be using and then use this formula: Length =468 divided by
the frequency (MHz.) The lead-in wire should be placed exactly at
one-third the entire antenna length at one end (the end closest to
the receiver-to keep the leadin as sdort as possible.) When used
for the entire international shortwave band ranges, the antenna can
be as long as 156 feet, but the length as I said varies with the fre-
guency range you are interested in.

ARE YOU GROUNDED?

The snap, crackle and pop of static on the tropical bands is a
sure sign that summer and its thunderstorms are back. These noisy
storms, as my son calls them, pose a definite threat to DXers. The
the lightening that accompanies these storms need not strike your
antenna to cause damage although that too is a possibility. A near
miss or a bolt that hits nearby power lines can be Just as deadly as
a direct hit. You can avoid damage to your set by taking just two
simple steps as a storm approaches. These aret

Ground your antenna directly-disconnect
antenna from set if feasible

Unplug your set

Why not check your antenna hookup right now to be sure you are
adequately protected against a possible lightening strike. If your
antenna is not equipped with a lightening arrestor or similar device,
why not take a few minutes and install a simple but effective
protective system such as the one below copied from Radio Nederland's
booklet "Give Your Antenna Some Air" It might save your rig someday!!

CHAP - THE CANADIAN HANDICAPPED AID PROGRAM Harold T. Sellers

CHAP, the officlal Canadian chapter of HAP has been in existence since 1973.
At that time the HAP Representatives for Canada‘s two largest clubs, the Canadlan
International DX Club, and Shortwave Listeners International, decided that a HAP
organization was needed ln Canada. HAP, now HAP-US, had a very heavy workload at
that time, since they served the entire world. Also, import costs involved in send~
ing receiving equipment across the U.S.A./Canada border were, and are, high. CHAP
was thus created so that Canadians could receive as much asslstance as possible,
from within this country. We have always been closely linked with HAP, and so we
are now a member of the HAP International Co-ordinating Committee, H.I.C.C.

The lead of HAP and HAP-US has been followed in such things as declding who
will be assisted, and how the assistance will be given. Equipment, reading/refer-
ence material, and club memberships are avallable. A Participation Policy is fol-
lowed with regard to all memberships, and HAPies in any country may recelve Cana-
dian memberships through CHAP.

SWLI and CIDX both continue to support CHAP by means of sponsoring projects
and publications, the proceeds from which go to CHAP. Monthly CHAP/HAP columns are
also published in their bulletins. Recently, the Trans-world DX Club, TWDXC, baged
in Vancouver, British Columbia, has begun to support CHAP too. ANARC has officlally
recognized CHAP, and we are regularly exchanging bulletins. CHAP and HAP-US alter-
nate with speclal reports on the Radio Canada Shortwave Club program on the first
Saturday of each month. A bi-mohthly "CHAP NEWS" is sent free to all of our support~
ers.

Besides the club sponsored activities, funds are alsc raised through the sale
of cancelled postage stamps to elther dealers, or to stamp collecting DXers; through
the holding of DX rallies and meetings; and through indlvidual donations, etc. SWL
GUIDE has supported CHAP by means of a commission on all orders placed by DXers on
our behalf,

Recently, CHAP has been represented to handicap service groups in London, On-
tariojs St. John, New Brunswickj and Thunder Bay, Ontarlo. de hope to see some sig-
nificant results from these contacts in the near future. further contacts such as
these will definitely be an objective for CHAP. Presently, volunteers are elther
working on, or are avallable for, writing articles on our hobby, typing, recording
club bulletine on cassette for the blind, and a CHAP PAL (pen Pal) system., We hope
soon to open a French Canada Office, and a CHAP Book Loan Service is almost ready
to get underway.

CHAP is anxious to hear from anyone who can assist us in some way, or repre-
sent us to a handicap group. Ideas and suggestions for CHAP operations are also
welcomed, We hope that all Handicapped Ald Prograams will continue to receive the
encouraging support glven by so many around the world. We look forward to co-oper—
ating with our colleagues in the H.I.C.C. and to meeting many new frieds.

Another interesting Colombian logging appears this month hot on the
heels of last month's loggings of Radio Cinco. Jack Jones and Glenn Hauser
both report logging La Voz de Centauros,(The Voice of the Centaurs), on
5962v, This station is located in Villavicencio and broadcasts with an
announced 5 kw on shortwave. As the station also announces 1140 khz, NW
with 10 kw this may be the former Emisora Horizonte Llanero with a new
name, a new shortwave transmitter and, perhaps, a new owner. Eduardo
Rodriguez also reports this station but on its third harmonic frequency of
17895v, Could transmitter difficulties be the reason this station is so
far off its announced frequency of 5990 kilohertz??

- A SUMMARY OF RECENT FREQUENCY MOVES IN BRAZIL

It is now clear that a major realignment of frequency assignments has
occurred in Brazil. The switchover, a move ordered by the Departamento Nacional
de Telecomunicagoes, DENTEL, was conducted under an apparent cloak of secrecy.
Not a word of advance notice appeared in the Brazilian news media and thus, when on
the first of May the approximately two dozen stations involved made their adjustments,
the Brazilian populace was taken completely by surprise.

No information as to the reason for the realignment has been given nor has a
list of the new assignments been published. Therefore, the full extent of the switch~
over may not be known for some time. Monitering can provide some indication but,
since some stations use shortwave only for special events, it will be some time before
it is truly clear just who is where. Furthermore, early observations show some
stations experiencing severe interference on their new frequencies and it is likely some
adjustments will be required. Despite these handicaps, a reasonably complete picture
of the new frequency assignments is available to SPEEDX thanks to an intensive moni-
tering effort by ace Brazilian DXer, Robert Veltmeijer. Robert has scanned the
Tropical Bands and compiled the roster below from his observations during the first 11
days of May. We are indebted to Robert for sharing these observations with us.

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Spain to quit
mineral-rich
Sahara land

MADRID—Spain yesterday said
it would hand ever sovereignty in
the Spanish Sahara to its people as
soon as possible,

A government statement issued
here said the situation in the Span-
ish Sahara, which is disputed by
Morocco and Mauritania, had deteri-
orated recently, and there was ten-
sion, confusion and uncertainty
about the future.

“Spain does not intend in any
way to prolong its stay in the Saha-
ra, from which it never thought of
obtaining any political or material
gain,” the statement said.

observers said the

statement indicated that Spain

_ would rather leave the mineral-rich

territory, which is strategically lo-

" cated on the western bulge of Africa

opposite the Can Islands, than
get caught up in a colonial war.

The future of the 103,000-square~
mile tract of Sahara Desert has be-
come a burnipg issue since the dis-
covery there of huge phosphate
wealth.

With the liquidation of Portu-
gal's possessions, it is the last big
colony in Africa. Most of it is a deso-
late waste of rolling sand dunes, in-
habited by about 60,000 people.

Until the Spanish administration
was set up 40 years ago, the area
always was ruled by Moroccan mon-
archs, according to King Hassan II
of Morocco.

Hence the Moroccans do not
consider the Sahara's future a ques-
tion of decolonization, the classic
process of giving freedom to a de-
pendent people. It should be re-
turned purely and simply to Mo-
rocco, they say.

Morocco has , accepted United
Nations proposals for a referendum
for self determination —~ but Has-
san has said he will accept the re-
suit only on certain conditions.

Hassan's conditions were that
the Spanish army and administra-
tion first must be withdrawn and
that thousands of Saharan refugees
now living in Morocco must be al-
lowed to return home. The final
condition was that the people must
not be asked to vote for or against
independence.

INFERENTIAL FREQUENCY MEASUREMENT BY HETERODYNE ANALYSIS
By Glenn Hauser

Don't let that title scare you; this article will describe the easy (or,
at least, inexpensive) way to measure shortwave frequencies more exactly,
without special equipment,

But first, let's answer the question why? At the present state of the
art, just about everyone (except some major broadcasters, such as Radio
Moscow and VOA) favors expressing frequencies to the nearest 5 kHz, This
makes sense, a8 5 kHz 18 the normal separation between SW channels {un-
fortunatelys.

Yet, many stations can be found off-frequency (that is, "split" somewhere
between the 5-kHz clusters)--and on bands below 6 MHz, the 5-kHz spacing
does not always apply., Some off-frequency operations are temporary, and/
or vary widely; others are rock-steady. Both types are of interest to
DX'ers; one is a sympton of poor engineering or transmitter malfunction;
the other can be as distinctive as a fingerprint, and a significant aid
to identifying the station,

The best way to go about precision frequency meassurement (PFM!) is to
employ a frequency counter (such as the Heath IB-11flor IB-11§2)2, With
one of these, frequencies can be measured down to o.1 Hz, A spectrum
analyser3 can also be very useful, But there is another method which
can provide adequate results, is a bit of fun, and requires nothing
more than a (preferably well-tuned) piano, or some other convenient
wide-range musical instrument (or, if you are so fortunate, your own
perfect sense of pitch!)

You see, whenever two stations are not transmitting on the same frequency,
there is a heterodyne between them, Now, we can make some use of these
annoyances! We can do this up to about 5000 Hz (5 kHz); some receivers
clip audio frequencies higher than this, and the approximate limit of hu-
man hearing is 15 kHz,

If the exact frequency of one of the stations is known (or can be reliably
assumed), then the exact frequency of the other can be inferred by de-
termining the musical pitch of the heterodyne produced between them,

How to be sure which one is "off" frequency? Several ways, Your receiver
may be calibrated sufficiently accurately (depending on how far off one

of them is); experience is a good tool: has the VOA ever been known to
vary more than a few Hz? No, Another one, often overlooked, is the absence
or presence of subaudible heterodynes. Yes SAH!4 Unless the two stations
are zero-beat (exactly on the same frequency), they will produce a SAH.
These are easiest to measure when less than 10 Hz (lacking a spectrum
analyzer or frequency counter), Simply count the number of "flutters"®,

or S-meter dips, per minute, and divide by 60, This is much easier to

do on MW, where there 1s less short-term propagational fading. If one

of the SW stations is fading due to propagation, it will be difficult to
determine the SAH, Also, if there is a third station, this will com-
plicate the picture, as there will be not two, but three separate SAHs=--
as each station interacts with each of the others,

If the frequency involved havpens to lie right on a harmonic of your
crystal calibrator, you can also look for a SAH (they are most obvious
when the two signals are of the same strength). Even without an S-meter,
you can often hear the SAH (not the pitch, but the regular flutter) well
enough’ to count it, Check your calibrator again WWV first to be sure
it's set within "SAH range" of other harmonics. ‘l




The point is: if one .of the two (audibly) heterodyning frequencies has a
SAH on it, it is very safe to assume that one is "on" frequency. Why?

The chances are very remote that two drifters or variants will just happen
to land within 10 or 15 Hz of each other!

The big step is disarmingly simple; find the note which most closely matches
the heterodyne pitch, and consult the table (be sure you're on the right
octave), Now you can report the frequency to two decimal places, To
determine whether the "het" station is high or low, invoke your receiver's
maximum selectivity and tune back and forth. If you still can't tell, or
there's a chance nejther is "on" channel, you can nevertheless report their
separation,

Some DX editors may be understandably reluctant to publish such sperficially
useless information, The extra digits throw off frequency column align-
Tent. But the PFM can be given in the text, for the benefit of all who are
nterested,

THE NEXT TONE MAY BE CUR LAST
By Steve Gelfand

After the switch back to Daylight Savings Time in March, I tuned in WWV to
help me set my digital clock as accurately as possible, After several
minutes of unplugging and re-plugging the clock and maneuvering the time-
set mechanism on the back, I was successful in getting the flip-flopping
numbers to flip-flop at the precise moment of the WWV pulse marking the
start of a new minute,

Normally after a feat of this kind I would turn off my receiver and revel
in (although sometimes I would bask in) my moment of triumph, For some
unexplainable reason, on that fateful day, I continued to listen to WWV,
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There was no logic behind this action at all; I had set my clock and I
could never make heads or tails out of the geophysical alerts, Let's

iust say that the station had a particularly good beat that night,
Lyrically there's not much you can say about WWV, but I'll give them an 87
for the beat, Mr, Clark.)

As I listened to WWV, I heard a strange announcement to the effect that
they were plarming to cut their operations in some way and would appre-
ciate comments from users of their services, I copied down the information
and wrote a card to the Commerce Department in Boulder, Colorado. I
received a letter and a questionaire a short time later which stated that
due to increasing costs, the Commerce Dept, was looking into ways of
cutting WWV's services, The questions dealt with finding out how often
you use WWV, what frequencies you most often use and the purpose for using
these services (hobby, industrial, technical.)

I began to wonder how, if the time did come, could WWV cut their services?
For one thing, they would not be goling off Ehe air completely., I can
understand an all-news station going off the air because there's no news,
Cr a music station closing down because they had no music, Or how about
a talk station where no one has anything to say? Oh, you say you know of
several? The point is, though, that they didn't shut down because they
had nothing to say. Besides, you can't run out of time, There's always
more, What are the WWV's alternatives? They can cut down on the pulses
and have one every two or three seconds. Not many people would notice,
They could have one pulse every ten minutes but if your clock wasn't
accurate to start, you would't know when to tune in. A listener might
waste ten minutes listening to dead air. If you weren't right on frequency
you could miss the ten minute pip altogether. (If your receiver's cali-
bration was really off you could miss both the pips and Gladys Knight
completely,)

I, for one, was not content to send back the questionaire and let it go

at that, I felt that it was my responsibility to come up with a solution
to pay back the Commerce Dept, for all the hours of listening pleasure WWV
has offered me over the years, I came up with the solution: WWV should
secretly sell off all of their sophisticated atomic clocks to a private
establishment, With this money the Commerece Dept.can buy a2 nice micro-
phone and a quartz wristwatch, For a few thousand a week they can hire
engineers to keep the station running and a couple of ammouncers to

provide around-the-clock service. With an old fashioned stop-watch provid-
ing the ticks in the background, the announcer would announce the beginning
of each minute as indicated by the quartz watch, Not many people would
notice the difference and the money from the sale of the atomic gear would
keep WWV in operation for at least a hundred years, Or at least until

they have to change the battery in the watch,

EXCHANGE STUDENLYS AND DXIING
By Brandon Lovett

Many high schools and colleges in the US host forelgn exchange students,
Meeting these students is a good experience for anybody, but it is even
more rewarding for the DXer,

Iy high school has recently hosted two foreign exchange students, and I
have had pleasant experiences with both of them.

On a short (10-week) stay was a beautiful girl from Chile., From listening
to shortwave my understanding and speaking of Spanish was a lot better

than that of the other 3rd and 4th year Spanish stucents, (she even said so
herself); however from talking with her many times én just about every-
thing including Radio Portales, I found my speaking and understanding of
Spanish improved about 100}, which is especially beneficial in my Latin
American DXing. ‘There are two differences between talking with a native
speaker and listening to the radio; first of all, your average radio
announcer will speak the language on the air more polished than the

average person, 'his is clear enough in English, "ain't" it? So when

you can understand "street talk" in a foreign language, it is much easier
to understand radio announcer talk, Secondly, when listening to SW stations,
your listening basically for an ID and verifiable program details, rather
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than program content,- Furthermore, when you're listening to a person, that
person expects an answer, where as the radio doesn't, So if you're going
to talk to a native speaker, you've ot to sharpen up your ears. “his
sharpening up carries over into DXing., She never did make it over to the
shack to listen to her home countryn%which doesn't really come in so great
anyway), but she did appreciate the news items I tried to get for her from
Chile,

When I told our other exchange student, from Brazil on a six-month long
tislit to the US, that I could hear his country on my shortwave receiver, he
was very interested. He thinks that the radio he brought with him might
have shortwave on it (I haven't seen it myself) and asked for a list of
Brazilian radio stations audible in this country, Cf course I don't
understand Portuguese, so I don't do much Brazilian DXing, but I do know
that I've heard but not IDed several Brazilian stations. We're trying to
find the time to set up a DX-session, which will have a two-fold purpose,
allowing him to listen to home, and allowing me to ID all those Brazilian
stations I keep hearing!!!

If you're still in school, and a foreign exchange student visits ycur
school, invite him or her over to your QTH to listen to his or her home
country, At the same time, if they're willing, you might have them help
you with IDing other stations in their native tongue. If you're studying
the language the exchange student speaks, make every effort to talk to
him in his native language. Sure, it'll be rough going at first, but if
you keep it up you'll soon be holding long conversations in your second
language with no trouble at all, Before you know it, you'll be DXing
stations in that language better than before, snd you'll be able to hear
complete news items, understaad the words in musical selections, and
really get something out of the stations you're DXing., I'll never forget
my encounters with our exchange students, and every time I hear a new
Latin station, I'll be thinking of them.

BOOK REVIEW - THE INTERNATICIAL ATLAS

Always being one that wants to know where I'm at, or where I'd 1like to be,
I have continually been in search of an atlas that will show me the exact
location of that elusive Russian transmitter site or the surrounding ter-
rain of Lhasa, Tibet, I bellieve my seach for such an atlas has come to an
end, thanks to my good friend, Bob Bodell, who is also a SPEEDX'er and a
caréographer.

The Intermational Atlas, published by Hand liclally, copyright 197+ 1s indeed
a superb step up from the usual atlas found on the library shelf. Contain-

ing 315 pages of full color maps and charts, it also includes an index list-
ing over 160,000 places, along with their geographical coordinates.

The maps feature a combination of shaded relief and layer tints for compre-
hensive portrayal of terrain (similar to a view of an astronaut) and of
course, provide extensive breakdown of political areas. There are six basic
map styles presented: portrait, political, physical, strategic geographical

area, urban area and the world scene, There 1s no emphasis placed on the US,

as in other atlases, Instead of consuming fifty or more pages with a map of
each state, there are only eighteen pages of state maps, and another 20

that show urban areas of the US. But again, there isn't much that this atlas

has left out.

Its large size, 11°x 15" (28 x 38 cm.), contain a total of almost 550 pages
printed on medium weight paper and is most sturdily bound. It sells for

a moderate price of 35.00 dollars, an investment that I and my family have
found fruitful,

For the avid shortwave, utility or mediumwave listener, this is the atlas,

were installed in 1967. Since =
Cameroon is a bilingual country, )

the two main languages are
naturally English and French. In addition, four vernacular languages are
used each day of the week on a rotating schedule. These are only the main
dialects. There are probably over a 100 in this country. The trend is now,
however, to decrease the number of dialects over the air. For example,
four dialects are to be chosen to cover the English speaking portion of
the Cameroon, two each for the Northwest and Southwest provinces. The
programs include news, music, sports, religious programs, French by radio,
interviews, as well as specialized programs for youth and women. The
station at Buea often relays Radio Yaounde, so as a SWL, you should be
sure to catch the ID.

As far as the aim of Radio Buea, it is primarily to the country of
the Cameroon, being govcrnment owned and in the regional station class.
The aims of this station echo the country's motto: "Peace-.iork-Patherland".
lts purpose is political, social, and economic, to consolidate national
unity, maintain peace, and not inflame public opinion (Cameroonians are a
senitive, critical, and outspoken pconle, und they know their rights), and
to enrich and promote the Cameroonian culture, Once this primary aim is
fulfilled, it can go on to meet secondary aims. Its western neighbor,
Nigeria, is closely tied to Cameroon historically. Land which is now in
the western portion of the Cameroon was at one time Nigerian soil. There
is an especially close tie with the Northeastern and East Central states
in Nigeria, and many listener letters come from this area. From farther
north in Nigeria, about twenty music requests per week come from Hausas,
Other African countries with a sizeable listening audience include Gabon,
Chad, Equatorial Guinea, Congo, and the Central African Republic. Outside
of the African continent, its tertiary aim is to inform those abroad about
the country's objectives, opinions, and ideas.

The primary alm being Cameroon and its inhabitants, wise broadccsters
must ask questions about their listening audience. How many own receivers?
No answer to this one is at hand, but surveys are to be taken in the future
to determine this. One bright spot in this area is the fact that more, less
expensive receivers are available which will increase the receiver count
in the country. What personality type hears us? It has already been
mentioned that Cameroonians ure sensitive and outspoken. Lir. Asunkwan
spoke of letters he had received from listeners on the opposite side of
Lt. Cameroon who could not hear the station 2t certain times. They denanded
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(not. requested) that changes be made so they could hear the station, and
these changes were made.

Of special interest to the DXer, what is Radio Buea's attitude
toward reception reports? They encourage them, especially from listeners
outside the country. All reception reports are kept for future poscible
audience research. There is a speci:l Listener's Viewpoint program
covering criticisms on program policy, poor reception (mostly internally),
and this nets about & hundred letters ver wecek. Reception reports corme
from mostly European countries, and also sizeable numbers from the U.5.a.,
Japan, India, Israel, and Turkey. lir. Asunkwan, to whom reception reports
go for approval, states they receive an aversge of fifty reception reports
per week. He was complimentury to DXers for their cooperation in

roviding return postage in the form of IRCs, He suid that they used 0GS
%Official Government Service) to answer some reports, but that it rarely
occurred.

Future plans include a short-wave outlet in Bamenda (Anglophone), £
end medium wave outlets in Bertua (Eastern Province, and Bafoussam (ﬁestern‘|
Province) in the French area. In the future the power of Radio Yaounde is i
to be increased to 100 kw, and also the power of Radio Buea is to be t
increased within financial resources. [}

Radio Buea continues to attempt to Cameroonize the nation. There
are problems present. As brosdcasters, they are young. as in other
developing countries, inadequate funds necessitates inadequate personel
compliments. Dealing with a largely illiterate public also has its own
problems. But Radio Buea is trying, tune in 3970 and 60CS kilz and see how.

bulletin or via personal letters,

The entire staff of SPEEDX as well as most of the active members, are
usually most willing to help other SPEEDXers add to their knowledge and
enjoyment of the hobby., How are you going to learn if you don't ask? What
you learn today, you can pass along tomorrow, to others that need help.

So, you new comers out there, write to somebody. Ask that question that
has been bothering you. It will help the person you write to if you will
include a SASE(Self-Addressed-Stamped-Envelope).
