RCI's future in doubt: Though we can only hope this is a "Radio New Zea-
land" type of rumor, Lori Klosowski-FL passes on information that,unfort-
unately, may prove otherwise. Due to austerity measures imposed by the
new Progressive Conservative government, rumors are circulating that RCI
will be either separated from its parent corporation, the CBC, or closed
down.

Pt. 2: Time Seems to Pass Greenwich By, but It Begins There Still: This
month, we end our series by looking into the history of fEe Prime Merid-
ian, as carried in a recent Wall Street Journal article by Erik Cabrdus,
and forwarded to DXM by Abbie Mathew -MA: In 1675, Charles II ordered an
observatory be built in Greenwich. The need for the observatory was pre-
ssing: Although a method for determining latitude at sea was available to
navigators, none existed for determining longitude. Without knowing his
longitude, a navigator sailing east or west really didn't know where he
was. In the years that followed, a succession of royal astronomers set
up their telescopes in Greenwich, recording the positions of the heaven-
ly bodies.

It took nearly a century, but, in 1767, the observatory issued its
first annual nautical almanac, which predicted the position of the moon
and stars relative to Greenwich. The resulting equations which followed
soon created problems in determining time. Taking this problem to an ex-
treme, you could say that as the morning sun sweeps across town, it is
actually fractionally earlier on the west side bf a north -south street
than it is on the east side. In crossing the street, then, should you
set back your watch: In 1870, Charles Ferdinand Dowd, had a solution to
the problem: time zones. Each zone would be one hour, and 15 degrees a-
part, neatly marked off from Greenwich, England.

Greenwich was not officially named the world's prime meridian until
1884, however, when the decision was put to a vote at an international
conference in Washington, D.C. There was great controversey as to where
the prime meridian should be; the French, of course, insisted on Paris.
(They said they would accept the Greenwich meridian if the British would
adopt the metric system. In the end, the French clung to Paris time un-
till 1911, and the British to this day use feet instead of meters.)

But Greenwich had the votes. The site astronomers had used for centu-
ries as a base for their telescopes was already zero longitude for most
navigators and map makers. Furthermore, it was Greenwich that in 1833
took upon itself the task of being the world's time keeper, lowering a
large canvas ball from the top of the observatory tower at precisely one
P.M. daily. For 83 years following the meetings in Washington, the Omen,
wich Observatory remained the time keeper of the world, that is, until
1966, when the atomic clock was invented, and with it, went much of the
significance of the observatory.

Today, the atomic clock and telescopes built in southern England have
stripped the Royal Greenwich Observatory of much of the scientific pur -
pose it has had for the last 300 years. Even GMT, which was the blending
of several British timepieces, has been superseded by UTC, which is an
averaging of time from 80 atomic clocks in 24 countries by the Bureau Ir.,
ternational l'Heure in Paris. The French really got their revenge.But de-
spite UTC, the world's time zones still use Greenwich as a starting po-
int, and the prime meridian is still considered zero longitude for navi-
gational purposes. (Thanks again to Abbie for sending this in. ds.)

Radio Transmitters and Possible Health Risks: An internal debate at the
EPA over the extent of human health risks from broadcast radiation has
delayed plans to recommend Federal limits on the strength of television
and radio transmitters, according to agency officials. The proposed lim-
its are now stalled because a small group of agency officials argued on
the grounds health risks from such radiations were minimal and industries
cost with complying with the regulation might be great. If approved, the
proposal would force some broadcasters in dense urban areas to cut the
power of transmitters and raise antennas, or possibly move their trans-
mitting facilities to less populated areas.

The International Radiation Protection Association and the National
Council on Radiation Protection and Measurements, a Congressionally cha-
rtered private corporation, have both called for broadcast standards five
times more stringent than the voluntary limits now followed by .thabroad-
casting industry in the United States. (Thanks to Ruth Hesch-NY for for-
warding this from a recent New York Times. Hope you had nice holidays,
Ruth. ds.)

USPS officials have announced that beginning in February, the cost of
mailing a first class letter will go up to 22G. Post cards will also in
crease by one cent, to 14C.

Radio Dublin has applied for a
MW and FM license, and it is suspected the application will be successful.
If granted, Radio Dublin will also apply for a SW license, officially put-
ting the Emerald Isle on shortwave maps.

Currently, you can hear Radio Dublin on 6910 kHz at about 0200 UTC when
propagation condx to Europe are favorable. Correct reception reports are
verified with a QSL card.

The New Year is upon us! After making all your New Years
resolutions add this one to them. If your antenna is not grounded
then maKe this your next project. A bare copper wire is sufficient
unless your wire must be longer than about ten feet in which case you
should use a shielded wire to cut out any interference that a longer
wire would be susceptible to bringing in. The signal from the
transmitter does'nt get to your receiver by magic. The transmitter is
grounded and your receiver is only an extension of the transmitter.
So therefore, speaking electrically your receiver must be grounded to
get the best possible signal. Also a good chassis ground to a real
earth ground will reduce some of the interference so common in
households today. Have you ever been right on the virge of an ID from
a great OX catch when an appliance was switched on? If so you Know
what will happen. S T A T I C.... This will always happen right at
the precise moment when you're trying to get that all elusive ID.
(Murphys Law) The worst culprit today (among others) is the hand blow
dryer. If you have school age children you are probably all too
familiar with the problem. A ground will not completely eleminate the
Problem, but it will help. The best insurance for OXing is to hide
the blow dryer. Another reason for a ground is that it will protect
your receivers innards. A direct hit by lightning as everyone Knows
will fry your radio. Every set-up should be protected by some sort of
Protection device. These devices only protect against a direct hit by
lightning. They don't protect against static build-up, which is a
real problem on a longwire antenna. Never connect a longu ire antenna
to your set without grounding it first. This will drain off any
static which may have built up. Have you ever connected an antenna
and heard a loud pop in the speaker. With older tube sets this
probably would'nt do it any harm. Try that with the newer transistor
sets though and you'll be cought with a boat anchor until you get it
repaired. I Keep all of my antennas grounded when not in use through
a series of switching arrangements. Using a SPOT switch you can
easily switch the signal from your antenna to the radio or to ground.
If you set up more than one switch for different antennas you can
instantly connect any one antenna or any combination of the antennas
to the radio. Or if you wish you can connect the ground to the input
of the receiver, which in some cases brings in the best OX signal. If
you would like to have info on the switching arrangement then send me
a 20 cent stamp and I'll send you a diagram on it, along with some
instructions.

I've received an interesting note this month from Bob Hart about
the Commodore Vic -20. He says that when using it with a RTTY/CW
decoder it emits a lots of RF. I bought a Vic -20 at a flea market and
when comparing it to my Commodore 64 have found that the RF

-

interference is much much worse. It will ruin reception of weak
signals. The C-64 has much improved RF shielding. If your C-64 seems
to be putting out a lot of RF then turn it over and look thru the
slots in the bottom and see if the flat aluminun shielding is in
Place. Commodore reportedly left this out of approximately 00,000
units.

I'm still waiting to hear from more Speedxers who have hobby
related computer programs. I still have my SWL SKeds program
available. If you would liKe to have it send me a blank disk or tape.

REVIEW of NRC DOMESTIC LOG - 7th ed John H. Demmitt, PA

The 230 page Domestic Log measures 8i X 11 inches and comes already drill-

ed for a three ring binder. Although printed with the assistance of a com-
puter, the letter quality print is easy to read. The dark black print ag-

ainst the white pages helps the reader to quickly identify the item he or

she is searching for.

Loggings are arranged by frequency covering the entire medium wave

band from 540 to 1600 KHZ. Each frequency shown is additionally provided
with the class of frequency such as Regional, Canada Clear, Mexico Clear,

Local, etc.
The pages are arranged long ways showing the following information;

Call Letters, City, State, Zip, Antenna Pattern & Licensed Hours of Oper-

ation, Power (day/night), Special Hour Power Limitations, Address, Sch-

edule in Eastern Local Time, Network, Format, etc.

It is difficult to keep up with the rapid changes in Medium Wave Br-

oadcasting but the team at the National Radio Club did a good job in pro-

viding even the last minute changes and corrections in an errata at the

beginning of the publication. A continued update service is available to

NRC members through DX NEWS and non-members are encouraged to write to

the club to determine how to subscribe to the updaters and perhaps even

to join the club.

In spite of all the good things I mentioned about the 7th edition of

the NRC Domestic Log, there are some points that will hopefully he con-

sidered before starting the 8th edition. The publication lists stations

within the United States, Canada and Puerto Rico but does not list other

stations which are easily heard in the United States such as Mexico, Cuba

and some of the high powered transmitters like Trans World Radio on 800

KHZ. I can appreciate why NRC would not want to list all these stations

but they could at least prOvide us with the higher powered stations that

are often heard in the U.S. As for the layout, space could be better used

if the CH/PSA column for special hours were to be moved to the last col-

umn under etc. This would give a neater appearance and provide additional

space for the user to make corrections as they are required. Just one

more suggestion. The last column, Network/Format/Other could have been

moved a bit more towards the end of the page. This would have avoided a

lot of column overlap. Page 30 in the 7th ed gives an excellent reason

for wanting to solve this problem.

All in all, this is a good reference for MW DX'ing. Those wishing

information on ordering should contact:

A BALUM IS A BALUM IS A BALUM Carl Huffaker, Mexico
A balum is not a transformer: It doesn't function like a transformer.
It functions more as a transmission line, but it doesn't go anywhere.

One type of balum, a 1:1 impedance ratio, balanced to unbalanced,
air core balum which4I'll describe later, provides a convenient and eff-
ective way of connecting a balanced antenna (dipole, quad, loop, etc.)
to an unbalanced (coax) lead-in. In effect, it keeps the lead-in out of
the antenna pickup system which sharpens the directional characteristics,
especially the nulls. It also limits the antenna's resonance to its cut
frequency plus a few hormonics. If you want to resonate the antenna with
a tuner, you can't. The tuner operates, but only as a filter which is in
rare cases, desirable.

I use balums in all my Lazy Quads. Like most DX'ers, I want a non -
directional antenna. The Lazy Quad is non -directional so the balum does
not affect that characteristic. The Lazy Quad has a deep non -directional
null in the horizontal plane. Low angle signals, which include electrical
QRK and most QRN, are attenuated by the null and the balum emphasizes this.

I wound my balumns on 1 1/8" tubing which was the first size that I
pulled out of the junkbox. I had three colors of No.. 22 insulated wire,
so I used it. A balumn for the lower SW spectrum consists of 14 three-
way turns. Hold the wires side -by -side like a ribbon and wind 14 turns
of this ribbon around the tube like an ordinary single wire coil. When
you look at the finished coil, the colors will run; red, white, blue;
red, white, blue; red, white, blue; etc., with each color appearing 14
times. Drill holes in the tube and pull each wire through to, fix the
ends. The middle winding must be crossed connected. Hold the tube ver-
tically. The bottom of the white goes through the middle of the tube
and connects to the top of the red. The top of the white goes through
the tube and connects to the bottom of the blue. At the top is a sin-
gle blue wire and a red and a white connected together. At the bottom
is a single red and a blue and a white connected together.. Connect the
two connections at one end to the halves of a balanced antenna. The
coax is connected to the other end, but you must be careful to connect
the two -wire connection to the shield of the coax, and the single wire
connection to the center of the coax. At the receiver, the shield is
connected to ground and the center to antenna.

This sort of balum is very broadband, and if exactly constructed,
would cover the entire shortwave spectrum. However, to stay in the
ballpark without calculations, I use 12 turns for the upper frequencies
and 14 turns for the lower.

Besides the 1:1 impedance ratio, baluns may be constructed at 1:4
and 4:1 ratios and cascaded to 1:16 and 16:1 ratios, and balanced or un-
balanced at either or both ends. However, I would suggest a word of
warning. The construction details for these baluns are for transmitters
and are designed to handle considerable power. For receiver use, the
heavy wire and massive ferrite cores are neither required nor desirable.

Radio Australia has oPened a new transmitter comPlex at Cooks

Penninsula in the northern territory. The new transmitters will mean
that RA broadcasts will be heard more clearly through out the
world...Particularly in Asia.

The official opening was made by the Federal Minister of
Communications Mr. Michael Duffy at 0030 UTC on 10/29/84.

The origional Cooks Penninsula transmitters were Put out of action
by cyclone Tracy which devistated the city of Darwin in December of
1974. The new transmitters, which have been refurbished from the
origional ones, each have a caPacity of 250 kw. R new comPuter Control
system with color video disPlay terminals has also been added.
The Project cost half a million Australian dollars. The comPlex also
includes 4 million dollars worth of ariels, 7 new ones and one from the
origional instalation. The three biggest ariels tower uP to 99 meters
high and are 100 meters wide. All eight ariels, sPred out in a big
boomerang shape Pointing toward Asia, can swing in 3 different
directions. Thanks to all the modern technology that has been used the
new transmitter station can operate with a minimum of attention.

AMATEUR LICENSING MADE EASIER Dale Long, PA
There have been many changes in the Federal Communications Commission's
examinations due to deregulation. The FCC has slowly eliminated the
testing sessions. Beginning in 1985, the FCC will no longer administer
any amateur tests.

The amateur "novice" tests have long been administered by volunteers
from the amateur community. The FCC, apparently pleased with this pro-
gram and noting the considerable cost savings, asked for Volunteer Exam-
iner Coordinators (VEC) who would organize and supervise local volunteers
making up mostly of Extra Class licensees and other helpers to administer

all amateur tests sessions.
All tests will be given by fellow amateurs. What does this mean to

the SWL's who have been dying to get their ticket? Novice tests may be
given by any aualified amateur who is not related to the prospective lic-

ensee. It does not cost a single penny to take the test. License up-
grades however require registering one month in advance at a prescheduled
test session, such as a hamfest, and requires a $4.00 fee.

Now for the good part. The FCC has published the complete question
pool used on the novice tests. While they conceed that it is possible
to memorize all 200 questions, they belive that this cannot be done with-

out learning the basics required to function as a novice. To get a copy
of these questions write your local FCC office or to the ARRL and ask

for PR -1035A. Please enclose a business sized SASE.

The Story of
AWR-Latin America

Recently, Don Moore, an Ameri-
can Peace Corps volunteer working
in Honduras, made visit to
Adventist World Radio,a AMA -Latin
America in Guatemala City. He
describes his visit to the station,
and he has also provided a series
of photographs.

AWR-La tin America is located
n the head office building of the
cevoath-day Adventist Church in
Guatemala. This building is situ-
ated on the edge of the city inan outer zone, a long bus ride
from the centre. Opposite the AWR
building is one of Guatemala City's
16 Adventist Churches.

AWR-La is in fact not one sta-
tion. but three. Back in 1979, the
Adventist Church in Guatemala pur-
chased the station known as Union
Radio, and transferred it into
their own head office building.
The two local outlets, 10 kW each
on MW and FM, began simulcasting
from their new location in May
1079. The SW outlet became operative
with test broadcasts in March 1980,
acing a 10 kW transmitter suppress-
ed to ? kw because of antenna pro-
blems. The total facility was offi-
cially inaugurated on August 17,
1079, with an impressive dedication
eremony.

According to Don Moore. AWR-
LA has the most modern radio
equipment in Guatemala, and pro-
bably in all Central America. The
three studios, SW, MW, and FM,
mre equipped with new cassette
and reel recorders, turntables,
mixers, and microphones. The 3
programs are sent to the transmitter
site, 12 miles away, by UHF link.
This it quite unique in Guatemala,
as all other transmission links are
on FM.

Future planning at AWR-LA in-
cludes the installation of a 100
kW transmitter for the SW service,
and expansion of programming into
additional languages, including
German and Japanese.

Union Radio AM operates with
10 kW on 1330; Union Radio FM
operates with 10 kW on 105.5; and
AWR-LA operates with 3 kW on 6090
kHz, Midnight -0600 and 1100-1300.

Transmitters at Flevo would carry
the Eadio Netherlands broadcasts January 2-11, 1985 --all broadcasts on weekdays between
0700 & 1425. The frequencies used for the test transmission will be: 0700 11930, 9895,
9630, 5955 to w. & N.W. Africa & Europe. 0930 15560, 11930, 9895, 5955 to Middle East,
U.K. & Europe. 1330 17605, 11935, 9895, 5955 to U.K. and Europe. The Flevo transmitters
would take over all transmissions from Lopik between 1125 & 0830 from January 14 to
March 31, 1985, when a new transmission schedule would be introduced. (11/15)

GERMAN DEMOCRATIC REPUBLIC The current Radio Berlin International schedule for the
period from November 1984 to May 1985 shows that a service in Spanish to Europe has
been introduced. It is on the air from 1915-2000 on 9730, 7295, 7260 & 7185 kHz. It

replaces one of RBI's transmissions in Portuguese. Previously, RBI has broadcast in
Spanish for Latin America only. (105)

PORTUGAL Radiodifusao Portuguese's International Service announced on November 27 that
with effect frOm December 3 the weekday morning Portuguese service for listeners in
Europe would be re -timed from 0500-0700 to 0600-0800. It would be broadcast on 9740 &
6100 kHz with a news bulletin at 0700. (11/29)

U.S.S.R. On November 7, Radio Moscow's coverage of the parade in Moscow's Red Square
commemorating the anniversary of the Great October Socialist Revolution consisted of a
live reportage in Russian for listeners at home and abroad. Commentaries on the parade
were also bropilcast in French and English for external -service audiences.

The live reportage in Russian, which was audible on a total of some 50 shortwave
channels between 5900 & 21750 kHz, began at 0650 on all domestic services, and the Fifth
Programme for Soviet seamen and compatriots abroad, which had all linked up at 0630.
The broadcast ended at 0900.

A commentary on the proceedings was carried in English by Radio Moscow World Service
from 0650-0817 and was observed on.28 shortwave channels. The French -language Radio
Moscow International service stayed on the air beyond its normal 0700 signoff time and
broadcast from Red Square from 0650-0815 on some 14 shortwave frequencies. These stayed
on the air until 0900 with a programme of music. (11/15)

Bioko Is. was discovered by Portugal in the late 15th century, but ceded to Spain in
1778. Independence was delcared on Oct. 12, 1968 after roiting, caused by a dispute
between the island and the more backward province Rio Muni on the mainland. Maxie

Nguema Biyogo, himself from the mainland, became president for life in 1972. His 11
year reign was one of the moat brutal in Africa, resulting in a bankrupted nation.

Most of the country's 7000 Europeans emigrated. In 1976, 45,000 Nigerian workers were
evacuated amid charges of a reign of terror. Masie was ousted in a military coup in

August, 1979.

There has been considerable activity & attention by the DX community surrounding the
recent broadcasting efforts of Equitorial Guinea- International Service. In the Nov.
