Changes in RCI Programming. Personal notes by Lori Klosowski-FL: The final
editions of the "Mailbag Show" and "rrime Time Canada" aired the weekend of
1-13/14-85, This coincided with the transfer of announcer-producer Gordon
Redding to another department within RCI. The NA service weekend pgms were
replaced with "Concert Hall," which consists of classical music.

The presenters of the French service to Europe ammounced the consolidat-
ion of weekend programs. Starting next month, the same programming will be
aired to all target areas., I presume this will also be true for EE pgms. un
the French service to NA (2-04-85), Jacques Brunet announced the creation of
a new service to Latin America. This will be broadcast in French and EE,and
will coincide with the spring schedule change.

"yrime Time Canada.' I also inquired about the future of "RCI Journal." I
haven't received an answer, but then I really did not expect one.

DXM Station profile: RIAS-Berlin: RIAS-Berlin, an installation of the U.S.
Tnformation Agency, 18 a U,S,.-FRG cooperative radio enterprise, Broadcast-
ing around the clock, in the German language, RIAS operates two program
channels.

The station employs a permanent staff in excess of 600
people.

Radio Marti Update: After 16 months of bureaucratic delay, infighting and
erratic management, Radio Marti-rresident Reagan's promised voice of free-
dom to Fidel Castro's Cuba--this past Monday ducked a deadline for its lst
broadcast with a shrug of silence.

An “'urgent" broadcasting initiative of the Reagan administration, Radio
Marti was approved by Congress as a semiautonomous service within the VuA.
Radio Marti is still struggling to put on the air 14% hours of daily pro -
gramming that were envisioned in its authorizing legislation. Sen. raula
Hawkins, under pressure from Cuban-American constituents to get the long-
delayed project on the air, forced the issue last month by insisting on a
specific start-up date. She chose Jan, 28, the 132nd birthday of Cuban pa-
triot Jose Marti. President Reagan...felt the deadline could be met, how-
ever, U.S. Information Agency officials said the deadline could not bemet.

The problems behind Radio Marti start at the top. The troubled operati-
on had already drifted through several interim "directors' from within vuA
management when USIA Director Charles Wick tapped Los Angeles radic consu-
ltant Paul Drew to take over last fall, But, after only a few monthson the
job, Paul Drew resigned. He firmly denies stories that he was forced out
under pressure from Cuban-American factions within Marti, Mr. Drew says he
left because he couldn't get a quality job done within the time expected by
others, which is due to a staff shortage at Marti, lack of on-the-shelf,
ready-to-broadcast material, and insufficient familiarity with VOA methods,




Pressure to get on the air soon is encouraging greater reliance on ma-
terial from the VUA and outside sources. But this only undercuts Radi o
Marti's claim to independence., Radio Marti was oversold initially as a
means to bring pressure on Havana by '"telling the truth'" about Castro and
fueling sources of internal dissent, How it actually walks the line b e~
tween VOA-style objectivity and hard-line propaganda will remain in ques-
tion until the station finally takes to the air.

U.S. diplomats say that past and future negotiations with Cuba will no
bargain away the new broadcasting service. But the -

Soviet Jews in Israel Split on U.S. Radio Plan: A United States request
for permission to set up a VUA relay in Israel to beam broadcasts to the
Soviet Union has set off a debate among Soviet Jewish emigres. Some emig-
res said they feared Moscow would retaliate against Jews in the Soviet Un-
ion who want to come to Israel. uthers argued for the transmitter, saying
the only way to get anything from Moscow was by assertiveness,

The Israeli Government has not replied to the State Department's appli-
cation, but the Minister of Communications, Amnon Rubenstein, saidtheGov-

_ernment could not refuse, considering Israel's dependence on Washington
.for economic survival, The Reagan Adwministration said that it had signed

agreements with Morocco, Sri Lanka, Thailand, Costa Rica and Belize either
for new transmitting sites‘or'to upgrade old ones, At the same time, the
Administration said it was pressing Israel for permission to set up xmtrs
for Soviet Central Asia and Afghanistan.

Afraid of Soviet reprisals, left-wing Israeli members of parliament
called for a rejection of the application. However, there are a number of
Soviet Jews in Israel who support the plans for a relay, though most ad-
wit there would probably be retaliation by the Kremlin. Most sources agree
that if a VOA, relay is established in Israel, the Soviets will be compel-
led to install a large jamming device in nearby Syria. (This was a co m-
posite of articles from the New York Times and The Economist Magazine.

This month brings yet more changes to the SPEEDX magazine, one of which
is this new column dedicated to product announcements, reviews and computer
applications for shortwave listeners.

A short introduction is in order. My name is Michael Nowicki and I have
been an avid SWL for almost 12 years and a Technician class ham. My reviews
of computer products and articles have appeared in several national maga-=
zines. My rigs include an ICOM R71A, MFJ-940B tuner and three antennas
including a 400 foot longwire. A TRS-80 Color Computer with home brew
software is used for RTTY, FAX and logbooks.

I am a personal computer software author with about half a dozen products
on the market including a disk database program that started out as my own
personal radio logbook but soon got out of hand (HI!).

After having contacted all the manufacturers and vendors of swl gear 1
have received cooperation from 95% of them so far to provide this column
with product announcements and production samples for review. Compared to
the slick paper magazines, SPEEDX has the shortest lead time (from our
typewriters to your mailbox) and with the help of the companies we can
provide you with product news months before the other publications.

Like all the other columns in this fine publication, this column's
success and continued existence depends greatly upon contributions and
feedback from YOU, the membership.

Judging by the contributors list our membership has quite an interesting

assortment of receivers and I would 1like to take this opportunity to
solicit from you a review of the equipment you use. And it does'nt have to
be a literary work of art or technical dissertation either.
" Use your own words and give an overview of your rig, it's features, per-
formance and shortcomings from a consumer's point of view. Be honest and
objective but also inject a little of yourself into the review and try to
imagine yourself having been asked by someone who is interested in buying
that same piece of equipment. Let others benefit from your experience and
tell them what they need to know to make an intelligent purchase.

New equipment reviews will be given preference, but there are many
discountinued rigs 1like the Yaesu FRG-7 or Collins R-390 that are still
encountered on the swl market and as such deserve a close look.

You will also see reviewed here books, maps, antennas, antenna tuners,
clocks, software, dx aids, or whatever as long as it's swl related.

Space permitting, I can also try to answer some of your questions
pertaining to use of computers with our radio hobby. My stronger areas
include machine language programming and hardware interfacing.

Now here's a good deal for you antenna builders. H & R, a long time
source of surplus electronics, is currently offering 300 foot spools of 20
gauge woven phosphor bronze antenna wire. The wire is wound on a black
plastic reel with a 1/2" center spindle hole.

20 gauge wire is little too thin for HF transmitting, but for receiving
it works pretty good. I have built several antennas using this wire with
excellent results. One spool goes a long way.

Built to military specifications, it's tough stuff meant to survive a war
and keep going. For two cents per foot you can't go wrong. Order it using
stock #TM22K182, price per spool is $5.95. A 3 pound matching counter-
weight, #TM21K958 is also available for $1.50. Shipping is $2.50 for one or
both items. H & R Corporation, 401 E. Erie Ave, Philadelphia, PA 19134.

Recently the U.S. Government appears to have dumped on the surplus market
a huge gquantity of a manual called FM 30-~476 RADIO DIRECTION FINDING.

This large 250 page manual covers every aspect of this often misunder-
stood aspect of radio. It starts out with a simple but thorough discourse
on propogation, then progresses on to great circle routes, azimuth maps,
triangulation and specialized DF antennas.

It also blows holes in the theory that PRECISE direction finding can be
done on HF skip signals, at least by the hobbyist of average means.

o
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This book seems to be available through dealers in military manuals and
surplus equipment but most ham flea markets, military collectable shows,
and gun shows always seem to have a few to be found. Hopefully one of the
dealers who cater to the SWL market will buy a big supply and offer them to
the dx'ing public. Prices will vary between $5 and $10 per copy depending
on the source and it's one of the best and easiest to understand books on
radio direction finding I have seen.

From our own membership ranks comes two new SPEEDX publications.

THE SPEEDX GUIDE TO AFRICAN LISTENING by David Sharp is a 20 page booklet
providing an interesting and informative overview of African SWBC stations
and how to more effectively dx the dark continent.

Many countries broadcast efforts are detailed with in depth profiles
revealing tidbits that are not generally known to the average swl.

Reprints of some much sought after QSL cards are included along with a
chart of best times to hear these stations and increase your chances of
adding these cards to your collection.

The best feature of this booklet, in my opinion, 1is the country by
country 1listing of times and fregs to monitor these broadcasts.

A
public domain computer program for the TANDY TRS-80 Color Computer was
published in the FEB 1985 issue of RAINBOW computer magazine called
WEFAX/BAS. It's also free for the taking in the COMPUSERVE Color SI1G
download section XA2 along with it's assembly langauge source code file.

This remarkable program turns your 64K 1 disk system into a complete FAX
weather map station. Each map takes about 8 nminutes to receive using
selectable scan rates. The map is stored within 54K bytes of internal RAM
and may be saved to disk in Graphicom format. The quality of the received
maps almost equals that of chart recorders selling for over $1000!

Best of all, no hardware other than connecting your radio's audio output
to the cassette port of the computer is required. I have used it to receive
and print out over 100 weather satelitte maps from 6 countries with superb
results. Maps can be dumped to a dot matrix printer for hardcopy of equal
quality as long as it can handle a graphic picture of 854 by 564 pixels.

Bootleg British TV stations give
static to state-approved outlets

LONDON - Britain, a nation that
once bred the most feared butcaneers
ever to plunder the shipping lanes,
now finds itself under attack from
modern-day pirates of a different sort
— those seeking to capture the air-
waves.

Mlegal radio stations aren’t any-
thing new here. But when Channel 36
took to the air late last Monday even-
ing, a new era began in Britain — one
of pirate television. '

To the existing legal TV stations,
the pirates represent unfair competi-
tion. To the government, they repre-
sent an unregulated force that could
rapidly grow larger.

“We must act now before it's too
late,” said a senior government offi-
cial.

Vet after a week of operation,
Channel 3 and a-second station,
Thamesside TV, are still in business.

Both stations plan a schedule of
films, rock videos and ethnic pro-
grams. How they get the movies they
show, such as “Butch Cassidy and the
Sundance Kid,” is one of the main
complaints against pirate broadcast-
ers.

Channel 36, the bolder of the.two
pirates, plans to transmit after normal
viewing hours when and where it can.
Thamesside it will transmit only Mon-
day evenings “until they catch us,” its

manager said.

If caught, the pirates face up to
$2,500 in fines and three months in
jail. But the managers of the tiny
stations are willing to risk it to prove a

int.

“[t's a form of protest,” said Chan-
nel 36's Jim Young, one of four men
who have spent their savings on devel-
oping a new low-cost portable TV
transmitter they hope to market.

“We developed a fransmitter capa-
ble of giving 2,000 watts and applied to
the Department of Trade and Indus-
try for a broaccasting license. We
were turned down.

“We believe we can produce such
equipment for around $10,000, many
times cheaper than the equipment
used by the independent brc ing

36, it is an amateur operation. Ed-
wards uses home video gear and the
sound is carried on VHF radio.

“There should be more than four
'V channels in this country because
they are 50 boring,” said Edwards, an
engineer.

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Secret Pact for Nicaragua Broadcasts

Voice of America Plans
Worldwide Modernization

WASHINGTON — The United States
Information Agency has begun a $1 bil-

lion modernization of the Voice of

America's worldwide radio-transmis-
sion facilities, including a secret con-
tract that guarantees it use of a pri-
vately owned Costa Rican radio station
that can broadcast into Nicaragua.

The unusual Costa Rican agreement,
under which VOA provides some §$3.2
million for the transmission facilities
and an annyal $168,000 fee to the pri-
vate association that controls the AM
station. The agreement has drawn crit-
icism from the Costa Rican congress,
which maintains it circumbents the
law prohibiting foreigners from own-
ing broadcast facilities in that country,
according to a source close to the San
Jose government.

Both sides are bound to keep the
agreement's terms secret, according to
the source.

The proposed expansion and mod-
ernization of VOA’s worldwide facili-
ties came as the result of a National
Security Council review last year. It
found the agency's transmission facili-
ties “‘antiquated” and “not capable of
maintaining minimum performance
levels” in “presenting the.U.S. public
diplomacy message to the world,” ac-
cording to the fiscal 1985 budget docu-
ments sent to Congress this year.

The dramatic growth in VOA’s oper-
ations — its budget is up 70 percent
since fiscal 1981 — comes under the
directorship of Charles Z. Wick, a elose
friend of President Reagan.

New Transmitters Planned

In a major part of the program, VOA
is attempting to negotiate agreements
to place $100 million transmitters in
unnamed Persian Gulf, Middle Eastern
and Far Eastern countries over the
next five years to increase substantial-
ly the coverage of its shortwave broad-
casts beamed into the Soviet Union, ac-
cording to the agency presentation.

If VOA cannot reach normal govern-
ment-to-gs nment arr a
spokesman said, it will seek agree-
ments with private groups, as was
done in Costa Rica.

The agency also is expanding its per-
sonnel overseas as a result of the NSC
study. VOA bureaus are being opened
this year in Geneva, Rome, Islamabad,
Hong Kong and Costa Rica. According
to an agency spokesman, “a Polish cor-
respondent” has been hired for the

newly established VOA Rome bureau,
where the Polish-born Pope John Paul
1L1s a prime source of news directed at
Poland

Next year. VOA plans two new bu-
reaus in Western Europe and two in
the Umted States, increasing its bu-
reaus to 23 overseas and six in this
country. .

$31 Million Plan

The Costa Rican facility is one part
of a $31 million VOA plan to broadcast
on AM-FM frequencies, which are easi-
er to pick up than shortwave, in Cen-
tral America, particularly in Sandinis-
ta-controlled Nicaragua.

Late last year, when VOA officials
learned they were legally barred from
obtaining their own frequency in Costa
Rica, they began negotiations with pri-
vate broadcasters. In December, ac-
cording to a source close to the Costa
Rican government, the private, non-
profit Costa Rican Association for In-
formation and Culture was organized
by comservative media executives,
journalists and politicians.

On Aug. 30, the day before the agree-
ment was signred between the associa-
tion and U S. officials, it was criticized
in the Costa Rican Congress as a cir-
cumvention of the law. However, the
signing, which was delayed three
times, took place at the home of Costa
Rican President Luis Alberto Monge.

A source close to the Costa Rican
government said it was at the insis-
tence of U.S. officials. “When a friend-
ly nation asks for something . . . it's
very difficult to say no,” the source

said.

Negotiations have been undertaken
to put transmitters in other countries
in the region, the VOA spokesman said,
adding that until agreements are
reached, “they are handled as confi-
dential dipiomatic exchanges.”

Sources on Capitol Hill said US.
Army officers in Honduras this year
described another plan to build an AM-
FM transmitter in that country that
could beam programs south into Nicar-
agua. These sources satd it would be
placed on or adjacent to the airfield at
San Lorenzo, which US. Army engi-
neers have been expanding to handle
miulitary exercises and contingency op-
erations.

ZEach week, the announcer focuses on a tradlt;onal
holiday and the music involved in it, or the songs from a particular
country. Sometimes high-browed French intellectuals discuss the anthro-
pological implications of the local customs and tunes, but, thankfully,
that is not often. Let me give two examples of programs I heard this
month., PFirst, I listened to a completely musical program that was de-
voted to the Congo. The announcers played Congo-produced tunes from
reggae to traditional tribal chants. It was great because it showed
the wide musical interests and talents of the Congolese. Last week,
the announcer...described the village custom where the workers on lo-
cal plantations visit and entertain the chief or plantation owner with
traditional music. The instruments included guitars, drums, wooden
sticks and a strange metal box which might be translated as a "thumb
piano." A few of the selections were awful, yet the overall quality
of the program was good. I also learned something about village life
in West Africa." (Thanks for this interesting item, Peter--WS)

I'm also kicking around the idea of publishing an annual index to Latin stations reported
to SPEEDX. The way it sits now, this effort will cover a 6-month period, and list all
tropical Latins reported by SPEEDXers, when reported, how often reported, and average
signal strenghts. I'1l probably publish this myself, and offer it for about a dollar
around April or May.

A few random comments if I may. When you report, please use the standard size report forms.
Every month, I get many logs on post cards, letters, and slips that are simply too wide.
Don't do that! Just use the standard report forms, as it makes my job so very much easier.
Also, some of you often send two or three report packs per month, instead of one big one.
I can't figure that out, as you are paying two or three times as much in postage as you
need to. What I usually do is just gather all my logs in one pile, and mail them out around
the 5th of the month or so. But the point is why send two or three packs when you only
need to send one? With our new 22 cent stamp, it gives you something to think about. And
it's a good idea not to send your logs until the first or second week of the month. If you
send them sooner, they'll have a better chance of getting lost or misplaced by me!

In the Oct. 84 A/0 column I guestioned whether Neo Melanesian and Pidgin were one and the
same language. Vincent Hevern-NY kindly passed along info from the Britannica 3 which con-
firmed this. In December, Carl Huffaker-Mexico sent me an even further detailed descrip-
tion of this colorful language used in the islands that make up the country of Papua New
Guinea. Here it is, verbatim:

On your "Pidgin" question, I'm afraid that the Britannica missed most of the story. The
waterfront language of the English speaking explorers, whalers, and blackbirders was in-
troduced into the Melanesian area that suffered from over a half a thousand, not langu-
ages, but language families. This highly colorful (some would say pornographic) waterfront
English was picked up by the natives, slightly modified, and filled a centuries 0ld need
for a trade language in the area., As the cultural areas of these early contacts was some-
what limited, the grammar and many words were supplied from the native languages, but
later contacts between the natives retained the English and gradually replaced the native
words with rather complicated English phrases that were often outside of their literal
English meaning. The missionaries managed to clean it up a bit, but even as late as WW II
it was, especially in the back country, a bit shocking to delicate ears. It was the uni-
versal language throughout an area that had no other basis of communication. Teaching
English smoothed out the grammar a bit, but Pidgin remained a unique language.

The broadcast language, although called Pidgin, is probably yet another language. The
four letter words and explicit terms (which refer to something else) have been removed
and the grammarical structures which are in opposition to normal English grammar have
been avoided, but it is still the only universal language in the areas of primary radio
coverage, so its importance continues.

Unlike Esperanto, Pidgin was not created by intention. It was a language that came into
being by necessity and use., It is not a "native" language, but is more the echo of 18th
century waterfront dives still echoing in the South Seas.

Perhaps it should properly be referred to as Neo~Melanesian. Back in an ivory tower
teaching anthropology, I would have used the term, but now with the eccentricities per-
mitted by advancing years, I mark Pidgin in the language column of my log, and feel that
DX crosses time as well as space.

Ed. note: Special thanks to Carl Buffaker for this interesting and informative article.
If any DXers want to hear this language first-hand, tune into the PNG SW outlets that
can be found primarily in the 90m band, though the easiest station to hear in the US is
NBC Port Moresby on 4890. Pidgin as well as English are the primary languages of this
station. R. Australia (the only Intl broadcaster with an external service in the Pidgin
lang-they call it Neo-Melanesian) is also a good bet. Richard Wood advised me in a log-
&ing of the SIBC Solomon Islands, another area that also speaks Pidgin, that the lang is
now called "Bislama", I agree with Carl, and for simpicity's sake will refer to it as
Pidgin (abbreviated "PD") in the A/O column,

The handbook consists of about 80 pages of maps, charts,
descriptions of Soviet besting systems, description of programming, and Russian words and
numbers w/English equivalents. Cost of the Handbook is $6.00 (international postal money
order only) from: Keisuke Oda, URSC, P.0. Box 14, Gifu~kita 502, Japan. Bryan also advises
that there is an excellent map of the USSR in the Feb 1976 issue of National Geogra; hic,
if a copy can be found. Thanks guys, I need all the help I can get when it comes to USSR
DXing-Hi! RBT

Time to check the mailbox...

Dear Tom,

The February bulletin is at hand, and wanted to comment on your column and the
ideas therein. The new format (expandable) is good and hopefully the concept of fewer
loggings/smaller bulletin in the summer months will hold true to offest the larger
winter bulletins.

On Larry Chickerell’s idea of a frequency order supplement, I think it’s a good
idea (as for including the utes in it, I°d say no: Jeff [Knappl should be able to
handle such a supplement for his column with ease), and isn’t new to SPEEDX. Having
been with SPEEDX from Vol. 1, No. 1 ("Charter Member" and in the first "Full Member"
group), I’ve kept an eye on the bulletin and behind the scenes activity (via letters)
from way back whenever. Last couple of years, military requirements, a graduate
degree, and dissolving marriage have precluded active involvement, but knowledge of
past activities is alive and well! Somewhere in the early *70s, Doug Snyder (is he
stiil a member? [I don’t believe so...ed.]) became one of the first to use a computer
in the hobby. His work led to the Sunset/Sunrise list (along with Don Johnson, et al)
and a supplemental list of stations reported to the bulletin on a gquarterly

basis...that lasted for i or 2 issues. As I recall, members thought it was a great
idea, Doug produced it and [ think the cost was a couple of dollars a copy, but the
interest scon cooled and that was that. If Doug is no longer a member, Don should

recall the details as I think he was the publisher at the time. Still, such a list on
a quarterly basis (prepaid) would be a good idea.

The medium wave I have mixed emotions over. I also DX BCB (since 1948) bath
foreign and domestic and have seen other shortwave oriented clubs add such a column
(like that in the ASWLC - I dropped membership a few months ago). If the editor is
knowledgable with domestic and foreign stations, it could be an excellent column and
I’m 1looking forward to seeing it become a reality with an editor...not simply a
typist.

Ralph Famularo’s "Japan Report® is great! 1 DXed from Okinawa from 1976-1979 and
had a blast. Haven’t written Ralph yet, so should get to that before ! forget.
Members in other countries (even Carl Huffaker in Mexico or Dick Wood in Hamwaii)
should be encouraged to submit a column on a regular or irregular basis on DX being
heard in their respective areas. All too often a DX report from abroad is lost in the
shuffle of other reports on the station and valuable info might be overlooked when
mixed with other-reports: - A “new" column for such reports from-abroad might be *The
International Report,” or similar. Just an idea.

A controversial item is the membership directory. NASWA used to provide one, but as
I understand the interest declined and they got stuck with extras. 1 can’t speak for
other members, but if I happen to see an unidentified station {(which hopefully there
will now be more room to list!) and have an idea about the station, 1’11 fire off a
letter if I think my info will help the member. In the past, it was suggested the
column editor be contacted and asked to pass along the info. That was nice if the
editor happened to have the member’s address handy and if s0, that was another
remailing and delay in getting the info to the member. I recall one big complaint was
the fear of getting on a mailing list if a directory was published. I was in every

NASWA directory published and don’t recall getting unwanted DX-related info (that is,
info 1 did not directly request).

Some time agp, I suggested to Don Johnson the idea of having a monthly page dealing
with the past. Kinda like the local newspaper cancept of "Five years ago." I was
ready to start such a column (having all bulletins published), but the military had
different ideas about how I should spend my time and that was that. [I’m not able to
do sucha column now,] but I still think column of that type would be of general
interest to the members...if it could ever get off the ground!

All for now. Very 73.

15 something I've been knocking around for awhile. We have several possibilities
available., 1ncluding having the individual loggings editors produce something like
this. as W/H editar John Cereghin proposes on page 27 this month. We’ll have to wait
and see on this one.

MEDIUMwaveguide is the first in what Rigck Drollinger and I hope will be a ‘"mini-
series” on the other forms of DXing available to SPEEDXers. We realize that many
DXers are already into the many types of radio that exist, but for those who aren’t,
e1ther through inexperience or other limitations, these columns are intended to "give
a taste" of BCR, TV, FM, scanner, or other forms of DX. Ey no means do we expect to
replace the National Radio Club or any other club in their area of expertise, though.

SFEEDX was alsao "stuck with extras" of our last Membership Directory. That and the
fact that they become obsolete so quickly would make any possibility of SFEEDX ever
offering another one limited to a pre-paid, annual basis. If there is interest 1n
such an i1dea, please send your messages of support to either myself or Jack Sanderson
at club H@ in Tucson.

Finally, I°m all for the history/nostalogia idea, Mike. In fact, I recently
purchased quite a few back issues of SFEEDX (including all of the first 1Ssues)
from former SFEEDXer and current NASWA Country List Chairman, Don Jensen. it’s been
interesting to look back at fourteen years of SPEEDX, and I hope to put together
something like what you suggest. 1f any other members have old SFEEDX 1ssues you may
be looking to clear out (although I realize all too well how precious they are to many
lona-time members), or even if you would like to help by doing some searching through
your back issues for me, drop me a letter and we'll see what we can do.

Dear Tom and SPEEDXers in general,

I was elated and saddened by the new SPEEDX that greeted me in February. I was
very pleased to see the expanded winter issues able to serve the shortwave interests
of SPEEDXers with more pages, loggings and technical articles. The fact that SPEEDX
was going to better serve my S5W DX needs was going to make it easier to sign that
renewal check in March.

Sadly though., my shortwave club was now going to join the ranks of the multi-band
clubs I had avoided a year ago when I had a sudden resurgence of interest in the short
waves.
