Rock As Folk

Many people have declared that
folk music has died. The impetus
that brought us the early sound
of Dylan, the voice of Joan Baez
sans electronic accompaniment,
the melodics of Tim Hardin, has
given way to the driving sound
of rock, But Arlo sees a close
connection between the two forms
of music.

“Rock is folk music, Well, it's
whal makes folk song a folk song.
Its not a guitar certainly that
makes a folk song a folk song, and
irs not the way you play it or
how it sounds. s what you say.

Although many reviewers across
the country have criticized 2 recent
concert in New York's Lincoln

months, Arlo sees it in & much
different light, “I don't think ils
true. They couldn't have had any
g00d feelings previous to going into
the concert, They sound fike they
wrote (the reviewers) it before
they went in. It was an absolutely
beautiful concert. Thero were no
ego frips as far as anyone was
concerned. It was a very nice
thing, indescribable really.”

Because most of Arlos songs
deal with society in its present
state, there s somewhat of an un-
derlying pessimism_implicit in his
songs, However, Guthrie himself
is an optimist for the most part.
A least, however, he doesn't feel
society s stagnate.

“Things change whether you're
for change or not, 1 see
change as a natural growth.

What's changing is the kind
of society and the kind of world:
we Live in, and tha's always
changing, §s only that people
have to be aware (hat things are
changing and be ready for the
changes when they happen.
