Things Not To Do If You Want Good Reception

use cheap insulators for your aerial. They are unsafe.

annoy your neighbors if you have a regenerative set—
keep below oscillating point and enjoy a better quality
of reception.

spill battery acid on clothes or fabric of any kind for it
will eat holes in them. Keep acid away from set wires
and prevent corrosion.

place a B battery where it will be overheated or affected
by moisture.

stand a B battery on its side, instead of top up. If you
do, the electrolyte will ooze out and make contact with
the cells, causing a short circuit.

connect your ground wire with a/hot pipe. Noises might
result.

connect your ground wire with a pipe that goes into the
earth to a depth of less than 6 feet.

place a tube in any but a vertical position. If a tube is
placed horizontally, the heated filament may sag and
touch the grid, making the tube useless.

lay your set down with a jar or permit the cover of the
set to slam. Fine adjustments in the set or in the tubes
might be disturbed so as to impair your reception.

permit the water in the cells of a storage B battery to
fall below the plates. When evaporation has brought the
water below plate level, replenish with distilleq water.
Be sure that there is always a layer of about 1&” or +%”
of pure mineral oil at the top of each cell to protect
from dust and to retard evaporation of the water.

consider your B battery fully charged unless the volt-
meter gives a reading from 17 to 20 volts above rated
voltage. This excess voltage, called gas voltage, shows
just after charging and will quickly drop to the rated
figure.

permit dust to gather in your radio set, for dust causes
electrical leakage.

use gas pipe for a lightning ground.

use an iron pole or pipe for your aerial unless it is
thoroughly insulated, with its base resting in a glass
or porcelain insulator.

let A battery run down. Keep above 1,225 and charge
often.

stretch aerial across power or telephone wires. This is
dangerous and unlawful.
