SAY HELLO TO. ..
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DAVID LANZ I s

David Lanz believes that the piano is the most divinely inspired instrumenit
on the planet. From the way he]ploys it, you know his mesmerizing talent is
based in deep-rooted emotion. Taking a break from rehearsals for a Novem-
ber 11 concert at The Strand in Redondo Beach, lonz dropped by KTWV's
studios for a conversation with The WAVE's David Hirsch.

Q: Why is the piano so important to you?

LANZ: The piancis my firstlove. Probably one of ty first haies, too. It's been
my means of expressin? myself since childhood. I’ve been involved with the
piano ever since | was four years old. it’ll probably remain my main form of
expression for the rest of my life.

Q: ‘'Skyline Firedance’’ is your eighth album. Do you feel
that your music changes with each project?

LANZ: |believe my music has progressed. Especially from the viewpoint of
the listener. 've allowed myself to be revealed slowly. There are a lot of things
i’ve had in mind as far as my musicis concerned, and i’ ve put them inio my work
gradually. | also feel that as a human being I'm progressing and becoming more
real. | think my music is reflecting that too.

Q: What makes ‘’Skyline Firedance’’ different than your
previous work?

LANZ: It'sactually music that |'ve been perdforming over the last eight years,
but the context in which | present it on this album is much different. Instead of
the usual production where you have a few sidemen and use a synthesizer to
create texture, | was afforded the wonderful luxury of going to Europe and
recording with the Munich Symphony Orchestra. There’s no comparison with
whot |’ve done before. The music is very much what people expect from David
lanz, but the addition of the full orchestra has allowed me to record my dream
album. It's a project |'ve wanted to do since the late "60’s.

Q: Many performers have been saying that the modern
technological advances have allowed them to make music
that’s just as good as that made with traditional
instrumentation, such as an orchestra. Are you saying that
technology is limited?

LANZ: Every technology has its limitations. On a synthesizer you can’t
artificially re-create the emotions of an entire symphonic orchestra. You're
talking o{)out human beings who are playing music and they‘re expressing
feeling. When music is charged with many people's feelings and emotions, you
can sense it. Synthetic technology is something entirely different. You can't
duplicate that with people. Both types of music are valid. They’re also both
incomplete.

Q: l:cve youalways played the type of music you're playing
now?

LANZ: People would be surprised at my background. | came up through rock
and roll. | played a lot of loud, screaming music. I’ve also prc):yed a lot of
traditional jazz. | even toured with Ronnie Milsap once and played Country
musig. To me there’s just two kinds of music. Good music and music that’s not
good.

Q: Itseems asif your life and musichas really come together
in the last few years. Do you think that’s true?

LANZ: Ifeelveryfortunote. I've learned to focus my attentionand | feet more
centered. |'ve also surrounded myself with good, supportive people. |'ve finally
realized thot listening to my heoart and going for the things that | feel are
imporant, even though they seem ouﬁondisﬁ, is what | have to do. I'm o
dreamer. If you look oround you, everything started in someone’s imagination.
I'm olwors trying to encourage people ta listen to their heart and then take
actionta followit. I’m not saying it‘s easy. It's hard ta da. But the reward ot the
end of the tunnel is wondertul.
