It must be remembered that weight depends to
a certain extent upon build. Persons of large
bodily frame and relatively short legs are natur-
ally heavier, even though they may not be “fat”,
than those of slender frame and relatively long
legs. Hence in applying this table to yourself, it
may be necessary to modify the figures somewhat
because of your build.

Insurance studies indicate that weight slightly
above the average is favorable among young per-
sons up to about age 30 or 35; at older ages, the
best results are shown where the weight is some-
what below the average.
