Generosity and 
creator of illusions

" H E ' S A V E R Y giving person, and 
he's so creative," said Gail Binder. 
"He 's done some of the most 
remarkable things with color and 
imagination.

Susan Redondo, with whom he's 
worked on shows at Holy Cross parish 
in Deerfield, says he's an unsung hero 
who has given much to the community 

without cost. 
"One of his most outstanding 

talents is his humor, and this is 
always represented in his sets," she 
said. " I ' v e never seen him lose his 
cool or raise his voice. He really is 
one of the most modest and generous 
people I 've ever met." 

T H E Y W E R E S P E A K I N G of John 
Choynacki, named Lerner -LIFE 
Newspapers' Citizen of the Month for 
November. Choynacki himself plays 
down his volunteer work with the 

Choynacki 
theater groups for whom he has 
designed and helped build sets over 
the past seven years. 

" I nevey push myself," he insisted. 
"My wife is a fast worker; I happen 
to have a slow speed." 

Fast or slow, Choynacki has 
managed to give of his time since he 
moved to Deerfield. In addition to his 
work with the children's theater and 
the Holy Cross variety shows and 
"Spring Fever" productions, he has 
acted as set designer for the shows at 
Shepherd junior high school (where his 
wife is a teacher), for a Stagers 
musical and for the Bicentennial show. 

Choynacki's credentials for his 
volunteer work are impressive. He's 
been the set designer forJ^GN-TV for 
24 years, including 17 yc^s 'wiUi " 
"Bozo's Circus."

Choynacki's work at WGN has 
always been a challenge because there 
is something different required every 
week.
