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A Message from the Management

In the May issue of Stereo Notes, I made refer-
ences to a new FM station in Winchester, Virginia,
which has been authorized by the FCC to operate on
102.5 megacycles (the next channel to WHFS). At the
same time I also mentioned that the operators of WHFS
have been participating in a general review of the FM
broadcast rules (FCC Docket 14185).

I suggested that listeners write the FCC calling
attention to the comments which we have presented on
this docket. As I have said previously, both in these
pages and on my Sunday 8:00 P.M, talks; the proposals
which we have made to the FCC in this matter may
enable WHFS to obtain considerably higher power and
will, we feel, improve FM service generally.

Let me emphasize so that there will be no con-
fusion. We do not now have any applications for higher
power before the FCC. The reason that we do not is
that, under the present rules, such an application would
have to be denied by the Commission. So that an appli-
cation for higher power can at least be considered, we
are presently asking for a change in these rules,

clear up any confusion which may exist in the minds of
those who wrote to the FCC.

This will probably be the last column in Stereo
Notes which I will write. By the time you receive July
issue, we will probably have received FCC permission
for transfer of control of WHFS to Dixon Industries.

We want to take this opportunity to publicly wish great
success to the new operators of WHFS., I am sure that
you, the listeners, will give Dixon Industries the same
fine support which you have given High Fidelity
Broadcasters.

A Message from WHFS' President, William A. Tynan

With this issue we begin publication of Stereo
Notes by offset printing, rather than the somewhat
unsatisfactory and laborious method of mimeograph,
which we have been using up until now.

We began Stereo Notes last summer because we
had received a number of requests from listeners to
provide a program guide and because we felt that,
since no other stereo station in this area provided
a program guide, we should offer such a service.
We established a subscription rate of one doll r
per year as being the lowest which would pay ior the
paper and postage. It was decided that mimeograph,
despite its limitations, would be used at first be-
cause, with a small number of subscriptions, it
would not be economical to use other methods. The
number of subscribers has been climbing steadily,
however, to where it has reached the point which
dictates a change in printing methods. Happily,
also, the change enables us to produce a much more
attractive and easier to use guide.

We hope that this is only the beginning. There
is no reason why Stereo Notes cannot continue to
improve and expand and, perhaps, eventually be-
come a guide to entertainment, recreation, and the
arts in the National Capital /rea, as well as pro-
viding hi fi equipment news and up-to-the-minute
information on the variety of stereo programming
offered by WHFS.

WHAT IS FM STEREO?

Edwin H. Armstrong, in his field tests of frequency
modulation in the early 1930's, demonstrated that
it is possible to transmit more than just a monaural
radio program over an FM broadcast station.

Armstrong sent teletype and facsimile, but a similar
technique of multiplexing is used today to transmit
stereophonic programs over a single M station.

As approved by the FCC, we at WHFS transmit the
content of both stereophonic channels on our main
carrier so all listeners (even with old monophonic
FM sets) will not miss any of the program. At the
same time we transmit a subcarrier which is used
by stereo equipment to dissect the main signal into
its two stereo components. The result is a stereo
system which is compatible with non-stereo
receivers, while at the same time, a systemwhich
produces full-range high fidelity stereo with excel-
lent separation on stereo receiving sets.

FM (multiplex) stereo is so great an improvement
over earlier stereo systems, such as those using
both FM and AM stations, that the FCC has an-
nounced it will issue a regulation forbidding 'two
station' stereo in the near future.

We hope this is only the beginning, also, it
may very well be that the near future may bring an
increase in power for WHFS and maybe eighteen or
twenty-four hours per day of stereo programming.
