Harvest Begins

As this issue of the WOW News
Tower magazine goes to press, the
first sheaves of golden Nebraska
wheat are being cut. The newest
U. S. department of agriculture es-
timate of the winter wheat crop is
71,660,000 bushels! That’s 2,000,000
more bushels of wheat than last
year, and that’s 25,000,000 bushels
more than the 1927 10-year average!

If these farmers get as little as
75 cents a bushel, this means five
and one-half million dollars in Ne-
braska for winter wheat alone. And
that money will roll into farmers’
pocketbooks, starting immediately!

Corn Favorable
On June 15 the United Press

made a midwest survey on corn
crop conditions. The dispatch says,
in part:

“Prospects in Nebraska and
Iowa are favorable.”

Since then the weather has been
drier and the corn has literally
popped out of the ground. In many
places it will be—not knee high, but
waist high by the Fourth of July.

The same United Press survey
says Indiana and Illinois, which last
year raised one-fourth of the entire
U. S. corn crop, have been badly
hit by too much rain; that Minne-
sota is 10 days behind normal, and
that Wisconsin is about normal.

Summary

The Department of Agriculture’s
Nebraska Crop Reporter, issued
June 10, indicates that in every part
of Nebraska the rainfall thus far
has been double last year’s, and
that all crops are consequently in
excellent condition.

!WOW Experts
Say Telivision Just
‘Round the Corner’

WOW engineers, recently re-
turned from the national convention
of the Institute of Radio Engineers
in New York City, are of the opin-
ion that science is “nearing that
proverbial corner just around which
is television suitable for home use.”

Chief Engineer William J. Ko-
tera, and his assistant, Joseph Her-
old, were the WOW representatives
at the sessions, June 16-18, which
were attended by 1,200 radio tech-
nicians.

Herold’s official report of the
meeting included details of impor-
tant new developments of several
phases of television.

“Of the many papers presented,”
Herold wrote, “one by T. J. Gold-
smith of the Allan Du Mont labo-
ratories received universal comment
and attention. This paper, on a new
system for the transmission of tele-
vision, appeared to be a real ad-
vance in this most complex science.

Flicker Reduced

“Briefly, this system would sin-
plify and preclude obsolescence of
television receivers, it would halve
the band of frequencies required for
each television channel and reduce
flicker in television reception.

“Although television has been
successful on an experimental basis
for some time, it was not thought
advisable to put it on a commercial
hasis until certain standards are set.
This was done because any change
in present systems of transmission
would necessitate extensive changes
in the receiving system also. In the
Du Mont system changes in the
receiver are not necessary, the re-
ceiver automatically following any
change at the transmitter.”

Mobile Units

Herold added that the broadcast-
ing Dbranch of the industry was
especially interested in papers on
design requirements for Dbroadcast
studios, developments in broadcast
transmitters, papers on recording,
broadcast antennae and a descrip-
tion of KYW’s new studio equip-
ment.

“Descriptions of NBC’s mobile
television units, developments in
television equipment, tubes, and so
forth, were followed with great in-
terest. It appears that we are rap-
idly nearing the proverbial corner
that will bring us television in the
home.”

States, Decath Valley,
which is 276 feet below sca level,
provides the background, strangely
enough, for onc of the high points
of radio dramatic broadcasting.

“Death Valley Days,” heard over
NBC networks for more than seven
and a half years, came to WOW
as a Ane new Friday night feature
recently. It dramatizes true stories
of Death Valley and its people. The
valley was named by the ’49ers in
grim memory of the suffering they
endured there while on their way to
the California gold helds.

Most of the little group of actors
who took part in the first perform-
ance of the program have remained
integral parts of the broadcast, only
one major change in cast having
been made during the time it has
heen on the air. ‘That was when
Tim Frawley, who had made the
part of the “Old Ranger” a heloved
radio figure, died, and Harry Hum
phreys was selected to fill his place.

The Cast

The actors on the program almost
form a stock company, they appear
so often. Among them are Jack
MacBryde, Milton Herman, Edwin
Witney, Frank Butler, Paul Nugent,
James Van Dyk, Geoffrey Bryvant,
Jean King and Irenc Hubbard.
F,ven though unannounced as play-
ing a particular role, many of the
dctors receive criticism, praise and
suggestions from radio fans.

The producers of “*Death Valley
Days,” the makers of 20-Mule Team

Borax, think they have made a sig- |

nificant contribution to radio dramua.
The carly programs presented a
singing cowboy, John White, but
in recent ycars he disappeared in
favor of music specially written or
devised for the needs of the script.
All kinds of musical units, soloists,
quartets, brass bands and organs,
have appeared when the drama re-
quired them.

George Hicks, veteran NBC an-
nouncer, was just breaking into ra-
dio when he started with the pro-
gram. He announces it each Friday

How to Play

Theory in golf is one thing and
application is another. It’s the con-
tinuous drilling of the body, hands
and arms which :

gives one the
feel of a suc-
cessful golf
swing.

It is my pur-
pose in this
article to set

down a system
which will aid
the golfer to
put into prac-
tice the sugges-
tions that have
appeared in the
past three arti-
cles.

Take the body
action first. The correct body action
controls the body balance and is
essential to good golf. Here is an
cxercise that can be used to help
your golf game as well as keep your
back so straight.

Exercise
Stand with your feet about 18
inches apart. Turn to the right, per-
mitting the left heel to turn. Keep
turning until the small of the back
rebels. This body action is most
essential in the back swing of golf.

It gives continuity to the swing.
Next turn to the right, then to the
left, and so on. This gives you the
correct action that the body should
take in a golf swing and provides
the perfect axis.

Now we come to the hands. I
amm a firm believer that no golfer
should be allowed to play golf until
he can swing the club entirely with
the left hand, keeping the left arm
straight. Practice this until your
left arm can take no more, then
continue to Ppractice every day and
it will give you the proper idea of
the swing. If this exercise is too
severe to start with, and it will be,
place the right hand over the left
wrist to steady it, and practice that
way. You sec, it is nccessary 1n
good golf for the left arm to control
the swing at all times.

Get the Feel

Another fine way of training is
to take the club in the left hand,
place the open palm of the right
hand against the grip of the club,
then swing. The feeling will be
that the left hand is swinging the
club and the palm of the right hand
is passing the club head forward so
that the club head catches up with
the hands at impact.

Continue this action and it will
give you a splendid feel of the swing
as it should be.

For the devclopment of the left
hand, get a spring with handles and
excercise the left hand. The spring
should not be too stiff, but onc that
gives fairly casy. Any good sport-
ing goods store sells them.

Golf requires exercise and more
of it—first for the body then for the
hands and arms. However, these
exercises will pay dividends.

What does it matter if you spend
a whole season on the practice field
and do not play a single round?
You will have reccived the relaxa-
tion, the development of your game
and healthy exercise in the fresh air
and sunshine.

For golf is a game which you can
combine health and pleasure at the
same time.
