Colleges Seek Solution to 
TV Puzzle This Fall 

AMERICAN Sports and television 
have reached a stage of incompat-

ability. 

The National Collegiate Athletic As-
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sociation has launched an experimental 
plan for this zoming season in an at-
tempt to solve this incompatability as 
it affects college football. 

Much misinformatoin has been circu-
lated concerning the NCAA's experi-
ment. Use of such terms as "ban," "in-
vasion of rights," and "monopoly" have 
completely misrepresented the situa-
tion. 

Actually, the colleges and universi-
ties of the nation —through the NCAA 
—are attempting to work out a solu-
tion to the incompatability of television 
and sports through controlled experi-
ments planned for the 1951 gridiron 
season. 

The NCAA Plan, as it applies to TV 
network areas, will make available an 
outstanding college football game each 
Saturday from Sept. 22 through Nov. 
24, subject to any locale being blacked 
out NOT MORE than three times dur-
ing the season. Numerous test situa-
tions will be created & measured dur-
ing the period by the National Opinion 
Research Center of the University of 
Chicago.

This  control plan applies only to 
Saturday afternoon games. There will 
be no restrictions on Friday night, 
Saturday night or Sunday afternoon 
games nor on games played after Nov. 
24. 
So it is quite likely you will not only 

see college football on Saturday after-
noon but on other days of the week as 
well as Dec. 1 (Army-Navy game) and 
on Jan. 1 when the bowl games are 
played. It is expected that facilities will 
be available to bring the Rose Bowl 
rime from Pasadena, Calif.,  to the 
midwest this January. 
The only real effect this plan will 

have on TV-set owners is that they will 
not have as large a choice of gamLs 
they might have. 
"However, that seems quite reason-

able to me,"  a prominent Chicago 
sports writer recently commented. "Af-
ter all .when I buy a frying pan, no 
one guarantees that they will provide 
a steak for me to put in that frying 
pan every night." 
College administrators studied the 

effect of television on college football 
for several years before their 1951 plan 
was established. During those years, 
college football cooperated with tele-
vision in making their games available. 
At first, there was no charge for rights. 
Later,  nominal  fees  were  charged. 
Television was a new medium at that 
time and being in swaddling clothes— 
and not quite so prosperous —it could 
not afford great expenditures for rights. 

College  athletics, along with  all 
sports, played an important part in the 
growth of television. Now college ad-
ministrators report television definitely 
reduces attendance and is endangering 
the athletic training program for col-
ege students throughout the nation. 

Universities and colleges conduct an 
average of 12 intercollegiate sports and 
from 15 to 30 intramural sports. The 
bulk of this expense is paid from ath-
letic receipts of which football is the 
principal source. Once these receipts 
diminish, it follows that operational 
budgets are reduced. Building of new 
recrational  facilities  is  curtailed. 
Sports are dropped. Instructors are dis-
missed. The taxpayer could be asked to 
absorb the financial burden but the 
NCAA feels that the taxpayer already 
has enough financial burdens. 

Faced with the problem, college ad-
ministrators at their annual convention 
in Dallas, Texas, last January, voted 
161 to 7 to declare a moratorium for 
1951 during which time they requested 
the television  industry to cooperate 
with them in controlled experiments in 
the television of college football in an 
effort  to establish a pattern which 
would continue to bring college foot-
ball to the TV-set owner and at the 
same time not wreck the athletic pro-
gram of the universities and colleges. 
A mutually beneficial solution is being 
sough c. 
Responsible authorities working on 

the problem feel that the right to de-
cide when and how college athletic 
contests should be televised should rest 
with the proper persons charged with 
the administration of the  programs 
rather than be subject to political de-
cree or pressure influence designed to 
satisfy selfish interests.

"Hank McCune Show" In Need of Better Material

The publishers of Tele-Views, which 
together with the Belle Blind Co. of 
Davenport sponsors the Hank McCune 
show (9:30 Sunday nights on WOC-
TV), have given me permission to bite 
the hand that feeds me, and to let off 
a bit of steam about the program. 

It's not that the program is a bad 
one for its class. Rather, I'm irritated 
by the class into which the program 
so obviously falls. I think Tele-Views, 
its co-sponsor and the Quad-City audi-
ence deserve —and could obtain —some-
thing a little better. 

I'm not going to come right out and 
say that Hank Mc-
Cune is a third-rate 
comedian. He may 
be better than the 
material given him 
here.  (Once  in  a 
while  there  are 
flashes).  But  the 
present  Hank Mc-
Cune show seems to 
be offered as third-
rate comedy, filmed 
in  Hollywood  and 

offered for showing under local spon-
sorship. Sometimes I get the idea that 
Hollywood doesn't think too much of 
the local sponsors and local audiences 
with whom the show ends up. 

McCune's qualifications as a comed-
ian seems to involve a remarkable 
boniness and an inability to cope with 
the situation at hand. Now I've known 
other young men whose bone structure 
showed through their skin, but they 
didn't seem to think that made them 
TV comics. Instead they went to work 

• in plants and offices, presumably to 
earn eating money and put on a little 
weight. McCune, though, glories in be-
ing thin. One of the earliest Hank Mc-
Cune shows dealt with his struggles to 
keep his weight down, as specified in 
his TV contract. (That program had its 
bright comments. The druggest recoiled 
in horror when the extremely thin man 
bought the reducing formula and, as I

remember it, the psychiatrists were 
called). 
Ineptness, combined with a knack 

for getting oneself into outrageous situ-
ations, is, on the other hand, a classic 
attribute of many a comedian. McCune 
is not so wonderfully copeless (to bor-
row a word from another Hollywood 
TV comic, Roger Price) as many of his 
better-known colleagues, but he does 
manage some weird entanglements. 

Each program has its own peculiar 
story, in which Hank is led somewhat 
astray by a blustering buddy, who, of 
course, fades away, leaving Hank to 
find his own way out of the mess. 
Sometimes he does. 
Some of the situations have their 

amusing aspects. For instance, I partic-
ularly enjoyed the episode a month or 
so ago in which Hank became entang-
led with a senator, a scientist, a radio-
active dog and the police. Other inci-
dents, however, have been downright 
boring. And some situations  which 
could be funny fall flat because no one 
has bothered to supply any  clever 
dialogue. 
The spottiness of the show and the 

possibilities too rarely exploited infur-
iate me even more than would an abso-
lutely terrible program. Doodles Weav-
er, who is completely hopeless can be 
handled by a turn of the switch. But 
one is tempted to stick with Hank 
McCune in the hope that this particular 
Sunday will turn out to be one of his 
good nights. Too frequently the viewer 
is disappointed. 
I'll admit that the Hank McCune 

show beats the competition in its par-
ticular time spot. Paul Whiteman may 
be doing great things for the teen-
agers of the Philadelphia area, but his 
TV Teen club, particularly the kine-
scope version carried by WHBF-TV 
while WOC-TV shows Hank McCune, 
is a little on the dull side. Of the two, 
I prefer Hank. 
But I think the sponsors could find 

something better than Hank McCune. 
In fact, Tele-Views had a better show 
in Scramblegrams, local quiz program 
which this publication formerly spon-
sored.

DINNER time at a Miami Beach 
Hotel. The biscuits had just been 

passed and Arthur Godfrey held his — 
for the next twenty minutes. 
Like all the other guests, his atten-

tion was riveted on a glamorous, tal-
ented young singer whose electric per-
sonality kept them spellbound. Four 
days later,  the 21-year-old  singer, 
Marion Marlowe, was seen by millions 
of television viewers, via the "Arthur 
Godfrey and His Friends" CBS-TV pro-
gram. She scored with viewers. too. 
Letters came in from all parts of the 
country: "Who is she?" . . . "Where's 
she from?" . . . "Let's have more." 
Godfrey, who knows talent, predicts 

that Miss Marlowe can't miss becoming 
a big star. 

What does  Miss Marlowe think? 
Well, she has her fingers crossed after 
such a sudden, successful projection 
into the national spotlight. 

"I'm fortunate and sometimes it's so 
hard to believe that all this has hap-
pened to me —but it's wonderful," she 
exclaims in Cinderella-like enthusiasm 
and modesty. 
Short in years, just 21, Miss Marlowe 

is long in experience. Born in St. Louis, 
she was something of a child prodigy. A 
At the age of 5 she was already per-
forming on the radio—to the delight of -' 
her mother and  grandmother.

Despite her early success, 
however, Miss Marlowe thought she 
would try for a career in medicine, 
never believing she could really make 
the top in entertainment. 

But after she finished high school 
(Beaumont)  and  struggled  through 
Latin conjugations, she settled on a 
theatrical career. During one period she 
was a professional model, exhibition 
ballroom dancer and USO entertainer, 
in addition to her radio and stage work. 

Miss Marlowe's mother was widowed 
when Marion was three and they went 
to live with Marion's grandparents, 
who  made many financial sacrifices 
to foster her career.

singing and dramatic lessons. In Holly-
wood an English producer promised her 
a lead in a London musical, and just 
when she had all but forgotten, the bid 
came through and she was bound for 
England. 

In London for 18 months she got a 
chance to appear on television each 
Sunday. She was kept busy, since she 
was working in a musical with nightly 
performances six days a week. This 
experience  might  account  for  her 
amazing camera and stage presence. 
She also sang at the Royal Albert Hall 
for the King and Queen and for Win-
ston Churchill at a RAF reunion. 

Her biggest "break" to date was the 
one-night engagement at the Florida 
hotel. It catapulted her to New York 
and she is making the most of it. 

She was in Florida for just a few 
months with her husband (married last 
year),  a government employee who 
travels to various cities. She recalls 
their honeymoon trip from California 
as a veritable "Barnum and Bailey spe-
cial."

The "Stork Club" show, presided ov-
er by Sherman Billingsley, is a visual 
cross section of New York night life at 
its gaudiest. During any one telecast, 
viewers can spot playboys, chorus girls, 
TV  stars,  sport  figures, bejewelled 
dowagers,  fading movie  stars, and 
hordes of self-styled celebrities. 
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It's one of TV's most talked about 
shows, and with good reason. Some 
housewives consider it as necessary to 
their existence as the daily society col-
umn. Many husbands watch in horri-
fied fascination as the minks and sables 
parade by on camera. 

Pro and con opinions are equally 

heated with the warring camps evenly 

split. "Stork Club" boosters call it a 

"TV treat" while its detractors cry 

"sham." 

The real story behind the show is 
the story of Billingsley himself. Back 
in 1900, Sherman was born in Enid, 
Oklahoma. As a youngster, he peddled 
magazines, raised pigeons and collected 
empty bottles to get enough money to 
launch his first business enterprise —a 
soft drink stand. He and his brother 
savel up $1,000 in several years and 
bought a drug store in Oklahoma City. 

But Sherman got the wanderlust and 
traveled about the country. He arrived 
in New York, and liked what he saw. 
The result was that Billingsley bought 
a drug store in the Bronx. He later en-
larged his holdings by building houses 
and garages on a street still known as 
Billingsley Terrace. 

Two friends from Oklahoma put up 
the money for a three way ownership 
and the first Stork Club was opened on 
58th street. Many people wonder where 
the club got its name. Sherman claims 
that his partners suggested it, and he 
was too tired to ask why. He's still in 
the dark as to the reason. 

The club moved several times but is 
now located on East 53rd street. Be-
sides his interest in the Stork Club, 
Billingsley is a partner with Arthur 
Godfrey and Morton Downey in Ci-
gogne  perfumes. He married  Hazel 
Donnelly in 1924. They  have three 
daughters —Jacqueline 22, Barbara 15 
and Sher mane 6.
