being used. The film series was created and is being written and supervised by James Moser, who
spent several years studying and doing background work. Worthington Miner is exec producer, with
West Coast news specialist Frank LaTourette as producer and Bernard Girard as director. Coopera-
tion of West Coast police and other groups shows influence of long years of working with movie
companies which cannot be matched by East Coasters who envy further entrenchment of Hollywood in
telefilm production Recent surveys of long running series show that costs of production in
Hollywood are up 20 to 30 per cent, with recent contract renewals reflecting the increased costs.
