Although no sponsor is yet committed and contracts haven't been signed,
NBC has penciled Sunday Matinee into its once -a -month schedule for late Sunday after-
noon, starting Oct 23. This is the Maurice Evans series of eight one and one-half
hour dramas, to run thru May, 1956, with Mr. Evans producing all and starring in sev-
eral of the productions, all in color. Jack Bagel would be producer for NBC on the
series, with Mildred Freed Alberg as associate producer and George Schaefer as direc-
tor. Among the eight dramas would be at least one from Shakespeare and one from Shaw,
according to some past hints dropped by Evans.

ABC's Monday Night Fights from Eastern Parkway bow off the net after May 16,
with Pabst Brewing's Blue Ribbon Bouts opening on ABC on June 1, from an unannounced
origination ABC's Disneyland series starts its re -runs tonight (16) until June
22. A new episode from the "ITantasyland" realm will be shown June 29 and the follow-
ing week will see the start of the third run of this season's programs, until Sept 7.
